For many vears Texas fever has been

The elimatie
ditions and },:G'H-'I:ll treatment
similar in the two cases,
CAUSE AND NATURE O}
The cause of Texas fever is a-micro
parasite which is found in the blood ol
southern raised ecattle. The natural
method of communication of this germ
is by means of the Texas fever tick
(Boophilus bovis,) which abounds in
the south. The disease can
induced artificially in susceptible eat
tle by hypodermie injection of infeeted
taken from southern .cattle,
When a susceptible animal is infested
with ticks or is inoculated with infeet-
ed blood, the germs thus introduced
attack the red blood corpuscles and
destroy them in large numbers., This
weakens the vital foree of the animal
and produces a large amount of broken
down waste tissue which must be elim-
inated from the system. Such a con-
dition demands inereased action on the
sart of the tissues producing the red
{»Im)d corpuscles, and larger capacity
for carrying off the waste materials
through the liver, kidneys, spleen and
bowels. If the system of the animal

perature falis rapidly and in severe
cases the animal may die from collapse.
From the fifteenth to the twenty-ninth
or .thirtieth days the animal will gain
in strength and the percentage of red
corpuscles in the blood will return al-
most to the normal. About the thir
tieth day after inoculation a secondary
fever period often oceurs, lasting seven
or eight days. This period is usually
not so severe as the primary, but the
temperature often shows high eleva-
tion, and the destruction of rved cor-
puscles oceurs again. At the end of
fifty or sixty days the inoculated ani-
mals are ready for shipment.

CARE OF CATTLE DURING INOCULATION.,

It is necessary that inoculated ani-
mals be well nourished during the
fever and subsequently since there is
great lowering of the vitality of the
animal, due to the destructive action
of the mero-parasites on the blood
corpuscles. 1In these experiments the
food has consisted of ground oats,
bran, erushed corn, linseed meal, ¢lo-
ver and timothy hay. The effort is
made to fecd In a manner that will
maintain a lax condition of the bowels,
since the elimination of the wasfe pro-
duets from the liver is mainly through
the bowels. It is sometimes necessary
to give salts to induce proper action
of the bowels. Other medicines, such
as stimulants and tonies are used as
indicated, The animuls are kept warm
and comfortable, in clean quarters
and ‘in every way carefully nursed.
They have grass at the proper season,
After sending inoculated animals south
they are watched during the first sea-
son to prevent relapse. and care is
taken to avoid all conditions that les-
sen the vitality of the animal, as over
heating, undue excitement or too much
service,

FURTHER EXPERIMENTS NOW IN PRO-
GRESS,

The Missouri experimnent station is
now inoculating at Columbia about 250
head of eattle, representing the Short-
horn, Hereford, Devon and Red Polled
breeds., These will be exposed to the
fever in_the south next summer for a
further test of the efliciency of this
method of immunizing eattle against
this disease. The success of this meth-
od has already had the effect of greatly
increasing the number of blooded ecat-
tle Imught in the north by Texas eat-
tlemen and will add much to the value
of all blooded breeding cattle in the
north. Through this means a large
and important market which has here-
tofore been praesically closed is now
opened to the northern breeder. An
illustrated bulletin, No. 48, giving full
particulars of these experiments is
now being issued by the Missouri sta-
tion, and will be sent free to all par-
ties interested upon application.

Texas Cattle Trust.

Ap[)rmsvrs were appointed yester-
day by George B. Lm‘in z, of Fort
Worth, who has been in the ecity for
some days for the purpose of consum-
mating a deal for the combination of
one-half the largest cattle ranches in
Texas and New Mexico. These up-
praisers will inspect the ranches which
it is proposed to combine and report
about Janaary 1, at which time Mr.
Loving hopes to be able to close the
big deal. ’Ehoso appoiated were J. H,
Stevens of Kansas (R:;y,(‘harlvs Good-
night of the Panhandle, in Texas, and
J. W. Light of Chickasha. The ap-
praisers were agreed upon at a meet-
mg held at the Midland hotel.

