InfecUoiM Abortion in Cattie.

The term abortion means the expul*tnui-

aion of the offspring before it can live 
ontside of the womb. The expulsion 
of the offspriuK after it is eapable of 
an independent existence amt before 
the fall time of p re la c y  is up is called 
premature parturition.

Isolated cases of abortion occur here 
and there, and their causes are almost 
M , numerous as the cases of abortion. 
Injnries, eatchinir cold, )(eneral dis­
ease, improper diet, certain druKs, ex- 
eessive inbreedinic. etc., may be men­
tioned as prominent causes.

Sometimes abortion occurs in dairy
herds in the manner of a'ldairne; many 
or all animals in a stable may be af­
fected and none of the al>ove class of 
causes can be obser>’e«l to have acted. 
This is infectious abortion and is 
caused by a speciflo ornnism or irroup 
of organisms. The disease is trans­
mitted from animal to animal by di­
rect contact. The i^nital ortrans of 
the male or female, walls, )>osts, be<l- 
dinK, or any other object' which is in 
easy reach and is likely to come in con­
tact with these regions, may act as 
carriers of the.contafrion and thus aid 
in spreading the disease.

SrilFToiiS.—Since we cannot hope to 
check the proirress of a case of con- 
ta^ous abortion, once infection hav­
ing taken place, the premonitor>' symp­
toms will not be mentioneil. The symp­
toms of the act of abortion are plain 
enongh in most cases not to need dis-

The Experiment Station at Stillwa­
ter is now di.stributing a bulletin bear­
ing the above title. It consists of a 
summary of reports received from men 
engaged in fruit growing in different 
sections of the territon', and contains 
lists of varieties of different fruits and 
methods that have done best' up to 
thi^time. Below isgiveu,a brief sum­
mary of the prrferences expressed bv 
the majority of those rejwrtiug in each 
instance.

Apples—Missouri Pippih, Ben Davis, 
Winesap. .Tohnalhan, Arkansas Black, 
Maiden Blush, Mammoth Black twig, 
Cooper’s, Early White, and Yellow 
Transparent are given as the most de­
sirable varieties for general planting.

Pears.—The reports indicate that 
pears have done well in almost everx' 
case where they have had gooil culti­
vation. Th8 following varieties are 
considered the most desirable; Keiffer, 
Bartlet, Duchess, LeConte, and Uar- 
bcr. ^  ;

Peaches.—This fruit has done well 
in Oklahoma and the .reports received , 
show marked success with it. While 
a great many varieties are grown, the 
following. were given the prefeicnee 
by the largest number of growers: El- 
berta, Alexander, Crawford’s Early. 
Crawford’s Late, Heath Cling, and 
Salway.

Plums.—Keports were received from 
twenty-four orchards, representing ten 
counties. They place plums nenny if 
not quite at the head of the list o f . 
fniits for Oklahoma, The following 
list contains the varieties thought most 
desirable: Wild Goose, Abundance,, 
Burbank, Wickson,and Marianna. i

Cherries—The sweet varieties do not 
seem profitable in the western counties 
but sour cherries are reported as hav

English Morello, .Montmorency, May- 
duke. Dyehouse, Gov. Wood, Ostheim, 
and Olivet.

Grapes.—This fruit has received a 
grt'at deal of attention at the hands of 
fruit growers, and the vinej'ards of the 
territory have_ become one of its chief 
objects of pride. Quite detailed re­
ports were receiveil, and while many 
other varieties were mentioneil, the 
following varieties were given the pre­
ference for general purposes: Con­
cord, Catawaba, Niagra, Moore’s 
Early, Wonlen, Moore's Diamond, 
Delaware and Goethe.

Blackberries.—Some of those re­
porting consider this the most paying 
fruit crop, while others consider it a 
failure. Early Harvest, Kittatinny. 
and Snyder are the varieties preferred 
by most of those reporting.

Apricots.—No reports were received 
concerning this fruit. The varieties 
planted in the station orchard are giv­
en in the bulletin. A full crop of apri­
cots is rarely obtained, the late spring 
frost killing most of the fruit,  ̂ |

Currants.—The Crandal currant is 
reported as having been grown with a 
fair degree of success.

The above is pretty 
irenerally known, but what weight-of 
lieads is nece.s.sary to make a busliel of 
gram, ami how toaseerlain tiie amount 
of grain in tlie heads by measurements 
are «|Ueslions very fi:e(iuenlly asketf. 
Tin* last two (jU(‘stions are not so easi­
ly answered and eonsiderahle judg­
ment must h»> exereised in each ease 
in determining the proper answers, 
.\re Jlie heads with stems from eiglit 
tt) twelve inehes long, eontaining more 
or h*ss U*aves, or they are eut close 
and live of trast*? Are the heads to 
be measured lying loose in n box or 
have they i)eeii tramped in or settUsl 

’ l>y a long haul? Refering to data ol>- 
tained in thre.shing out several hund- 
rexl bushels of Katlir corn from weigheil 
heads, anil extending through several 
.seasons, the percentage of grain in a 
hundred pounds of heads varies from 

120 to :ir> percent. This would mean 
frimi 75 to 80 pounds of heads are re- 
ijuiivd ti» produce a bushel of gniin. 
The maximum amount was obtained 
in a ca.se where the heads were extra 
large ami well developed, cut close and 
well cured. The minimum amount of 

I grain was obtained where the heads 
were ratlier small with long stems, and 
not well cured, having some leaves 
among them. The past fall the sta­
tion has received some .‘U)0 bushels of 
Kallir corn in the heads, and the heads 
were weighed before aiui the gram 
after threshing. Eighty poun<rs of 
the lie.ads were reipiired to produce 
fifty-six |M>und.s of the grain, with very 
little variation.

