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TO RECLAIM ARID LAND.

At a joint meetinfT of state enRiDeers 
and senators and representatives of 
western states, held in Cheyenne Wyo., 
a bill was prepared by a committee, 
embodyinft a scheme for government 
aid in the reclamation of the arid re-

Sion. A meeting'of the western states 
elerations in congress is to be held 

in Washington jast prior to the next 
session of oongiress, when this bill will 
be considered for introduction in con* 
Ifress, and a plan c f action decided 
upon to secure its passa^. The pro­
posed measure in part is as follows: 

*‘That all money received from the 
sale or djsposal of public lands in Ari­

zona, California. C o lo i^o, Idaho, 
Utah, Montana, Wyoming, Kansas, 
Nebraska. Nevada. New Mexico, 
North Dakota, Oregon, South Dakota 
and Washinifton, l»eRitioinir with « the 
fiscal year ending June 3U, 1902, shall 
be reserved for the benefit of the state 
or territory in which said lands are 
sold, to be kept as a special fund, 
known as the *arid land reclamation 
fund’ under the direction of the secre-. 
tary of the interior. Kaeh state shall 
maintain an enirineer’soinee who shall 
plan and make the estimates for the 
reserves. The plan shall be submit­
ted to the secretary of the interior, 
who may approve or reject them. 
If approve<l, the secretary shall set

aside money for their construction 
and such lands are to be exempt from 
entry. The state may sell the com­
p le te  works to actual users of water.”

WARNINA TO PROSPECTIVE SEtTLERS.

The secretary of the Oklahoma 
Live Stock Sanitary <ommission is 
out with a warning to the prospective 
settlers in the Kiowa and Coinmanche 
and the Wichita reservations in which 
he states that these lands are all be­
low the quarantine line, and that it 
will b«* sure death to all cattle that may 
be taken into the new country.

He further states that the sanitary 
lM>ard has no authority to stop th e

takinyr of these cattle into these res- 
eivations. If they had there would 
be no loss. But as it is the only thine 
the board can do is to issue the warn- 
ine in hopes that it will deter the tak- 
ine of herds there and the consequent 
loss that is bound to follow.

If previously ac­
customed to green food such as tur­
nips and cabbage, they may then be 
placed in a low shed whidh the pasture 
or warren should contain.

It is surprising how hutch bred hares 
will pick up after they have been 
turned down. This will give room foF 
those that no doubt are already crowd­
ed in the breeding house. It should 
be remembered that even after the 
hares are turned down they should be 
supplied with plenty of hay and water. 
I^ter in the season the bay mav be 
discontinued and the hares wilf do 
wt II if the pasture is good until they 
are taken up in the fall and sent to 
market.

The market season begins with the

Same season in September, when no 
oubt the best prices will be secured, 

and continues until March.
Every young buck that is to be 

turned down for market should be 
castrated. They are the more docile 
and take on fat easier. Does turned 
down in a warren with breeding bucks 
will litter in the warren, which, if not 
a very la r^  pasture so the doe can 
find a secluded place for her dugout 
will result in a loss of the young. 
Should the doe select a place for her 
nest on a level piece of 'ground the 
burrow is apt to be filled with water 

besides and drown the litter. It is hardly ad- 
eggs of visable to try and raise litters in a 

warren,* although a small percentage 
may live and do well. The better way 
by far would be to turn them down at 
from 3 to 5 months of age in the man­
ner above described.

It would be advisable to have the 
warren divided, if many hares are to be 
kept, especially those of different ages 
which would do better if separated. 
In each paddock, ashed or cover should 
be supplied. It would be better to 
build without a fioor and fill in with

It  looks as i f  there wiM be a fair 
supply o f hogs for the fall. It may 
be stated right now that hogs and hog 
prodpets w ill to  high. There are two 
eonditioDs which make this a mural 
eertainty: First, the supply o f bogs 
w ill hardly meet the market on a low 
price level in view  o f the large and 
grow ing demand fo r pork p iq u e ts ; 
second, the hogs which w ill come to 
the abattoir in a finished state will 
have been fed and hardened with ex­
pensive feed. Grain has been high 
and where it forced the market on 
prime finished cattle w ill also affect 
the b<w market.

While it is true, in a sense, that 
hogsw ill graze themselves into the 
packing house in summer, that firm,

“ Wolvea** or “ Warbles** la Catti*.

