(by Governor Stanley of Kansas.)

Mr. President: ‘‘When | came 1nto
this nall yesterday, 1 was decorated
with a badge, making me a nominal
member of the Oklahoma Live Stock
Association. To be a representative of
Oklahoma in #ny way isa great honor
1 have nlways regarded the organiza-
tion and growth of Oklahoma as one
of the murvels of the ceutury. It is
the product of two conflicling ideas
and opposing civilizations. - More
than one hundred years before its or-
ganizatiop, immigrants from the moth-
er country cawme 10 our shores, repre-
senting different and conflicting ideas.
One settled st Plymouth Roek wand

was known as tne Puritan., He was

radieal in lis Views ou aull woral gues
tions, believed in' the largest individasl
freedom, had a contempt for class and
social distinction and was & zealous
advocate of free thought and free oplu-
ions. The adherevnts of his ideas set-
tled the north, moved westward, and
this peculivr phase of society fouud
its strongest development in Kanwsas.
The other wus the eavalier, settled in
Virginia and developed that peculinr
class known as Boulﬁeru chiyalry. He
had little regard for individual hberty,
believed in class, was boastful of his
personal standing and a stickler for
sovial distinetion, These ideas pre-
vailed in the south knd like the other
moved westward and found their full
developemeut in Texas. The conflict-
ing ideas produced differvnce, differ-
ences, discussion, discussion grew into
bitterness which tinally resulted in a
reat civil war which was waged for
our years from Maunssus to Appama-
tox sud resulted in the oyerthrow of
the southern 17ea. After the war, it
was the fond hope of every lover of
the public good that the tume might
speedily come when the differeuges
of almost u ventury between differvn?
sections of the country should be swal-
lowed up in a peacelul, happy, cordl
and huppy relstion betweeu all “sec-
tions of vur couutry. This seemed like
a dream, but nv one knew how pearly
we were to its reahzation. The vopen
ing of Oklahoma was Lo sulve the prob
lem. For here were 1o mect together
the sons and daugbters of Kansas add
those of Texas sud unite their offorts
in building up a state representing all
that was best in the business, sovial
and éducational ideas of the north apd
the south nod to make Oklabhoma the
star that should shine with brighter
luster than any in vur nativnal constel
Intion. Oklshoma has not only a so-
lution to the questivn but showed the
marvellous development that might
follow a union of these opposing inter-
ests. It would require lips more elo-
quent than mive to tell the story of
Oklahoma's wonderful growth and the
hope and love which Kansas has for
her surprising development. Citizens
of Oklahoma, you are dear 10 Kunsas,
because you are bone of our boune and
flesh of our flesh. Muany of your sons
and daughters came out of Kunsas
homes, and when we gave them to you
we gave you the best we had. Your
delegnte 1n congress was a Kaosas boy
and we share with you the pride we
all feel that he represents you »o
worthily. Your soil is rich and fértile
like our own. The »unshine that wirms
your vegetation into life in the early
springtime is the same sun that shiies
ou us. Your soil is watered by the
same showers and your territory trav-
ersed by the same streams. @ raise
the same bountifal harvests avLd send
them to market vver the same lines of
railway. People of Kausas and Okla-
homa can j.in in singing the old famil-
iar hymn, **Our hopes, our fears, our
aims are one—our comfort and our
cares.” Bhould the time ever come
when through misfortune or misman-

"plizhec

agement the ship of Kansas goes down
that of Oklahoma would sink in the
vortex. The interests of Kansas and
Oklahowa are largelv, aimost entirely
sgricultural Wilﬁ the single exception
of Nebraska, we differ in this respect
from all other states. Farming and
stock raising is and always will be the
chief busivess of the people of these
two sections., This being true, every
mvoement looking to the dcvelopment
of these great interests should be en:
couraged, and everything - intended to
impede this growth and development
should be discouraged. Kansas and
Oklahoma consume but a small part
of the meat produets that they pro-
duce. And one of the chief matters
of interest that ought 1o concern this
great industry is a market for our sur-
l»lnv products. How this object shall
e attained is somewhat an open gques
tion, It iseclear to me, however, that
it can be bost reached by the encour-
agement of better trade r1elations with
every country in the world that con-
sumes meat products and this, in my
judgement, can best be brought about
through reciprocity. This may or may
not be orthodox from s political stund-
oint. but 11 i« certuinly good senuse and

uxiness. If we procuce more than we

consume in grain xnd meat, we mus
find a market onrside of oarselves for
those great produects, and this objeet,
in my ijudmnent. can best be accom-
by encouraging those friend y

trade relations with the nations pur-
chasiog those commodities, and no way
yet has been devised except through
reciprocal treaties. There are ‘such
close organizations of those represeén-
ting most of the other indu.tries and
they are accowmplisbing much in this
direction. The great murvufacturing
interests are so thoroughly organized
that they can act, and are acting to-
ether, ns a siogle individaal. The

