A Review of the Cattle SltaaHOR.

By T. F. B. Sothvm, of Chilllioothe. 
Misfioari. ,

With the hintory of the past aix 
months fresh in mind one need not 
neeessarily be an optimist to sav that 
the cattle bosineas in America is now 
founded npon a roek, which . mast bê  

' plain to every mind capable of fivinir 
the matter intellifrent thoaflrbt. With 
receipts of cattle at the leading markets 
that would be exoe^ingly excessive 
under any oondkioD prior to 1887. we 
see the price of beef higher than it 
has been in twenty-Hve years. With 
the cattle of six of our leading corn 
states forced upon the >nuirket -by a 
laek of feed or water, or both( with a 
large majority o f the cattlemen of 
those six states out of the - raarkiet as 
buyers^ we have seen , the price o f 
beef steadily increase, • and the ex* 
pandiog tlmde of the .paekera foree

them to fill their coolers with lean 
carcasses that nnlinarily would have 
found their way to the feeders lots. 
It is reasonable to expect that the 
blue grass pa<0ures of Ohio, Miss­
issippi and Missouri valleys will re­
main empty when the new gras< oomest 
I f  they do, an absolutely new and un­
heard o f spirit must come over our 
oattlement for, with grass fur the 
cattle to eat, they have always felt 
obliged to get the rattle to eat it. It 
is obvious then that when the cattle­
men o  ̂the distneta named commence 
restocking the packers who havo nntil 
now had no opposition in the markets 
for thin cattle, wiH hare competitive 
buyers, and with , thi« competition it 
seems to me but good common tense 
to antieipate that prieea will rise.

Surveying conditioua existing last 
-August, I freely predict $10 per 
hundred weight for well bred, highly 
finished gram fed eattle during tho

spring and summer of 1902. We need 
not expect to see this price on many 
eattle. for the simple reason that there 
will not bs many top cattle. Those, 
(feeders that could get the feed were 
out plenty and those who could ret it 
and had the nerve to feed high priced 
feed are sure to be rewarded, for with 
a job at good and rising wages for 
every man that it willing to work,' 
with, a constant increase in the em­
ployment o f women at good wages, 
with the iron industry (that barometer 
of trade) more prosperous than at any 
time in the history of our country, 
and'witb the steady maintainanee of a 
balance of trade amounting tof.'M.OUO,* 
000 per month in fnvr.r of the United 
States, our wage-earners are going t«t 
have the best b-nsf, regardless of price, 
and to this unpreoedenfed home de­
mand must be added tim. urgent re­
quirements of our friends across the 
oeean, who, at the preeent time are

oifering higher prices for American 
beef than they have paid in twenty 
years.

DEMAND BAS OVERTAKEN SUPPLY.
The demand for beef baa overtaken 

the anpply. No iugglisg with facts 
by interested parties desirous of hold­
ing prieea down; no ermneona or 
padded ennmeration by the cnoana; 
no false fears o f the **hottom dropping 
out*’ of the eattle trade ean disguise 
this patent fact. Knowing ones (prob­
ably inspired) are saying that as the 
large herds of the ranges are broken 
up and replaced by smaller ranches, 
that though the herds become smaller, 
they sisn become more numerous, snd 
therefore that there is today more 
cattle in the country than there has 
been in the past. No honest, sane 
psTsow, Janrihar with range eouJt- 
tione verify this aasevtion. Tho 
opposite is truth. For {aatnnee, i^ill

