Texas, April 19 and 20

the OklnhoiuH Livr* Stock A'No<*iHlion 
WHM adopted Hint l ‘ re*<ident Tiun Con* 
Welland 8ee»elar> K. H .' Hrainanl 
were duly placed in char^^e.

From itit inception the ortranization 
baa made niMtenal growth and liaa 
t»een ot vast benetit to not only it a 
actual lueinoerhliip but aho the entire 
■eeiioii of count I y Covered it.

Tile piibliNher, of I Ida paper had the 
picaaure ot ineelinif with the calile 
raiaeia at that tliat nieetiutt and hav* 

' itilt li 'auiall camera with him wa« 
enabled to |;et a view of the Arat 
nieudieraof tlda naa«a;iHtion which ia 
ahown in coiineclion with thia article. 
The plioto ahowa that the uriraniza* 
ti.ui waa made durinit the warm
weal her of early Kail.

The history of the naaociation haa 
abu« n the ueed of such' au urttaniza- 
tion. The threat Cattle Kaiaera Aa*
aociati >n of Tezaa liavintt ita memlier- 
abip north and aouth of the Federal 
quarantine line thmuftb the atate waa 
not in position to uphold the officers 
and the law when ofFendera violated 
tba proclamation deaiftnatinit this
liue. The (treat m ajoiityof the peo­
ple of the I.«une 8tar State lived aouth 
of the lint* ami aou(tht even in tbeleir- 
ialatnre to annul the law pmtectinir 
the moat valuatde (trazinfc aieas in 
Tezaa fmm infection and loss by 
Tick fever. Heie it waa that the 
Panhandle Association by reason of 
being orgsnized brought aucb influ­
ences to (tear that the danger of revo- 
cati u of the line by the Federal 
government was alayed and Anally 
allowed to remain. In this action 
alone the Panhandle Aaaociatton 
should be credited with saving not 
less thau ll.'iOO.UOU in loss of values to 
all of Texas Iving north of the line.

In addition to this, it has prosented 
thieves and maintained range and 
market inspection service which has 
beenof direct value to every member 
of the organizrtiou.

At the meeting of Amarillo April 
and 2 t̂b the presiding officer will

be President T. S. Hiigbee of t'lareii- 
don, Tex., whose genial face is shown 
in illustration. Mr.. Hugbee is a 
genuine ‘ ’ blue belly”  yaiikee, liaviiig 

* l>een born in .Maine .laii.- )8th, 1S42 
After serving three years in the 
Federal army ho crossed the plains in 
18115 ami followe.l the trial herds 
fiom Texas to Idaho, Montana and 
Kansas until 1872 when' he married 
and ranched, in Colorado until 1878 
when he trailed his herd to the Pan- 
handle where he liss since lived ami 
ex -rled a wide influence in aAfairs. 
At the ^Annual Couveiiiion in March 
litUO he was elected to the position 
which he has held without interuptiiui 
until the present time. Every body 
knows and every bmly likes **Tom”  
Hugbee as he is a wise counselor, 
a man of determined action and is re 
garded as “ safe”  in all hues of busi­
ness.

The other prot'*ait shown in connec­
tion with this brief notice of tbe As* 
social ion is that of its honored Secre­
tary, K. H. Brainard of Canadian, 
Texas, and one of ita founders and 
principal organizers. T hk L ivk 
8T0CE Inspbctor learua that be was 
born in July I860 iu Massachusetts 
and at the age of eight moved to New 
York state, at age of nineteen to Col­
orado and at age of twenty one to the 
Panhandle where he baa since lived, 
following the lite of the range, flrat 
as cook in camp, as a cow puncher 
for eight years aa range foreman, 
spending twelve years altogether for 
one outfli. From this be developed 
into a ranch owner and to-day owns 
one of the best in the land with big 
herds of cattle, securely iudependeut 
fioancially. For years, Mr. Brainard 
was said by his friends to be the roost 
basbfal mao in Texas but the little 
Qod-with-arrowa Anally corralled him 
and.four years ago be was most hap­
pily wedded. Ed Brait ard lives in 
nis'work. Cool but energetic he has 
built bis forti^ne by honest methods 
and bard work and uumbera friends 
without limit wberever he is known. 
Kind and ever courteous to every one, 
possessing great exectutive ability' 
be alwavs spells iuccess in whatever 
he undertakes. His aervices as 
Secretary of the Aaeooiation have

been simply invaliinhle and to him 
more thau to- any oiher individual it 
owes ils existence lo-«l.*iy.

Call For Action.

