We have recently elected a big bouse 
and we think ours is the only kind for 
the farmer who has his own good in 
view. It 5« made facing tbe east. It 
is made with three lots in front which 
open through doors into the bedrooms 
back of these rooms is ttie entry and 
place for swill barrel. The houso is 
made with two doors in tbe entrance. 
We made one bon e with tbe roof 
sloping both ways, and like it much 
better than those with a backward 
downward slope. Make such a build­
ing as this from only tbe best season- , 
ed oak lumber. It will be mnoh 
cheaper if you can have tbe logs saw­
ed than to buy tbe lumber already 
made. Mr. Hog will appreciate a 
nice warm repose like this when the 
bed it>om is covereil with a nice bed 
of clean stinw. Especially should a 
place of Ibis kind be used for the'- 
brooding sow, as she is very liable to 
to make quite a dntturbance and pos­
sibly to lose tbe greater ‘part of her 
offsprings if allowed to run aat Urge 
with the rest ot tbe herd. |8be will 
often go to fence corners, to old hay 
stacks and other places in which her 
offspring are sum to go to the 
bad.

Cbasing about the yards, worryincr tbe

hens, coii<*t.«ntly sp tllin.; for a Htrht, 
tbe eoekrel lo^es his fle^ll hs rapidly 
ss nained, pioves tbe cost of keepint; 
to t>e far more than be brings in the 
market. In caponizini; all these trou* 
bles are swept away—ihe fltrhtintr 
cocktel becomes as docile as a cbicki 
the flesh rapidly increases, and where 
nuder the old way tbe farmer would 
kill an ordinary lookintr cockerel of 
but little weight, he now dresses for 
market tivaliutr the turkey in size and 
weiirht, whose flesh in flavor's super* 
lor to that of ‘ ihe spring broiler and 
more tender and juicy. Caponize the 
chicks you have at oeee, and lay tbe 
fcundati«>u for a h’liidsonie profit in a 
short time to come. Tbe profit in a 
irreat majority of cases beinir over 100 
percent. In February I soM ItOO 
capons that were caponized in tbe fall 
tbe avera(te weiftbt of which was ten 
and a half pounds. They were sold at 
20 cents per pound. They sell from 
20 to 30 cents a pound. There is a
Ifreat demand for capons. They can 
be fried (in the oven in about an hour)

just like younir chickens. Tbe opera* 
tion IS not cruel, they are injureil by 
far more in a single fiKht. The oper* 
alion is very simple. In the old coun­
tries children ten years old, perform 
the op«‘nitions.

All cockerels are not needeil for 
breedinir purposes should be capon* 
Izetl. Do not try the operation on too 
yonn(( chicks, as their ortrans are 
then too small and undeveloped that 
you may either kill or cause a slip. 
The ajre (tiveu is tbe proper time.— 
iMrs. B. F. WilcoxoQ, in Western Far­
mer and Dairyman.

September is the best month in 
which tp make capons of the surplus 
cockrels as they will have made a fine 
d r̂owth and will te in a prime condi­
tion for tbe holiday trade. The Amer­
ican class, Plymouth Rocks, Wysn- 
dottes and Rhode Island Reds make 
th< Lest capons althounrh breeders of 
Brahmas and Cochins are strond' in 
tbe praises of these fowls.

For some time 
before the test they had been pastur 
ed on alfalfa and fed one pound of 
cracked barley pen head daily. For 
ten tre**ks immediately preoedinir the 
test they made a daily averatre train of 
42 pound per head. While pastiir^Ml 
on the stubble field they were triyen 
no icrain in addition to what they 
could flud except on rainy days.

Several other experiments have 
been made with the pastiiriug of pigs 
on stubble fields, and they all prove 
that it is a profitable practice. No 
matter how carefully the harvesting is 
(lone there is more or less of the grain 
that remains on the Held and this ' is a 
very inexpensive method of saying i<.

H ooh a n d  PIo s .
Keep the troughs clean.
Alfalfa mean an ideal hog pa.sture.
Pnividc shade and cool, clean water 

these hot days.
In buying pure bred st<H‘k look after 

indiviilual excellence as well as pedi- 
gree.

Brood sows before tnrrowing do 
best in individual quarters. The small 
hog houses meet this demand. Be ter 
get some.

Sows differ in their rai!k«giving pro­
pensities, requiring different amounts 
of feed for individuals. Here is where 
judgment counts.

