Skeletens of tbe mas.-odon 
which was a beast considerably larger 
than an elephant, bare feen recon* 
stnicted from Mattered bones and ex* 
bibiied at earlier fairs, bnt no «xposi* 
tiOD ha.H had tbe big beast as be look*c
ed when alive.

Tbe mastodon was found on Cleary 
Creek, above Nome, by W . E. Thomas 
Tba remains of bis royalty were em­
bedded in tha ice. He probably is the 
finest example of the presenrativi* 
powers of c«>ld storage extaut, for be 
first got caught long before tbe peo­
ple knew even how to keep’iee daring 
the summer mouths.

A strict antiseptic trentment of 
wounds in horses' boofa caoaed by 
nail pricks and other similar injuries 
has been found the most bonefieial of 
any yet tried by tbe South Dakotn ex­
periment statioo. The method con­
sists of pnring away the born of tbe 
hoof from tbe affected part nntil the 
blood oozes out. Then the hoof 
should be thoroagbly washed oat with 
a solution of bichloride of mereary at 
the rate of one part to oOO ot water.

Stop Free 5eed Otatfibutlon.

During the la<«t session of congress 
a strong effort was made to stop the 
free distribution of seeds by the gv v- 
ernment. Owing to the opposition of 
certain politicians the movement • did 
not succee«t and the seeds are still be­
ing seut out at a rost of several mil 
tiuu dollars nud thus a heavy expense 
is piled up fur the people. They pay 
for the seeds even though they are 
sent free. Moreover they go postage 
free and this is one of the causes of 
the postal deficit.

But the expense is the least objeet- 
ional part ot the business. We can 
pay the b lls and never miss the money 
if it is necessary to do so. But it is 
not necessary or even dMirable. In 
the first place the seeds are not of a 
high quality. The government has to 
bay them in large quantities and some­
times gets hold of a bad lot. . These 
do not grow and the congreeeman 
who thought to win popularity by 
means of free seeds, finds the. reverse 
to be true. Seeds that do not grow 
are never very popular with the farm­
ers. But granting that the guvem- 
mer.t mi^ht obtain the best, there is 
every reason why the practice abould 
be stopped. The men who spend 
their lives growing good seeds deserve 
this basiness. Suppose, Mr. Merehant 
that the government should begin

There is to-day, all over our country, 
a decided movemet t toward the enaot- 
meut of laws that will protect consum­
ers against substitution and adultera­
tion.

Many statea now have very strin­
gent t>ure food laws, and a national 
pure food law is to go into effect all 
over the the Uuited States on January 
1, 1907.

New York State has also a law pro­
hibiting the stamping of cotton as 
linen, and a law compelling all silver '  
sold as sterling to be 925-1000 fine.

Other Statee have other laws along 
the same lines.

North Dakota has taken the lead in 
enaoting a law for the protection of 
property owners against a very com­
mon and serious kind of fraud—the 
Belling of adulterated paints and 
paints containing ingredients worth­
less or worse than worthless.

The law passed by the North Da­
kota legislatnre compels all makers of 
adnlterated paints to label tbeir kegs 
with the exact ingredients of their 
paints.

Pure-wbite-lead-and - linseed - oil ia 
accepted as the standard paint by the 
law-makers, just as it is by paint au­
thorities everywhere.

In feedinir them prain they 
should be made to find every kernel 
If fed thripe times a day, thej should 
not be alloweil to eat all they can at 
noon, but iust before (foinp on the 
perchc'. at niifht they should be fed 
al! they will eat up clean.

CHILDREN RAISE POULTRY.
The farmer who doesn’ t have time 

to loi>k after his poultry is losinp 
money, because, if be only realized it, 
his hens are one of his preatest 
sources of revenue.

In answer to the question from one 
who has decided to cbani;e from cot­
ton and corn to dairy farmiut?. “ What 
must I do to cet a start?”  the South­
western Auriculturisl t îves these 
pointers:

“This is a very broad question, and 
one that it would take many pa({es to 
answer, but the first tbini; to du is to 
study the business and Rather all the 
available information possible, sub­
scribe for dairy papers and buy books 
on the subject; and the next best 
tbiuR is to Ret praetical experience. 
One who is coutemplatioR RoinR into 
the dairy business should by all means 
attend some Rood dairy short course 
and thus partially e<iuip himself tor 
bis nrw business.

“ When selectinR cows, be sure to 
Ret dairy cows. By this is meant 
ROWS that produce a Rood How of milk. 
Any individual cow that will make a 
Rood profit is a Rood dairy cow, re- 
Rardless of her breedioR. Helect a 
Rood location for barn and dairy 
buildinR. The barn should have ro m1 
drainaRe and should be built so that 
it can be easily kept clean, and by all 
means well liROted and ventilated. 
Plenty of pasture is a Rood IhiiiR, but 
n«it absolutely essential. There should 
be enouab land to produce sufficient 
r«)URbness for the cattle the entire 
year. Be sure to start riRlit and then 
‘stick* and you will succeed.

If 20 per cent 
cream is churned at a temperature of 
50 (JeRrees, it will swe.l iu ihe churn 
instead of breakioR. Cream of 35 per 
ceut or more can be churned in a tem­
perature of 50 dcRrees lu a compara­
tively short space of time.
