The corn story of the
country is one well worth writing.
and it is well worth the reading. Only
once before, in the history of tho
cereal, has the average erop per acre
reached as high as this year—30 .2 bu.

and that was in 1878 when it was 30 8

It was in 1872 that the product first
reacued the billion bushel mark. The
inerease in the acreage that year was
phenomenal, brought about by the
opening of the great West by the
railroad+, and bringing into eultivation
vast traets of the rich prairie lands of
that seetion. Since then the crop has
grown to three times the yield and
four times the warket value. Bince

1897, a period of nine years, we have
added more than fifteen million acres
to the corn area of the country and it
is confidently predicted that in five
more years we will have full one hun-
dred million aeres in the great nati-
onal cornfield. At the close of the
civil war the corn acreage was thirty
four million aeres. By 1872, when
the erop first reached the billion bu.
record, the acreage had increased to
40,000,000 acres. Three years later it
had gone up to 50,000,000 acres and by
1880 there were over 060,000,000 acres
under corn cultivation. In 1885 the
yicld reached the two billion bushel
mark, oo 73,000,000 acres. This was
high water mark, both in yield and
acreage. It was a period of renewed
railroad building over the West, and
the rapid settlement of that great
agricultural section, The wonderful
march of the agricultural west 1n the
decade from 1875 to 1885 will lang be
remembered. From 1885 to 1904 the
acreage did not very much, but in the
latter year it made a jump of $20,000,
000, There had been several at-
temps to introduce our corn as a food
produet into Europe, but the attempts
that gave, for a time, a stimulas to
toe raising of corn. This stimulous
did not last, but another factur ent-
ered, and corn went ¢limbing up in
the area covered by its ecultivation,
The sudden tarn in the fortune of this
great American cereal can be readily
traced, and its phen>miual develop-
ment is wholly owing to & ehange 1n
the conditivns bare. Tho disappear-
ance of the runch sysicm of ecattle
growing, forced by the taking up of
tohe publie and railway lands by actual
settlers, bhas caused a demnnd for
American corn, for animal fveding par-
poses, aad this demand will 10 all
probability inereas. and cora-graw-
ing continue to be « promdeat factor
in American farming. A aer inter-
esting feature of this mcieved de
maud for eorn s the  remarkable
steadiness ol the muarse prive,
