The advantages uf using silage as a 
rough fuf over the method of dry feed­
ing are many.

Second, 
silage corn or corn foddei raised on 
the land with proper cultivation keeps 
it clear of weeds, and the tillage at 
the right season liberates plant food 
for the succeeding serson crop. It 
shades the ground the ground, thus 
preserving fertility. riiirJ, it places 
the largest bulk of rongh feed in a 
compact and convenient place for 
handling during Ibe feeding season. 
Fourth, it is e.’ibily handled without
waste. Fifth it is a feed that is of it-%
self succulent and partially digested. 
SiZth, it keeps the the herd in a tine 
sleek, thritiy condition. Heventh, it 
pioiiucex more than twice the digest­
ible DUtrientx from a given amount of 
land than dry ti>dd«r does, nnd makes 
it possible to keep more than twice as 
many head of livestock on the land. 
Figli'h, by iis use as a principal rough 
feed the co-t of pnxlucing milk can be 
rediicid at least one-third. These are 
bul a few of the reasons why silage î  
goinl and cheap feed.

producer. 1 have for the last several 
years been very successful, and now 
have no fears of disease amooR my 
hoRs. My ih.'Hiry is, prevent instead 
of cure. My care and treatment is 
simple and inexpensive, and is as fol 
lows:

Keep the lice off, which can be done 
with a mixture of coal oil and lard, 
about equal parts, sprinkled the hoRs 
about once every thirty days if neces­
sary. Sometimes it is nut necessary 
oftener than every two, three or four 
months, but at any rate it is necessary 
in order to have healthy to keep them 
free from lice.

Tbe next important thioR is to keep 
their diRestion in order. Tdis is eas­
ily done by keepioR plenty of coal 
cinders where they can have free ac­
cess to them.

With these rules strictly adhered to 
in this latitude, the hoR raiser never 
need have any fears.—J. F. Ware, 
D.anville, Kentuc ky.

RATION FOR YOUNG PIGS.
Prof. W, A. Henry Rave the follow 

inR ration to a patron who complained 
that hit* piRs Ret pot bellied:
**A Rood feed mixture for piRs will 
consist of two parts middlioRs, two 
parts eornmeal, by weiRht, mixed. 
For every pound of this mixture feed 
one or two pounds of skim milk, A 
little oil meal may be used if it can be 
secured, cheap enouRh, but at present 
prices this feedinR staff rules too hiRh 
for any considerable use. Feed tbe 
yoanR pigs three times a day. and be 
snre to Rive tbeoa a Rood ran on pas- 
tnro where they will Ret exercise and 
Rreen foraRe as well, if possible. By 
frequent feediuR by nsiiiR the riRht 
kinds and combination of feedi as 
herein indicates, and by RivinR plenty 
of exercise, the piRs shocid make 
growth and not become pot-bellows

HOOS HAVE TEMPERAMENT.'

An exchange pbilosophiAes thasly at 
the expense of the gentle young rooter:

Strange as it may seem, hogs like 
people, are endowed with tempera­
ment. That wbieb is always nosing 
and sniffing about and alert at {be 
sonnd of every approaching footstep 
possesses a nervous temperament and 
you want to feed him with special 
reference to famishing your bacon 
supply while that old fellow over there 
in tbe comer, that never stirs unlesf 
it is to eat, you want to consign him' 
to the pcTk bstrrel. He has what is 
called a phlegmatic temperament. The

reason for tLe distinctions made is 
obvious. For the bacon you want a 
streak of fat and a streak of lean, and 
you get that in the first because tbe 
fat is all worked off running around 
but the second snoozes contentedly ill 
the day long and does nothing but lay 
on the fat, which is just what is want­
ed for the pork. Perhaps you have 
noticed that some hogs lay on more 
fat than others and have wondered 
why.

