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What We Suffer on Account of Scrub
Stock.

An estimate was made, recently, of
the loss suffered by tne people - of
Texas who raise scrub stock instead
of well Bred animals. It was shown
that if our catttle were of the average
value per head of those in [owa, our
horses worth as much per head as the
lllinois horses, our average hog as
much as the Missouri hog, our mule
as much as the Georgia or Kentucky
mule, then all of our eattle, horses,
hogs and mules would b» worth aboat
$175,000,000 more than they are worth
now. Tnat hundred and seventy five
million dollars measures thes differ-
ence between our scrub stock and the
same number of we!l bred stock.

If the far mers and the stockmen of
Texas will take pains to acquaint
themselves with these faects, and then
do a little thinking on the subjeet,
hey will be led to a realization sense
of the erormous losses they suffer
eyery year by the raising of serubs,
We will do the figuring for them.

Our 9,188,180 caftle are worth $99,-
114,202, If they were worth as muach
per head as the cattle in lowa their
value would be $182,514,000. That is
not the worst of it. The calves of
these cattle are scrubs too—that )s,
most of them. If the calf erop is 25
per cent of the total number ot cattle,
the increase is about 2,207,000 head
eviry year, A vyearling ecalf of low
grade'is worth $8 or#9. A high grad
yearling is worth $12 to $156. Our
2,297 000 annual production of ea|yes
would be worth $11,600,000 more if
they were of good blood.

Our 1,277,768 horses end 3‘.“,038\
mules are increased at least 10 per
cent by the yearly production of colts,
and possibly 16 percent would be
nearer truty, but nake the daleulation
on a basis of ten por cent. This gives
us a jotal of 166,880 colts, At a year
old may be worth $25 a head. If they
were the product of the best stallions
or jacks and mares of a good eclass,
they would be worth $60 a head.

Ringing Fruit Trees.

to for the purpose of induecing a state
of fruitfulness in the trees. It con-
gists in taking off a narrow strip of
bark from around the branch or stem.
This decreases the flow of sap and in
this manner checks the produection of
wood and so rne the energy of the
tree toward making fruit.
wound heald over and the flow of sap
increases it is still applied to the pro-
daection of fruit. It seems that notfonly
is the tree rendered more productive
but that the quality of the fruit is also
improved. The ring should be eut out
early enough in the spring so that no
outpouring of the sap will take place.
It should be of such width- that the
bark will remain seperated during the
entire season. Instead of ringing by
cutting, ove may bind the branch or
stem tightly with twine or wire and it
will Answer practically the same pur-
pose. If either of these 1s used it
should be removed at the end of the
bearing seison. This expedient 18 not
at all adapted to the stone fruits, such
as peaches, plums, ete.
