Death Rate Higher When Crude Oil 
Is Used:

Quthrie Okla , April 6.—Because ol 
the fact that the death rate ia ;»o hivb 
amontjr cattle which have been dipped 
in crude nil, coverment and state oat* 
tie inspector' are still lookint; tor some 
dip which will he as effective in killioR 
the ticks, and at the same time not be 
so bard on fbe cattle. It has. always 
been claimed by the authorities that 
most of tbe deaths of cattle after being 
dipped in tue crude oil were due either 
to carelessness in the dippiug or to 
the fact that cattle were so poor and 
Weak that they were not able to stand 
the shock.

**Beiiig desirous of siriklug upon 

the chespeMt, .tafesi and easiest oian, 
me board bas about completed ar- 
rancements for the formula being pro 
pared as one Coinm elitv, and all that 
the ciitlemen will ne»-d to do will be 
to mix the prvparaiiou wi h water, ao* 
cording to inetruations. I f  this plan 
goes through, practically all of tbe 
danger from indiviaual preparation 
will be obiviated and the eost will also 
be lessened.”

The Oklahoma commission haa not 
as yet tried tbe use of tbe new dip, bat 
will probably do so as aoon as tbe 
Texas experimenta have placed it on a 
thoroughly practical baaia Borne ex­
tensive reports on experiments with 
tbe new dip were given at tbe tick ex­
term iuation cooferrnee at Nashville. 
Tenn., last December by Joeeph W. 
Parker an inspector of the borean of 
animal indnstry. Be gave in detail 
tbe I «-Si.Its of the ezpenmenta Von 
ducted iu variona parts of Texas by 
himself and Inspectors Jorden, Dennis 
aud Lane, of the bnrean force. These 
experiments were made both with tbe 
full Mayo dip, and witbont tbe soap, 
the 1 liter eolation seeming to famish 
fully as satisfactory resnlts as the 
other. Tbe animals thus dipped are 
repc.rted to be almost arithont exeep- 
tion in first class oondition after tbe 
dipning, and none of them showed 
symptoms of araenieal poisoning.

Fence Order Dont Apply in i.kl.<h.«ms.

Governor Pnntx bavin.' fniili i 
taken up the matter of the anli-f* nc 
ing ••r<l.*r will! Secretary Oirfleld ot 
Interior Department, ih to-day in re 
ueipt of a communication from ilie 
Honorable 8e<‘retary in whieh he holda 
that the law prohibiting fencing of 
public domain is conairued by him to 
be applicable only t<» the fencing up 
'of puulic lands that are unappropriat 
cd in any way and aubject to lionie- 
atcad entry.

Tbe Secretary states that he doea 
not construe this law or (he order 

j catling for the enforcement of the 
law to apply to Ibe lauds granted to 
the State of Oklahoma by the Stale* 
bopd Enabling Act, aud that in a 
number of oa»es ot alleged violation of 
tbe fencing law wherein the Hnnie 
have been referred to special iigents 
for investigation, the agants found by 
examination of the records iu the land 
offices in Oklahoma that the lands hI* 
leged to have been fenced up contrary 
to law were now all aporopriated 
either tbrougb boraestead entries or, 
tbe entry made by tbe board for leas­
ing school lands under autburily of 
the Statehood Enabling Act, aud tbe 
oases had all been ordered dismissed 
and stricken from tbe records.

This eoDstruotion of tbe law by tbe 
Secretary means much to tbe educa­
tional institutions of Oklahoma, as4 . * s
tbe cattlemen and others having new 
boUege lands fenced within tbeir pas-' 
tu rn  are ready and willing to' pay 
rent to the colleges for the current 
year if allowed tc» keep their lei.et

Common Sense Talks to Farmers.
Series of Articles for the Information and 

Instruction of Raisers of Grain and Produce.

(Written for tbii Paper by John Leaeare, Manasrer Clearin;; House, 
American Society of Equity.

OOMMON 8KNSV TALKS TO FARMKRS.
No. 3.

In this, nnr third article on this sub* 
jeot we bad intended to explain bow 
we run the Dearinic House, but for 
eertain reasons will not do sojnst'yet. 
But rather do we want to impress on 
the minds of the farmers the urgent 
necessity of cominar tOKctber on the 
proposition that is offered. We have 
tried to solve this problem, have ffiven 
it a in eat deal of study, besides we 
have been np next to it by practical 
experience. We want to say riirht 
here that we used to think when the 
elevator people rot to fiKhting ns by 
paying more tor wheat than it was 
worth that the.farmer should let them 
have it. Bat now we are RoinR to 
show by cold loirir that this was a mis­
take. What d«>es it pr«>H> you when 
yon iret rerbaps'otie ot-nl per bushel 
more for your wheat than it is worth 
one day or Ioiik enough to put your 
agent ont wf business ami when be is 
out you vet a cut of perhap* 5 cents a 
bnsbelt This clearing house can not 
live unlesM you support t. It only 
asks yon for margin enough on your 
crops to cover cost of handliog and it 
is certainly plain to you that the more 
stuff we handle the less in prc.portion 
will be the cost of handling. There­
fore as long as you are forced to sup­
port it to protect yonrself why not cut 
the cost of haniiling to a minimum. 
The only way you can do it is by com* 
bining and never b«- led astrav by any 
special inducement to sell to some one 
else. We have lived long enough to 
know that any man that is in business 
for himself and offers yon at any time 
more than you know voiir stuff is 
worth you will have to watch him or 
he will get it all back with interest at 
the very first oppor*unity. All sue* 
cessful business men study u<iw to cut 
down expenses. All great corpora* 
tions make money by doing a great 
amount of business and cutting down 
the cost of doing the business by rea­
son of combining it under one bead. 
I f  this is true wby'donU you do the 
same thing. Confine the marketing 
of yonr crops to yonr own head or 
agent and let alone the fellows that 
have always worked yon all they could. 
It is folly to wsst your time with them. 
They bays always done yon and ^ill 
doit again if they get the_chance. 
There is no nentral.ground, yon most 
take the matter in your own band and 
torn down any orertn res that are made 
yon by the common enemy the men 
who hare grown neb specnlating off of 
yonr crops. Don't wait for yonr neigh- 

