The Interstate Kxpoe-itiuii of IrriRat- 
ed I.and Products and F'orest Products 
to be held at Sacremento, California 
next September, ia expected to show 
tbe wonderful proRn'ss that has been 
made in developiuR lands hitherto un­
productive for aRricullural purposes.

To 
manyof the commission men, especial 
ly those who handle little southwestern 
stuff the aunouncement that such 
move-was under contemplation came 
as a wrest ‘ surprise, but tboM who 
have.been workinR IhrouRh tbe Sen 
Antotio distrtet staled that it was noi 
new to ttiem and that the move bat 
be«n under headway for over five 
month.

That the cattlemen of Texas conic 
be interested in snob a matter if taken 
np properly was not denied, and 
was stated that if such a move ia once 
definitely started in southwestern Tex 
sa there are as many cattlemen o 
west and northwest Texas who. wil 
contribute toward tbe establishment 
of such a plant and will aid it when 
once started, by shlppinR cxclusiyefy 
to it.

I f thf movement is started it ia eer 
tain that a viRorous effort will be 
made by tbe eattlemen located near 
Fort Worth and those who are inter 
ested in thia city to have the packitiR 
house located at Port Worth, as it- is 
considered that another paokioR bouse 
within 10 miles of Fort Worth, whether 
south, west, or north, would damsRe 
this market to a Rreat extent.

New Ruling For Second Entries.

WashinRion, June 16.^Tbe Reneral 
land office with the approval of the 
secretary of the intcridr, has issued s 
< ircttlar to the local land offices and 
the pablic generally, relatinR to the 
matter of allowance of second . home­
stead enthee. The only general law

Purchasers who have been deprived., 
of (heir land on sections 13 in the ter­
ritory by the recent, dheisiun of \be 
commissioner of the general land office 
are lo be protected so far as possible 
by the school land department. At a 
meeting of the board it was decided 
to lease these lands as i^ n  as apprais­
ed, and allow the purchasers to lease 
at price fixed, thus giving them po's- 
Hcssiun peudioR any legal nricess pos­
sible. Under tbe enabling act the 
lauds vacant in tbe future atate ou 
sections 13 were given to tbe ool leges. 
Since tbe passage of the act the com­
missioner haaiield tliat when a piece 
of land ia relinquished it at once re­
verts to the territory, and is not sub­
ject to entry by purchaser. Several 
transfers were made in tbe state, per­
haps a dozen, betw êen tbe ruling of 
tbe commissioner, and the land is now 
oontrolkd by tbe school land depart­
ment. The boai-d has no disposition 
to make it bard upon the men who 

.have paid their good money for r«.lin- 
qnisbmsnts and later had their Aliogt 
rejected by tbe commissioner.

One. purchaser in Roger Milb coun­
ty paid $2,400 fo r 'a  relinquishment 
and flleiiqn the lanil^Then his filing ' 
reached Washington it was refused on 
tbe provision ol the enabling act, it 
being held that tbe moment the entry- 
man relinquish tbe land reverted to 
the collcReq- of Oklahoma. Others 
have since been refused on' tbe same 
grounds and*.the purchasers will be 
Riven* possesion* at a nominal rental 
until the appeals from tbe mling of 
tbe commissioner can be heard. .

If tie  land is finally given to the 
terntory by the higher eonrts the pur- 
ehasers will still have the right to the 
improvements on tbe land.

Watch the fust coni|X)sitor. 
Apparently he is working no 
faeter than the one alongside of 
him, but he moves like clock­
work; he never makes a false mo­
tion, does no unnecessary work 
or picks up a wrong letter. When 
he distributes a letter or a space 
he does not throjv it into the 
wrong box and have a dirty proof 
to correct. 'I he same rule ought 
to apply to everyone.

There are a great many people 
who are not fast workers, just 
simply because they cannot be, 
yet these people occupy excellent 
positions because they are 
steady. The man who whoops it 
up and then takes a b.eathing 
spell accomplishes not as much, 
as the slower brother who occu­
pies his time fully and faithfully 
and finishes the work that is set 
out for him, doing it in such a 
manner that when it is ^rformed 
the man above him does not have 
to look all over it and make a lot 
of corrections. The most impor­
tant thing is to do it right the 
first time and not have to do it 
over.—Practical Printer.

- Advertising is not something 
to be bought outright and paid 
for in the lump. It is a steady 
expense like rent and salaries. 
Some beginners arc inclined to 
grumble because returns stop 
when advertisements are discon­
tinued. They willingly incur the 
expense of a three months’ cam­
paign, but are frightened at the 
prospects of paying for space 
year after year. Many begin­
ner^ just miss a fine success 
through this uareasonable short­

sightedness. There is hardly an 
office or shop expenditure of any 
moment that is not continuous. 
Wages and salaries must be paid 
every week, rent is dû  ̂ every 
month or quarter, insurance is 
nn annual expense, while even 
the office safe wears out in time 
and must be replaced.

