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Vision Quest Group 
Lands In Friona WASN'T IT NICE of Bill to 

bring us a little bit of rain last 
week? It is a proven fact that if 
you write a column about the 
drought on Thursday, and then the 
paper goes to press Friday morn- 
ing, by the time most folks get the 
paper Friday night or Saturday 
morning, it will have rained for 
sure. It's just too bad that it didn't 
last long enough. 

Our grandbaby, Madeline, who 
lives in Lubbock, is 20 months old 
and literally had never seen it rain 
before last weekend, so Laura took 
her out on the back porch to watch 
the big event. 

I heard that Jack Patterson was 
out working in his field when the 
rain started and the first drop that 
hit him surprised him so much that 
he passed out and Ona had to pour a 
couple of buckets of dust in his face 
to bring him to. 

Howard Fleming has a little lake 
out on his place south of Friona. 
He says there is so little water in 
the pond, that some of the frogs out 
there are three or four years old and 
haven't yet learned how to swim. 

Mark Twain said that he sat in 
one place and counted 136 different 
kinds of weather in 24 hours. I 
think he must have been sitting in 
the middle of the Texas Panhandle. 

Our wind blew the rain away 
before it had finished and then 
proceeded to gust four days straight 
until it dried out what moisture we 
did get.

About 
this time every year, the wind 
blows so hard from the west that 
the sun sets three hours later than 
usual...you thought that was Day-
light Savings Time, didn't you? 

We're probably going to have a 
very long, hot summer. I hope it 
isn't as bad as the time when the 
corn growing out in the fields got 
so hot it popped. When all that 
white popcorn began to fall down, 
the stupid cows in the next field, 
thought it was snowing and they 
just stood there and froze to death. 

That was the same summer that 
you could take a hamburger patty 
out of the fridge and throw it up in 
the air and it would fall back down 
completely cooked. But you didn't 
want to throw the patty up too high 
or it would come down burned. 

Well, you are probably aware 
that most of these stories came 
from our dear old Uncle Austin in 
Jackson, Tennessee. At age 87, he 
enters a lot of old-timers story-
telling contests which are held 
around in that area and he usually 
comes out the winner. "Liar's 
contests" he calls them, and he's 
been entering them for about the 
last 10 years. 

Austin is getting to be quite a 
celebrity, granting interviews on 
radio and TV. He entertains at the 
"old folks homes" in his area, 
singing or telling stories, and he's 
older than most of the people he 
entertains. He has even participated 
in the National Storytelling 
Festival held each year in Jones-
borough, Tennessee, over on the 
eastern side of the state. Every 
October, this event draws crowds of 
thousands from all over the world. 

Jonesborough is the oldest town 
in Tennessee, very historic, and the 
storytelling event held there is in 
its 23rd year, sponsored by the 
National Association for the 
Preservation and Perpetuation of 
Storytelling, with more than 7,000 
members across the country. If you

Now, I'll leave you with one 
more story: There was a Texas-
sized mosquito that lived down in 
Central Texas. One day he happened 
to sit down on the runway at the 
DFW Airport and the workers filled 
him up with fuel before they 
noticed that his markings were 
different from the other airplanes. 

An unusual group of visitors 
arrived in Friona about noon on 
Monday. They spent two days and 
nights in Friona, camped in the 
Reeve Lake area north of Highway 
60. 

The group arrived by wagon 
train, including nine wagons, two 
trucks, 18 trailers, two vans, 15 
vehicles, 65 horses and mules, 60 
youths and 45 staff members. 

The youth and their leaders are 
part of a unique program for 
juvenile delinquents known as 
VisionQuest, and it contracts with 
governmental agencies to provide 
an alternative to locking up 
troubled young people. 

"These are kids who would 
otherwise be sitting in jail," stated 
Dan Johnston, the wagon master 
for the group. "On the trail, the 
youngsters are given respon-
sibilities. They have to care for 
their animals and have to learn how 
to deal with the outdoors and the 
weather. 

In recent weeks, they have had 
some extremely high wind to deal 
with. One of their tents or tipis 
blew down during a recent night's

windstorm, but no one was 
injured.. 

