"1 have Just been informed 
that the board today refused to 
reinstate these three qualified 
men." Sen. Yarborough said.

The senator referred to the 
dismisaal of Dr. Byron Aber­
nathy, Dr. Herbert Greenberg 
and Dr. Per G. Stensland. At 
the time of the ouater, Tech 
President E. N. Jones register­
ed a “ vigorous protest," term­

ing all three professors highly 
qualified.

Many joys and blt‘ .ssings have 
come with televi.sion-and u few 
disadvantages.

I'his household pest is parti­
cularly fond of TV, according 
to F. M Fuller, extension en­
tomologist He seems to do well 
in the environment of the cabi­
net. He can hitch u ride in the 
TV set. be carried to the repair 
shop, lay and hatch eggs in 
other sets and hence be introd 
uced into other homes He likes 
radio almost as well.

This little pest resembles the 
German roach, or croton, but. 
unlike the German roach, the 
brown-bunded roach does not 
limit its activities to the kitchen 
and bathroom It spreads into 
dresser and closet and furniture ' 
as well as the TV and radio ' 
It seems to prefer higher spots | 
such us closet ceilings and up 
per cabinet corners, says the! 
entomologist. I

The brown handed roach is I 
about half an inch long, with | 
mottled, reddish-brown, almost: 
trans|>arent wings. Two brown-1 
ish-yellow bands across the, 
hack give it its name. Missing 
are the two lengthwise brown 
stripes that appear just behind 
the head of the larger and com­
mon German roach.

C'hlordane a n d  deodorized 
malathion are among the most 
effective controls of roaches. 
Malathion is also effective 
against resistant G e r m a n  
roaches. Thorough application 
is essential for goo<l control.

Spray all cracks and crevices 
and other placet where the 
roaches may he hiding, hut do 
not tprav In the TV set. warns 
Fuller. But a small amount of 
powder may be sprinkled 
around the edge of the case.

Termite Damage Still 
Costly Across |sjation

The big three wood destroy­
ers—termites, rot and fires — 

, are making a double-barreled 
attack on homes across the na­
tion.

The annual losses caused by 
these wood destroyers a r e  
estimated at several hundred 
millions of dollars. Losses 
caused by termites alone are 
estimated at $150-200 million 
annually, according to C. W. 
fummons, e x t e n s i o n  farm 
forester.

t Termites and rot gain easy 
entrance into unprotected and 
carelessly built homes, warns 
Simmons. Millions of new hom­
es have untreated foundations 
and are built too close to the 
ground. The soil sometimes is 
leveled above the grade beam 
and concrete steps and porches 
are layed against untreated 
wood.

Pole wood, continues Sim­
mons, can be treated satisfact­
orily by simple and cheap 
methods. Long poles and house 
logs of most species can be 
treated green by the tire tube 
method.

Pines can be treated by any 
of the processes. They can be 
seasoned with bark on and peel 
three times easier after season­
ing. Too. they will soak up 
three to five times more of low 
cost chemicals, such as borax 
water sealed over by soaking 
again in lime water or chro- 
mated znic chloride.

Better Schools Are 
Studied in Article

•’Better Texas S c h o o l s  
Through - School District Re­
organization”  is the topic of the 
current Public Affairs Com­
ment, bi-monthly publication of 
the University of Texas Insti­
tute of Public Affairs.

The author. Dr. Kenneth E. 
McIntyre, it an associate pro­
fessor of educational administ­
ration in the University’s Col­
lege of Education.

Dr. McIntyre examines educ­
ational benefits of reorganiza­
tion, the financial problem, im­
proved local Initiative and con­
trol, the need for planned red­
istricting, the role of the inter­
mediate unit and the state’s 
retpontibilies.

" I f  the reason for having 
school districts is to permit 
people to have a more direct 
voice in the affairs of the 
schools their children attend, 
then It would seem logical to 
organize those districts around 
groupings of people who have 
much in common — whose af­
fairs Just naturally focus in 
certain community centers." 
Dr. McIntyre says.

"Under the natural commun­
ity concept." he points out, 
‘districts would be so pattern­

ed as to include those people 
whose social and economic ori­
entation draws them together 
anyway, rtgnrdlese of existing 
municipal or county lines."

In many Instances, the nat­
ural community might not be 
large enough to provide a com­
plete program, with all of the 
necessary personnel and re- 
aourccB, Dr. McIntyre foresees.

However he adds. " I f  we 
could eliminate the unncceasar- 
ily and undesirbaiy s m a l l  
school districts and schools, we 
could and should lavish our ef­
forts and resources on those 
that remain, many of which 
could undoubtedly set some 
fine examples for larger sys 
terns to emulate."

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Motorists Warned 'Keep Mind In Gear'
“ The fellow with a one-way 

mind should stay out of today's 
two-way tra ffic !”

In these words. J. O. Musick, 
general manager of the Texas 
Safety Association, recently 
pointed up the need for driver 
adaptability to cope with chang­
ing traffic patterns.