Mr. Loving left last night for Fort
Worth, where he will await the result
of the appraisers. He stated that there
were fifty ranches in the transactioh
and that the (ea{)ital stock of the cor-
poration would be $50,000,000,

““It is possible that some of those

| who have signified their intention of

going in will not do so,” he said, ‘‘but
most of the ranchmen will accept the
figures of the three gentlemen who will
make the appraisement, Twenty mill-
ion acres of ranch land and 1,000,000
head of cattle will come under eontrol
of the corporation. Kansas City will
be headquarters and all eattle will be
shipped to this market. There are on-
ly two things which could prevent the
corporation, and

a— —

neither .is likely to happen. One is
that the ranchmen may not agree upon
the value of the property as given by
the appraisers and the other is the
searcity of money If money will be
as hard in January and Fabruary as it
was in Oectober, it would not be an
easy matter to raise the $50,000,000 in
New York. However, it will not take
nearly that much, for most of the
ranchmen are taking stock in the con-:
cern and some of them will take one-
half of their pay in that way. The
report that the combination would be
in conflict with the Texas trust law is
erroneous, for I have a letter from the
attorney general of that state which
says that the law in no way - interferes
with it.”—K. C. Journal, Dec 8.

Tame Grasses for Western Oklahoma.,

The stock rasers of this section
should be deeply interested in findin
grasses that will resist the drouth anc
give us hay meadows., We give below
a report of the experiment station of
Kansas on the. Awnless Brome Grass.,
The most profitable plants we have are
those that have been transplanted from
other continents. For instance, the
sorghum plants were brought from
Africa by the editor of the Orange
Judd Farmer. The plants have added
untold millions to the wealth of this
country. Many plants from the dry

should be made, and among them we
will find a grass that will be to ¢his
sec ion what blue grass and timothy is
to the section east of us:

The experiment station of the Kansas
Agricultural College has received num-
erous inquiries from various localities
in the state as to the value of Awnless
Brome Grass as a forage grass. This
grass 18 receiving so much notice in
the agriealtural press that a short ae-
count of it is here given for the benefit
of our readers.

Awnless Brome Grass, or Hungarian
Brome Grass (Bromus inermis) is a
native of the dry sandy regions of
Europe and western Asia. It is a per-
ennial about the size and somewhat
the general appearance of Meadow
Fescue or English Bluegrass. ‘It
spreads by ereeping underground stems
or rootstocks. It has been tested by
many of the experiment stations from
Canada and North Carolina to Missis-
sippi and California. All recommend
it highly for dry, sterile, light or sandy
soil It will not succeed well on wet
land, but is one of the best grasses for
resisting drouth, Its chief value is
for permanent pasture, though at many
of the stations it has _\'ielfiedagood
crop of hay. In the South it is sown
in the fall for winter pasture, but in
the North it is sown in the spring.
This c¢xperiment station now has in
progress an experiment testing the rel-
ative merits of spring and fall sowing
at Manhattan. At present we are un-
able to state positively the wvalue of
Brome Grass for pasture in eastern
Kansas, but from the experience in
surrounding states we can recommend
it for trial. The Garden (Jitfv grass
station reported very favorably upon
it when tried there a few years ago.
At a future time we will give the re-
sults of our trials and we should be

leased to have our correspondents in-
orm us as to the results of their own
trials.

Much of the seed upon the market
at present is imported from Europe
and has not proven as satisfactory as
that grown in this country, as it is vot
so pure; but home grown seed is not
now available for general use. With
good seed the amount sufficient to sow
an acre is from fifteen to twenty pounds.
It frequently happens that an appar-
ently poor stand allows the w to
flourish the first year, but that never-
theless the second year’s growth is
favorable. For this reason judgment
should not be passed upon the success
of the trial until the second se .
Ordinarily it is not best to p: .

Receipts in the quar-
antine division were small and consist-
ed largely of short fed steers that sold
very quickly, prices ranging from 3.80
to 4.45.