I Roughly, every two inehes in a com- 
j jiion wagon box, 120 inches by .'M» 
inehes by 41 inehes deep, contained 
one bushel of grain. This determina­
tion was made with but one man’s 
Katlir, consisting of seviui loads. In 
this ease it was tramped in the wagon 
as loaded, and tlun hauled several 
miles.

New Rule for Texas Cattle.
The Missouri State Board of Agri­

culture will adopt a new rule in regard 
to the admission of Texas eattie into 
the state. The eliange v.ill interest 
cattlemen in all parts of the country, 
but is of special importance to the cat­
tle growers of .Missouri. The board of 
agriculture lias charge of the enfortv- 
ment of the cattle ipiarantine against 

t cat tie from Texas.
_A meeting of tlie executive commit­

tee of the board was held at Columbus 
and considered the advisability of 
changing the rule so as to j>eriiiii'Tex- 
as cattle to enter Missouri during the 
months of November and Decenilier 
and possibly January, when there is 
eoiiiparatively little danger of infec­
tion from Texas fever. I f  this rule is 

' 'adopted it will permit feeders to bring 
Texas eattie into this state in the win­
ter and fatten them for market. Un­
der the present rule all cattle fnmi the 
“ Southern Flivijion,”  or below the 
quarantine must be kept ifl separate 
pens at the stock yards .snd slaugh­
tered as soon as they arrive at the 
packing houses for which they are des­
tined. The new' rule will create an 
additional demand for corn and other 
stulT, and will also help to relieve the 
scarcity-of beef whicli has been felt 
for some time in Missouri.—Farm and 
Ranch.

Cattle Turned Back.
The Guthrie Leader of the 16th says 

that a few days ago Col. Goodnight, of 
Cowley Co., Kan., purchased two car­
loads of cattle near Perkins. Okla. He 
shipped them to Kansas and when the;^ 
arrived the Kansas cattle inspectors 
objected to the shipments, not allow­
ing them to unload because they did 
not bear the inspector’s clearance card 
of the territorial inspectors. Mr. Good­
night says that the cattle were inspect­
ed by the U. S. inspector.

Under a recent decision of the do-

Eartment of agriculture made bv Dr.
*. E. Salmon, superintendent of the 

bureau of animal industry at Washing­
ton, “ when a United States inspector 
Ifives a permit that cattle are free from

ticks, .the cattle are free to go any­
where in the United States and no 
state or territorial sanitary iias apy 
right to interfere with theni or juris­
diction ill the matter until after the 
eattie liave beeti unloaded in that staite 
or ti rritory which.is their destination. 
That such ail interference is a viola­
tion of till* intc'rstatc commerce law.”  

Had Mr. Goodnight clearly know'n 
this he neei} not have paid aiiv atten­
tion to the state inspectors of Kansas", 
for this (lecision makes the United 
States inspector a greater otticer, with 
greater power.

A New Demand for Corn.
Ill accommodating themselves to 

new conditions live stock men try all 
sons of plans. One now proposed by 
range sheep owners is the carrying of 
corn to the ranges from the corn belt 
states. It WHS tried in a small way 
last year with d o le fu l results, freight 
rates e.utting ahiiost too large a figure 
to make it preferable to the plan of 
bringing the slieep to the corn instead 
of till* com to the sheep. Aside from 
the <|nestioii of cost tlie method seems 
to work quite well. When the corn is 
Ki-atlered broadcast on the grass or 
snow the sheep seem to pick up every 
grain of it, and the time required to 
do it results in the advantage that it is 
thoroughly masticated. A mini her of 
-large sheep ow’iiers, it is said, will 
make a united effort to get a rate that 
will eiiahle them to ship corn to Wyo­
ming this,)'ear, and if they succeed 
will l>e large corn buyers.^ Should it 
prove commercially practicable, the 
result will be large feeding on the 
ranges with a correspondingly smaller 
shipment to the corn states for feeding 
pur(M)ses.—Ex.

The uniform inspection rate on cattle 
has been made 2 cents, whereas it now 
varies from H cents to 2 cents.

It pays to keen good fowls as well as 
good horses and cattle and no farmer 
expects to secure good breeding ani­
mals without paying good prices.

Notice the farm papers, read the 
poultry notes and you will notice that 
no breed of fowls is receiving the at­
tention, and that' justly, as is the Ply­
mouth Rock. It possesses so many 
strong points.