By the term “ wulve*'' In the back o f cattle 
are meant the small tumors, which are often 
seen at this time o f the veer upon cattle 
which have been pastured during the previ­
ous summer. The common name for them 
Is "warbles,’* and they are caused by sn In­
sect, which, it Is supuosed, deposits Its eggs 
on an animal, and the larvae develop in the 
tumora. These grubs, when they have at­
tained sufllcientsTse. escape and cause no 
Injury to the eattle, but will decrease the val­
ue of Its hide from to M per cent,according 
to the number o f warble holea It cootaina. 
It will aid, however. In the extermination o f 
the Insects If the grulM are squeesed out with 
the angers and killed. When the opening Is 
too small to permit the removal o f the grub. 
It may be enlarge«l with a sharp knife. 
Usually, however. It may be preased out 
sufflclently to be graspt d with a small p ar 
of foroepH, and Is then easily removed bv 
gentle traoilou, olMMrvIng care to prevent 
breaking. Inoaseof aupporatlon orintlama- 
tIon. a solution.of one part senoleum to fifty 
parts water may lie Injeosed Into the swell­
ing through the opening.

In spection  Law to  be T es ted .

The National Live Stock Associa- 
)ii, throuRh It's president, John W. 

SpriiiRer, declares it the Axed purpose 
of the association to test the constitu­
tionality of the Colorado statu law 
which re({uires state inspection of live, 
stock. iiotwithstandinR a clean bill of 
health had been Rranted by the feder­
al authorities. The case is that of Ed. 
H. Rt-id of the Flato Commission com­
pany of Omaha, ivho was arrested 
June ’Jtith in Denver, cliarRetl with 
takiuR into the stale twenty-seven 
cars of cattle which bad not been in­
spected by a Colorado ofticial. Col­
onel SpriURer made the followinR 
statement today:

Tlie report comiiiR from Denver that 
Mr. En. H. Reid of the Flato Commis­
sion iHimpauy of Omaha ha«i been ar­
rested on June ‘Jti, in the of^ ‘e of the 
National Ijive Stock association, in 
Denver, charRed with illuRally briuR- 
iuR twenty-seven cars of cattle into 
the state Colorado without the
inspection fee demanded li^ lhe state 
of ‘2 cents a head, is a fact i|The live 
stock men of the United States have 
determined to test the constitutionali­
ty of this Colorado law, insistioR that 
where they have a clean bill of health 
Rranted tlieir cattle by the federal au­
thorities, that this should entitle their 
cattle to Ro into any state of the 
union, the state statutes to the con­
trary notwithstandinR. The stock- 
men have been held up by the state 
boards of inspection, so-called, forQspec
years, and hundreds of thousands of 
dollars annually have been taken from 
stock raisers and we now propose to 
have it stopped. An application will 
be made today to Judge Hallett of the 
United States district court fo r  Mr. 
Reid’s release on a writ of habeas cor­
pus.

“ Should the court deny this writ an 
appeal will at once be taken to the su­
preme court of the United States, and 
we expect a decision in a very short 
time. This case will be watched with 
intense interest by every stock man 
in the United States, and the officers 
of the National Live Stock association 
have been assuretl from all quarters of 
the country of the unaoimous support 
of the live stock interests in settling, 
once for all, the ({uestion as to whether 
federal inspection does not supersede 
state inspei^tion.

*‘ We realize it is a great question,”  
said President Springer, “ and of much 
more far reaching interest than is ap-

fiarent to the casual observer. The 
ive stock association in this case has 

the support of all the great live stock 
orranizatioDs of the country.”

Hon. Ralph Talbot, of Denver, one 
of the ablest attorneva in Coloraao, is 
the Colorado counsel of the National 
Live Stock associaton, and be will be

assjsted in the supreme court of the 
United Stotes by Judge William M. 
Springer, the local counsel of the as­
sociation in Washington.

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5UNDAY ON THE RANCH.

Sanday on the ranch ii>a day of gen­
eral “ cleaning up*’ among the punch­
ers. This means the donning of a 
clean but generally unironed shirt, a 
shave, and possibly a hair-cut by 
some of the boys more or less—mostly 
less—accomplished in the tonsorial 
art.

Speaking of the “ clean shirt”  re­
minds me of the way 1 found out how 
tuis selfsame shirt came to be clean. 
I was sauntering along the river bank 
one day when I notic*^ a good strong 
rope attached to a rock on the bank, 
the opposite end being covered in the 
water.

Being of a curious turn of mind 1 
siezed the rope and began to pull. A 
small rock splashed into the water and 
up came a bundle of clothes—socks 
underclothing and red bandana ker­
chiefs. I hastily put them back, for 1 
felt that i had uncovered some hidden 
secret.

That afternoon Jack Burton said: 
“ Let’s go down to the creek and I ’ ll 
do out my washin*; put ’ em to soak 
last week and haven’t got round to 
g e t ’em out yet. So, armed with a 
bar of soap, we went down and “ did”  
the washiqg and hung them on the 
bushes to dry. In the evening 1 saw 
Jack stuffing them into a big sack. 
This is usually their “ trunk,’”  and I 
suppose is the foundation for the fun­
ny remark a genuine old-timer made 
to me not long ago. We were discuss­
ing the love affairs of a certain young 
rancher, and in his drawling way the 
old fellow said: “ Yes, you bet! Bob’s 
willin’ fur that old girl lo throw her 
clothes into his sack any limes.”