5ﬂiry interest is so well organized that
it can act in the same way And this
is true of the sheep and wwol indus-
tries. But | do vot think it is true of
the great cattle interests representing
not millions, but billions of dollars.
And if your interests in this respect
age looked afrer, you must do it your-
sélves, The sheep wen will not do it,
the dairy men will not do it, the man-
ufacturers of steel rails will not do it
Any of the great combinations of eap-
gl will not do it, The politicinns
will rot do it, Aud so. it 18 impor-

tunt that the great eattle interests of

the vountry be so thoroughly organiz.
od that you enn act together as one
mhn, and when you are so organized
you will have such power that your
requests will not be disregarded. [t
is 1dle to tinlk of the difficulties in the
way. Difficulties he in the way of ull
gleat muvements, and especinlly new
oues, but this should wot hinder men
whose interests avecinvolved from
making a determined effort to aceom-
plish what they dexire. Let me sug
gest another thiog. Thisx organiza-
tion should be extended and enlarged,
The stock interests of Kaopsas and Ok-
Inhoma should be represented by a
single organization, and if necessary
this =hould b« extended 1o tuke in Tex-
as, Mixsouri, Nebraska and in faet the
great west  The thought which [ de-
sire to impress and leave with you is
that a better and closer organization
should be perfected and steps be tak-
en to secure better trude relntions with
all the meat eating countries of the
world, and expecinlly tho-e within easy
rench of this territory.  The oproing,
settlement, and development of Okla-
homa is the marvel of this age. It was
svttled 1n a day and cities aro<e as if
by magic, and the orderly manoer in
which 1t was done, the ab<ence of law-
legsness, which nlwnys stands as one
of tue prondest m.numents of Ameri-
ean institutions and American citizen-

i A single instance will suffice to
ilhdsrrate this point. Where the beau-
tifdl city of Oklabhoma now stands.
there was before the opening nothing
but a wide and bleak prairie. The
nexft dar after the opening, thousands
of ple met there to lay the founda-
tiofl for one of the future cities of the
territory. There was no law, no form

Iuv the'last days of
the century just closed, Oklnhoma laid
the foundations of the other column of
that arch as forty years before the pio-
neers of Kansas had laid their's.. g’he
same lofty purposes, the samé high
ideals, the same laudable motives eu-
tered into the building of bo h. .

*““The pionerrs of both states as they
builded went down into the great quar-
ries of human experience aod every
day life and took out the grauite rocks
of hardship and struggle and toil and
devotivn and conviction and self de-
nial. and placed them as living stones
in these great columns where they will
never crumble away. When this great
arch will be completed | cannot say.
[t may be in this century, but it may
be in some century far off. But when
our children or our children’s children
come to finish it and put in place the
great keystone of a nobler manhood
and womanhood, the keystone of a
perfect ecivilization, they. will know
that the corroding hand of time  and
the destroyiug influence of the ages
have not weakened the foundations
upon which it rests, and when they
realize how well these foundations
were laid by the early pioneers, they
will place the keystooe in its place
amid songs of rejoicing with the eon-
viction that it wifl remain forever.’’

[n other word ¢, civilization, and the
diffedent degrees of perfection to
whicl) organization has been brought.
The pation, the state, county and city,
with »ll their paraphernalla of legis-
Jatiog; courts, police systems, ost
offic aud other public service, are
but the voluntary association of indi-
viduals fo¥ the general good. Side by
side, with the associations of goyern-
ment, come the great political parties,
and clase on with them the great com-
mergein] organizations, by whieh and
through which the business of the
world s earried on, The great funda-
mental fact underlying commerce, in
fuet uuderlymg civilization itself, is,
that Iill’ﬂ 1s not » battle but a coopera-
thon. Jare is a battle to no one but &
ugeywith knife and gun. o om
system, every wman's prosperity de-
pends jn the largest sense upon the
welfarg of others. We suffer for each
others mistnkes and sins; we bear
each other's burdens—we are linked
togethgrdin  bonds of fellowship that
we cagpot and would not break, We
cnnnug help ourselves without helping
our nelghbor, and we cannot damage
our neighbor without suffering our-
selves, In the laryest and best seuse
we find our own in another’s good.
Theére are many respects where your
interests are threatened by hostile leg-
islation or otherwise where they can
be. protected and promoted by associ-
atet] effort
**I'his association has come to be the
mouthpiece for the cattle interests of
its territory, to which legislators listen.
Its meetings are a great clearing
house of ideas and information, and a
theatre for the opening aud closing of
business transactions. These meet-
ing alone are worth all the labor and
expense of the organization, but in ad-
dition to this an executive committee
is always on guaid, a tireless secre-
tary, aud a competent corps of brand
inspectors at the great markels, | have,
therefore, therefore perfect confidence
in recommending you to keep your
dues. [f you bave not joined this as-
socisntion, do s0 now, by all means;
subseribe for your official paper—sup-
port and strengthen the association in
every way.