man atmve the line for wanting; to pro­
tect hie interests. *8till men below the 
line work tbemselves into a fever over 
the matter and lav the whole blame on 
a few fancied cattle kinKx of the Pan­
handle. They bold their political con- 
ventiona and pass reMolutions declar­
ing they will anpport no man for office 
who will not agree to uae hiu influenoe 
toward the abolialiing of the quaran­
tine line, all l>ecau*<o they want to 
croMH and take ‘ ‘ their little milk punch 
with them.** He paid hia renpects to 
men high in the {mlhioal synagague, 
and hia humeroua referencea to their 
inconaiatencieH convulsed the audi­
ence in flta of laughter. “ Aa those 
who oppose us,** he declared, **have 
thrown down the gate, it would be 
well for us to keep an eye on the can­
didates for congress.*’ “ We.have a 
man below the line,** he said, **who 
wants to go to congress on this issue,** 
and that as soon as he crossed the line 
he would be burie<l so deep that he 
would never again aspire for p«>litical 
honors. He declared that lh« tick 
was no longer a theory but a fact and 
that he made these remarks, not 
cause he hid anything against thdso 
|K)ople down there, but for self pnt- 
teotion; that he would be glad to wel­
come them to the Panhandle, if tlM*y 
• lesire<l to (tome, if they would ofily 
lekvc their licks at home. Ho said 
iliat theoattlomeii neiglitioringQuanah 
were oil the Hring line, and for that 
rea'aui their interests were ideiitii al 
with the interests of the association, 
and that thev shoiihi unite their e f­
forts with the efforts of the association 
for the promotion of thcs<> interests. 
His whole aildress teemeJ with a nat­
ural. uiiafft-cletl humor, espresaeil in 
wolds and manner so gifted that his 
hearers, to a man, were kept laugh­
ing and clieeriii/ almost continuously. 
.\t the elos«> of his address. Col. Wiih- 
orsp«M>n was presented with a lieaiiti- 
fiil laapiet of (lowers amid the wild 
cheers of the audienee. Jn appropri- 
.ate sentiment he acknowleitgeil the 
compliment, and closed by quoting 
a verse he had written to a boqiiot 
presented to his youth bv a young 
lady;

Hon. W. B Ware of Clareminn re- 
spor.ded to the address of weh^me in 
hi.s usually happy vein.' He declared 
that the Panhandle was growing aud 
that we need men who are full of push 
and industry; th.nt we have homes to 
build, ncliools and churches to foster 
and promote, and have no place for 
grumblers or .growlers. “ Wo are in 
the march of prosperity and are des­
tined to grow into the most contented 
land and people on earth. To this end 
we need concert of action.** His re­
-marks were well teceivetl and fre­
quently applauded, and at the eiid his 
gallant tribute to the ladies present, 
expressed in his huinorus style, 
brought forth prolonged sppiniisi*, and 
shouts of laughter.

ArrXRNfHIN SKHHIOK.

At 2:30 p. ro. the Association re- 
couveiieil. After music by the band, 
preaident Bugbee delivered b|s an­

nual address. He said:
“ Ladies and Gentlemen: It gives 

me much pleasure to meet you on the 
third annual meeting Df the Panhan­
dle 8to(^kmen*s Association liere in the 
thriving town of Quanah. wuere pros­
perity is so much in evidence, ami 
where hospitality and welcome greet 
us on every hand; and I now take oc­
casion to express my personal appreci­
ation (tf the open liHiide<l welcome ww 
have received, and to express the hope 
that Quanah may be always one of the 
best towns of Western Texas, and that 
her people may have continued hap­
piness and prosperity.

This association wa.s organizeil three 
year, sgo with a membership of ‘28, 
and we now have on our books the 
names of 300 members, and the interest 
continues to grow. The object of the 
promoters and organizers of the asso­
ciation WHS the protection of >its in­
dividual members by organized and 
co-operative effort, and was fur the 
further purpose.of improving and de­
veloping the live stock iniltHtry of the 
Panhandle of Texas, iii ortler !•* iiicHt 
the ehauged aud ever chaugiug condi­
tion bv which western people are a l­
ways confronted.

“ The officers of the association cun 
do nothing without the unequalled 
support of its individual luembcrs, 
and I now give public ackiiowledgo- 
meiit of my thanks to the members for 
their iutclligent and active support 
during the time that I have had the 
honor to serve as your president.

“ The stockmen of Texas are face to 
face with a new order of things. The 
big bodies of laud are being divided 
aud going into the bands of small 
holders, and the stock farmer with four 
to ten secliuiis is rapidly taking the 
place of the man with an hundred 
thousand acres under the f nee. This 
means that we are to have cattle and 
horses of better blood, aed that they 
are to have more fet'd and better at­
tention. The agnoulturai |M>ssibililies 
of the country indicate that it is no 
longer necessary for Texas raised cat­
tle to goto the feed lots of the north 
western states to prepare tiiem for 
slaughter. The stock farmer can pro­
duce feed enough to fatten his own 
cattle as well as'the cattle raised on 
the big ranches, ivn I now it may be 
safely said that Texas cattle can be 
fattened on Texas-raised feed, and 
with the coiuingof the packing houses 
to Fort Worth, can be so*d in a 
Texas-market.

“ When I settled in the Panhandle 
twenty-five ye-ars ago, the idea never 
occurred to mo that 1 could raise feed 
sufficient to fatten my own steers, or 
hat I could raise fee<! at all. My ex­

perience during the winter that is jii->t 
passing have convinced me that I have 
not, until recent years, understood or 
appreciated the capacity of this coiih- 
try for feed crops.