'Pile following communication has 
heeii received hy the Oklahoma Live 
Sioek Ass(H*iatioii Pit sident C’arr 
will alteipl and voiee the seulimeiil of 
our organization:

Fort Worth, Texas, .Marefi l.'i. ’04, 
Okntlkmkn :

By authority of a resolution passed 
by the Cattle Kaisers As-ca’inliou of 
Texas at iis Annual Conveiilioii at 
at Foft'Worth, Mtrch 8fh In llih , 
11MI4, eopy of wliieh is herewith en­
closed as Presuleiit of I lie Cattle 
Itaisers Association of I exas, I here­
by eall a meeting of the lepreseiiln- 
tives of the various livestock a^siM'ia* 
lions of the W’eslerii stales ami Ter­
ritory, including your asMH’iuiion, to 
be held at Deuver, Colorado, at ibe 
Bntwu Palace Hotel a* 10 o*cl<M‘k a. 
III. on the 3rd day of May A. 1)., 1004, 
to formulate, prepare and put into 
effect a plan and active operation 
looking to the securing of the pas. age 
of such laws or.amendments thereof, 
by the Coiiifress of the Uuiteil Stales, 
as will afford the relief to whieli the 
livestock interests of the West, are 
entitled against exorbitant rates of 
freight and injurious praetieea lu the 
handling of shipments of liV( bt<H!k; 
and to consider such other matters of 
general importaacesas may be decided 
upon at such meetiug of such repre­
sentatives in fortueraiice of the best 
interests of the livestock business, and 
generally to carry out the purposes of 
the said resoluliou. To that end I re­
quest that each of the organizations 
to which this communication is ad­
dressed send a committee, composed 
of, say, throe membets of active, in­
telligent and energetic men to repre­
sent each of the organizations to meet 
with like committees from each of tbe 
other organizations ot livestock men 
at that meeting, including a commit­
tee from tbe Cattle Kaisers Associa­
tion of Texas, and that such c< mmit- 
tee as you sent be fully authorized and 
empowered to act for your astHMUalion 
at such meeting, to secure the ends 
which we seek by calling Ibe same, 
and which are outlined id this com­
munication and in the resolution, copy 
of which is herewith euclosed.

This U DO idle and inoonsiderate

matter. It has reeeiv.*d mature, care­
ful, thoughtfu! and ' •ntelligent con- 
stderntioii. In behalf of the Cattle 
Kaisers AssiM'iation of Texas 1 >>eg to 
express the opinsoti that much good 
will come of this meeting, at which 
eomhiiied livesbK'.k interest of the 
country isexpeeled Ui act in a prac­
tical and effieieiil manner to secure the 
relief as outlined in the enclosed copy 
of the resolution. It will he strictly a 
biisiness meiiiiig, seeking practical 
and d< flnift r»‘sulls, and is inlended 
for the purpose of providing a speoi- 
lie menus to bring abimt action by 
Congress through the various Kepre- 
seiilMiives and Beiiators from the 
Wesiern 8 ales to protect the Live­
stock biisiiieiis against uureasonaLle 
and exorbitant freight charges, and to 
secure the passage to that end; and 
also to secure the passage ofauob 
laws as will secure better service io 
tbe tmnspi»riation of livestock. Ita 
piir|N>se is not to psws resolutions bat 
to act. If we can succeed iu this it is 
of vast evident Aiiaiicial and ma erial 
g<N)d Io the livestock interests of the- 
eniire West.

This action of the Cattle Kaisers As- 
sociatiou o f Texas iu ealliug tliia. 
meetiug and such notion as may be 
taken by Ibe meeting iu Denver, on> 
May 3rd, is hot intended to in any 
wise su^wreede or take the place of 
any action by any other Assooiaiioa 
or iudividuai, but to be io addition 
thereto, having for ils purposes the- 
securing of combined, action to a 
spcciflc, deflnite end as herein luen- 
tioneti.. It is expected, among other 
things, to pnivide a proper eoromittew 
to present and urge our claims upon 
Congress.

In behalf of the Association I repre­
sent in making this call, I beg that 
you will give the matter immediate 
and prompt eonsideration, and wire or 
write us your irply at tbe earlieet poa- 
sible dale, and in doing so addrese 
your communication to Captain Jno. 
T. Lytle, 8ecretary of tbe Cattle 
Raisers Association of Texas, at Port 
Worth, Texas, and if possible state 
the names and addresses of tbe mem­
bers of the committee which your as­
sociation may select to attend and 
represent you at this meeting.