Pigs should not be hog fat. Keep 
them growing, but keep them hungry 
and hustling.

Feed the little fellows in a separate 
low trougli fenced so they can get to 
it, but so the mother can uot.

Don’t take a thin sow that has been 
nearly exhausted from the nursing of 
a litter and expect her to recuperate 
rapidly.

The demand for meats of all kinds 
IS growing and the outlook for high 
prices for bogs is good Thi-t means 
that breeding stock will bring good 
prices this fall.

Put weaned pigs together so they 
will not be lonesome, and feed milk, 
shorts and corn, and give them pasture 
if possible. When all are weaned a 
separate yard is not so essential.

Tf the sows are to raise but one litt­
er a year let the pigs ruu with them 
until they are three mouths old. 
W'here sows are bred again, wean the 
pigs at half that age.

It should take nearly a month to 
get the sow on full feed after farrow- 
ieg. Then there will be no danger of 
thnmps if toe sow gets sufficient pm 
tein and she and her pigs are forced 
to take plenty of exercise.

It is well enough, in embarking in 
the swiue business, to aim at a large 
herd, but oommeoce with a few sows; 
in other words, aim at the top, bat 
commence at the bottom.

Pigs will begin to eat with the sows 
when two or three weeks old. I f  get­
ting plenty of exercise it will not hurt 
them to crack a little corn. But the 
ideal feed is skim milk and shorts in 
the^orm of thin slop. It will make 
them grow and not get oyer-fat.

Milk as a food for pigs has a feeding 
value far beyond its actual food . ele­
ments if given in the proper combina­
tion with other rations, but it is a 
great waste to raise pigs exclusively

upoD it, no matter how plentiful it 
may be. Middlings and grass should 
be fed with it, and so double the num­
ber of pigs kept with the same amount 
of milk.

Paper frodi Cotton Stalks.

It has been demonstrated tbat all 
grades of paper, from the best form of 
linen grade to the lowest, can be 
manufactured from cotton stalks. In 
addition to this, a variety «of by-pro­
ducts, such as alcohol, nitrogen, mat- 
eiial for gun-cotton^ and smokeless 
powder, (an also be secured iu pay­
ing quantities.

The time is not now far distant 
when paper plants equipped with ail 
modern machinery and devices for 
making paper and the utilization of 
the otiier by-products referred to will 
be built and placed in operation 
throughout .the euttou ^growing slates 
of the 8uuth. The establishment of 
these mills for the manufacture of pa­
per from coHou stalks will develop a 
new industry of enormous proportions 
and institute the utilization of a waste 
proilnct which at the present time has 
comparatively littje or no value. It 
will pove the entering wedge of cheek­
ing the present increasing cost of 
paper.

It is estimated that on an area of 
land producing a bale of cotton at least 
one ton of stalks can be gathered. 
Upon this basis of calculation this new 
industr<r ran anputlly depend upon 
from 10,000.000 to 12,000,000 tons of 
raw material. This will not only fur­
nish necessary supplies to meet all 
home demands, but also permit of the 
export of pulp or finished products to 
foreigu countries. At the present time 
there is approximately $287,000,000 in- 
.vested ^  paper mills in the United 
BtatetC with but few plants located in 
the South. The bulk of the material 
going into the manufacture of paper 
at the present time is sDruoe pine, and 
which is annnally becoming more ex­
pensive in the depletion of the forests 
and the bigli prices wbich such timber 
commands in the markets for other 
uses. TUe utilization of a waste prod­
uct such as the cotton stalk, manu­
factured into commercial paper, will 
be a boon of inestimable value to the 
whole country.

The practical tffect of this new in­
vention will be to increase the present 
value of the South’s cotton crop nearly 
$100,000,000 annually. With the re­
moval of the cotton stalks from the 
fields in the early fall the death knelt 
of the boll weevil will be sounded.— 
The Master Printer,

Barns, corn cribs and sheds are no 
places for chickens to roost. All up- 
to-date farmers and poultry raisers 
provide proper bouses for tbeir flocks.

Tbe cost of keepitiR a hen on the 
farm is estimated at less than 50 cents 
a year. The'proflt can be easily flRur* 
ed when it is known that she usually 
lays ten dozen c r r s  a year.

Tarkeys dressed on tbe farm seldo-u 
briuR enouRh difference in price to 
pay for tbe extra labor. |It is even 
said Uiat some farmers who prepare 
their own tarkeys for market receive 
a lower price than they would if tbe 
birds bad been sold alive.