INVESTIGATION HOG DISEASE.
Secretarv Wilson in his report of tbe 

department of agricu'ture for 1906. 
refers to tbe expariments: The in­
creasing frequency.of tuberculosis in 
bogs, as observed in tbe meat inspoc- 
lion service in recent years, led to ex­
periments to determine the most prob­
able source of infection of tbos3 ani­
mals and tbe conclusion was reached 
that tbe most friquent causes of tu­
berculosis in hogs are found in the 
common practice of allowing these 
animals to follow cattle in tbe feed I ot 
and feeding them on skimmed milk or 
seperator refuse. This emphasizes 
anew the import.ance of every farmer 
keeping his herd free from tuberon- 

I losis.
! Successful results have attended ex­
periments with a vie y to producing a 
vaccine which will prevent or cure h>g 
cholera. Tbe method has been pat­
ented in such a manner as to insure 
to all tbe people in the United States 
a right to use it free from royalty.

SQUEALS OF THE PIGS.

The meat for home use sbould be 
made from young animals. It is more 
tender and tweeter tham tbe older.

Pumpkins are regarded as one of 
the best foods for hogs.

Hogs do not tbnve well where there 
are too many in a herd.

The most profitable animal on the 
farm for meat is the bog. Therefore 
nothing is too good for tbe hog.

Low roofs and poor ventilation are 
a sign of very poor management. -

Hogs, at all timea should have salt 
and charcoal; but the need is increased 
when they are put on full feed.

If the farmer hopes to escape loss 
froVn cholera he should depend on 
preventive means rather than on any 
medicine.

Crowding com and nothing but 
com into hogs from the time of birth 
to the time of slaughter is nnnatnral 
and unreasonable.

In fattening hogs there is less risk 
of loss if tbe bogs have the rnn of a 
good pasture rather than confined in 
a close pen.

For Mrs, King owns 1,000,003 acres, 
or an ai*ea twice as greats as the stale 
of Rhode Island. , ,

She is said to be tbe largest laud 
owner on tbe globe. Incidentally, 
100,000 head of cattle roam over her 
estate.

Now, this is one side of it. But 
when we learu that it is fully fifty 
miles from Mrs. King's frontdoor to 
tbe front gate, it will be seen at once 
tbar nhere is anoth-ir aide to it.

The items of news oonceruing Mri. 
King, growing out of the fact that she 
has just purchased tbe Los Laurslea 
ranch, consisting of 170,0*J0 acres, 
does not tell us the things we should 
like most to learn about her.

Sheep Raising In Oklahoma.

The Ft. Worth Live SroTk Report­
er, in a recent edition, tolls of a ship­
ment of sheep coming to the Ft. 
Worth Stock yard4 from tbe K sosks 
City market which were origtOMlIj 
shipped from near Weatherford^ 
Oklahoma. It then undertakes to 
point a moral in the incident, saving 
lhat.tbe average sheep raiser frequent* 
ly makes the mistake of shipping to 
the more remote market rather than* 
to the one closer at band, thereby 
depriving himself of a very substan­
tial profit in the long haul freight 
retes, sbriukage, cto.

In a letter to the Oklahoman direo'- 
ing its attention to the matter, Mr. C.
C. French, a prominent live stock 
dealer of Ft. Worth, disoussiog tbe 
possibilities of westem Oklahoma as 
a sheep raising section, says:

1 regard that portion of Oklahoma 
from the Santa Fe rail way west to 
the Texas line as the best place in tbe 
United States for feeding sheep; as 
tbe climate is ideal in the winter, 
there is an abundance of feed, and 
the muttons can be shipped either 
north or south, at the will of the ship­
per.