‘ bora lo stand off the brunt of this bat­
tle f&r yoqr rights but get into the 
hathees and help to get them. Don’t 
be ready to tnrn down your agent 
every time that yon can get as moch 
from the other fellow as your agent 
Can pay to sell to him but i* member

that your agent has made the price 
snd you could not get it but for him. 
You know this is true. Then be hon­
est to your agent and honest to your, 
fellow farmer and don’ t try to profit 
by bis efforts alone but lend a helping, 
band and be a ciKWorker to gain your 
rights.

COMMON SENSE TALKS TO FARMERS.

No. 4.

We take np our pen once more in 
behalf of the farmer and his interests. 
We do not wish to bore you with these 
talks but we do want yon to see the 
error of your way if von don’t come 
out and help yourself. We as farmers 
have indulged in too rueb talk in 
limes pHst, We have no d<mbt been 
gulled b\ visionary H«rhemes. But at 
present we are trying to bring .about 
a straight business deal. We are try­
ing to create a power that in the bands 
of the farmers themselves can be used 
to benefit them We are not trying 
to upset all the business i-ysteras that 
exist but are only trying to get you, 
the faimers. to arrange your business 
under a sy>t« m. You have ne er had 
any von have siropiv t>een fighting 
each other. You have never trred to 
do your business on a business basis

Ijet me see what is your business 
anyway. You say farming.

What are you farming fort You 
say to make a living. 8o far so good, 
but say don’ t . yon know that your 
must important business is to market 
your crops on a business basis and 
get a profitable price fur them. You 
will haggle with your storekeeper 
over five cents but you will sell a load 
of wheat to a man that is skinning 
you out of dollars and not say a word. 
How long are you going to stand in 
your own light f How long are you 
going to stand and grumble at other 
men because they do busineos on a 
ptofliablp basis Stop it. You have 
no kick coming if you have never 
tried to help yourself and as long as 
you let them do your busin.-*s8 fur you 
don't kick. We know that you don’ t 
get all that you should, but whose 
fault is itf 
said to the faimers, ‘̂Come in and get 
my goods and you pay me just what 
you want to ,^ ' How long would he 
stay in business? You would say be 
is a fool and br'wonid be. But you 
have been doing that same thing all 
the time. You let .the grain specula­
tors price your grain. You let some 
one else price all your crops and think 
you have to do it.

Whenever you pledge your crops to 
your own agent in a manner' that be 
knows that be is going to direct the 
sale of it you have gone a long way 
towards getting a fair price ‘ for ft'? 
When there is no other plnce to get 
your aheat but frutu yuur agent the

miller must come to him and he work 
ing for your interest will be able to 
havo some say about the price. You 
would not be paying big profits .to a 
grain trust that has grown rich off of 
your labor. The plans that the Farm­
ers’ Clearing House is working under 
has proven a success. With tue sniMtil 
patronage it has received frpni the 
farmers it has kept considpral}le mon­
ey at home that would ̂ herwise have 
gone into the hands of speculators 
and aliens Every dollar we save to 
you helps you, helps the business 
men of our town and builds.- it up. 
HoW mheh more could it help you if 
you would all patronixw-it. Work for 
it and protect it from the assaults of 
the elevator people. ..You know that 
they only fight because it is hurting 
them and if it is hurting them it must 
be helping you.

“Cow clubs” are popular among 
farmers in England.

Sore tiyes In Cattle

The Cotton Acreage.

The state of Oklabonia produced 
oqer 900,000 bales of cotton la-it year 
That’ s too much. It is to be hoped 
that the cotton production of 'he state 
will always be kept within 1,000,0(M) 
bales but at the rate of increase of 
the past few years, that production 
will bn passed next season.

More than the usual amount of. cot­
ton was unpicked last winter. This 
had been chopped down in prepara­
tion for planting i.'gain this year. It 
was not picked last winter because of 
inability to get pickers. Where are 
the pickers to come from next fall?

For the average Oklahoma farm, ten 
acres of cotton is enough. Well tend­
ed, it will bring in as much 'noiiev as 
double this acreage does on the aver­
age. And the home working force 
can take care of it without every one 
working all the time at it.

Oklahoma should always grow cot­
ton but it I'bonld never become a cot­
ton state It should be what its soil, 
climate make it̂  a state where diverai-