Yet he 
thinks that advertising, which 
makes the entire*business profit­
able, ought to be a trilling in- 
ve.stment made once and for all.

Tht First Man a Farmer.

All of the ADoieBt inees, aa aoon na 
they emenred from barbariam and b«* 
fan to refleoti developed lefrenda aa to 
the oriffin of OiaD. Lodr before litera- 
tore was inveoted the patriarchal bead 
of the family told hia offapnmr of the 
(olden aite of innooeDoe before man 
had fallen into devioaa waya. Invari­
ably theae myths located the firat man 
in a irarden and inade him a farmer. 
The Hindoos placed their terreatrial 
parmlise in an island of the ocean, 
where fmits and flowers grew in 
abnndanee and all needed sustenance 
waa snpplied by oatare without work. 
The Assyrians followed the same ^en- 
oral line, only their abode of bliss was 
in the valley of the Euphratea, where 
wheat and barley grew apontaneonaly, 
where elosters of grapes were in easy 

• reach, where not trees abounded and 
every prospect was pleasing. The 
Jews many years later adopted the 
same story, with additions and varia- 

. tidns, bnt all agreed in making the 
first naan a farmer and gardener. The 
Aeonion Muses somewhat later and 
under different environment, emb id 
ied substantially the same conception, 
and sang of primeval man in Arcadia 

.^wboee inhabitants were distinguished 
for eontentment and rural happiness.

Not in a steam-heated apartment, 
furuished with a hnndred needless luz- 

y,aries and arrayed in a swallow-tailed 
' coat, a shining shirt with a high collar 

and patent-leather shoes, was the first 
man started out in life. He was far 
better equipped—with nothing. Hap­
less and bewildered as the original 

would he, togged up in our mod­
em flummerjr, equally helplesa is tiie 
present city man in the primitive con­
ditions which constitute paradise. 
There is a whole sermon on the simple 
life in the statement that the first man 
waa a farmer. He took his name from 
the earth to which he liveil so close. 
All that waa considered indispensible 
to happ'neas was found in the first 
gardens created by untutored imaginn- 
tiou of infant raoes. As a further sign 
of the simplicity of this life, which the 
creator in each of the versions of the 
legend is represented as pninouncing 
"very  good,** is the fact that primeval 

was reetricted to a vegetarian 
diet. Even for the lower creation no 
food seems to have been provided ez- 
oept that which springs from the earth. 
Civilisation Is suffering seriously from 
indigestion and it well may hark back 
to its first forbears for a lesson in ab- 
stemiousnees. While it was never 
meant for a man to be an ascetic, 
neither waa it ihtended for him to be 
a glutton. Simple surroundings, sim 
pie food and woik conslituteii the 
program for the first man, and it takes 
no philosopher to see that they are tlie 
best conditions (or the last man. 
Nowadays every important function is 
preeeeded by a big diaoer; even 
eburoh aooials will not " g o "  without 
something to eat.

Thus it will be seen that, thvjugli 
great outward changes have t)o« n 
wrought in the oouditions glorified by 
the ancient sybil and minnesinger-, 
at heart they remain the same. The 
leaaon taught is that we canuot get 

‘away from nature, that the best results 
come from following her laws, that 
the good things are thoeekfuroish^to 
hand out of her atlandsDoe. TIsgHa' 
damental fact is not altered by t ne

gloss of what is called oiviliz ition, by i 
the required arts o f any of the artifi-1 
cialties of a scieutific age. The real 
paradise is to be sought under all 
these things; it was there before they 
came, like the grass under the snow, 
and has not been helped by any cf the 
metricious additions. Modern man, 
like his primordeal prototvpe, must 
find happiness, if at all, in the cultiva­
tion of the earth and contentment with 
what the earth affords. In the original 
scheme no arrangement was made for 
the profersiuiiH, [or lawyers, doctors 
or preachers; manufacture*, corpora­
tions and the thousand and one mod­
ern adjuncts were left Out. Onlv the 
farmer was in it; and only the farmer 
remains in it, at the bottom and at 
the heart. The problem of civilization 
IS to so adjust tiie two as not to destroy 
the origiual fdan, not to submerge the 
paradise under mountains of artificial 
creations in an effort to improve on 
the natural order. Every departure 
from the simple life leads to the wrong 
road and the mnliiplication of com­
plex net-works of man’s making but 
t«‘iid in the last analysis to strangle 
the infant lleren les in his cradle.—Ez

Get All The Value Out of The 
Manure.

The figures on the waste of manure 
annually are startling. Necessarily 
the estimates are somewhat in the 
rough. Hut if any ond will stop to 
coiisidei the waste on bis own premis­
es, from various causes, be must see 
that the figures in the aggregate 
would be appalling.