Youths are chosen for the 
program by participating states and 
judges who decide that a 
correctional facility is not adequate 
for their needs. "This is a way for 
the kids to deal with their 
frustrations," Johnston said. "It is 
just a better way of dealing with 
such kids," he added. 

At the present time there are four 
such wagon trains operating in 
various sections of the country. 

This one started out in Arizona 
and has been on the road for 23 
months. The train has made trips to 
California, then across to the Lone 
Star State. It spent a couple of 
weeks in the Lubbock area in early 
April, then arrived in Littlefield in 
mid-April. They spent a week in 
the Lamb County capital, repairing 
their tents and wagons. 

From Littlefield, the train went 
to the Muleshoe Wildlife Refuge, 
where it spent last weekend. A 
delegation from the Muleshoe 
Chamber of Commerce visited the 
train and offered souvenirs. 
Johnston told them "Muleshoe is 

a second division in concert and a 
first division in sight-reading. 

Other highlights of the evening 
will include special recognition of 
students in the Junior High School 
Advanced Band who have qualified 
for the Wall of Honor award. 

"For a mere charge of $1.00 for 
adults or children of school age, the 
program promises to be very 
entertaining. The public is 
encouraged to come out, enjoy and 
support the band students of Friona 
Junior High and Elementary 
School," Ron McWilliams, band 
director, commented.

close to our hearts, because of the 
fact that all of our wagons are 
pulled by mules," Johnston said. 

The train arrived in Parmer 
County on Sunday evening, and 
spent the night on Running Water 
Draw, just north of the Ben Rejino 
home. They repacked on Monday 
and made it into Friona. When they 
left Friona Wednesday, they were 
headed to Hereford on Highway 60. 

In addition to learning about the 
outdoors first-hand, the children are 
also required to attend daily classes 
in the afternoon, taught by certified 
teachers who are a part of 
VisionQuest. 

Chad Barrett serves as school 
principal for the train, and the 
youngsters, who range in age 12 to 
19 years of age, must have school 
five days a week--just like other 
kids. Of the 60 young people in the 
group there are 50 boys and ten 
girls. 

The teenage boys and girls are 
challenged to face their issues of 
abuse, abandonment, boundaries and 
self. The troubled youth are 
provided safe, secure limits within 
which they can begin to internalize 
control. 

Wagon train life gives the 
youngsters a consistent way of 
approaching each day with clear 
limits and constant discipline. 

The youngsters and adults live 
together in tipi "families." Each 
family is responsible for a wagon, 
its mules and equipment. Many of 
the issues that have surfaced in the

At the regional meet in Odessa, 
the top three winners from each of 
the 13 districts in the region 
competed, and Miss Goddard again 
was the winner, with 38 contestants 
competing! 

In the state meet in Austin, the 
well-rounded FHS student competed 
against the top three winners from 
each region. There were 19 students 
in the competition, and again the 
Friona student took first place. 

Showing her versatility, Julie 
left Wednesday for the state capital, 
this time to enter the state tennis 
tournament, where she is one of 
eight finalists. She is the district 
champion and regional runnerup in 
tennis. 

Virginia Cleveland, longtime 
bookkeeping and accounting 
instructor at FHS, and Miss 
Goddard's faculty sponsor, points 
out that in the accounting contests 
in UIL, accounting is the only 
event in the acedemic area in which 
a contestant may compete only one 
time during their high school 
career, unlike other academic or 
athletic events. 

So, Julie made the most of her 
one opportunity. 

Also in the district meet, Julie 
hooked up with Abbey Johnson and 
Lori Jordan to win in the team 
accounting division. 

She became Friona's first gold 
medal winner in a state UIL event 
since1981, when Pam Perez won 
first in shorthand, and Mark 
Blankenship and Mark Zachary won 
in debate. 

Previously, Blankenship and 
Zachary won the title in debate at 
Austin in 1980; Skip Mohr won 
the gold medal in informative 
speaking in 1970, and Crista Evans 
won first in poetry reading in 1968. 
(Crista Evans Archer is currently 
"famous" by being the mother of 
the reigning Miss Texas, Arian 
Archer). 