Musick spoke in support of 
TSA’s summer Slow Down and 
Live campaign.

“ At this time of year, adap­
table driving assumes special 
impoitance.”  s a i d  Musick. 
“ Many people take vacation 
and weekend motor trips, and 
on such trips they are likely to 
encounter a variety of roads 
and traffic situations.”

He pointed out that in a 
single trip a driver may travel 
over congested city streets, 
quiet rural roads, superhigh-

ways, mountain roads and nar­
row winding roads. Sometimes 
the change from one to the 
other will be abrupt and a''driv- 
er will have to shift mental 
gears to adapt swiftly to the 
new condition.

“ First of all.”  he said, "the 
vacationer should find out what 
types of road he will have to 
travel. Then he should learn the 
characteristics, hazards and 
patterns of the road. He can 
generally get this type of in­
formation from service sta­
tions, restaurants or other 
stopping places as he travels 
along. He then will be prepar­
ed, at least mentally, for the 
change in driving pace.”

Musick's advice is to stay 
alert on all roads and be especi­
ally careful w h e n  making 
change-overs. He said the driv­
er should get the ” feel”  of the 
new conditions as soon as pos­
sible, then get in step with the 
flow of traffic immediately.

He reminded motorists that, 
at the demand of the public, 
enforcement of traffic laws is 
being stepped up by local and 
state agencies throughout Tex­
as. This makes the highways 
safer for drivers and also offers 
extra chance for the careless 
and discourteous driver to be 
stopped.

Presumably, there is hardly 
a person who does not have 
some individual or charity that 

. he would prefer to have his 
testate, rather than have it go 
to the State by default, so tot 
speak. Yet, surprisingly, estat­
es worth many thousands of 
dollars do escheat to the vari­
ous states from lime to time.

Suppose you 
and your spouse have no heirs 
besides each other and your 
children.

In Event of a catastrophe

resulting in death for you 
and your entire immediate 
family, no legal heirs would 
remain. Therefore If you had 
no will, your property would 
go to the State. In preparing 
a will, it is possible to provide 
for such an eventuality.
In this hypothetical case, you 

would probably want to design­
ate some friend as executor, to 
take care of all necessary ar­
rangements and then distribute 
the estate according to your 
w ishes.

On the other hand, if you 
have plenty of possible heirs, a 
will could be used to designate 
which of them shall participate 
in the division of the estate.

And even if you wish your

Weather Forecasts 
Remain Inaccurate 
Despite Bectronks

Even with modern electronic 
computers, t h e  weatherman 
cannot accurately forecast day- 
by-day variations in the weath­
er more than one week in ad­
vance, University of Texas Met- 

: eorologist K. H. Jehn says.
I “ Many persons tend to be- 
i lieve that the computer is the 
final achievement in weather 
forecasting. They think that 
present weather conditions can 
be fed into the computer, which 

i will then produce a perfect 
I forecast. That is not the case, 
however. Computers may ans- 

I wer certain problems faster, 
but they are not necessarily 
more accurate than man,”  Jehn 
says.

Explaining just what the pub­
lic may expect from profession­
al meteorologists. Jehn says 
detailed weather forecasts are 
possible for two or three days 
in advance, but the reiiabiiiiy 
of the prediction decreases pro­
gressively after the first day.

Individuals or organizations 
sometimes publish forecasts for 
cohditions more than one month 
in advance, but they are mis­
leading the public if they do not 
clearly describe the forecasts 
proved value, he added.

WMthermen now have a hard 
time pinpointing tornadoes and 
other severe local storma. Such 
forecasts usually cover a much 
wider range in both time and 
space than is actually affected 
by a particular storm.

Current research with elect­
ronic equipment is encourag­
ing, however Jehn says. Such 
research points toward im­
provement in weather bureau 
facilities for altering the public 
to impending tornadoes and 
thus saving lives and property.

New Strain of Sudan 
Product of 15 Years

A synthetic, tetraploid of the 
sorghum species has b e e n  
developed by the lexas Agri­
cultural Experiment Station 
after 15 years of breeding and 
selection.

This tetraploid. Perennial 
Sweet Sudangruss, was obtain­
ed by doubling the chromosom­
es of Common Sudangrass by 
treatment with colchicine and 
crossing it with Johnsongrass. 
It has good forage qualities 
with sweet and juicy stalks, 
good fertility and seed produc­
tion qualities, and a perennial 
root growth habit intermediate 
between Johnsongrass and Sud­
angrass. Its roots do not pene­
trate aa deeply as those of 
Johnsongrass, so it is unlikely 
to become a pest.

A leaflet just released by the 
j experiment Station. “ Perennial 
Sweet Sudangrass” , gives pert­
inent information on this new 
grass. Included in the leaflet 
are sections on growth habits, 
palatability and productivity, 
forage qualities, seeding hab­
its. its capabitilles sa a cover 
crop and sources of seed.