Heavy native steers brought 5.25 to
6.15; light weight steers 4.50 to 5.75;
stockers and feeders 3.00 to 5.15; buteh-
er cows 3.10 to 3.756; butcher Leifers
3.40 to 5.00; eanners 2.00 to 3.10; fed
westerns 3 70 to 5.500; western feeders
3.00 to 4.55; Texauns 3.50 to 4.45.

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Too Much Politics.

The stockmen of southwestern New
Mexico at least feel that they are pa_ -
ing * and plenty’”’ for the bene-
fits which they are supposed to be re-
ceiving from the cattle sanitary board.

The above from one of our valued
exchanges of New Mexico strikes the
truth very nearly in the cenfer.. The
same feeling may be said to exist in
Arizona, slthough it effects the gener-
al taxpayer here, where in New Mexico
the whole cost of the board rests upon
the cattlemen alone, by a system of
special tax upon that one industry.

he whole fault would seem to lie in
the fact that such boards in both Ter-
ritories are considered ' as politieal
places rather than as composed of effie-
wient people who should serve as the
servants of the:people. Their every
business action ought to be made pub-
lic through the medium of the lhive
stock press, and not kept as a profound
secret, into which the people have no
right to 'look. Then in the ease of
Arizona at least, the head of the bhoard
ought to be a resident of the Terntory
and not a non-resident, as 1s the case
now. The people would be better sut-
isfied were they taken into closer eon-
fidence of the board. There was atime
when the sanitary board of Arizona
was of real value to the people engaged
in the live ~tock industry, but of 1.
cent years, with the exception of the
service performed by the veteriaa
surgeon, the work has practicaily no
benefit to the Territory nor to the p

le of the Territary. The |wnplc' have
ost confidence in the work of 1.

The nbove is fairly stated, and the
conditions whieh prevail in  Okl:ihoma
are almost identieal. The law creating
a quarantine or live stock commussion
in this Territory was drawn with es-
pecial reference to the danger of polit-
wal instead of practical control, and
the aprointees of the board were re-
quired to be one from each of the three
polilivnl parties in order to take the
matter outside of mere partisanship.
Nevertheless, not a single practieal
livestock man was .wlm-h-a as member
of the board itself, and at the recent
meeting of the National live stock san-
itary commission which is composed
exclusively of the live stock sanuary
boards of the different states and ter
ritories,Oklahoma was not represented.

On account of the laek of interest
shown, the federal authorities have
seriously questioned the advisability of
maintaining the National quarantine
line through Oklahoma. If this live
should be withdrawn, it would damage
the Territory to the extent of several
millions of dollars of taxable property,
to say nothing of the resultant damage
to individual owners

Every act of the board should be
made public, but this journal has vet
to receive from. its secretary the first
line of such information.

The trouble seems to be too much
politics. The places are given out as
rewards for favors politieal, and the
interests of the live stock owners are
ignored. The attention of the Terri-
torial and Federal authorities is re-
l?otfully called to this condition of
affairs in Oklahoma, in the belief that
great danger confronts our cattlemen
if more attention is not shown.

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Quarantine Regulatlons.

A mecting was held at the Midland |
Hotel in Kansas City on ihe 9th by
representatives from Oklahoma, Kan-
sas, Migsouri. Texas, New Mexico and
Arizonf. The meeting was for the
purpose of dcc\igling what course to
pursue in seeuring uniformity in the
quarantine l'egulatinns. The repre-
sgntawes organized the Western Li\'c-
Stock Samtary association in accord-
ance with the following resolutions,
which were adopted:

VV!;EREAH, The necessity is known
to exist for more concerted action on
the part of the states and territories,
in order to secure immunity from
_S()llth_('rll fever or other contagious or
infectious diseases, by enforcing uni-
form restrictions and the adoption of
uniform regulations concerning inspec-
tion of cattle crossing or-attempting to
cross the National quarantine: there
fore it is hereby

Rpsolved, That the name of this or-

anization shall be the Western Live
Stock Sanitary associadon; that the
membership of this body shall be com-
posed of the live stock sanitary com-
missions of the states of Texas, Kan-
sas and Missouri, and the territories
of Oklahoma, New Mexico and Ariz-
ona, and the secretaries of the Cattle
Raisers’ association of Texas and the
Oklahoma Live Stock association of
Oklahoma.