Filth and Lke.
Whether filth can be said to stand in 

a causitive relation to lice or not, it is 
certain that they usually, “ hunt in 
couples,”  and where you nnd the one, 
there is the other also, says Poultry 
World.

It is also a further fact that where 
lice are abundant eggs are scarce. 
And a still further fact is that where 
eggs are scarce profits grow exceed­
ingly small and beautifuTly less, like 
the apples at the bottom of the barrel* 
of a dishonest seller. The claim there­
fore is thus made: If you would have 
large profits you must have abundance 
of oggs: if you would have abundance 
of eggs you must have a dearth of 
lice; if you would have a dearth of 
lice you must get rid of the filth in the 
houses. The moral is tiw) obvious to 
reciuire stating, but when you find a 
poiiltryman who is making a handsome 
profit on his fowls, we advise you to 
make an inspecton of his houses and 
see how neat everything is, how free 
from lice the. premises are and how 
happy and contented his fowls seem to 
be as they go singing about their 
premises ami inhale tlie fresh o«lor 
that arises from whitewashed walls, 
sauded floors and carbolic anointetl 
roosts. These are matters that every 
poultryman should know and, know­
ing. should nut into dailv practice.— 
T. C. K. in Agricultural Epitoniist.

Crooked Breaats.
Crooked breast bones in fowls are 

nut uncommon. This is often caused 
by improper roosts—such as round 
|K>les, roosts placed above eacli other, 
causing fighting and trouble in reach­
ing tlie liigher ones, fowls being 
thrown off the roost, and it also may 
be transmitted to the young.

The best roosts are 2x4 scantling, 
placed flat and corners rounded. These 
should be placed about twenty inches 
from the floor and about that distance 
apart, placed on a level, then there, 
will be no fighting for upper roosts.

Be careful to breed from stock with 
straight breast bones and then there 
will be no crooked ones if your roosts 
are erected pniperly.

Feeding.

We do not have any -set rules for 
feeding; we aim to feira our laying 
hens, in the morning, wheat and scraps 
from the table, and at night, com. 
Growing chicks are fed mem, cracked 
wheat and corn, millet, Kaffir and 
cane, and fed often.

We feed what is handy and change 
feeds as often as we can. Chickens 
relish a change.

We do not believe in any set rules 
for feeding and do not figure on any 
regular bill of fare. / ’

Scrubs.

2nd—They weigh less.
3rd—They sell for leas per lb.
4th—They bring less on the market.
6th—They do not sell so readily.
fith—They are not attractive in shape

mention.

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The Census Investigation of Irrigatlou.
A special effort will be made by the 

Division of Agriculture of the Twelfth 
census of the United States to collect 
and' tabulate important data relating 
to irrigation in tne arid and semi-hu­
mid regions of the United States. A 
preliminary schedule has been pre­
pared and will soon be sent out to 
obtain the names of corporations and 
individuals owning caiials or ditches. 
This is one of the es.sential ‘̂ t̂eps for 
securing desired information regard­
ing the extent and value of the canals 
and ditches used for irrigation, and 
their sources of water supply.

In the preliminary* s hedule a re­
quest is made for the names of the 
principal canals or ditches in their 
onler down stream, the ditches to the 
right (looking down stream) being ar­
ranged on the Hrst page of the list, 
and those heading to tlie left on the 
last page. Heijuest is also made for 
the name and postotbce address of 
some person who can give detailed 
information concerning each ditch.

The principal schedule now in course 
of preparation ^̂ ill be inaile<l to the 
addresses thus obtained calling for fur­
ther data, which will be su,>pK‘mented 
by detailed statistics gathered by the 
census enumerators.

It should be noted by all interested 
in the subject that these various in­
quiries of the census ottice in no way 
(MMitlict with or duplicate the work 
with reference to irrigation which is 
being conducte«l by any other depart­
ment of state. The most nearly related 
itn|uiry is that of the geological sur­
vey, which, like that of the census, is 
under the more immediate direction of 
Mr. F. H. Newell, the special^agent 
for irrigation in the Kleventh census, 
and hydrographer of the geological 
survev_. The fact that Mr. Newell has 
supervision of this work in the Jwelfth 
census guarantees its efticiency and its 
value to the arid and semi-humid re­
gions

It will be readily apparent that the 
volume and value of these statistics 
will dep*'n«l. very largely up<»n the at­
tention and interest_ shown therein by 
those engaged in irrigation and it is 
eariie.stly hoped that all to whom the 
schedules are addrt*ssed will appreci­
ate the importance of the re<|ucst and 
make prompt and careful reply. In 
this way only will it be poss ble to 
make the infr>rmation concerning irri­
gation full and complete.

In order to obtain a full understand­
ing and an intelligent appreciation of 
the possible development of the arid 
and serai-humid regions of the West, 
a general knowledge of the progress 
actually made is of vital importance. 
An accurate census of irrigation will 
impart such general knowledge, and 
will ho of great benefit to all those 
concerned in redeeming arid lands. 
Toe future development of this vast 
portion of our domain will be greatly 
advanced by a comprehensive compila­
tion of facts relating to its irrigation 
such as contemplated by the Twelfth 
census.