After the cleaning up process is 
complete the boys depart on various 
errands. For it is seldom they pur 
in the whole day lounging around. 
He who is so fortunate as to be the 
proud possessor of a . best girl”  be­
strides his “ top horse”  and hies him 
to the home of his lady love.

Often a broncho is “ busted.”  Almost 
every. rMich has a professional bron­
cho buster who attends entirely to the 
breaking of the horses. Hut on leis­
ure days all sorts and conditions of 
men ride^—often the result of a bet. 
When this is the case all that have 
wagere«l that the rider will “ stay with 
him”  encourage him by shouting “ Stay 
with him,’ ' “ Go to hini.cowboy,”  etc. 
while thoM of the opp<»site side shout, 
*‘Go to him, old horse,”  and if the 
unfortunate “ bustee”  happens to 
touch the saddle any place with his 
hands the opposing party vows that 
he “ pulled leather.”  or, if he has 
touched the horn, they shout that he 
is “ choking the horn.”  The fellow 
that “ pulls leather,”  no matter how 
well he has stayed on, has little re-' 
spent shown him when it comes to 
discussing broncho busting. But the 
one who“ rides ’em straight up and 
fans ’em with his hat”  is considered 
all right.

This fanning them with the hat 
seems to be a universal custom. All 
good riders as soon as mounted take 
off their hats and lean flrst forvard 
and then back, beating the horse all 
over. I can’ t say where this custom 
originated, but from Texas to North 
Dakota you will find it so.

If the ranch happens to own an out­
law it is often roped, thrown, harness­
ed and put into the broncho cart. 
This cart is a two wheeled affair, usu­
ally made out of old wagon wheels 
and a good heavy pole for the tongue. 
This is not often a thing of beauty 
but it is good and strong and not lia­
ble to break in case a horse should 
fall or throw itself upon it, which 
often happens.

After the horse is thrown a long 
rope is fastened to one fnmt foot; this 
is brought up and run throiigu a heavy 
ring fastened to the belly baud, then
tied to the othhr root and brought u] 

rough
is fastened to ttie hame or sometimes
and run through another ring, whiei

to the back band. In earlier days 
two ropes were used, but this new 
method has the desired effect of throw­
ing the animal, and;' of course, one 

is more easily handled than two. 
nerally a gentle horse is put in

with the wild ope, although 1 have 
seen some of the boys, when looking 
for excitement^ put two bronchos in 
together. This, however, is not 
deemed piacticable when one wants a 
horse well broken. When all is ready 
one man armed with a good whip and 
the lines and aiiotlier handling the 
foot rope get into the cart. The poor 
frightened horse leaps and plunges, 
but-a pull o f the rope brings his nose 
to the ground, and kfter a few bumps 
all he tries to do is to run, which 
they usually let him do unrestrained, 
In an hour or so they come back. 
The, poor tired, trembling animal, a 
very crestfallen looking creature to 
the high-headed, defiant one that was 
hitched up a short lime before.

If late in the fell often a bunch of 
colts are run in to be branded. For 
this purpose a small round corral is 
built around one gate of the larger 
corral, and alter the horses have been 
run in at the other gate men go in on 
foot and cut out a small bunch of 
colts and run them into this little 
corral It is quite small, it being so 
miioh  ̂easier to rope in a small corral 
than in a large one. 8oiii‘̂ times it is 
surprising the amount of strength one

A locnl Htock ngent of a railroad 
that haulH a Rreat many hoL'i* to this 
market waa oommentinR on the fact 
of farmera and ahippora loading swine 
so heavily in warm weather. “ It is 
all rifTht to oomfortabl.v fill a car io 
the winter time,”  aaid he. “ for then 
thev aerve to keep each other warm, 
and all ia well, but when the hot 
weather aeta in, shippers should make 
allowances aocordinf^ly. This is par­
ticularly ao in an excessively hot spell 
such aa we are bavinir at present.

Of late the record waa bro­
ken in this line, as far as my road is 
enneetmed, when a loati of heavy bogs 
that hatl come a long ways bad twen­
ty dead hogs in it by the time they 
were unloaded. They were heavy 
hogs to begin with, ai.d bad been put 
in the cAr so thick that ttiey conld 
st-arcelv get a breath without standing 
on their hind legs like a trick dog in 
a circus. Of course this is nothing to 
me personally, but I would like to see 
the animals given a little more breath­
ing room in snch tomd weather.