‘*A cattlemen's association, at this
meeting, should consider and present
some of the pitfalls of the business and
eritically examine and discuss the ever
changing environments and cireum-
stances thereof. Its members should
draw lesssons from experience and at-
tempt to point to safe grounds.

“First and foremost, the industry
represented in parts, in this econven-
tion, is by far the largest industry of
our nation, but still more important
it is of a eharncter to impress the mind
and mold the character of its members
in & way peculiar to itself, hence the
obseryver of human nature can never
fall to mark the cattleman wherever
he fiuds him. In the cattle business,
the unit of value is the single animal,
whose value is gedvérally from $20 to
$60; operations therefore in eattle
runs speedily and inevitably to the
use of arge sums of mone{’ on a large
scale. The prosecution of business re-
quires b?r ‘men and big transactions,
oullinr for great comprehensiveness
and alertness of mind, cou
exevntive ability of the very
order.

*“Phis 'gondmou points (o the first
(continued on next page)
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and grave danger in the business, and
discloses the pitfall into which so
many have fallen in recent times. The
very maguitudes of transactions leads
the mind away from the close atten-
tion to details and minutae, without
which no business can supeeed. The
careful . counting ot the costs, the
serunity of expense, the thoughtful
weighing of contingences, are the
prosy things which the average ecat-
tleman too often leaves out of caleu-
lation, and this exposes himself to sur-
prise and farlure. I have often been
impressed with this feature when fig-
nring on some cattleman’s proposition.

L ou know I bave often thought
I would like to write a lecture on
money; not on the 16 to 1 feature, |
never was able to understand that—I
would want to leave that to my friend
Simpson—but | mean on the socialogi-
eal effect of the varying volume in use
and methods of using. It is an old
saw, that ‘‘an hundred men c¢an stand
adversity where vne can stand pros-
perity.”” Money can be taken by the
majority of men only in homeopathie
doses. Money in inordinate large sup-
ply is more demoralizing than whiskey
or opium.

**Phe successful control of wealth
and the handling of large sums of
money, require the constant exercise
of rare virtues as well as great skill,
and the amount a man can successful-
ly manage is a crucial and correct test
of his ealibre. Many a man who ean
successfully run a work team and road
scraper will go to pieces when he at-
tempts to run a threshiog outfit; many
a man who can run a herd of 100 ecat-
tle, falls down on 500; and many a
wan who ean safely borrow and use
$10,000, is converted into a rattle-
brained harum-searuni, by the use of
$20,000, (or $100,000 as the case may
be.) He goes over the preeipice at
some curve in the track while movin
at the rate of ‘'a mile a minute.’” If

ou will analyze the smash-ups that

aye oecy within your knowledge

ou will find that many were cause
{»y a load of credit and money beyond
the capaeity of the machinery. *‘“‘The
8 WaAS Bigh. the rail was slippery,
the brakes failed to work.”

“Closely coupled with the forego-
ing is another great bane of cattlemen
and to all busisess men, especially in
Ameriea and in the west, the “‘get
rich quick,’’ idea; the playing for high
stakes with low margin; the taking of
desperate chances for a rich reward.
This fever breaks out now here. now
there. But causes overtrading, re-
sulting in panics, wide-spread ruin and
destruction of the innocent and guilty
alike. You haye seen the corner lut
real estate craze break out also in in-
dustrial stocks, banks, organization,
bank stocks and finally in cattle. The
obvious lesson is, that one should go
po farther thau be '‘can ‘protect him-
self under ordinary circumstances.”’

“To cite a recent instance: Hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars of good
Kansas and Missouri stock men and
farmer’s mouey have been raked into
Chicago and Kansas City lately, gone
from the recent owuners forever, on
purchases of corn. oats, rovisions,
that were perfectly good, that is, use-
ful to the purchasers at the purchase
price; but instead of stopping at what
they could use or resell and take care
of, they spread their margins away
out so thin, in the hope of making big
gains, on A rise, that they could not
respond the bare raids, and there little
lamps went out just before dawn. it
is an old and profitable practice of the
millionaire operators, to shake out the
weak holders of all kihds of property
periogjeally ynd pocket the contribu.
tions.” An outxide operator should be
in position to call for delivery of the
articles on day of settlement, if the
market does not suit.