“ We must inject new bloml into onr 
herds, reduce the number in propor­
tion to our land holdings, and give 
them careful and practical attention. 
I f  we hear a man cn i.plaining of low 
prices, we may b«' sure that his beef 
cattle are scrubs. We will never get 
good prices for a p̂ Mir grade of cattle. 
The best breeiis bring the best prices.

“ The ohange«l conditions have 
brought the stock farmer and the big 
ranchman info closer relations and 
m ide their interests identical. That

which brings success to the one brings 
success to the other. The stock farm­
er will feed and fatten bis own caltle 
as well as a la**gd number from the 
big ranches' Not only in this way 
have th>*y a common interest, but in 
the matter qf their land titles as well. 
8o loug as the title of our laud re- 
niaius in the state or in an uncertain 
condition, just so long will there be a 
feeling of iusei'urity and unrest among 
our citizens. There should be a united 
effort made by all o f our people look­
ing to the security and safety of our 
laud titles. Just what should be dune 
1 am unable to say, as that must be 
left to our law makers, but I trust that 
in our deliberation this important ques­
tion will not be overlooked.

“ Willi the cultivation of grain’nnd 
forage^ crops, aii.'i with cotton seed 
products right at our door, I confiden- 
tislly predict that Texas raised and 
Tex IS fed beef will equal if not exoell 
that of any state in the union.

“ No section or country is attracting 
more attention than the Texas Pan­
handle. Our limitless praries are be­
ing dotted everywhere with homes. 
The r-tU'-e row will soon give place to 
the well fed and well bred cla^*‘ea; th ' 
broiichn will be snecceded by the bel­
ter quality lior-a*.

“ “ ’ ith a snecessfni stock farming 
country onr sneeess cannot tm perma­
nently ret.alr*d. An exclii-<ivelv5agri- 
cuUural country i«* a'most ruined by 
drouth, while in a eonntry where agri­
culture and stock raising may he com­
bined, a drouth has no material or per- 
m.iuent affect. A stock farmingeoun- 
try cannot be<‘.ome a country of land 
lord and tenant. Ours must and will 
lie the land of home owners,, and con­
sequently the land of conteniment. 
The people who owu their homes are 
the people who control the desiinies of 
the world.

“ We are just begi *iiing our exist­
ence; our enterprises are in llmir in' 
fancy; new lines of transportation are 
coming to^us from evi-rv direciion, 
and we are beginning t«t see the out­
lines of an advanein » pm rress th*̂  full 
fruits of which th- m-*st spe«Milative 
mind among uh will not undertake to 
conjecture. With the clank of arms 
among the nations of the old world 
and the formation of new governm-nts 
across the sea. it is for iis to furnish 
the means of war and n-ap the profits 
that come from ilic dismemberment of 
empires

Onr tiado relations w.tb onr ncent- 
ly required possessions are da'dy grow­
ing niore-eetisfactory. Onr Imef priv 
ducts are finding their way to the re- 
moti'st corners of the earth and with 
the completion of that magnificent un­
dertaking, the Isthmian caual, and 
with Texas at the very gateway of 
that great highway of commerce, noth­
ing shall prevent us from taking our 
place in that vast possession that has 
for its goal the highest ideal of civil­
ized life.

In concluaion, there are important 
questions to he considered by us, and I 
trust that our deliberations will be 
charaeterixed by moderation and con- 
vertism, and that every measure with 
which we may have to deal will be 
treated in such a manner to reflect 
credit on the live st.wik indnstry of onr 
great commonwealth. The benefits 
to be derived from membership in the 

'Assoemtion seem to be self evident.

and I uige all our people hero who 
are identified with live stock intercHts 
to give their names to our secretary 
at this mi etiiig and to make common 
cause with us in Ihe‘ promotion of our 
mutual interests and welfare.”

jealous care; and in various ways the 
range men and small owners ,of live 
stock had been helpeil.

• Not Winds.

An eiperienoed farmer near Agneta 
has a method of planting corn wbieh 
will offep make a crop when hot 
winds' rain the eom an ordinarily 
planted. His plan is to go over the 
field two or three weeks after the reg­
ular planting is done and plant new 
hills fifteen rows epart each wav. I f  
the weather Iteeomes dry or hot winds 
blow at a critical season and kill the 
tassels of the eorn before there has 
been time for the silk on the ears to 
become fertilized, the latter nlentrd 
eorn will develope tassels in time to 
fnrnisb the necessary fertilizing pol­
len,* and a crop will be produced often 
when no gram could be raised at all 
wilhont the late planting. He has 
tried this method and raised a erop 
when his neighbors have had failurtw.