FARMING ON PAPER.

Written for the Western Breeder’s 
Journal.

I have read with considerable inter- 
est and amusement the article in your 
July issue, entitled, how to make the 
most money out of 160 acres in Cen­
tral Kansas. While the article coo* 
tains some fairly Rood suRRestions the 
plan of farminR as outlined by tbe 
Reutleman is not very practical and 
the advice Riven is in many respects 
mis’eadinR. In the first place he con­
veys tbe idea that it is possible for 
one man to handle a 160 acre farm 
with little or no help, and farther says 
that every farm should have at least 
twenty-five acres of -alfalfa. Now  
our Rood friend must haveji splendid 
lot of neiRhbors if it is possible for 
him to cut. rake and stack ‘properly 
this amount of alfalfa three or four 
times in a season and raise forty or 
fifty acres each of com and wheat. 
Eyen then he would have an eiRht 
hour man work eiRht hour* in the 
forenoon and eiRhr in the afternoon. 
But every practical farmer knows that 
it is impossible to carry on suceess- 
fully this sized farm without keeping 
at least one good band tbe year round 
and several day hands during harvest 
and haying.

Another mistake our friend would 
make is in not puttiUR evory foot of 
tillable land under the plow. Land in 
Central Kamas is f.rr too valuable to 
be left in its wild state. Experience 
has tauRht the averagre farmer of this 
part of KanHas that one acre of r o o <I 

tame Rr:.ss, of which there are sever­
al kinds that do well here, is worth a 
half dozen of our native Rrasses. 
Again he says dairyim; is pr.-fitable 
if one devotes his whole time to it. 
The reverse ot this is true. It is 
doubtful if auy farmer liviug where 
hired help is so hard to get and so far 
from the market could make liairying 
profitable should he devote his whole 
time to it. But when ten or fificeti 
Root! cows are kept upon a farm and 
milked twice a day and the milk sepa­
rated from tho cream by a moileru 
separator, the milk fed to calves and 
pigs, and tbe butter fat s »ld, the 
transaction w’ill always show a good 
profit provided the eows are propet ly 
handled and the milk fed to well bred 
pigs. '

Then if the cows are bred to a pure 
bred bull of either of tbe leading bsef 
breeds the calves can be fed and 
marketed by the time they are one 
year old. niiil will make more clear 
money for the farinerthtn it is pos-; 
sible CO, make fiom the same number 
of grown cattle, and they have cost 
practically nothing up to the time 
they went into the fattening pen. In 
closing, our farmer friend appeals to 
tbe farmer to study his needs, and 
urges tbe sending of more fanners to 
administer nur laws and ends hy say* 
ing that when this i-i doi.e our govern­
or won’ t be called upon to appoint ii 
man to fill a disgracetl v.-icatu'v, as 
tnougli farmers as a class h id a eor- 
ner on honesty and raoralty. While 
it is not only the privilege but tho 
duty of every farmer to study his 
needs as a farmer and tbe needs of 
hit eourtry he should not be deceived 
into believing that other callings are 
less bouorable or contain a larger per 
oent of dishonest men than does bis 
own.

D e a t h  i n  D i r t y  M i l k .
This is not a new discovery or a new 

proclamation of it. Bat we wish to 
brinf? a little testimony to bear on 
this subject that may appeal to those 
who are selling; milk.

The city of Rochest^r, N. Y. has 
found that it can save about 30 per cent 
of the babies under five years that had 
proviously been dyin^ ev^ry year. If 
your boy or mine was in that 30 per 
cent saved we would be more than 
grateful. Because the babies that die 
in the cities every summer are largely 
the babiesof poorer and more iarnorant 
classes does not in any serse free 
the milk sellers from their responsibili* 
ty in the matter.

The Rochester board of health de­
cided that impure and filthy irilk was 
responsible for a* larare per cent of in­
fantile deaths so they established sta­
tions where pasteurized milk, put up 
in sterlized nursinn bottles, could be 
sold at one and two cents. A trained 
nurse was put in charare and mothers 
and baby tenders of the poor were re­
quired to call in person for milk and 
if possible to brinar the baby. The 
nurse then weiffbed the baby and 
gave it one of the four arrades of milk 
best suited to its needs. The mother 
was ariYen a pamphlet in her native 
tonarue that told in a simple way how 
to care for the baby.