The force of Ibis statement, broad 
as it is, must be apparent io every j  
one who is familiar in any degree ^ 
with tbe climatio conditions of the 
region referred to as well as the other 
admirable advantages possessed by it 
from tbe viewpoint of tbe sheep raiser. , 
Western Oklahoma, as we all. know, 
is admirably adapted to the ebiep 
raising industry. It is equally as 
well adapted to agriculture; but un­
til its population becomes more denae 
many thousands of acres of its broad 
prairie lauds are bound to lie idle far 
tbe lack of needed bands to till the 
same. Exceptional possibillities ex­
ist here, therefore, for tbe sheep 
grower. Possessing ideal climatic 
conditions and producing an abund­
ance of feed of all kinds, it is essent­
ially a veritable Paradise for tbe 
sbephenl and his flock.

Tbe day is coming in Oklahoma in 
the not distant future when tbe rural 
population will awaken to the many 
golden opportnnities for wealth pro 
duets in one way and another aside 
from wheat growing aud oottoo plant­
ing which at this time are being 
premitted to prss un diced, when it 
eomes diversity will be the rule and 
not tbe exeption on tbe farm, and 
those lines will be followed which 
M il produce the best resalts, whether 
it may lie in treading tbe beaten paths 
or otherwise. For these reasuni it is 
safe predict that, some day, sheep 
sheep raising will be one of the im­
portant and profitable industries of 
western Oklahoma.

The following is the initiatire and 
referendum proposition that ha< beeo 
adopted in the committee of the whole: ' 

TlTl.t
A proposition to emoody the initia- 

tite and referendum in the oonstitu^ 
tion of the state of Oklahoma as an 
integral part therof.

Section 1. The legislative authority 
of the »ttte shall be vested in a ISj îs* 
lature consisting of a senate an I 
house of representatives, but the 
people n serve to themselves the power 
to propose laws and amendments to 
the oonstituMon and to enact or reject 
at the polls, independent of the legis­
lature, and also reserve power at their 
own option to approve or reject at 
the polls any act of the legislature.

Section 2. The first power reserved 
by the people is the initiative, and 
e«ght (8) per centum of the legal vot­
ers shall have the right to propose 
any legislative measure atd 15 per 
centum of the legal voters shall have 
the right to propose a constitutional 
amendment petition, and every suco 
petition shall include the full text of 
the measure so proposed. The second 
power is the referendum, and it rnty 
be ordered (except as to laws nec­
essary for the immediate preservation 
of the public peace, health or safety) 
either by petition signed by five (5) 
per centum of the legal voters, or by 
the legislature as other bills are enact­
ed. The ratio and per centum to 
legal voters hereinbefore stated shall 
be based upon the total nnmber of 
votes cart, at the last preceding 
general election for the state office 
reeeibeing the highest number of 
votes east at such election.

Section 3 Referendum petitions 
shall be filed with the secretary of 
state not mote than ninety (00) days 
after'^be final adjournment of tho 
sSskionof the legislature which passed 
the bill on w’ icb the referendum is 
demanded. The veto bower of the 
Oovehnor shall hot extend to meas ores 
yotc^ on by the people. All elections 
on measures referred to the i»eople of 
the state shall be had at the next 
election throughout the state except 
when the legislature or the Governor 
shall Older a-specfni election for the 
express purpose of making such refer­
ence. Any measure refered to the 
people shall take effect and be in force 
when it shall have been approved by 
a majority, of the totes east thereon 

*and not otherwise.

enacted by the ppople of the state

ive and referendum sh all be filed with 
the secretary of state and addressed 
so the Governor of the state, who 
shall submit the same to the people 
The legislature shtll mske suitable 
proyisions for carryinr into effect the 
provisions of this article , and if said 
legislature shall fail to m ake sneh 
provisions. Then the Guverno r of the 
state shall, by executive order, make 
such rules as may be necessary to 
carry these provisions into effect.

Section 4. The referendum may 
be demanded by the people against 
one or more itsms, sections or pa*ta 
of any act o f the legislature . in the 
in the same mannir in which such 
power may ba exercised against a 
complete act. The filin< of a referen­
dum petition against o le or more 
Items, seotious a parts of an aet shall 
not delay the rem tinder of such act 
from becoming operative.