One of the greatest of all the w.istes 
is in the wav jhe manure is applied to 

jibe laud. The common method is to 
haul it out Hud either attempt to 
spread it with a h>rk at once, or to 
throw it off ill pile^ and then spread if 
on when leisure is T.'uad.

Just remember that plant life can 
only take its iioiirisliment in liquid 
form, and tne waste by this method of 
mamiriiig is apparent. It falls from 
the fork in piles and lumps, then it 
dries and when a rain comes the fer- 

I tilizmg elenieiit is largely washed 
j  away. Scarcely half of it enters the 
I soil lit enrich it or to nourish imniedi- 
'alelv the growing plmt.
' ('ontr.act this with spieading manure

The reasou wh>‘ the v vslne of ag 
ricultaral holdings is increasing all 
oyer the country is a very interesting 
study null the Texas Stockman aud 
Parmer his iwAated the mat er at 
length in .a recent issue. This art ole 
is founded on the fact that the cation- 
al deparsincut of agricullnre has pat 
forth an «wplanution of the rise of 

I vabie o f fairo lands, based on 46,000 
annwcijs to its inquiries. From the in 
forniNtion thus obtained the inoreaae 
in farm land values is ooii puted to 
have been in the last five years as fol­
lows:

“ The Southwestern states, 40 per 
cent; Western states, 40 per cent; 
South Atlantic states, 3 i per Mot and 
Norib Atlantic stales, 13 per eent. 
Measured by the crops that the land 
produces, cotton land sh tw ^  the 
gieatesT increase. 48 percent; hay and 
grain land. 35 per cent; liye stock 
farms 34 per cent. The farmer there 
fore, is the man of us all who is now 
enliileil to the sinoerest felicitations 
What orators and poets have said 
about him fur a ibout-aud years seems 
at least to be coming true.**

1 he Stockmai- and farmer says that 
"Tiirougbout the whole country farm 
Isiid has increased in value more than 
3H p« r cent siiiee luOO, and this is so 
ibtonishicg a fact as to make its ex­
planation importaqt, A list of rea­
sons are given for it, wbieh mav be 
divided into stable reasons and arti­
ficial or temporary reasons.”

Among the stable reasons enume 
ra<ed are "rural free delivery, elee- 
trie railwBos and good roads; the mov­
ing of townspeople to tba- oonntry; 
the presi-ure of popniatioh- and the 
Hcarciiy of free land; better aud 
cheaper transportation and market 
facilitief>; better cnltnral methods. r»- 
buliiug lu impiovemeui of the soil it- 
sell, by draining, fencing, better fer­
tilization, etc *'

"The rise in values, caused by these 
influences may be regarded as perma­
nent,”  says the authority quoted, 
"aud to the extent to whioh they hare

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Tb*k tfa«/*breedioff yard*’ is ihe 
poultry huiajai’s stock in trade we arc 
all e f us ready to admit. Without it 
we might'raise'Poultry, but at the 
same time' any definite improrement 
in fancy points, utility quaiities or 
both would be rery difficult of attain­
ment if not absolute impossibility. 

That this is not well known is seen 
from what is generally called a "breed­
ing'y«sd'.” H With eery many poultry 
breeders the''^breeding yard”  simply 
means a > half or whole dozen fowls, 
eontaiuiog one male in the fiock. The 
birds' may be the result of one or more 
settings of eggs pnrehaned from some 
breeder the spring before, and as a 
good priee was paid for the eggs ibr 
birds mast,iiof 'necessity ba all 
there is to be desired, thus very many 
reason.

Now if nothing else were wanted 
than a'fioek of pure bred birds no 
one eonid find fault with their reason­
ing, and we are positively sure that 
this is all toe multitude desire, and all 
the trouble it eares to lake in the 
matter of raising pure bred poultry. 
Year after year eggs from such yards 
are shipped all over the country. A « 
eggs coming from fancy stock, and ns 
far as it only means from st.>o'< breed­
ing (me to color and characteristics 
this also is all right, and mostly gives 
general satisfaction, where not a 
great deal of money is expended in 
the pnrehase of the eggs. But if this 
method is employed, with the idea 
that this is breeding fancy fowls, then 
such reasoning is very much at fault, 
as this is all that the market poulterer 
is doing. He uses pure bred stock as 
well as the fancier, with this one 
exception, that he does not sell his 
at fancy prices. To do this,muci 
more tMnw'end selection is necessary, 
and becanse of this a breeding yard is 
necessary, - not the kind of yard ns 
a b o v e  mentioned which simply 
amonnts to the raising of pure bred 
poultry, but a breeding yard and all 
that it inclndes.