Friona voters approved the 
additional one-cent city sales tax in 
an excellent turnout of voters last 
Saturday, May 6. 

The half-cent economic 
development tax (proposition one) 
passed with 55 per cent favoring 
and 45 per cent against. The vote 
was 265 for and 210 against. 

The half-cent tax for property tax 
reduction had a much easier time of 
it, passing, 308-91, a 77 per cent 
approval ratio. 

"We're real elated for Friona. We 
think it's a step in the right 
direction," said Mayor Clarence 
Monroe.

youngsters' natural families are 
addressed and discussed in this tipi 
family setting. 

The youths are placed in the 
program for a year. Of the 
professional counselors, most sign 
up for the wagon train for six-
month periods. One of the adults is 
a nurse practitioner from El Paso. 

The adults spend five nights in 
"tent-living." 

Johnston said that a corporation 
conducted a study on VisionQuest 
and discovered that 73 per cent of 
the kids who underwent the 
program make it better in their 
future life. Conversely, in a 
California program which had 
juvenile delinquents confined in a 
facility, only 12 per cent succeeded 
when released. 

Many more of the students in 
the corrections facility went on to 
committ future crimes. 

The philosophy behind the 
VisionQuest program is borrowed 
from Native Americans and gives 
young people an honorable way to 
grow up and instills positive values 
in themselves. 

VisionQuest is a national 
organization with programs in 
Arizona, Florida, New Jersey, 
Pennsylvania and Texas.

May 8, 1995, fifty year 
anniversary, Victory in Europe. On 
April 28th, Italian partisans 
captured and executed Mussolini, 
who had tried to escape into 
Switzerland. German forces in Italy 
surrendered on May 2. 

On May 1, the German radio 
announced that Hitler had died while 
defending Berlin against the 
Russians, and had named Grand 
Admiral Karl Doenitz as his 
successor. Allied investigators later 
learned that Hitler and his mistress, 
Eva Braun, had committed suicide 
in Berlin on April 30, and their 
bodies had been burned. Berlin 
finally fell to the invading Russian 
armies on May 2. 

Early on the morning of May 7, 
Col. Gen. Alfred Jodl of the 
German high command entered 
Allied headquarters in a red school 
building at Reims, France. There, 
on behalf of his government, he 
signed the terms of unconditional 
surrender. 

The free world celebrated May 8 
as V-E (Victory in Europe) Day. 
After five years, eight months, and 
seven days, the European phase of 
World War II had ended. 

This week I listened to the 
interview of a German soldier that 
had been involved in World War II. 
He was asked what had happened in 
the country of Germany prior to the 
War that would have allowed the 
extermination camps and war to 
take place. 

The ex-soldier said that he felt 
like the moral breakdown of the 
nation was a factor. He said that in 
Germany in years prior to the war 
that sterilization began to be 
practiced, then abortion, and then 
infanticide (the killing of an infant) 
and euthanasia (the act or practice of 
killing or permitting the death of 
hopelessly sick or injured 
individuals). 

The sanctity of life began to 
erode and individual rights replaced 
them. The phrases "every life a 
wanted life" and then "every 
motherhood a wanted motherhood" 
came into existence. These phrases 
are not new to our times, they used 
them then. 

I believe there are strange things 
that happen when a nation 
experiences a moral breakdown. A 
darkness settles over the hearts and 
minds of the people and they cannot 
see clearly. Out of that darkness 
can come Buchenwald and 
Auschwitz. 

If we evolved from monkeys, 
then "eat, drink and be merry for 
tomorrow we may regress and be 
hanging from trees and eating 
bananas." But if we are created in 
the image of God, then each life is 
precious and of more value than the 
whole world. 

Why do I believe that darkness 
settles over the hearts and minds of 
people? Because it covered my own 
heart and mind. I am guilty 
literally of walking in the same 
sins of the German people. But 
God in His mercy allowed me to 
see my sin, and then revealed the 
work of the Cross to me and set me 
free from that sin. 

We do need to be told of the 
moral breakdown in our nation, but 
more than that we need to be told of 
the reconciliation to God that 
comes through the death and 
resurrection of His Son, the. Lord 
Jesus Christ. 