Pigments in Flowers 
Studied by Botanist

Chemical compounds which 
contribute the reddish or purp­
lish coloring to flowers are 
being studied this summer by a 
University of Texas botanist. 
Dr. Ralph E. Alston.

He is experimenting with 
seedlings that have been grown 
in the dark, observing the 
buildup of the pigment com­
pounds as plants b ^ in  to devel­
op.

One aspect of the study in­
volves varying certain physical 
conditions, such as the amount 
of light, to determine the 
change in the pigments of the 
plants.

Cooking for two presents pro­

blems whetner you are newly­
weds or alone after the grown 
family is gone.

Advance planning is just as 
Important when cooking for 
two as it is for a large family, 
according to extension foods 
and nutrition specialists.

Plan the week’s menus ahead 
of time, but make them flexible 
enough for changes. If you de­
cide on the main course the 
rest of the meal falls easily into 
place. The Texas Food Stand­
ard Is the recommended guide 
for meal planning.

Meat usually is the main item 
to consider. When possible, 
choose a meat that does dou-

ble duty, such as a roast that 
can be served for Sunday din­
ner and used later in the week 
as cold roast beef slices for 
supper.

Space your menus well, so 
that you will not be eating the 
same kind of meat for three 
days in a row. Keep cooked 
meat covered tightly or wrap 
in waxed paper or foil and 
store In the refrigerator. Do not 
handle it again until you are 
ready to use it.

Deserts need not be a pro­
blem when preparing meals for 
two. Fruit and cheeses, ice 
cream and sherbert are favor­
ites and easily adaptable for 
meals for two. Individual pie

Three time* last week, Seaat- 
ar Ralph Yarbarough stood «p  
on the floor of the Senate to 
advocate further extensions oi 
the Water conservation policies 
be has long urged in Texas. 
Some of his statements urged 
operations into new scientific 
fields of water conservation.

On July 17 Yarborough caiied 
to the attention of the Senate, 
experiments in ti>e Southwest 
which indicate that a chemical 
blanket can be placed on top 
of water on lakes preventing 
loss by evaporation, and that 
these chemicals are harmless 
to human, animal, fish, and 
plant life.

Yarborough said, “ We get 
our money's worth for every 
federal dollar spent for building 
dams, but if the scientific re­
search for a chemical blanket 
for water proves entirely suc­
cessful. the value of the water 
saved from decreased evapora­
tion will return our money 
fourfold.”

On July IS Yarborough 
staled that the recent Texas 
floods which filled surface 
reservoirs did not fill under­
ground reservoirs and that 
underground water tables did 
not rise in many areas.
The senator stated that 13 

per cent of cultivated Texas 
farm land is irrigated and this 
irrigated acreage p r o d u c e *  
over 40 percent of the money 
crops grown in Texas. Yar­
borough called for more dams 
and conservation of surface 
water as a means to take the 
place of the lost underground 
water supplies.

On July 19 Senator Yarbo­

rough commented on the halfi 
million dollar appropriation re-| 
commended by the Senate F*ub-1 
lie Works Committee tor exten­
sions on work on McGee Bendj 
Dam on the Angelina River in 
Texas. |

Yarborough stated that this 
dam (utimately to cost 50 mil­
lion dollars) is listed by the 
Army Engineers as one of the 
nine chief projects in America, i 
He pledged his continued work 
for the dam.

The debate on the so-called 
"civil rights" bill has been one 
of the most enlightening in 
Senate history.

The bill—written by Attorney 
General Herbert Hrownell — 
came to us widely advertised 
as a "right to vote" bill. 
Thoughtful Senators trained in 
the law—Richard B. Russell, of 
Georgia, and Sam Ervin, of 
North Carolina—refused to take 
the advertising at face value. 
They discovered that It;

Resurrected a forgotten re­
construction statute passed in 
the days when T h a d d e u s  
Stevens was riding high

Permitted the Attorney Gen­
eral to go into Federal courts 
and take out an injunction 
against anyone he considered to 
t>e infringing u p o n  "civil 
rights."

Authorized the trial without 
Jury of anyone accused of viol­
ating the injunction

Autbbrlxed the' PrniaaiU to 
call out the Army, the Navy 
and the militia to enforce the 
injunction.

In blunt- language, this so- 
called "moderate" law would 
revive the blackest page in 
American history — tha Recoo- 
struction era.

Those backing the law claim­
ed at first that these powers 
were not In the bill. But they 
had to back down under the 

I weight of compelling argu- I ments. They retreated to anoth- 
I er line of defense. They insisted 
that the President would not 
' ‘use" such powers.

This argument did not im­
press the Senate. Few members 
could aee the wisdom of voting 
unwise powers to a President 
on the theory that he wou'.d 
save us from our own folly by 
inaction.

By a vote of 80 to O. the 
Senate killad the "troops" sec­
tion.