It is also further agreed hereby that
no cattle from any source, bearing
Southern fever ticks, will be admitted
to any part of the territory governed
or represented in this association,
north of the quarantine line established
by the United States department of
agriculture, at any season of the year.

The regulations as between Missouri
and Kansas are giving no trouble.
There are infected regions in the
southwest counties of Missouri. But
state inspectors are in these regions
and pass cattle back and forth without
trouble or friction. The workings of
the law elsewhere, however, are not
so harmonious. A second and perhaps
still more important object is to secure
the co-operation of the western states
and territories as against lowa, Illinois
and states east of the Mississippi,
which cannot pn.\‘.\ilnl_\' be concerned,
in many instances, in the western reg-
ulations.

While tuberculosis, sheep seab and
other diseases incident to cattle were
incidentally discussed at the meeting,
it was. the Texas fever or the Texas
tick which carries and spreads that
fever, that occupied the attention main-
ly. Northern cattle can go south and
mingle freely with the Texas fever
cattle and not become infected, so
long as the ticks do not get on them,
The tick sucks the blood from the fev-
ered ' steer, drops off, hatches u brood
of young with the fever poison in them
anx they in turn get on the northern
or healthy cattle and infect them.

By burning the grass over great re-
gions the fever has been kept out of
whole counties in Texas, so that the
fever is not necessarily due to locality.
The tick may be brought to Missouri
or farther north and still inoculate the
healthy steer with the poison.

Recently, northern cattle, before be-
ing shippe(i to Texas for breeding pur-
posesb have been inoculated with the
1

tick blood, just as one might be vac-

cinated for small-Yox. In this way
only 8 per cent of the cattle shipped

into the fever region (;1_3\']0 died, while
80 per cent died. _

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EXCHANGE CLIPPINGS.

Case Is Appealed

Judge Kohlsaat to-day rendered an
opinion in the case of the interstate
commerce commission vs, the various
western railroads on the terminal
charge matter, deciding that the $2
charge was a segregation, or division
of the through rate or charges, as au-
thorized and sanctioned by law, and
that it was  therefore legal. On this
point the interstate commeree commis-
slon decided that there

was a  vast
difference between segregation and
addition, and that so far as the $2

charge was concerned, it wasan un-
reasonable and arbitrary advance, and
was justified only to the extent of the
additional expense .which the roads
were snhj«-vn-(ll to, namely $1 per car.
This decision of “Judge Kohlsaat is a
practical reversal of the former deci-
sion on demurrer. The judge restricted
the case within sueh narrow lines that
the real merits of it, as disclosed be-
fore the interstate commerce commis-
sion., and as found in their opinion
remain undisputed. An appeal was
taken, and the case will be \u-:ml in
the Circuit Court of Appeals in about
six weeks. The attorneys for the
interstate commerce commission and
the Cattle Raisers’ association of Tex-
as are satisfied that the present deeci
sion will be reversed in the higher
court.

Mr. T. W. Tomlinson, railway rep-
resentative of the Chicago Live Stoek
Exchange, and others who have closely
fullnwv«? the terminal charge case,
assert that the decision of Judge Kohl-
saat 1s not sound law and that his de-
c¢ision will be overruled, both as to the

Hewins’ Grave in Wyoming.