“‘So a eattleman should never Hoat
a loan of over fifty per cent valuation
ona herd of cows and stock eattle,
nor over sixty toseventy-five per cent
on stock steers, according to market
conditions. The higher the market,
and the largerthe deal, the greater
the margin.

*“1 might go on and weary you and
myself in pointing out mistakes in
practical business, and suggestions

PROFIT IN ORGANIZATION.

By D. P. Marum, of Woodward.

The general public was not gnalified

the secretary quotes this report from
the Wichita Daily Eagle on the 14th
and the Wichita Daily Beacon of the
same date. It follows:

The convention of the Oklahoma and
Kansas cattlemen is over. The three
days session ended in a ball and cen-
eral good time at Garfield hall. While
the convention is a thing of the past,
there will alway remain in the minds
of those who attended, thatthe Wich-
ita convention breaks the record for
attendance and 1nterest of the associa-
tion. Wichita is glad to have enter-
tained the thousands who came to this
city for recreation and business. It is
glad to have had the opportunity of
meeting, face to face, hand to hand,
the nieh i women who are bringing
the steek interests of the southwest to
the front and slowly. but surely, de-
velopiug tha territory to the south.
It has been an occasion which Wichita
will not forget., The “sessions have
been entertaining and fllled with in-
teresting things. The convention Las
opened the eyes of more than one
Kuusan and led him to know what the
cattle interests of southern Knansas
and Oklalioma really sre. The cattle-
wen's association has steadily growan
from its inception, uetil now, it 18 one
of the biggest institntions of its kind
in the entire west, It has set the
puce=-and a fast one—for similar or-
gauizations. Its officers and members
are workers; always looking out for
the best interests of cattlemen and as-
socintion. No one can estimate the
good the organization is doing. By
united effort, measures that seemed
impossible nre secured, thus benefit-
ing the men who look after the meat
interests of the southwest., From the
growth of the infant, the fature of
this organization is brilliant. It will
enlarge, steadily taking in members,
until its mfluence will be felt in the
things which affect the interests of the
people of State and Territory.

The last day of the conventlon was
even greater than the previous days.

Huudreds of people came 10 yester-
day moruing, seeking the last oppor-
tunity to mungle with the cattlemen
and farmer during the last hours of
the session.  Thousands of people were
on the streets, Hotels were ¢omtinn-
ally erowded. The street cars were
taxed to their utmost espacity 1in haul-
ing the sight-seers over the city. But
for all this every one had a good time
and many were the compliments
passed on the manner in which Wieh-
ita people took care of the convention.
Wichita is a busy place. Her people
have their own business affairs to look
after, yet the business men laid down
the affairs of the three davs 1o order
to show the people of Oklahoma and
Kansas that their attendance at this
couvention was appreciated. Accom-
modations were farnizhed for all, and
if there are complaints, the Easle has
not heard them.

The morning business session at the
Auditorium was well attended. The
stockyards, however, proved to be the
ylace of interest for the wvisitors.
immiml street cars wenton Main street
at frequent intervals. In the afier-
noon thousands of people jourpeyed
to see the events onthe program. Al-
though tne aflternoon was cheerless
and damp, yet it did not quiet the am-
bition of the persistent sight-seer.
The roping contests proved to be of
interest. They were new to Wichita,
and for this reason the Wichita busi-
ness man and his family were at the

rounds to witness the dexterity used
ﬁy the Oklahewn and Kansas cowboy
in biinging the steer to time. It is re-
markable the skill displayed in snch
events, and it is still puzzling the
Wichitian who never saw such things
before.

The ball at the Garfield hall was a
success. It was the last event of the
convention and every visitor enjoyed
the occasion. The ball lasted until the

small hours and through it all was one
note of regret—that thes conyention
had really ended and the three days
of good times are over. The opinion
of the visitors is uvanimous that this
has been the most successful event in
the history of the association. ‘T'he
time will be not long until the conven-
tion comes to Wichita again. And
Wichita will adorn herself with glad
clothes to welcome the cattlemen, their
families and their friends. A

Oklahoma City, the enterprising
city to the south of Wichita, will ‘en-
tertain the Cattlemen’s convention in
1903. This matter was decided yester-
day morning at the last business ses-
sion of the cattlemen. There was
considerable rivalry among the Okla-
homa towns and especially between
Guthrie and Oklahoma City., One
thing to the disadvantage of Guthne
was the fact that she will have the
territorial legislature in session at the
timme of the next convention and there
nfight be some question whether she
ean handle all of the people as should
be done in such ecases. Oklahoma
City made a strong fight and was sue-
cessful, but it was not because Guthrie
laid down on the matter, or because
the advanrtages of the latier city were
not well given, but because, perhaps
that the cattlemen did not care to iix
polities with business at their sessions.
One thing is sure, howevor, that there
will be au exchange of courtesy amoung
the politicians and eattlemen and it
may mean that the cattlemen will visit
Guthrie and see the legislators at work
or that the legislators will adjourn for
a day and see nnd talk with the eattle-
men from Oklaboma and Kansas at
Okinhoma City.