Another method which he finds prof, 
{table is to sosk seed corn in kerosene 
awhile before planting. This keeps 
the Ibirds, gophers and ineects from 
the need and also qniekens the germina­
tion and growth of the grain —Alva 
Pioneer. V I*-

The way to make aure that a liorae 
is troubled with intestinal worms i<« 
to see them in what the bowels pass. 
The tapeworm of the horse is white, 
flat and jointed; ami the head is at 
the smaller end of this worm. The 
tapeworm of the hprse sometimes at 
tains a length of thiityfeet. The pin* 

•worm of the horse is a small worm, 
being bnt an inch or two lo ig, a (Tit 
is found mostly in the large intestines;. 
It is tbread'like and semi-transparent. 
The worm with which the horsiMs 
most frequently troubled is known «s  
the Inmbriooid worm, this name being 
giron to it because **it is much JJJke 
the common earth-worm. It is wBTre 
or reddish in color and measuies fewwi 
four to twelve inches in length, tliaiigh 
some have been seen that were neSrIy 
thirty inches long, lo thickniss these 
worms vary from the size of a .rye 
straw to that of two or thiee ..tTmea 
the tbicknesM of such straw; and'they 
are thickest in the middle and taper 
to the ends.”  Whilst these are the 
kinds of worms most frequently found 
in the intestines of the horse, they are 
not by any means all the kinds so 
found.

A ll our domesticated animals have 
intestinal worms, harboring a range 
of such worms far beyond what is 
nsnaily understood. It is well within 
the mark to say that toe oorse has in 
his intestinal canal at least three 
species o f tapewn«'m, two of fluke, 
and five of roundworm; the sheep has 
one of tapkworm', one of fluke and 
seven of roundworm; the pig has at 
least one species of thornbeaded worm 
and flve of roundworm; the dog has 
not less than thirteen species of tape­
worm, oneof flnke, and flve of round­
worm; the oat has flve of tapevorm, 
three of fluke and.threeof roundworm; 
the rabbit has one tapeworm and three 
of roundworm; the goose and duck 
have nine species of tapeworm, seven 
of fluke, one thorn-headed worm and 
aeven species of rouud worm; the 
ehieken has at least four species of 
tapeworm, two of Huke and seven of 
ronndwonn; the turkey and pigeon 
have' not less than two species oi 
ronndworm each. Most of the worms 
thus appearing give Kttle o r  ttw 
trouble; they are present, however, 
and ha%e been carefully studied.

Skim milk fed with grain is a valu­
able food for hogs at all periods of 
their growth, but particularly so dar­
ing the earlier periods. Mixed milk 
and grain make a better ration ‘ for 
hogs than either alone. P'ed in com­
bination >%itb grain skim milk has 
about sixty per cent mure fe«'ding 
value than when fed alone. About 
one hundred pounds of skim milk will 
take the place of twenty-three pounds 
of grain in the former ease and four­
teen in the latter. Hogs fed on milk 
and grain ration make much more 
rapid gains than either those* fed on 
milk sloue.

Hogs fed on milk alone gain very 
i-lowly and do not keep their health 
any too well and in some cases they 
are off their feed so frequently that 
it is necessary to make a change in 
their feed to tempt them to greater 
eating. The appetite falling off at 
such a young age it practically inter­
feres with their growth for all time. 
Hogs brought up in this way, o\en if 
a ctiHOge in feed is made whenever 
they show a falling off in appetite, do 
not make as heavy a weight as those 
fed milk and grain right along.. Milk 
and grain fed hogs without exception 
keep ill excellent health. In the same 
way bogs fed on grain and no milk do 
not do well, and make a rather poor 
showing for the amount of grain 
eaten. Experience has shown that 
hogs fed on grain alone require three 
pounds of digestible matter to make 
one pound of gain, and as they grow 
older this proportion does not differ 
much. Young hogs that have not 

.been doing well can be fed regularly 
on skim milk and grain, and within a 
short time a marked improvement will 
be noth eable. ,

A good proportion for a ration is 
two or three pounds of skim milk to 
uue pound of grain. The gam is not 
only gooil fur both the grain and milk, 
but pound for pound the milk and 
grain are converted into a good pmfit.