But as the dairies supplying this 
milk were filthy and the owners did 
not care to clean up, the board es- 
tablisbid farms under its supervision 
where clean milk could be furnished 
babies, as clean milk is better raw 
than unclean milk is when pasteurized 
So now the city is providing cheap, 
wholesome milk for the babies and the 
result is that about 30 per cent fewer 
deaths occur than formerly.

There will come a time—and it is 
already here in some locatities—when 
the dairyman will not b  ̂ allowed to 
sell filthy milk an 1 cream. The incid 
ents of the last few months have call­
ed public attention to the matter of 
clean human food and though the 
packing houses and bakeries have 
been receiving public attention and 
condemnation, the farmers need not 
think It will stop there or blow over.

Clean milk can be produced and it 
must be. We mifrht as well sret in 
line for pioducinf; it.

H o l l a n d  t h e  G r e a t e s t  D a i r y  C o u n ­

t r y .
A contributor to and a reader of 

this journal, asks: *‘ By what standard 
do yo J make out that Holland is the 
most remarkable dairy cnuntry on 
eartht”  Well, wo may not be able to 
ffive exact comparative Ayures to prove 
I he statement, bat bei« is a pointer t 
Holland reports 324 cattle to each 100 
acres of cultivated land, a*id the milk 
cows amontr the “ cattle”  averane over 
9,000 pounds of milk per head per 
year.

We cannot say that no other country

can equal that remarkable showing, 
but Vaiikee-like, We can answer our 
correspondent’s question by asking 
another question, namely: What 
other country reports 3.24 cattle per 
acre, and the production of 29,160 
pounds, or 13,563 quarts of milk per 
acre per yearl

If there is such a country we have 
not discovered it, but we would like 
to know it. Our correspondent, who 
is owner of some choice Jerseys and 
Guernseys, will please bear in mind 
that Holland has 3.24 Holatein*Fries- 
ian cows- to each cnitivated acre. 
That is irreat farming, great milk pro­
duction, great management, great 
dairying in every way. We believe 
It to be the greatest dairying on earth. 
—Uolsteiu-Friesian Register.

M i l k  D i e t  r o a  C h ic k s .
The dairyman’s wife may be inter­

ested in a preventive of bowel tronhle 
in chicks. It is simply nothing more 
than feeding boiKd sweet milkonee a 
day and eontioning indefinitely, al­
though after they are six weeks old 
the milk may be fed raw. Never feed 
raw milk wbile they are under that 
age. Feed in the morning before they 
have access to water, so that all arill 
be sure to drink. A good drinking 
fountain * may be improved from a 
gallon tin can or bucket, such as 
syrup comes in. Take a nail and 
puncture several boles around the top, 
and fill or partly fill with milk. Place 
a tin pie pan upside down over the top 
of the bucket. Then invert and place 
in a convenient place for the chicks. 
They cannot upset the bucket or get 
their feet in the milk. Ten minutes is 
not too long to boil the milk, as it 
should be thoroughly sterilised. A 
little water added prev int« the milk 
from scorching.

D a i r y  F a c t s .

Prussic acid is developed In sor­
ghum when the plant makes a rapid 
growth. Where sorghum has been 
cut and new shoots come out, they are 
of rapid growth and the poisonous 
acid forms. Keep the cattle out of it.

There is hardly any exense for not 
having bedding for cows. Old weeds 
are much better than slop and filth.

Mow the weeds off the meadow, or 
bani leaves from the woods. Besides 
keeping the stall clean, it will add to 
the stock of manure.

The skim milk from any separator 
should be tested regularly so that the 
manager may know whether or not in 
is running pro^rly . In this way a 
great deal of money can often be 
saved. It is necessary to get a good 
separator to start with, then it should 
be kept in good running order.

It is a great advantage for fresh 
cews to have exercise. The motion of 
the legs in walking is the beet pos­
sible treatment for the feverish ndder.

It is the closely confined oow, as a 
general thing, that has milk fever.

Try to buy the oow that tbe Mller 
wants to keep.

Don’ t burden tbe oow with a yoke 
when yon can do better by fixing the 
fence.

Hmoking in tbe barn may not only 
cause a fire, but the milk may absorb 
tbe bad smell.

The profitless oow is just as much 
trouble is tbe one that pays profit. 

Dispose of her as soon as possible.

No other state in the Union pro­
duces so large a surplus of as great a 
variety of products as Oklahoma.