Section 5. The powers of the initia­
tive and referendum reserved to the 
people by this constitniion for the 
state at large, are hereby further 
reserved to the legal voters of every 
county and district therein as to * all 
local and speoinl legislation and action 
in the administration of oonnty and 
district government of every oonnty 
and district government of every 
character :n and for their respective 
county and district

The manner of txercising said 
powers shall be prescribed by general 
laws, except that Boards of County 
Commissioners may provide for the 
time of exercising the initiative and 
referendum powers as to local legis­
lation in their respective counties and 
districts.

The requisite nnmber of petitioners 
for the invocation of the initiative and 
referendum in counties and districts 
shall bear twice, or double, the ratio 
to the whole nnmber of legal voters 
in such county or district as heiein 
provided therefor in th* state at largcL

Section 6. Any measure lejected 
by the people by power of the initiative 
and referendum within three yeariT 
thereafter or by less than 25 per cent 
of tho legal voteis.

Section 7. Reseivation of the power 
of the initiative anJ refereudum in 
this article shall not deprive the leg­
islature of proposing and pissing 
measures that may be oonsisent with 
the constitution of the state or of the 
United States.

Section 8. Laws shall be provided 
topreiem  corruption in making and 
submitting of tbe initiative and refer­
endum petitiens.—Okla. Capital.

W ild  la s b fin  nccivcd here tha 
the last rail on the Beleu cutoff of the 
Santa Fe railway had beeixlaid. This 
cutoff, the most extensive ever built 
by the Santa Fe, is now eomplete 
with tbe eze eption of a little surfacing 
that is to be doue in the next few days.

It IS expected that by February 1 
some of tbe through Ualifornia freight 
trains will be sent to California over 
tbe new cutoff. It will be some 
months before any ofi the passenger 
trains will be run ov r the cutoff. It 
is necessary to operate freight trains 
on the new road for several months 
to Settle it and to put it in shape for 
tbe safe and rapid handling of through 
passenger trains.

How about your fenoet We know 
this is a dull season, but it*s just the 
time to plan for them. Get the posts 
and gates ready. We like tbe woven 
wire fence best. Barb wire may be 
cheaper to begin with, but there is 
tbe danger of stock getting into iL 
The loss of a valuable animal will 
more than pay for the differsoee in 
price between the two kinds of fences.

Possible you may be raising more 
grain than stock and can’ t well afford 
to change all at once. Let nr advise' 
yon to fence your pastures with woven 
wire and remove the barb m  fast as 
the rotation yon have planned permits, 
substituting woven wire for all fields 
containing stock.

Good fences are a vaiaable asset 
and are important when trying to sell 
the farm. Good fences, good soil and 
good buildings is the tripod that 
helps to sell any farm when plaMd 
on the market.

Then after the fence is up, it will 
pay yon well to see that it is kept in 
repair. (Corner posts must not be al­
lowed to weaken, breaks most be per­
manently fixed as soon as they are 
seen. Remember that when the fences 
are good, your stock is secare and 
will not oe bothering your neighbor’s 
fields. * I f  the line fence question is 
up for solution, talk it over with yoar 
neighbor diplomatically; it’s the 
only way, and nine times out of ten a 
good woven wire line fence will be 
tbe result.

ti)<Mge has attached to the form. But 
alter all! what better defluition can 
We Rive o f a scientist than to say that 
he is one 'wlio understands the “ why”  
of things. Our bUccessful stock raiser 

! understands the “ wh>”  of all that 
happens in bis business, and can uti­
lize bis knowledge in such a way a*- 
to augment the profits of bis business; 
in other words, bo is a practical scien­
tist,

*i be I griculturil colleges of today 
are turning out practical seientiflo 
farmers. Thpre have been agricul­

tural college professors so bold and 
so pedantic as to insinuate that four 
years’ attendance at college removed 
the need of acquiring piactical experi­
ence before achieving success' in any 
special line of agriculture.