In the jargon of the fancier breed­
ing' yard ,stands for impruveraenis 
How often id conversation with a fel­
low fancier we' have heard him say. 
**I have one of the finest matings you 
ever saw.”  or **I wish you could 4ce 
my breeding yards.”  What does lie 
mean by thisf That he has selected a 
very few of his very best birds wi'h 
some n.table improvement in view 
when he made his selection and this is 
what is to be understock by breeding 
yard. A few fowls pnt together by 
an experieneed breeder or by wn ama­
teur standard in hand that the output 
from tbeee few selected birds may 
have in greater perfection what their 
progenitors • were deficient' in. This 
is the sole purpose—nothing but im­
provement.

We .have heard quite frequently 
about **The nnattamable standard hut 
these is nothing in it unattainaide. 
It IS trae that we have all of os our 
difcouragements,' but they come to 
every breeder worthy, the name and 
Who sets before himself a high ideal 
which is always a difficult task to 
reach, bat not by any means unattain­
able. *|The unattainable standard(T)*' 
Well even if it we're unattainable • we 

.'shall have the satisfaction that we did 
our beat to meaenre up to it. And to

do one’slbest is all any man can do. 
And when it is done with an apprecia 
tion of just what is wanted success 
will finally result and the needed im­
provement will be reaiiz d. lu breed 
iog we cannot have everythiug nor 
try to obtain everything at the same 
time, for if we do we shall most cer- 

I tainly fail. It is a oomparativelv easy 
matter to keep a flock ol aveaage qual. 
iiy up to the average, but wbeu we 
go beyond the average the trouble, 
work and, yes, the pleasure begins 
Our trouble is before us; we know 
what improvement we want to make, 
but certain strongly developed poiuts 
are necessary, in fact we cauuot make 
the desired improvement witiimt 
them. We have a large flock for iu- 
stauce, and from it we proceed to se­
lect our breeding yard. Tue flock 
looks handsome, never saw a better 
oue, and the work of selection is be­
gun. One fowl after another is p'ck 
ed'up aud examined very miuutely, 
and as we proceed the flock grow.s less 
and less valuable. Here is cue bird 
which has the desired improvement 
in perfection, but it is so bad lu some 
other respects that little as uur ama­
teur knows about breeding, he kuows 
mat it would be madness to use it. Here 
18 a.iotber bird, all that could be de­
sired, but in the particular point want­
ed it is lackiog. Aud so we keep on, 
and out of every 2U0 fowls we bave a 
few that come up to our ideal of the 
desired point for which we are going 
to breed. And we almost hate to look 
at the larger half of .he flock good as 
it was a little while ago.

But the end is not yet, for the next 
day after another examination we find 
still more that will not muster. Aud 
ns day after day our selected birds be 
come fewer aud fewer, but at the 
same time better and better, we timi 
ourselves quite often in those two *ur 

three pens, and it i« with almost a 
heart ache that we pick another bird, 
think It over, reason with ourse.vtirs 
against better knowledge, drop bt̂ r on 
the floor, back again in an hour; how 
queer it is but the first one our eye 
falls on we pick her up ag tiu, look 
her over ouoe more, heave a aigh theti 
carry her out to the other diaesnied 
one-*. At feeding times we linger fur 
a a bile among the few selected biids, 
what beauties they are. Next peu con­
taining the biids that we eiinuot use 
f'T  brt edera, and as we opeu the door 
there stands iu front of us the bird 
set aside in the uiorniog, bow she 
hxiras up magDifloeutly in that pen, 
we repent, pick her up again, aliuuat 
fondle her, and finally put her back 
again among th( selected few. But 
that bird is makiog ua uneasy, she 
goes to bed with us, and in the morn- 
iag is our first thought, we again 
weigh the consequences of our last 
night’s doings, go out to the pen: and 
take her out again to be gone forever. 
Have you ever had such an experiencef 
I f  so you know in part what it is to 
sele '̂t a breeding yard. But when 
done, .vou will bave a few birds any­
how, left from which improvemeut 
may be expected, and that is really 
worth bearing the name of a breeding 
yard.

Facts About Paper.
Accordintr to the Wom.m’s 

Home Companion, there are, all 
told, eleven hundred paper mills 
in the Unitt‘d States, prcnlucinj? 
S2(H),000,000 worth of pai>er a 
year. They burn up three mil­
lion tons of coal yearly and shred 
two million live hundred thou­
sand coi ds of wtxwJ into pulp. 
About twelve million five hundred 
thousand trees are cut down to 
feed these paper mills, every 
t n>e beiiiK Ht least nine inches in 
ilianieter.

Growing Chicks.