My life was scarred and damaged 
through the immoral actions of my 
life, but God is bringing 
restoration. And I would say to any 
of you whose lives have been 
damaged by rejection, divorce, 
abortion, adultery, immorality, or 
anything other thing you have 
done, God is more than able and 
ready to restore what we of our own 
free will gave away. Dear reader, 
God says that you are of precious 
value to Him. 

John 12:46 "I am come a light 
into the world, that whosoever 
believeth on me should not abide in 
darkness. And if any man hear my 
words, and believe not, I judge him 
not: for I came not to judge the 
world, but to save the world; He 
that rejecteth me, and receiveth not 
my words, hath one that judgeth 
him: the word that I have spoken, 
the same shall judge him in the last 
day."

Without Strain 
More and more people today use 

computers at work and for playing games. 
And many of those people experience 
eyestrain, along with headaches and burning or 
itching eyes.

First step is to adjust the viewing angles. The top edge of the 

screen should be no higher than eye level as you sit, the bottom edge 
no lower than about 40 degrees below eye level. To control on-screen 
glare, shade nearby windows and direct lamps away from the screen. 
Screen hoods and antiglare filters will help. Adjust image brightness 
to avoid too much contrast with the surroundings. 

Take breaks. Rest your eyes by doing something else for 10 to 
15 minutes--once an hour after strenuous work periods, every two 
hours otherwise. Consult with your optometrist about glasses fitted 
with a middle-distance prescription or with special tinted lenses that 
reduce glare.

Understanding Mutual 
Fund Share Classes 

The increasing variety of 
mutual fund share classes--each 
class charging sales fees differently-
-has become confusing to average 
investors. In response, the 
Investment Company Institute (the 
voice of the mutual fund industry) 
has approved guidelines for 
consistent, 	industry-wide 
descriptions of classes for future 
offerings of mutual fund shares. 

Matthew P. Fink, president of 
the ICI, said, "The industry was 
concerned that without a uniform 
standard, the growing number of 
class designations would lead to 
confusion and hamper 
communication 	among 
shareholders, mutual funds, brokers 
and others." 

Until recent years, sales 
charges for mutual fund shares were 
fairly standard. A no-load fund 
charged no up-front fee but could 
charge upon withdrawal. A load 
fund charged an up-front amount 
specified in the prospectus but did 
not charge for redemption. 

As costs became more of an 
issue, different fund groups each 
began devising different ways to 
charge shareholders, allowing them 
to select whichever payment 
method they preferred. Under the 
new guidelines, classes of mutual 
fund shares that carry sales charges 
will be standardized into the 
following categories: 

Class A shares can be 
purchased at the traditional offering 
price that includes the up-front sales 
charge specified in the prospectus. 
The usual discount for volume 
purchases will still apply. 

Class B shares can be 
purchased at net asset value with no  

up-front sales charge. The shares, 
however, may be subject to a 
contingent deferred sales charge 
(CDSC) if redeemed within a 
certain period of time (typically five 
or six years from purchase). The 
actual holding time may differ 
among funds. An annual 
distribution service fee also may 
apply for the same holding period. 
The Institute calls this "spread 
load." 

Class C shares have neither an 
up-front nor back-end sales charge. 
Instead, a "level load" is applied by 
the fund, charging an annual 
distribution services fee. This 
typically amounts to about 1 per 
cent of the fund's assets. 

Class D shares are "hybrid 
level load." They are identical to 
Class C shares except that they 
may have a small up-front load in 
addition to the annual level load. 

The guidelines also include two 
classes of shares that generally are 
not available to individual 
investors. Class Y shares will be 
sold to institutional investors, and 
Class Z shares are for employees of 
mutual fund companies. 

The guidelines have been 
adopted to standardize the classes of 
shares, not to impose limits on 
sales fees. Such limits are 
regulated by the National 
Association of Securities Dealers 
(NASD). 

In selecting mutual funds, the 
most important considerations are 
your objectives and risk tolerance. 
However, be sure you understand 
the various classes of mutual fund 
shares so you know how the fees 
will be charged. There's always a 
cost to owning mutual funds. Now 
you can select the type of cost that 
best fits your investment strategy.