One of the best known stockmen in
the West for many vears was Col. E.
M. Hewins, who lived several years in
Woodward county and at the time of
his death in Wyoming was holding the
yosition of Custodian of Fort Supply
teservation in Woodward ecounty,
Col. Hewins' death oceurred while on
a visit to one of his daughters, near
Douglass, little more than a year ago.
Judge Albert R, Greene, once a com-
rade of Col. Hewins, recently returned
from a western trip, during which he
visited and thus describes the last
resting place of the latter:

“*I visited the cemetery at Douglas,
Wyoming, a few days agoy and lad a
few flowers on the grave of our dear
friend, Ed. Hewins. It is on a wind-
scourged hillside, with no tlowers or
grass or trees in sight, and the ever-
changing sand drifting about the dead
sage, make it a place of singular lone-
liness and. desolation. A mile away
are the biue waters of the North
Platte. and in the distance rises the
shining crest of Laramie Peak, but all
else of the 1andseape 1s desert, desert.
His name, dates of birth and death
that is all there is on the pretty monu-
ment a loving wife has reared to
memory. He was a grand man, a lov-
ing ‘husband and father, a good soldier
and a steadfast friend, hc- WAS pro-
moted for gallantry at Prairie Grove,
but no one ever heard him boast of it.
Colonel Cloud said he had no better
soldier. At Van Buren, the Second
Kansas cut out a bunch of rebels and
rounded them up in detail. Ed. took
ten men, among whom a bugler had
strayed, and st.uck out on a side road
in the woods where a detachment of
the enemy were (rying to escape.
Presently he came to their train, com-
posed of United States wagons and
teams captured from our forces at the
commencement of the battle of Prairie
Grove three weeks before. Ed. ordered
the drivers under guard, had the teams
unhitched and was preparing to burn
the wagons, when the rebels came
charging back more than one hundred
strong to retake the outfit. Ed. ordered
the bugler to sound the ‘recall,” where-
upon the rebels, thinking the woods
were full of ‘feds,” beat a hasty re-
treat, and Ed. brought the wagons,
mules and drivers into camp without
the loss of a man. This presence of
mind stood him in romr stead all
through life. He hms~ coolness and
nerve to a wonderful degree. In 1883-4
he and El Titus were the wealthiest
cattle owners in Kansas. With them
the business was genius. They acted
without delay or palaver, and always
fairly to the other party, but with un- |
erring judgment as to the values pres- |
ent and prospective. | saw them buy
eleven thousand head of ecattle in less
time than ordinary men buy a cigar.”’

Consumption from Cattle.
Denver stockman

The infection of tnberculosis may
enter the human system from the car
cass of an animal afflicted with that
disease. Such is the discovery that
has been made by Health Commission-
er Carlin, and henceforth as a result,
the utmost ecare will be exercised in
handling bodies of tuberculosis am
mals.

Sinece last May a dozen or more tub
erculosis cows have been condemned
and slaughtered by the loecal health
department. First the tuberculin test
was applied to them while living. This
showed the presence of the disease
After the cows were killed, Milk In
spector Bottomley was required to
make a post mortem examination of
each for the purpose of verifying the
tuberculin test. {n every case the ver-
ificatio was apparent. Mr. Bottomley
noticed that the steam and fumes which
arose from the ecareass when it was
cut open carried a peculiar odor, not
to be found in the careass of a healthy
animal. That fact aroused his sus-
picion, which ke communicated to
Commissioner Carlin. The later, in
order to ascertain whether or not there
were grounds for such a ~n~‘m'mn.
sent out letters to the hexith depart-
ment of all towns and cities of any
consequence in the West.

A short time ago came an answer
from San Jose, Cal. Iwhich stated that
two men, Elmer Rives and Burt Haley,
had contracted tuberculosis from hand-
ling the carcasses of tuberculosis cows.
Rives died a few days ago and Haley
is at the point of death. Two years
ago they were hale and hearty. They
were employed to kill and dissect cat-
tle suspected of being afflicted with
the dread malady. Many carcasses
were handled and about a year ago the
two men began to notice signs of tub
erculosis in their systems. They are
vhought to have mf_nled the germs (')t
the infection in the fumes which arose

_from the disseeted carcasses.