Woodward was a candidate for the
convention. Judged. A. Cunninghaw
stated that as Woodward is the mother
of the assocviation, she would like to
bave the opportuunity to entertaiu the
child for another year and that she
would be pleased to pass the same ¢hild
on to another city tue following year.

The merits of Oklabhoma City were
presented by J. M. Tnoburn, of Okla-
homa City The invitation extended
by Guthrie was mnde by W. H. Mer-
ten. Jerry Simpson,in his usual man-
ner, stated that while Wichita did not
care to appear hoggish in the matter,
that pext year, the people of this city
would do all in their pgwer to make 1t
interezting forthe ecattlemen, if they
cared o come here When the vote
was taken, it was announced that Ok-
lahoma City had been the victor and
to Oklahoma City the convention goes

The morning session for the last one
of the convention was unusually intev-
esting. The Auditorium was well
filled and there was always an air of
interest amoung the persons in the au-
dience The day, as far as the erowds
ure concerned,was possibly the largest
of the eutire convention. People came
inon the morning trains for a glimpse
of the men of the convention and to
enjoy the hospitality of Wichita.” The
outguing trains were not crowded in
the morning, but many of the visitors
went out last mght. More will go to-
night and by Sunday the majority of
those coming to this city tor the con-
vention will have left for their homes.

While the Auditorium was crowded
in the moruning, there were thousands
of people on the streets, interested in
seeing the city and making purchases
at the various stores. There were
those persons, too, who journeyed to
the :tock yards or to the horse and
cattle markets to see the stock on ex-
hibiton. Wichita's Sireet Car com-
pany had another big- day and it was
with difficulty that the crowd was
handled.

At the Auditoium the entire work of
the couvention was disposed of. It
was a clean business session and Pres-
ident Wilson hurried the work along.
There is no unfinished business and
after the adjournment, it was the no-
animous opinion that it had been the
most successful of-the entire conven-
tion.

ST. LOUIS MARKETS,

(Growth of Missouri city business as
told by L. W. Krake.)

L. W, Krake, of St. Louis, assistant
maunager of the National Stock Yards,
was ou the progr®m for an address on
the **St. Louix Muarkets.”” The ad-
dress was right 1o line with the others
of the morniug and was inter sting to
the cattlemen, who know the worth of
the business done 1o the St. Lows
The address 1s as follows:

““Ihe time has come when it 15 not
necessry to explain where the St
Louis market i8 located. It has taken
its place in the froot ravks ot the
great competitive markets aond it 1s at-
tracting the attention of the hvestock
world. Its geographical. loeation
makes it & great distributing center,
nud 1t 15 advantageous (o both the
shipper, consumer and exporter which
18 substantiated by the ripid aod por-
mauent growth it 1s making. In 191
we show an 1nerease of 193,90 cattle,
132,220 hogs and 104,167 sheep over
1900, (which was a banner _year 1o to-
tal receipts.) Of all the quarantioe
eattle marketed in Chieago, Kausas
Cuity aud St. Louis in 1901, the St
Louls market received forty-eight per
cent. QOuar stocker and feeder busi-
ness has dcubled the past year, aud
our \H'(i('l' Duyers f“r easteru lllitl'kt'l\,
and packers, are constantly increasiuyg
in vumbers and aetivity at  these
yards. Kansas and Oklanowma stock
meu  wre getuiog better acqualuted
with St. Luis as a live stock market,

Provessia.

the stock yurq:db\}qiqou in that eity

has boeen stgady and rapid. The
ol l ..'l v
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statements made by Col. Irwin enter-
tained, and are as follows:

“*Mr. President #nd Gentlemen:—
Th ough the courtesy orf your worthy
secretary [-am ecalled upon 10 mako
you an address here today. | seldom
have the ppportunity of speaking to
su distinguished a body of geuntlemen
and ladies as | see before me, bnt
hope | may be able to hold your atten-
tion for a few wmoments,

**We are all glad to meet with you
here in this your eighth annual c¢on-
vention of the Oklahoma Live BStock
Association, and if the representatives
ol the St. Joseph Stock Yards and her
commission men ean do any of you
good, owr mission here will ve fulfiil-
ed. We are glad to note the healthy
inorease of your membership, until to-
day there are very few towns in Okla-
hoina that ave eapable of taking care
of thé immense c¢rowds who attend
them, making it necessary to eall up-
on Kansas to help you out. If you
continue to expaud to such an gxtent
that no Kansas town is large enough
for you we will welcome you to Bt
Joseph, anu promise you the time of
vour hfe.