Hogs fed on milk alone or grain 
aloue when on pasture do much bet­
ter than hogs similarly fed in small 
pens. Those fed on milk in the pas­
ture gain mors per day and require 
less drv matter than bogs fed in the 
pens. On the other hand h<»g« fed 
milk ami grain in combination do bet­
ter in pens, gaining more per day 
than those on pasture and require 
practically the same aiuoant of food 
to make a pound of flesh.

What ig true of Oklahoma is true of 
all other gectioug of Uncle Saar's 
domain. Tiie settler has asgerted bis 
liumcstead ri|(htg, set his stakes and 
erected his ghanly or sod bouse upon 
claims from which it is utterly im­
possible fur me to,gee how a liviu^ ig 
to be wrested. Texas alone has dif­
ferent conditions. It is the only state 
that owns i»s own public lands. With 
hardly a dozen except ions the larj^e 
ranches of Texas are not owned or 
evenleeslly controlled in solid bodies 
by their occupants. On the majority 
of these ranches control is limited to 
alternate sectiunsi owned or leased. 
Alternate sections in chnckerboard 
style were in early days irraiited by 
the state to railroads and individiialg, 
and to thege alternate sections title 
hag been secured in laiyc quantities, 
but the intervening sections are state 
lands and these under the Texas land 
law, enacted three yesrs airu, can 
only be acquit^ by actual settlers, 
and the eiioroachmeiit of these 
settlers npoo these lands, larf^ely 
within fenced pastures, has neces4i.

Citlle It seems In me that any one 
giving til*- matter a tlioutflit, would 
understand that the drouth forced the 
numbers at these niarxets unuatursliy 
and tliHt while numbers increased tlm 
actual weight 61 beef decreased. It 
seems to me also that any thoughtful 
mind would readily conceive tliat even 
under the hardships of a dnmih all 
the cattle in th<i drouth-stricken dis­
tricts* would not find their way to 
m irket at the commencement of the 
drouth, but that the faithful would 
hold ou to their cattle as long as they 
could, letting go Anally when their 
feed supply was totally exhausted, or 
when the price or scarcity prohibited 
bu3'iog more. 1 know of many cattle­
men who held on to their cattle until 
March, when having exhausted the 
supply of feed III their neighborhood 
they cut their cattle loose at last, be­
cause there was notliiug else for them 
to do. These are men 'Who at con­
siderable ex|»en8e bad provided an 
ample water supply. Only these dis­
tricts dependent upon surface or pond 
water were cleared of cattle iu the 
beginning of the drouth. Later, those 
dependent for cattle water upon 
shallow wells, shipped out their cattle 
and in some districts where rough feed 
was cheap and plentiful in the fall 
cattle were held until the feed supply 
was exhausted.

Heretofore there have always been 
new ranges to stock, new places where 
cattle could be reared cheaper than in 
older .settled districts and where 
necessity for quality did not exist. 
When Kansas and Nebraska become 
filled with cattle the Dakotas, Indian 
Territory and Texas remained. When 
these were ocenpied there was 
Wyoming, Montana, Colorado and 
New Mexico, and when this territory 
was taken there remained Idaho, 
Nevada,. Arizona and the Paeifle exMut, 
and then crossing the border north 
and south Mexico and British territory 
was stocked. But that day of ex­
pansion is gone. All these fields are 
now ocenpied, their annual surplus 
absorbed kbd a profitable market for 
all their future product assured. With 
all these facts readily obtainable by 
every thoughtful mind, it seems to me 
that only the thoughtless, and careless 
hangerri-on of the business, those not 
in sympathy with it, can find anything 
but encouragement for the future.

How to Feed.

I tbiok there is more injury done 
breedini; ho|fi by overfeeding than by 
any other one thinir* Whenever 1 ifo 
into a pifT lot and see slop in a trouifh 
anti corn lyinir around, I d> not want 
to buy a pi(f there, says a writof in 
the Swineherd. Always feed a hungry 
piff. I never want to stop a pi(f from 
rpuealinir for want of feed. I like to 
hear them squeal. I never have any 
trouble to f^t a piK to oat all that is 
naeessary. which is an injury. It is 
taxing tbe diirestive system unneces* 
sarily. The food comes through them 
nearly as strong as when eaten. I like 
to keep the growth going smoothly 
along; it ought not to stop at any 
point because if it does it is a loss, be­
cause the pig has got to make a new 
start in growth. I have seen men 
turn their hogs into a | fleld of grain 
stubble off a clover pasture. A growth 
would start up,*the pores would open 
and oil would shine on them. When, 
they have eaten up the grain they are 
turned back into the dry clover with­
out giving them any grain, the growth 
isl'all lost. I f he has no corn, he 
should buy it. If one has no monev, 
he should sell one hog and buy feed 
for the balance, and keep the growth 
going, either of a young pig or an old 
hog. But never feed a pig until it is 
hungry.