The modern agricultural college 
professor strives to so instruct and so 
prepare bis'student that when be com- 
raencea practical operations he will 
more effectualy accumulate that ex­
perience without which continued 
anecesR or even mediocrity ia impos­
sible.

Given a certain set of conditions no- 
der which he chooses or is required to 
work, the college man knows the 
breed and type of animals that have 
proven roost piofiiable under rimilar 

or p.-irallel conditions in other parts. 
This enables biro to start with right 
ideals; then, while at college he has 
had training in selection of represen­
tatives of those types from groups 
containing auim ils, useful in their 
place, i ut unsuited to bis conditions. 
He also knows from observation if 
bis college was folly equipped, the 
be liavior and records of each of tbe 
various breeds when kept under tbe 
conditionk obtaining at the point at 
which his college is located, bb is 
also familliar with tbe wotk of promi­
nent breeders and therefore knows 
how to mate animals to secure tbe 
laigest possible pio;Hirtion of new 
^tock adapted to the needs of himself 
and his neiglibnrs upon whom he must 
u ly to test the lesnlis and to purchase 
his surplus 'of luperior individuals. 
He will, if lie has used his time prop- 
er.'y. umlersiand'lhe process of nntri 
tion, and know w iat feeds ofia b  ̂
most profitably utilized aa the animal 
advances in ago and size. Ordinary 
farm life has taught him much along 
this line, but. fortified with a know­
ledge of thefancliotia and proportions 
and proportions of materials jin a 
great variety of fools, he xtands ready 
to properly indge any new thing, or 
to substitute for any crop which may 
have to be al andoned. Alto, if tbe 
college at which he has studied be 
properly located and equipped. He 
will have, under the guidance of his 
professor, assisted in the doing of tbe 
very things he is to do when ho be­

comes a mRn. Having, as a boy, sur­
rounded by associations in no way 
irksome, quickened by contact with 
kindred spirits, with bis mind in a 
ready and receptive condition, been 
intipresied with tbe dignity and use- 
fulhesa of his ealliifg he must be much 
more useful as a nrember of society 
in general add of h)s profession in 
particular, than could reasonably 
be expected of him bad this, special 
training been withheld.

The Sale Killer.

Obe of the meanest men.in tbe liye- 
stock trade is the sale-kilier. This 
fellow attends a public sale for tbe ex ­
press purpose of taking buyers away 
from It to his own herd or flock, and 
be It always resdy with derogatory 
remarks about the stock offered, tells 
of how much better stuff he has, its 
cbeapnesSf etc. Many a good breeder 
who has advetised a sale, offered stock 
which was up to or exceeding bis 
representations, gabered a crowd of<- 
prospeotive ouyers, entertained them 
at considerable expense and Uonble, 
has had to see soms of them enticed 
away or kept from biddiag by the 
sale-killer. The man who will khns 
injure another to beneflt himself is no 
better than a thief, for he rirtoally 
•teals what the holder of the sa|e has 
paid for, his advertising and his pros­
pective bidders. This is not written 
in the hope or expectation that it will 
have any effect on tbe sale-killer or 
any one of like character- Such men 
are beyond the reach of everything 
except diyine power to make them 
honorable. But it is written to put 
others on guard against such men as 
sale-killers. Don’t pay any attention 
to them, and above all don’ t believe 
then or patronise them. Men of this 
kind are not to bo trusted, they are as 
likelv to be dishonorble in one thing 
as anotber.and they lack the sente of 
honor which is tbe very foundation of 
the busioess. of breeding pnre-bred 
livestock. We have always admirfd a 
certain breeder Rho w »s aske 1 to 
price some stock at a neighbor’s sale 
and replied that be would not discuss 
that matter until aft> r the sale; and 
be lost nothing in the end 'by his 
course. This may be extreme in­
stance, but it is an example worthy of 
imitation.—National Stoekman.