Mill'll has been written on i;rowin(f 
t'hicks. Proliably iiiany have writteu 
nil aliimsl the same liiiea but with dif­
ferent woiiiintf. Some bcffUiners have 
been sble to ifrasp the writers mean- 
iii(f, uilieis have not. There ia cidy 
one ruflit way. Uy ntlendinir to the 
many stnall tliinifs that many think 

I uiiim|H'rtnnt. I hava aeeii eiperieneed 
I iMiuliry raisers feedinif well, housini; 
well Niid yet neiflect'ot waterinif, in 
my mind one of the most important of 
llii ni all. From the betriuninff the 
hnliv eliiok slioiild have clean, fresh 
wilier belure It at all time... They 
drink ninny times durinif the day, the 
lirst lliinif ill the inorniuff and the 
Inst Mt iiiffht. In the fall, winter and 
early spiltiff water should be sliifbtly 
warmed. Use jud(;meiit iu feediuif 
meat, as excessive use of it aonietimea 
causes weak leifffed chicks. Keep 
ihem a litile hunffry at all times. 
Thi.'< induces them to keep active iu 
search ot food makiiiK them exercise, 
which \n essential to promote sironir 
ifrowtb. See that they are supplied 
with shade. The (frowing chick need-i 
shade as well ns sunshine. Do not 
keep above fifty in one house, and if 
possible give them all tne room they 
des le. I have bad June hatched 
ehteks that ma*ie winter layer-i and 
proved valuable birds in the breeding 
yards. But the beginner seldom has

the same success, for the simple 
reason that during the five or six 
months they have a check, sometimes 
two or three. Chicks once checked 
can never regain what.they haye lost, 
be it either thrpuifh poor feed, chilling 
overfeeding, etc. I do not believe in 
forcing maturity but by a steady 
healthy growth, fowls will pn>ve 
earlier layers. Keep them contented 
ns a contented chick is a growinif o ne. 
Keep the bouse clean. It need not be 
cleaned every day. Use judgement in 
the management of your fowls. Pur­
chase good clean food, It piys in the 
end. Attend to the many smati de­
tails, its the small ones that count, 
and poultry raising will prove a 
sooutce of income never realized liy 
those who give their fowls indifferent 
care.

The Chicken Mite.

The chicken mite is generally dis­
tributed throughout the world where 
ever chickens are raised. The adult 
mite is a light-gray color with dark 
spots showing through the integuraunt 
and is about 1 millimeter (less than 
.04 inch) long. When filled with 
blood I lie color of the mite is decidedly 
red.

Tho usual habit of the mite is to at­
tack fowls at night and to bide in 
cracks and corners or under rubbish 
by day. In exceptionally bad cases 
of infestion mites remain on .he fowls 
during the daytime Often however, 
an examiuHlion of fowls during the 
day will fail to reveal the presence of 
any mites, although the same fowl- 
are badly infested at night. The 
presence of filth, such as drnppinga, 
rotten eggs, or other rubbish, is favor­
able to their multiplication, as is also 
a careless construction of bnildings, 
which famish hiding places for the 
mites. This mite attacks all kinds of 
farm ponitry, including pigeons, and 
also wild binis which nest about the 
barns, especially swallows. Occasion- 
ly It infesta man, horses and other 
mamals, pr ducing.jy^mptoins of scab­
ies by its biles. Young chickens and 
setting bens are most seriously infect* 
e«i by this p>*st. At the Mississippi 
Experiment Btatioo the mites wef^ob 
served “ sp numerous that they actual­
ly bung in festoons to the sides of the 
nest box s.** At iliis station and also 
in Iowa the chicken mite iiconsidered 
one of the most formidable difficulties 
ill chicken rai-ing. At the Iowa 
Staliou setting hem* were ocoasionly 
killed outright by mites.

Several remedies have been suggest­
ed for the control of the pest. The 
Division of Flntomologv of this depart­
ment reccomends the dest root ion of 
the nests of swallows and pigeons 
about poultry houses, the removal of 
rubbish, provision of a dust bath for 
fowls, and spraying the houses and 
ropsia with kerosene emulsion, benzine 

i ga.soline, or whitewash or dusting with 
oarbolated lime. Dr. D. E. Salmon 
reccoiTifOds dipping infected fowls in 
a 1 pi-rceut solutiOii of earb-dic acid 
1 minute, or in solution of creolin, 
ueing this sub.tance at the rate of 2X 
ounces per gallon of water. The same 
author suggests tbe addition of pyre- 
thrum or sulphur to tbe dtfst bath, ap­
plication of carbolated lime as awash,

fumigation of tbe hen houses with 
sulphur, and the direct application of 
pvretbriim to infested fowls. The 
Virginia Station reccomends spraying 
the walls, fioors and roosts of badly 
infested bouses with a two per cent 
solution of crude oarbolio aeid gt in­
tervals of two weeks. ”

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The attention of cattlemen is direct­
ed to the following: extracts from the 
Renpilatious of the Secretary of Airri- 
caltnre relative to scabies in cattle 
effective April 15, 1907.