**I'he year 1902 opens before us fall
of bright promises notwithstanding
some sections of our country have sul-
fered to a greater or less extent by the
drouth ¢ouditions, but that vemy [lacl
will eause us all to put our shoulder to

(A few Suggestions on Cake Baking

An earthen basin is best for mixing
cakes, and a wooden spoon should al-
s0 be used: It is well in making cake
to beat the butter and sugar to a
cream, afterward adding the eggs and
other ingredients. Sift the flour and
baking powder together to be well
mixed, and add last, Remember that
the flur is to be sified before meas-
ured forthe cake. To ascertain wheth-
er a cake is baked ewnough, puss a
clean brown straw through it, if not
done some of the batter will adhere to
the straw, but if done the straw -will
come out clean.

Here is one of my favorite cakes
which is very nice, and easily made.

SILVER CAKE.—Two enps of sugar,
three-fourths of a cup of butter, beat
en to a cream, the stiffly beaten whites
of fiveeggs, three cups of flour in
which bhas been well mixed two tea
spoonfuls of baking powder, one cup
of sweet milk. Flavor with lemon or
vanilla.

This 1s good either baked in a loaf,
or divided into three iayers with some
iavorite filhng between them.

A nice lemon filling 15 as follows:
A cup full of sugar, the grated rind of
one lt‘lll()ll. the j'liq't' ol ]'2, WO eggs
and a tablespoonful of water,

Beat the eggs well, put all of the
ingredients on the stove and  stirring
them all the while, let it boil gently
for seven minutes, Lot it cool and
spread thickly between the lavers,

Now | will tell you what ¢on be done
with the yellows left over from the
silver cake. Make a spice cake alter
the following:

One and a half enps of sugar, one
cup of butter, the vellows of five eggs,
one cup of sweet milk, three cups of
flour in which hax been sifted two
rounded teaspoonfuls of baking pow
der, one teaspoonful each of cinna
mon, ¢loves, nutmeg or mace.

Brack WaLxvur Cake:—Two seant
cups of sugar,.one-half eup of butter,
one cup of buttermilk, one hall tea-
spoon of soda, stirred in the milk,
Four eges, the white of one saved for
frosting, as much flour as you can stir
in smoothly, one seant pint of black
walouts chopped. Bake between one
and two hours. And now for frosting.
Ten teaspoons of white sugar, added
to the white of egg which has been
beaten to a stiff froth, stir up well, ap-
ply to the eake with a knife, scatter
cake candy well over the top and set
away where it will not sweat. This is
my favorite eake for winter.

The same recipe is good for a cake
to eat with ice eream, by not putting
in so much flour, baking in four lay-
ers and :preading frosting between
each layer. In that case you maust
make double the amount of frosting
to have enough to cover the top and
sides

cake without eggs. The recipe, does
not originate with me. [ read it in
some magazine~—it was written by a
woman who told of many excellent
things to be made without eggx when
eggs are scarce. | have found this to
be really nice, especially with a rich
filling such as cocoanut, echopped nut
meats, ete. Cream tcgether a lump of
butter the size of a 'arge egg, and one
cupful of granulated sugar, add a eup
ful of sweet milk and three scant cup-
fuls of flour in whieh have been sifted
well three teaspoonfuls of baking
powder. Lemon flavoring goes best
with this cake, I think, though it is

LESSONS OF THE DROUTH. .
(G. M. Walden of Kansas City deliv.
ers an interesting address.)

Oune of the finest features of the en-
tire convention was the address by G.
M. Walden of Kansas City, on *‘Live
Stoek Lessons of the Drouth.”” It was
comprehensive and handled io a splen-
did manoer. Mr. Walden is very much
in favor with the Kansas and Oklah.-
ma stockmen, and his appearance here
was appreviated.

The address delivered is as follows:

‘““The subject assigned to me 1s a
dry one—'Lessons of the late drouth
as applied to the live stock industry.’
Would thar | might shut out forever
from your gaze the awful devastation
wrought by npature’s most formable
foe, a protracted drouth.