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EDUCATING SCRUB COWS.

How The Kansas Dairy College Makes 
Milkers of Them.

(Staff Correspondenco.)
To take an onery, slab sided, 08- 

ReuuK, half-starved and thoroughly 
wurthloHs lookioK spotted scrub oow 
and make of her a flrst class dairy 
animal would t>e a task the most ex* 
pert creamery man would not willingly 
assume. He would tell one making 
such a proposition to him that it could 
not be accomplished and that he had 
nu HThe to waste in experiments.^ Yet, 
at the dairy department of that won­
derful Kansas institute, the state 
afl^ricultural college ^at Manhattan, 
this apparently impossible task has 
been accomplished. Not in one in­
stance, but in several.

Aocordiair to the report of K. D. 
Coburn, secretary of the Kansas state 
board of agriculture, the ' average 
yield of butter from the dairy oow in 
common use in Kansas is 70 lbs a 
year. Tbe\if(ricultural oollcire pro- 
fessors, the men at whom the ques- 
'.ionable comic writer shies so many of 
his witticisms, have taken a herd of 
these same 70 lbs a year cows and 
rsiied them by a process of education, 
o_̂ ne mitfht say, to an averai^e yield of 
270 lbs of butter each per annum.

“ Merely an instance,** said one of 
the professors, **of what education 
will do for a cow.**

But, the professors say. the art of 
doinfr this apparently miraculous 
thinir is not their secret. It is one 
open to every farmer iu Kansas and 
which every fanner can apply. The 
secret* if secret it may be termed, lies 
in the coramonsense matter of proper 
care and food. A cow, say the profes­
sors with side whiskers, is a machine. 
The farmer is the fireman. I'ut a 
farmer upon a locomotive eni^ioe and 
he would fail ninety times in one huii- 
dred. Put a fireman to feeding dairy 
cows and he would succeed about as 
often as the average farmer. The 
point the professors make is that every 
farmer should understand his eow as a 
hreman does his machine. He should 
know when and how and what to 
stiove into her to produce the best re- 
suits.

Prof. f). H. Otis, IicimI of the dairy 
dep irtmuiit, speaking of this depart­
ment said: “ The creamery and but­
ter men know ■ iw to do this. Ijong 
a id expensive exr»erience Jias taught 
th»‘m. What we want t«) do is to reach 
the farmer and pla.'e him in posses­
sion of the trutfr and save him the 
long and costly i xperiments he roust 

.' înak • to gain'the knowledge for him­
self **

The dai.y department of the college 
has been separate from the agricni- 
tiiral department riiice Inst July. 
Pref Otis is in full charge. Forty 
cows are being milked at present in 
the dairy herd. This includes the 
blooded cattle. When a oow in the 
blooded herd calves the calf is given 
to the scrub cow to sufikle amt tne 
blooded creature is milked. A record 
of the yield of butter fat is being kept 
and soma interest figures will be made 
public in that matter soon The beef 
and dairy breeds afe represented in 
the blooded herd and an attempt, suc- 
oessful it may be said, is being made 
to raise the standard of the beef cow 
as a milker without impairing her beef 
qaalifloationi,

THX 8TAT10N*8 PINE BUTTER.
In addition to the milk from the 

herd, the college buys milk from the 
farmers. An average of $350 a month 
is paid by the college for milk. The 
college has a magnificent dairy plant 
and the work of separating, churning 
and everything in connection with 
butter making, is done by the students 
in that department. The butter is sold 
in New York and Boston, in February 
the average price received was 27ic a 
pound. The following from the Daily 
industrialist, the college paper, shows 
what kind of butter the professors and 
students fmadei

“ Mr. O. Douglass, of Boston* Mksm., 
who has a national repuialifi.ii as a 
butter judge, has*the following to say 
in reference to three tubs of butter 
that he received fniro the Kansas 
state agricultural college: “ We en­
close score on three tuba of butter, 
marked February 18, lU and 20, and 
we find them the finest that have been 
received from any college this winter **

Bulletins, giving the results of the 
experiments, are setting forth dis­
coveries and progress made, are isHû 'd 
monthly and distributed to all who 
apply free. "Piofessor Otis rent out 
30,000 last month. The farmers aie 
interested. More than that, they have 
faith in science. It has come to their 
relief in combatting dmntli and bugs 
on the arid reaches of Kansas prarics 
more than once.