Stockers and feeders from quaran­
tined areas, for points in other states, 
outside the central markets, shall 
move only under a oertidoate of in> 
spection deelarin^r raid cattle to be 
free from scabies and exposure there­
to. I f  exposed, one dtppiufi; in approv­
ed formula, if affected, two dippings 
nnder the supervision of an inspector 
or aarent of of the Bureau of Animal 
Industry are required befori< shipping:. 
Diseased herds unless dipped under 
the supervision of an inspector or 
airent of the Bureau, must be dipped 
twice with an interval of 10 to 12 days 
and held at least 30 days after last 
dippiofi: before inspection for inter- 
stab movement will be made; unless 
the Beaumont oil emulsion is used, 
when one dippincr will be sufficient. 
Inspections will be made at the ship­
ping points or on the accustomed 
raoffe of the cattle in the round up 
at the discretion of the inspector.

Inter state market shipments shall 
move (1) nnder a certificate after in­
spection; (2) under a permit, as **un- 
inspected clean cattle*’ . (Permits will 
bo H'iven only when the date, number 
of cattle, brands, shippioR: point, and 
destination in proposed shipment of 
cattle are iriven in owner’s applica­
tion, and when said cattle have been 
inspected previously on the owner’s 
ranK^); (3) for immediate slaughter 
without any inspection as “ uninspect­
ed exposed cattle’ ’ ; (4) for immediate 
slauBrhter as “ cattle exposed to 
scabies’ ’ , when cattle are not visibly 
diseased but known to be part of a 
diseased herd: and (5) diseased cattle 
after one dipping in approved formula 
under Bureau supervision, may be 
shipped for immediate slaughter with­
in ten days as * ‘dipped scabby cattle’ ’ . 
Cattle shipped under any one of the 
last three conditionc will be quarantin­
ed enroute and at destination. How­
ever, cattle shipped under either ol 
the first two conditions will be treated 
as dean cattle unless found to be in­
fected or to have been exposed on ar 
rival at destination.

To facilitate the movement and in­
spection of cattle, owners should ap­
ply by letter to nearest iusp3ctor for 
inspection, arrange to meet him 'at 
the nearest railroad station, provide 
conveyance, and have him inspect 
their entire herds, for in no case will 
a certificate or permit be issued if any 
doubt exists as to the condition of a 
held from which a shipment has been 
taken.

Applications for inspection at load­
ing points should state place and date 
of shipping and the earliest time at 
which shipments can be seen« Reply 
will be made in each ease, stating 
when an inspector will arrive.

Start Young Farmers Right.

Many young men will begin farm­
ing operations on their “ own hook”  
this year. Their success or failure de 
pends upon how well they put in to 
practice the lessons which science and 
practice both have demonstrated daring 
the past decade. The tendency often is 
to turn one’s attention to the biggest 
money crop, without planning for the 
maximum profit of the ground for the 
years to come. One of the first things 
to learn is that live stock will keep 
up the fertility of farms. If lands are 
fertile now, by proper management 
and by rearing and feeding live stock 
we may be sure that our land is not 
going back, for it will be kept in fit 
condition to grow profitable crops for 
many years. The kind of stock to 
keep and their management m ust be 
woi -̂red out by each individual but 
generally one does best with the kind 
of stock he likes, best. Then grow 
good crops. Land well cultivated 
and enriched year after year by all 
the manure made on the farm supple­
mented with legume crops, will give 
maximum yields, under skillful tillage. 
In other words, be a first rate farmer 
There are enough of the second rate 
kind.

. The war between the cattleme ajfd 
the packers waxes warmer. ItJkas de­
veloped that the United 'inspec­
tors have probably furnished the idea 
on which the order was issued to “ buy 
cows subject.”  The packers claim 
that in the end this rule will result in' 
the elimination of .tuberculosis.

A  signed rircnlar, issued by the 
American Meat Packers Association, 
say# in part: “ Our reason'for apply­
ing this rule to female cattle only |s 
that tuberculosis is'̂  largely confined 
to dairy cows, and from them the dis­
ease is communicated to other classes 
of cattle and hogs. We are assured 
hy the best authorities that if the dis* 
ease in cows is stamped out the result 
will be its final disappearance in all 
live stock. For these reasons we ask 
the co-o|>eratiun of live stock breeders 
and shippers in an. earnest effort to 
wipe out the disease, feeling sure the 
justice of our position merits its ap­
proval, in addition to thu fact that 
shippers of sound animals should no 
longer contribute to the carelessness 
and negligence of breeders and ship­
pers of diseased animah, as evidenced 
by the increase in the price paid for 
healthy animals as a result of our 
stand against the payment of those 
diseased.” ___________ '

Treated properly, sorghum Is such a 
fine fe<id for stock, that it ought to 
fine a place on every farm. Panl M. 
Culver, of Clinton County, Misoouii, 
gives his experience with this crop 
as follows: “ I have grown sorghum 
here in Clinton County; Missouri, for 
five years past. The soil is dark, 
nch loam. ] break the ground in 
early spring just as for corn, and 
ptepare as fine a seed bed ay possible 
then I harrow it several times. 
When I am throdgh planting corn I 
put in the sorghum with an ordinary 
wheat drill, sowing a bushel and a 
peck of amber seed to the acre.