‘“*Have you ever passed through the
great agricultural diistriets of the
states west of the Mississippt during
tae latter part of May and the first
days of June, when the grass looked
80 inviting you almost louged to eat
it. When fields of wheat and oats
rippled into the distance, a veritable
vmerald sea, aud the corn in its
straight rows across the country wav-
ed gracefully in the sunshine?! When
entﬁe were grazing on the rich grass,
sideés bulgiog with fullness? Can you
ever forget ﬁlis sight of nature clad
1n #ew spring garmeants of green? Can
you ever forget the orchards, with
trepgs  laden with myriad blossoms,
sendiong forth such perfume as no in-
cense unbarned could equal, and the
Inndscape, dotted here nud there with
a beautiful pond, tank or oceasional
stream. all full of clear, sparkling wa-
ter?! The farmer and ranchman, bub-
bling over with satisfuction at the pros-
pect of bountiful crops and fat stock,
the good housewife singing over her
work, What a sight for you poor,
oooped-up mortals who slave your
hfe away in the cities and towns! Get
out oegasionally into the country and
breathe the pure air, free from smoke,
sewer gasy and a thousand such bad
odors.

**sut the scene changes. We pass
through the same beautiful country,
which. first enraptured us with the
sight of growing crops and blossom-
ing orchards and look with amaz-ment
on the changes wrought. The balmy
zeyhpr no longer greets us perfuame
laden, but is now a hot withering
wind. Mark the =icklv white yellow
of the corn—tne stunted, dwarfed
wheat and yats; gra<s sere and with-
ered, white with dast, gaunt and starv-
ing cattle walking the traal along the
fence.

Look
at the housewife moving Listlessly
about the house. with unkempt child-
ren playing about her. Even nature

**We of the sities cannot so greatly
preciate drouth eonditions, but the
egc-ct floally reaches the whole annimal
and vegetable kingdoms. The ice de-
livered at our door, well sprinkled
lawns aod streets, moving wlectrie fans
in our places of business and varions
other snuch luxuries, do much to lessen
the dissomforts of the heated term;

We of course, consult
the farmer almanac—wateh the moon
cuanges—with the result that we are
coavineed the former is merely an ad-

man. and are forced to admit for the
latter, ‘all sigas fail in dry wenther,’

**Naturally when failure comes, we
turn to the éod of Nature, praying for
assistance; for rain to make the grass
grow; to bring to life the grain wo
placed in the soil: but should the ele-
wents fail to operate in our behalf, we
grow discouraged and begin to wonder
if we are at fault. Too often we do
not stop to counsider the future. Ony
last spring and fill the markets foc
all our products were good, prices
high. We sold all the surplus graiu
and hay, except a very small portion
reserved to feed the noble horse and
ox, which were to lend their support
in putting in and attending the expect-
ed erop. Then with the money thus
oblained we went to town and fixed
up wife and babies with bits of finery,
an indulgence the aveiage farmer
rarely knowi. The old, reliable car-
ry-all was exchgouged for an up to-date
teap; new t;u;ﬁéd fatm. implements
were purchgsed; we began o assume
and aie of wealth, pitving Neighbor
Jones for Lis seedy appearauce, plod-
ding to town-behind old Nell in the
well-worn wagon that has served sev-
eral generations filled with the pro
duce of his well kept farm. We re-
mark his stinginess—wonder why he
does nat indulge in the luxaries. His
baras, bins, and corn-cribs are burst-
ing with fullness. May it not be that
he has learned the bitter lesson of
drouths of former seasons, and should
we not learu to prepare for just such
exigencies?! This is only one of the
homely lessons taughg, but it has its
recurrence in all parts of the agricul-
tural World. Neighbor Jones is pre
{mred to withstand the disaster of a
ong siege of drouth, having fortified
himself with plenty of feed and water
for his stock.

““Another lesson that has burned
itsell into the hearts of the live stock
commission men and the financial in
stitutions: Early in the spring months
large loans are made upon cattle that
have been turned out of the feed lots
onto grass for grazing purposes through
the summer. Loans are based upon
the possible value of the ecattle atter
three to five months grazing; but fre-
quently, as was the case last year,
ranges are uuproductive; cattle de-
eline in flesh, and are forced to mar-
get in thin, immature econdition, and
in & greal MADY instances the average
per head is from $3 to $7 too high.
This not only affects the ecattle indus-
try, but every merchant and jobber of
the country. They have to place the
same reliance on crops taat the com-
mission agent and money-lender does
on grass, and the advice to all who
lend money on live stock is to take
the value at time of advance, and do
not deal in futures.