“ EDUCAriNO** A SCRUB IH>W.
To show what (dticalion, as Professor

Olis calls proper care and food, will
do fur a cow, one of the many oases nt
the college will serve. Professor Otis
tells the story thus:

• •

“ The oow in point was one of the 
sorriest looking creatuies imaginable 
when we bought her. We secured 
her in Lincoln county and paid $30 
for her. We turned her in the lot 
with the others. The public road 
pAsses on one side of this lot and the 
farmers in passing had a way of lining 
up along the fence and amusing them­
selves at our expense. When they 
saw this particular cow they laughed 
louder than evei. The others were 
bad enough, they said, but this one 
was unqestionably ridiculous. Well, 
sbe was a forlorn little beast, to be 
snre. Taking Mr. Cubiirn*s figures 
for granted, sbe would not have pro­
duced more than 70 lbs of butter fat 
in a year if she had betm an average 
dairy cow. But it was plain she was 
below the average. Yet, under our 
dairy course she yielded the first year 
270 lbs of butter fat. or $73 worth of 
butter, hfisides calf, which sold rt 
one year for $40. Next year her but­
ler output amounted to $75. 8be cost 
us, be it remembered, $30 at first and 
her feed bill never amounted to more 
than $32 a year.**

This oow probably belonged to some 
farmer whose iilea of properly oaring 
for a oow was to throw her a forkful 
of hay or an armful of corn fodder 
wil'h A few nubbins eono«aled in it, in 
tlie morning and leave her to gnaw 
the hare earth in an unsheltered 
pasture with the snow and shet on 
her back all dny. A gimerons supply 
of water and a repetition of the break­
fast bill at supper made np the |K>or,

This dairy

thin, humped up, shivering animaPs 
daily ration and at night she slept in 
the snow. There are such farmers in

plows all winter in the lust furrow and 
their bay rakes and binders in the 
fields. They Are becoming fewer, 
thanks to the professors with the 
fancy whiskers, and ultimately will 
disappear. It is a standing joke in 
Kansas that the farmer of the future 
will be required to show a diploma 
from the Manhattan college or get out 
of the business. It would be far bet­
ter for the farmers if it were so.

Not alone df>es the cow used in 
Professors Otis* illustiatiun ^yield 270 
lbs of butter a year. Some in the herd 
yield more, a few less, but that is the 
average. A gain of 200 lbs of butter, 
or $60 at current prices, a year to the 
cow over the average dairy eow, bred 
and fed and milked and cursed by the 
average Kunsas farmer.

SUNDAY MILK qUKSTON.
department has found 

many useful things for the fanners be­
sides the proper wuy to feed and care 
for milch cows. A piTplexing question 
in the country where farmers sell 
their milk to creameries is what to do 
with the Sunday milk during the hut 
months. Few cieitmeries run pn Sun­
day and fewer farmers have ii,*e. Con­
sequently the milk of Sunday fours and 
is lost. The college men have found 
out that the development of the germ 
that Vours milk cun be retarded by 
cooling it as s<h>ii as it is drawn from 
the cow*8 udders. This can be done 
bv immersing the vpaaels containing 
the milk in cold well or spring wntsr 
and afterwards keeping the milk rmil 
by standing it in water. At the col­
lege milk was kept by this simply 
process fresh and sweet for 48 hours 
during the hottest weather.

Another thing the college profes­
sors have found out for the farmers is 
what to do with the skim milk' they 
get back from tim creameries. Some 
fanrers, most of them, in fact, say 
this milk is not worth so mnrli water. 
This, the college men say, is because 
the farmers do nut know how to feed 
it properly. The experiments at the 
colleg«lihow that calves fed on skim 
riiilk make better progress and are 
hardier than those fed on pure milk 
or those allowed to run with their 
mothers. Those fed on pun* milk 
were not driven to the necessity of 
eating anything in the form of grain 
or grass and the same w'as the ease 
with the ealves running with their 
mothers. The calves on a skim milk 
diet learned early to eat grass and 
‘grain, and when taken off the milk 
entirkly made rapid developeraent. 
At one year, when the three bunches 
of calves were sold, the akim milk 
animals avtraged $8 a head above the 
others. They weie larger, aolider 
and better from »  beef standpoint all 
around.