When the plant is four to ffve feet 
high and partly hended out I cut it 
with an ordinary mowing machine.

1 allow it to cure on the ground 
three or four days, which ŝ sufficient 
if there is a good sun. Then I rake it 
with an ordinary hay rake, and put in 
shocks five or six feet high. I cannot 
tell just what the yield is, but it 
makes more roughness per acre than 
any feed that is giown here.

Anyone who is not familiar with 
sorghum will be surprised to see 
bow clean and dry it keeps in the 
shock. It seems to shed every drop 
of rain or snow and does not mold 
next to the ground as other feeds do.

Truck Panalng.

In Pueblo.*

K. 1. Frasier, Pueblo’s famous sad­
dler, has just completed a very elab­
orate silver trimmed saddle, valued at 
1500, and wbicb was made expressly 
for tbe Union Pneiflo Railroad com­
pany. The saddle will be given away 
by them as a prize for the world's 
ebampionsbip rider in tbe backing and 
pitching contest, which is to be one 
of the big features of tba Oreat Fron­
tier Days Carnival at Cheyenne, W y­
oming. July 25, 26 and 27 of this 
year.

To say that the saddle ia a beanty 
is putting it rather miid, as the style 
of workmanship, ornamentation, en­
gravings, hand earvings and other 
adornments make it truly a work of 
ait that would be hard to exeell by 
anvone. It would be almost impos 
sible to give a minute description of 
tbe saddle, so suffice it to say thaT its 
bastos and anqnaros are trimmed in 
new design solid silver omamcnls, 
and on the back of tbe cantle Is a 
solid silver shield appropriately en­
graved. It is mounted with twelve 
silver conchoe, and tbe roeaderos are 
bsudsomely hand carved with a design 
of a cowboy astride a plunging rearing 
broncho, and with an Indian off in a 
reserve a short distance away shooting 
at him with bow and arrows. At the 
bottom is tbe wording, "Frontier 
Days" carved by band.

On the Buquero is an excellent il­
lustration, hNod work, showing a pany 
of cowboys shooting np a western 
town, and on tbe side jockeys is a 
barefoot boy, wearing a sombrero and 
leatling bis pet burro.

It is equipped with' a fine quilted 
buckskin seat, and the etirmps are 
one of Fraxier’s latest inventions.

All in all the saddle is one of the

handsomest ever made iu the west, 
and reflects great credit upon tbe 
mkker and the city as well, inasmuch 
as Mr. Frazier was given the contract 
for it over the bids of many of the 
best saddlers in the conutry. The

Is A School For Graft.

Muskogee, 1. T., Jane 20.—When 
government clerks quit their jobs in 
Indian territory they are generally 
snapped up by some oil or develop­
ment company or land buyers who 
are willing to pay them big prices for 
theii services. This is on account of 
the inside information they have about 
the procedure in the government of- 
floes with which these companies do 
business. '

It is only fair to say that some of 
these eoncerns do a grafting business, 
wbil-i others do not, but rome of the 
smoothest grafters that Indian terri- 
torv has ever seen have been men who 
got their flrst training in Indian terri­
tory in the government offiies. These 
more succ/essful ones rapidly branch 
out into business for themselves 
Many of these have made fortunes 
since they quit tbe government ser­
vice. i

There are young men in tbe terri­
tory who came here with a good ap­
petite and a commisiion for a job as 
their principal working capital who 
have gone into th i government offi les, 
Iratnetl about all there was to it in 
their line, then quit tbe government 
and gone into the "land business”  or 
"eitixenship”  business and in a short 
time made themselves rich. No one 
else has known as well as they bow 
to work a citizenship ca<>e through the 
red tape of the Dawes eommission and 
tbe Deparment of the Interior as some 
government elerk who has himself 
bandied snob case's.' These clerks 
when they quit the government offices 
would advertise their experience and 
it brought them business.

Here are some of the freak incidents 
of tbe tornado in Day county, near 
Grand, taken from tbe Grand Pro­
gress: " A  large number of chickens 
were killed and most of them had all 
feathers palled off, excepting the wing 
feathers. At Henry McQnigg’s it 
took a wheat b inder and carried it 
over two fences and put it down wrong 
side up.

One of the 
most peculiar eyeuts was with refer- 
enoe to Mrs. Wells's window curtains. 
When the storm struck the house she 
had a laee onrtain over one of the win­
dows. Immediately after tbe storm 
she found this curtain tied in a bow 
knot round a fence post. This seems 
incomprehensible and we will not at* 
tempt to explain it.