**Still another important lesson. We
do not keep abreast of the times. The
raral route delivery lately established
is of inestimable value to the farmer
and ravchman, and affords ultimate
opportunity to keep in daily touch
with the happenings of the outside
world. Too mueh stress cannot be
laid upon the importance of this iono-
vation from aa educationai standpoint.
The rural delivery, however, is yet in
its Infancy and will admit of large
growth, which eanuot be too strongly
urged. Tued, too, the government at
a great expense, has formulated and
brougnt well nigh to perfection a
weather bureau. We .are warned of
approaching storms which enables us
to protect var crop and stock, and
which is more valaable, our lives.
While one section of the couaitry may
be favored with copious rams, another
sectioa may be burmng up. [f the
farmar of the former sections does
not rend{ he is apt to conader an
over-supply and sell his produst too
chep. while the man in the dry see-
tion will not know where to turn for
relief.

“Citier of the first elass, in faet all
towns wnd cities that possess watep
works, are tanght whelesome lesagns
by drouth couditions. We know Pf_

firs. class cities where imperfect in-
adequate waterworks exist. De¢mands
are greatly augmented during protrac
ted drouth in our cities. Streets are
to be~sprinkled; sewers are to be
flushed; ‘lawns drink an 1mmense
amount of water; sweltering human-
ity spend much of their time in the
bath; and so on ad libitum. The im-
portant lesson in this ease is that city
conncils and guardians of publie in-
terests should bring their water-wo: ks
system to such a standard of perfee-
tion as will meet the requirments,
hoth from health and comfoft stand-
points,

**We have nearly touched the edges
of the les ons to be learned from
drought conditions. We now pass to
that vast army, the cow man. He s
found in evidence all over the great
west, and without sufflcient water, the
great elixir of animal lifie, he soon de-
sceuds to the level of the cow puncher
or ‘rustler.” The water problem has
been a knotty one for years. Our
ranchmen have studied the situation,
and great lmprovements haye been
made in the ute of windmills tanks,
ponds ete. and the result of experi-
ments up.to this time demonstrate
that nothing better s offered than the
well, tank or pond. e would advise
our ranch friends, while they are very
creditably spending large sums . of
money for pedigreed stock to improve
their vast herds, to spend more mo-
uvey in digging wells, buying wind-
mills, gasoline engines and other
motor power, building tanks, ponds,
ete,, for without plenty of pure water
stock cannot thrive.

*‘It may be interesting to recount
disastrous droughts of foruer years,
although June, July August and Sep-

tember of 1901. showed a less percent-
age of rain precipitation in the state
of Missouri than for twenty years
past, as taken from the weather
bureaun station at Kansas City. June
was 51 per cent, July 65 per cent and
August 68 per cent and September 53
per cent below the normal rain precip-
itation. June and July of 1890 were
40 47 per cent respectively below nor-
mal eonditions, but were followed in
August by excessive rainfall, and a
little above the normal econditions in
September, which saved in a very
great degree crops and grass, The
same months in 1862 and 1863 were
similar to conditions this vear, with

difference however, that our
rauchmen and our farmers were not as
well able to weather conditions as at
the present time. Many lessons from
such bitter experiences of the past
have been taught. many are yet to be
learned; but the one great lesson
taught to the livestock world during
drought years is that of industry,
frugality and economy. We are taught
not to dispose of surplus grain and
hay until well assured of the succeed-
ing erop, and we learn, further, that
daring the idle times that come with
all seasons we should prepare for
such emergencies by digging plentv of
wells, buailding ample tanks, ponds,
ste. If this had been done, certain
sections of neighboring States would
not today be hauling water eight and
ten miles for stock and home purposes.
To substantiate this, we know of one
of the finest breeding farms in the
United States—where evidence of com-
fort is upon every hand-—and in the
short space of fifteen miles hundred of
teams may be encountered on the
couutry roads hauling water to that
farm.

*“*Tis an ill wind that blows nobody
ood’ and it seems to me the one great
esson taught by drought experiences

orders all things.  wisely, however
wach we may diseredit the statement
aad while we gro7 despondent sm‘i
disconraged when the hot wigds burn
our corn fields the vigor from the
grass aud erops, late rains revive our
falling eourage and life takes on an ad-
ded brightness by comparison. Vast
flelds of wheat afford rich pasturage
for our eatte, searcity of feed makes
higher pricés for what stock we have
to markeét, and in this and othék ways
the general average is gtrnck.

Karsas,
Nebraska and Oklahoma went to sow-
ing their millions of acres of wheat,
trusting the Lord for rains, I'hey eame,
The great north west from Montana
to Washington said: "Send your eattle
to us' for we have unlimited acres of
rich mountain grass, We sent them
thousands. The great exodus of ecattle
next tarned to Colorado and Nevada
and the west, where surplus of fine
grazing country awaited them. Texas
and the great southwest said: ‘“We are
always ready for business, but if the
drouth has been so severe you eannot