To properly feed skim milk it 
should be given in small qiiantitieS| 
say the collegemen. Then the change 
from whole milk should be gradual 
and all vessela should be kept clean 
and sweet. The failure to obtain re­
sults from skim milk, say the profes­
sors, is due to overfeeding in most 
cases. A calf nets the scours or be­
comes a pot bellied runt. If the milk 
is fed sietitiflcully tbe calf thrives.

Speaking of scours. Professor Otis 
has fduod that dried blood is a splendid 
remedy. He directs that a teaspoon* 
fal be mixed with the milic of the

calves the dose may be increased to a 
tablespoonful.

DIGE8T1BILITT OF MILK.
Some interesting experiments have' 

been carried on at the station in' 
testing tbe digestibility of nilk. 
Professor Otis, discussing the ex­
periments, said;

**Physicians tell us that milk must 
be coagulated in tbe stomach before 
it can be digested. Tbe'priuciple that 
coagulates milk is rennet. About 
one quart of milk was taken from each 
of tbe several cows, and to each quart 
W'as added Ic c. of rennet extract. 
The time that it took these various 
samples of milk to coagulate was 
noted and it was found that the milk 
from one cow would coagulate quiekei 
and in better shape than anoter. Foi 
instance, the milk of Racona, the best 
butter cow in the herd, was alimis* 
impossible to coagulate and when it 
did coagulate it was stringy and not a 
nice clean curd. The milk of the next 
best cow on tbe other hand coagulated 
quickly and in first class shape. Tbe 
other cows fiucluated between these 
two, some coagulating readily and 
others with great difficulty.

“ It is true that milk must be co­
agulated before it is digesteil and the 
milk of some cows coagulate with 
great diflieulty or not at all it stands 
to reason that an infant or an invalid 
might starve on the milk of some 
cows and no one would know the 
reason why. In delivering milk to 
cities milkmen * are frequently asked 
to bring the milk from the same oow 
each day. If the cow happens to be 
one .like tbe liest butter oow of tbe 
college it might be very disastrous to 
the iufaiit or invalid using tbe milk. 
Without digestibility test it would be 
much better to use tbe milk of a 
milked herd than fnmi 
Drovers Telegram.

Of course the railroads are not 
among the beneficiaries of the develop­
ment of the packing trade in Texas, 
as it is a short haul from Fort Worth 
to lido-water or Southern cities for 
dressed meats compared to the long 
haul of stock on the hoof to Northern 
abattoirs, but for other than tbe rail­
roads and the Northern market places 
tbe establishment of the killing trade 
at Fort Worth is fraught with the 
greatest possibilities for good to all 
concerned. Various ineffective at­
tempts have lieen made to found and 
maintain packing plants in Texas, 
but the laying of tbe cornerstone of 
such establishments by Armonr and 
Swift at Fort Worth removes the 
project wholly from tbe experimental 
or ephemeral stage. It is scarcely 
necessary to point out the effects of 
this movement to kill at home the 
vast output of stock from the ranches 
of that State aud to supply Southern 
demands for meats and put the re­
mainder afloat for foreign consump­
tion. It means a saving for the ranch­
man and decreased eompetition at 
Northern markets from tbe Texans. 
The cattle breeder and feeder both 
North and South have reason to re­
gard with the ntmoat eomplaeenoy 
this movement which has been held in 
hope for so many years.

Dredge in a little flour, add a small 
shced onion, white pepper and salt, 
(also a little mace, half a teaspooiiful 
of minced lemon peal and any sweet 
herbs, if yon wish. I have made it 
without any of these, and it is still 
good.) Simmer these ingre*lients ft>r 
more than an hour, then strain the 
gravy and thicken it with an ounce of 
butter rolled in flour Boil up again 
and skim well. While thelgravy is 
CO iking, mince the veal, but not too 
flue. When gravy is ready, put minced 
veal in and w-trm gradual^, adding a 
few tablespoonfuls o f cream or milk 
(and if you fvish, a teaspoon of lemon 
juice) but do not let it boil. A nice 
way to arrange it for the table is, pile 
it iu the center of dish and gernish 
wiHi sippets o f toasted bread (and. 
again, if you wish, points of lemon.) 
With a few nicely poached eggs on 
top you will have a pretty, palatable, 
wholesome and inexpensive dish.