Cbioafo, Jane 20.—**Pnt Knocks in 
the Box*' is in effect the inseription on 
neat looked reeeptacles which are be* 
incr placed in the observation, parlor, 
cafe and dininjr oars of the Burlington 
system. It means that officials are de­
termined to find out if the pa<«seoH:er 
service is not satisfactory to the travel­
ing puhlie-* To facilitate the expres­
sion of "kicks’ * the company is plao- 
io(f pens, ink and paper beside the 
looked boxes, T^ey are provided with 
locks, so that the "knocks" will be 
certain tQ raach the higher odueials 
and cannot be abstracted by a eonane- 
tor or other train employee who knows 
that a paaaencer is writing a oomplaint 
against the aervioe.

*-Ir has been our aim to give perfect 
pasrenger service—tirst, safe; seeond, 
regul^ and roUable; third, comfort­
able," said P. 8. Eustis, passenger 
traffio'manager. "Following out this 
policy, and as a further invitation to 
the public to help us and themselves 
we are installing in all our observa­
tion, parlor and cafe oars a looked 
box for the reoSipt of criticisms and 
suggestions from our patrons."

This plan of the Burlington to stop 
the "knocks" against railrokds by 
learning from the public the ccuses 
and then removing them will be watch­
ed with much interest by other roads.

A. S. of E. Takes New Start.

The American Society of Equity in 
national convention assembled at Oma­
ha, N^raska, the 5, G, and 7tb ot June. 
Delegates present from Nebraska. 
Kansas, Oklahoma, North and 'South 
Dakota, Indiana, Illinois, Wisconsin. 
Iowa, Vistfmia, Rentocky and Mon­
tana to the number of about one hun­
dred aad fifty. The convention was 
called to order by President J. A. 
Everitt who made a short address on 
the object of the meeting, vis to or­
ganize e grain growers department of 
the A. 8. of E., said department to at 
once begin the work that will eventu­
ally lead to the handling of, and price 
makniiron all the grain and broom 
corn of the United States,

O. 4 Shaffer of Hastings, Neb., 
was made chairman of convention, C. 
W. Peckhani* of Kas., and L. U. 
Staats of Illinois were elected secre­
taries,- Oommittees on program ere- 

‘  dentiala and other matters were ap 
pointed at the first morning session. 
A t the afternoon session Pres. Everitt 
and others made speeches on the du­
ties of the organixation and its offioers.

* A  report of crop conditions as seen 
by the various delegates present was 
taken and disclosed the fact that the 
men who grow wheat do not expect to 
harvest one half o f a crop when taken 
as a whole.

Oats ^tore 'tepoited as a tblal failure 
in many places with Nebrfmxa the only 
state reporting a prospect for a • nor- 

• ^<vmal crop. Corn is very backward and 
proepeAe rather, discouraging as a 
whole. June the 6th, morning session 
opend with a general disca8sion.of 
oonditiona that will have to be met

and overcome to put the department on 
its feet. It was agreed that the work 
of pledging crops must ̂  bp parsned 
to the utmost. It is hoped from the 
sentiment expressed that in the end 
this will amount to a pool of the crops 
and the department will be in coutrol 
of nearly all the grain raised for ship­
ment and the individual farmer will be 
eHrainated as a marketer. Afternoon 
session committee on constitution and 
by laws having reported the whole* 
session on account of the trepiendoas 
fipht on the section pertaining to the 
salary of office. June the 7th at the 
morning session the following perma­
nent offioers were elected for the grain 
department, T. G. Nelson, Mayville, 
North Dakota; Pres. 0. B. Shaffer, 
Hasting, Neb.; Vice Pres., L. U.

The main 
fight was section 2 article 3 fixing the 
salary of prenident and secretary at 
$5000 per annum (The average farmer 
true to the conditions that force him 
to practice rigid economy gets scared 
when he.is coofrouted with the idea 
of paying such a princely salary (or 
some one that will work for' hie inter­
ests.) However the committees rrconi- 
mendations prevailed and the offend­
ing section was finally adopted by un-~ 
animouH consent and the constitiiiion 
and by-laws adopted as a whole. 
Taken as a whole the delegates pres 
ent wore an energetic set of men 
that came to do things and sneeeeded 
in launching what will be tke great­
est bnsiness institution in the world.

The present iffioe .o f the secretary 
was fixed at Indianapolis, Ind. It is 
expected that permanent headquarters 
will be fixed at a meeting in Kansas 
City, Mo., some time in October. The 
oonvention adjourned to meet at 
the call of the President in October 
1907. In conclusion I might say this: 
These open for men of talent and 
ability to forge a 'head' add become 
great if they care to come out aud 
espoDse the cause of the farmer and 
work for the complete anoceeas of the 
American Society of Equity.
