Farmers,

An animated U.S. Sen. Lloyd Bentsen drew a crowd
of 150 Big Spring residents into the sweltering district
courtroom of the Howard County Courthouse yester-
day for an open and fast-moving ‘‘town hall meeting."

The malfunctioning air conditioning at the cour-
thouse did not deter the 62-year-old Bentsen as he
doffed his suit jacket, loosened his tie and proceeded to
field question from the packed room. Bentsen is
secking his third term as senator against U.S. Rep. Jim
Collins, a Dallas Republican,

During the meeting, Bentsen dealt with the farmer’s
economic plight, the recession, Reagan's proposal to
send troops to Beirut to evacuate the PLO, and scorned
lobbying efforts against him by the National Con-
servative Action Committee.

Bentsen launched into the farmer’s problem of high
production costs and diminishing profits by saying,
““The farmer is in the worst shape he's been in since
1934."

Bentsen railed against Foreign embargoes. ‘“We've
got a situation where we've had embargoes on farm
products done by Nixon and Carter. Nixon put an
embargo on selling soybeans to Japan so they invested
a billion dollars in Brazil and now it's a large soybean
competitor of ours

‘“Carter put an embargo on the export of grain to
Russia so it went to Argentina to plant grain, making
Argentina our largest grain competitor. I don’t think it
makes any sense to put an embargo on someone else
unless it hurts them more than it hurts us.”

He said the American farmer should not be singled
out to bear the brunt of foreign policy. He suggested
that when embargoes are used they should be enforced
across the board rather than in just the agricultural
market.

Bentsen advocated an increase of exports on the
worldwide market, but hinted the American farmer
would need some sort of subsidizing from the gover-
nment to compete with European countries that
subsidize their own farmers.

‘“‘What (European countries) say to the European
farmer is, ‘We'll pnr you this price from the product
and you go and sell it on the world market and cut
prices until you get that market and we’ll make up the
difference.””’ He said there was no way for America to
actively compete in such a market.

To help battle the problem, Bentsen said he had
asked President Reagan to set up a cabinet level
agricultural task force to address the American farm
problem.

“We must get the problem dramatized to make
Washington see how serious it is. I don’t think it
knows,"’ he said.

As for the current recession, Bentsen said the only
way to climb out of the slowdown is to cut deficits. “If
we don't have some belt tightening by everybody
across the board you won't see interest rates come
down and the economy start to move again.”

Bentsen said the approved by Congress last
mopth probably will not bring interest rates down or
help the ailing economy to recover. Bentsen, who voted
against the budget, said he favored an alternate

‘“We've seen general support across the states and
polls show me substantially out in front. Of course, it
will narrow as November comes, but we'll win and win
convincingly.”

U.S. backtracking

Lebanese Prime Minister Shafik
Wazzan publicly accused U.S.
presidential envoy Philip Habib today
of backtracking on when to deploy
peacekeepers in west Beirut and said
that threatened ‘‘every other o
of talks on the evacuation of the PLO
from the battered city.

Wazzan said the force, which also
would include French paratroopers,
should deploy ‘‘before or
simultaneously with the start’’ of the
evacuation of Arafat’s Palestine
Liberation Organization. ‘‘But I have
been surprised by a non-Lebanese
insistence that the deployment of
these international forces should take
place after the departure of the
Palestinians, which negates much of
the need for and the usefulness of
these forces.

“All through the talks with Mr.
Philip Habib I have been determined
to keep the details from official
publicity pending the arrival at a final
agreement,”’ Wazzan said. ‘‘But this
new position came as a shock, which |
am afraid, would reflect on every
other aspect of the talks."”

The Wazzan statement was issued
by his office and broadcast on the
state radio and published in all Beirut
newspapers

There was no immediate comment
from Habib, who has been trying for
three weeks to put together a
peacekeeping agreement that would
stave off a ground assault on west
Beirut by Israeli forces who invaded
Lebanon June 6 to crush the PLO.

Israel's invasion army entered
Lebanon June 6 and pushed to the
gates of Beirut. It is now threatening
to move into west Beirut and crush the

last Lebanese outpost of the PLO
unless all the guerrillas Jeave
Lebanon.

The Israelis kept up the military
pressure, pounding PLO strongholds
in two west Beirut neighborhoods for
two hours starting at sunset Wed-

nesday

The Palestinian news agency
WAFA said Israeli ground troops
made three attempts to advance from
their positions near the paralyzed
Beirut airport, but were stopped by
PLO forces

Brezhnev warns

against U.

MOSCOW (AP) — Soviet President
Leonid Brezhnev today warned
President Reagan against sending
American troops to Lebanon, the
official Tass news agency said.

‘Tass said Brezhnev sent a message
to Reagan saying that if U.S. Marines
were dispatched to Beirut ‘‘the Soviet
Union would build its policy with due
consideration of this fact.”

The Tass report did not specify what
steps the Soviets were prepared to
take in response to the possible
contribution of U.S. combat troops to
a multinational peace-keeping force
for Lebanon.

Brezhnev called on Reagan “‘to do
everything depending on the United
States to end the bloodshed in
Lebanon, to halt the barbaric ex-
termination by the Israeli troops of
Lebanese and Palestinians — women,
children and old men,'’ Tass said

Asked about the report, a US
Embassy spokesman, who declined to
be identified, said, ‘‘We don’t com-
ment on private exchanges between
our leaders and we are disappointed
that Tass did so."’'

Microfilm funds sought

Howard County commissioners
continued to fine-tune the proposed
county budget yesterday during their
budget work session, as they con-
sidered department head requests
including a $17,500 appeal from the
district clerk's office.

She also said
the court has no permanent record
should the district clerk's office be
destroyed by disaster. ~

Commissioners expressed doubt as
to the need for such an expenditure.
Commissioner William Crooker,
noting one single volume costs $334,
asked, “Who's going to go back to look
at those old volumes? Should we
spend this money for records?”’

The district clerk said the older
records are examined the most by
lawyers and historians. Preserving
the court minutes and emurinu
record of those minutes is part of
,0b responsibility, Mrs. Crittenden
said

Crooker said, however, the
microfilming and re tion would
be ‘“going beyond your respon-
sibility."”

Commissioner Paul Allen suggested
microfilming only the court minutes
as a possible solution. The com-
missioners agreed to consider
microfilming after checking the
prices. Mrs. Crittenden told the
commissioners she would obtain the
microfilming cost, but urged the
commissioners to ‘‘come up and look
at the condition of the books'’ before
ruling out the reproductions.

Food stamps

State awaits changes in U.S.-funded program

AUSTIN — If you viewed the federal Food Stamp Pro
gram as a pie, Texas' proportion is about as large as a
piece of the crust since the state contributes only ad
ministrative help through the Department of Human
Resources

The program is funded by the US. Department of
Agriculture, except for one-half of the administrative
costs paid by the state

One of President Reagan's New Federalism proposals
that has died would have “‘swapped’ the Food Stamp Pro
gram and Aid to Families With Dependent Children to the
states in return for the federal government as .uming the
responsibility for Medicaid

Although that proposal 1s dead, welfare officials are
monitoring the nation's Capitol and waiting for word on
what the situation will be for food stamp recipients in
light of the new federal budget

Washington gives approximately $700 million to Texas
for food stamps, with Texas putting in $27 5 million or one
half of the administrative costs

The program gives persons who meet the income re
quirements coupons to purchase food products. The
stamps may not be used to purchase household goods or
alcohol, said DHR chief information officer Bill Woods

As of February 1982, the average person on the Food
Stamp program received $39.55 worth of the coupons. The

DALLAS (AP) — Some flight attendants who served
“coffee, tea or milk’ for Braniff International will serve
up ‘“‘cheesecake’’ on the pages of Playboy magazine.

More than 75 women have responded to the magazine’s
offer of $500 for posing nude in a feature titled ““The Girls
of Braniff,”” said Playboy photcgrapher David Mecey,
who is interviewing candidates in a sixth-floor hotel suite
in Dallas.

“All we want to do is give the flying male public one last
look — a fond farewell,”” Mecey said. ‘‘I guarantee we are
not trying to exploit anyone.”

But not everyone is so sure.

Jean Jordan, president of Braniff's Association of
Flight Attendants, said she was ‘‘greatly disgusted’’ when
she heard about Playboy’s offer to flight attendants laid
off when the airline shut down operations in May.

“I think they are trying to take advantage of people who
are down and oul.”’ Ms. Jordan said.

Many of the Playboy hopefuls are still unemployed after
~the airline grounded its flights and filed for protection in
federal bankruptcy court in Fort Worth.
“It’s an opportunity,’’ said one woman as Mecey tried to
persuade her that taking off her clothes for Playboy would
enhance her career.

““They are trying to help us, not hurt us. We nee1 the at
tention to help us get work,”’ said the former Braniff
employee, who asked not to be identified.

Playboy touched off a Texas-sized controversy earlier
when it put together a pictorial on ‘““The Girls of the
Southwest Conference."’

And this is not the first run-in between Playboy and
Braniff. Two years ago, when the magazine was compil-
ing photos for a feature on flight attendants of all major
airlines, then-Braniff President Harding Lawrence
threatened to fire any Braniff employee baring flesh for
Playboy

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Ocean burnings to resume despitse

BROWNSVILLE, Texas (AP) — The
Environmental Protection Agency will send a
research vessel to the Gulf of Mexico later
this month to monitor the second ocean
burnings of PCBs aboard an incinerator ship.

During the first disposal of almost 700,000
gallons of the toxic chemicals in December,
the EPA relied only on on-board observers to
record safety and efficiency levels, said Al
Wastler, EPA marine protection chief .in
Washington.

‘““This is just to make sure that all the data
and all emissions are recorded properly,” he
said of the decision to send the Antelope to
take air, water and biological samples from

the site,

Wastler said scientists are reviewing data
from the December operation but have found
nothing that would jeopardize plans for more
burns.

The incineration probably will begin in late
July and take nineé days to dispose of the
750,000 gallons, he said.

“We just had some additional data come in
yesterday,” Wastler said Wednesday, “I
haven't really gottén into this but everything
so far essentially confirms our expectations.”

PCBs are used as cooling. agents for elec-
trical transformers. Their manufacture was
banned in 1977 after researchers discovered

possible links to cancer and birth defects.

The chemicals do not break down easily and
cannot be disposed of at landfills. The EPA
considers ocean incineration safer than
burnings on land and has designated one
disposal site in the Gulf of Mexico.

The Vulcanus, equipped with German-built
incinerators, js docked at Mobile, Ala., and
has been loading its cargo since June. Wastler
said the EPA is waiting to study final results
of the first burn before given the ship per-
mission to head to a disposal site 177 miles
east of here.

Commandos are

prisoner in Southeast Asia. All they
need is solid evidence of the missing
men's whereabouts, and a go-ahead
from the government.

President Reagan has promised to
take whatever action is necessary to
recover soldiers and airmen who are
known to have survived years of
captivity in Vietnam, Laos or Cam-
bodia. Already, CIA-trained com-
mandos have carried out one raid into
Laos last year in search of American
prisoners-of-war

The CIA raiders made the foray

after the Pentagon had studied
refugee reports and aerial
photographs. The photos showed

human shadows that looked too large
to be cast b{ Asians, and an
arrangement of logs that appeared to
spell out the number 52 on the ground

At first the commandos were driven
back by gunfire. But a month later,
two of them managed to reach the
camp and take pictures of the oc-
cupants. Unfortunately, not one was
American, and there was no evidence
to show that Americans had ever been
held there

Though that daring raid didn't pan
out, the administration is prepared to
follow up future leads. One souce close
to the situation told my associate
Donald Goldberg: ‘It is a current
capability. There are people capable
of performing that function.”

Collins also has taken some

editorial heat from one of his
hometown newspapers for his work on
the Energy and Commerce Commit-
tee, where he serves on the subcom-
mittee for telecommunications as
well as fossil and synthetic fuels.

The Dallas Republican is abstaining
from debate on one of the more con-
troversial bills ever to come before
the telecommunications' subcommit-
tee — an afttempt to alter the terms of
a government settlement breaking up
the American Telephone & Telegraph
Co.

Collins, who is ranking Republican
on the subcommittee, cites his owner-
ship of stock in APC Industries, based
in Austin, as a reason for not par-
ticipating though he did take part in
debate on similar legislation two
years ago. A Dallas newspaper and
other critics have said Collins intends
to avoid the issue in an election year
under protection of a conflict of in-
terest.

A Collins aide handling the bill for
the congressman said Collins is not in-
volving himself this time because the
current bill would open new markets

for the sale of phone equipment, the
primary product of APC Industries
where Collins is the majority
stockholder.

Much ef Collins’ wealth is based on
stock holdings, but he said he has abs-
tained from debate on an issue only
one time before during a vote on a bill
allowing people to own gold.

“I owned interest in a gold mine,”
he explained.

Collins said the telecommunications
subcommittee is one of his primary
interests in the House, although his
greater concentration has been in the
subcommittee for fossil fuels.

*“COLLINS HAS been very active on
energy issues,”’ said a committee
staff member. ‘‘Generally, his views
are extremely representative of his
district,’’ he said noting that decontrol
of natural gas has been a primary
concern Collins introduced a bill to
deregulate natural gas last year,
though it was overshadowed to some
degree by the decontrol bill authored
by Rep. Phil Gramm, D-College Sta-
tion, also a member of the subcom-
mittee.

‘*He spends a lot of time applauding
those goals (for decontrol),” the staff
member said.

One lobbyist on energy for a well-
known consumer group said Collins is
not taken as seriously as some other
~ontressmen on the conservative aide
ol energy issues

“I don’t think Collins is very effec-
tive al all,”" said Edwin Rothechild
with the Energy Action Project. *‘He's
far more ideological than practical
especially in the committee process
Coming from Texas, Collins alienates
a lot more people (on energy) than he
brings together

Collins is fond of citing his high
ratings by conservative groups and of
comparing his rating with that of
Bentsen. The American Conservative
Union in 1980 gave him a 85 percent
rating, and Bentsen a rating of 86 per
cent

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Dear Dr. Donohue: | was having swellings in my right
ankle, and it was finally diagnosed as lymphedema. | was
told there was nothing to be done for this problem. I still
have the swelling. Would you please explain what caused
it and what, if anything, can be done for it? — D.P.

Lymphedema can easily be broken down into its two
basic parts — lymph and edema. Most people know what
edema is. It means swelling. The other part of the word,
lymph, requires some explanation.

It begins with the blood, which, as you know, is part
fluid and part other constitutents — cells, etc. The fluid
part of the blood has to be able to leak out of the blood
vessels in order to bathe the body's cells. The fluid is the
lym

Af‘l):r the lymph has done its work for lhe cells, it has to
find a way to get back into the circulation from where it
came. It does this by another network of vessels. The net-
work is called the lymphatics. They act as a network of
siphons, vacuuming up the excess lymph. If that network
is disturbed locally there is a backup of lymph. It stays in
the tissues and there is edema — the swelling.

Many times the cause of swelling cannot be pinpointed
Sometimes, there may be scarring from an old infection,
and that may cause lymph blockage. There may be a
growth interfering with normal network efficiency.

things you can do to help reduce the swelling. You can
wear elastic stockings, and you can elevate your legs
above heart level when you lie down. Massage can help
get the fluid back into circulation, and there are even
pneumatic devices to help.

You may not be able to find a cause or a cure for your
lymphedema, but you should be able to control things. In-
cidentally, now that you know you have this problem, you
should be sure to let your doctor know whenever you get
an infection in your leg. When an area is affected by lum-
phedema an infection there can spread quickly. It re-
quires prompt treatment.

Dear Dr. Donohue: | have had angina quite bad.
recently read of a new drug for this, called nlledlptne
Have you any information about it? Is it effective? — M.C.

Yes, nifedipine is helpful in treatment of angina pec-
toris. It works by preventing the blood vessels serving the
heart from squeezing down, thus providing effective cir-
culation. The drug also acts by keeping the heart’s work at
minimum, again easing angina symptoms that way.

Nifedipine is a drug totally different from the
nitgroglycerine medicines we usually think of when we
think of angina. That acts by relaxing muscles, and hence
blood vessels, to encourage better circulation.

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) — A seventh-generation
descendant of a sailor who mutinied on the HMS Bounty is
hitching a ride by ship back to the tiny island where time
has made few inroads since eight rebellious Englishmen
settled there.

There are no televisions, no doctors and only one
working automobile on Pitcairn Island, where Brian
Young, 28, and his family will be dropped by the tanker
Stolt-Integrity in August.

As he sat in the Liberian tanker docked for a brief stop
en route from Rotterdam, Young used a table top as a
makeshift map to point out the tiny volcanic rock in the
middle of the South Pacific where English sailors settled
after the mutiny on the Bounty on April 28, 1789.

The New York City skyline was framed in a porthole
behind Young as he moved an empty can of soda pop to
represent New Zealand. An ashtray was Panama. In
between was the South Pacific, and smack in the middle
was Young's finger, pointing to Pitcairn Island.

Young said more than half of the 50 residents on the 2.5-
square-mile British possession are descendants of
Edward Young, the Bounty's midshipman, or Fletcher
Christian, another of the mutineers who settled there in
1790.

Texas is leading the trend toward local film offices.
Lockett said offices now are open in Dallas-Fort Worth,
Houston, San Antonio, Laredo, Abilene and Marshall.

‘“Texas consistently ranks third (in filmmaking) in the
country behind Hollywood and New York,” said Dana
Shelton, assistant director of the Texas Film Commission
“The future of production in Texas, we feel, is very
strong."”

The reason for the growth is a trend that is taking
moviemakers off the studio backlots and sending them
tramping around the country in search of the proper
location

‘““There are a number of reasons for the move to location
production,” Shelton said. ‘‘One is the availability of
lightweight, portable equipment. There’s the desire to get
away from the watchful eyes of the studio and get to a
remote location. Third, with more sophisticated viewers,
you have to have authentic locations.”’

That’'s where the local film offices become involved,
Lockett said

Wall to Wall
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“We offer them a staff that can go out and do the
legwork and look for an actual location and save the
production company a lot of money,” he said. “It takes a
lot of the load off them. We can doin one day what it would
take them a week to do."”

Ben-Ami said shooting on location in El Paso actually
saves him money because he doesn’t have to invest in the
construction of sets needed on the backlots.

“By using practical locations that are cheaper than
Hollywood or anywhere else, you can allow yourself to pay
most of the money to actors, stars,’” he said. ‘' You can put
your money on the screen.”

Lockett also acts as liaison between the film company
and the city, arranging police and fire department
cooperation for certain scenes and making sure the
company keeps its promises.

““The only way to compete is to make things very easy
and uncomplicated,” Ben-Ami said. ‘“The local people —
like the extras — are terrific. Everybody’s anxious to
work.”’

El Pasoans are adjusting to the eity’s new-found status
as a location area. Since the film office opened five years

ago, the city has hosted an average of two movies a year,
plus a number of on-lecation telévision vcommerclals,
Lockett said. Titles "include ‘‘The Bor_der,"" “The
Getaway,"” *“Wrong is Right’’ and *‘Resurrection.

Lockett said the city has been rewarded by the
economic benefits of hosting the production companies,
with millions of dollars going to hotels, carpenters, extras
and supply houses.

“There’s also the intangible benefits on tourism and the
way people look at the city,” he said,

Lockett said there was a tremendous outcry from the
community after ‘“The Border’’ was released because the
Jack Nicholson film showed only the seamier side of El

'Paso. But he says ‘‘Lone Wolf'’ may change all that.

“‘Lone Wolf' has the potential of really doing good for
the city,” he said. *“The key ingredients for having a good
movie for El Paso are there.”

3rd sought on rape charge

BOSTON (AP) — Two physicians con-
victed of raping a nurse were in prison
today, while a third doctor convicted in the
case was being hunted as a fugitive who
may have fled the country.

Superior Court Judge James McGuire
refused to allow the two defendants who
showed up in court Wednesday to remain
free pending further appeal.

Defense attorneys tried to get the state
Supreme Court to order a rehearing or to
hold up sentencing, but the high court
refused both requests without comment.

Another effort in federal court was ex
pected today.

The defendants are Drs. Arif Hussain, 31,
a native of Pakistan who lives in Waterbury,
Conn.; Alan Lefkowitz, 30, of Brookline,
Mass.; and Eugene Sherry, 27, a New
Zealander who had been living in New York.

Sherry failed to appear and an arrest
warrant was issued. He previously had
notified the district attorney's office that he
would be unable to attend because of an
illness in the family.

The Boston Herald American reported

' Modays that officials, fearing Shesry may

have fled to New Zealand, plan to question
Sherry's friends and his fiancee, Ann
Blanche. Although Sherry’'s passport has
been revoked, officials speculate he may
have obtained an illegal passport or fled to
Canada, the newspaper said.

OPEC considers output

Venezuela’s oil minister is threatening to break OPEC’s
production-sharing agreement if other countries continue
to violate a pact to produce no more than 17.5 million
barrels a day total.

Meanwhile, a top U.S. official says foreign steel imports
can't be blamed for all the problems facing the domestic
steel industry.

Humberto Calderon Berti, the Venezuelan oil minister,
told reporters Wednesday that at least three members of
the Organization of Petroleum Exporting Countries are
violating individual production quotas agreed on last
March. He spoke after a special meeting of an OPEC
committee.

All 13 OPEC ministers are scheduled to meet Friday in
a special session to consider the committee’s recom-
mendation that they maintain the current total output
ceiling of 17.5 million barrels a day.

Addressing the problem of the depressed U.S. steel
industry, Commerce Secretary Malcolm Baldrige told
reporters that the economy and low productivity — not
imports —are mostly to blame. .

Baldrige, however, left for Brussels, Belgium, to
discuss with Common Market officials the problem of
European steel being sold in the United States more
cheaply than domestic companies can produce it. The
Commerce Department ruled last month that seven
European countries were subsidizing exports to the
United States in violation of U.S. law.

“Imports are not the chief cause of the steel industry’s
problems,”” Baldrige said. ‘““They are one contributing
cause. The chief causes are the generally bad state of the
economy and low productivity.”

The pressure seemed greater on West Germany, the
reigning European champion playing in the first all-
European semifinals in 16 years, and on the crafty giant
killers from Italy, who beat defending champion
Argentina and tournament favorite Brazil to get into the
semifinals

Italy took the world soccer title in 1934 and 1938, while
the West Germans did it in 1954 and 1974. Brazil was the
only team to wirlthree, in 1958, 1962 and 1970

France's best finish was third in 1958, matched by
Poland in 1974

“We are very satisfied, but we must want to win. The
most important thing is to keep our enthusiasm,’’ French
coach Michel Hidalgo said Wednesday in Seville

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World Cup finale:
to be televised

SEVILLE, Spain (AP) — American
television viewers Sunday will get to see the
what most of the world considers most
important Wu event in the last four years
when ABC-TV presents live coverage of the
1982 World Cup soccer championship match.

Until this year, the World Cup final has
been available mostly through closed circuit
television.

Mass viewers were shown only brief
highlights on the nightly sports wrapup
shows that could not capture the arduous
road to the final every four years nor the
soaring public frenzy as the championship
drew near.

“‘We were interested in doing it whether
live or by tape delay,” explained Bob Iger,
director of program planning for ABC
Sports. ‘“We discovered much to our sur-
prise that they (World Cup organizers) were
interested in getting it to the States in a
broad way.

“In the past, closed circuit live was the
norm, which was a tremendously lucrative
venture. But this time they were more
concerned with the potential exposure,”
Iger said.

ABC crews arrived in Madrid Tuesday,
and headed for Barcelona the following
night to get footage depicting the semifinal
buildup for Thursday’'s match between Italy
and Poland.

On Saturday, the network will show
highlights of that semifinal and Thursday’s
other semfinal in Seville between European
champion West Germany and France on
Wide World of Sports.

World Cup final coverage Sunday com-

mences at 1:30 (EDT) — a half hour before
kickoff — with a show explaining the
significance of the event, how the teams
survived the original pool of 24 national
teams that arrived in Spain a month ago,
and depicting the fans who followed them. :

Jim McKay will do the play-by-play for:
the final, and former American Soccer-
League commissoner Mario Machado and
veteran soccer journalist Paul Gardner will
be on hand for the color commentary.

At a time when scholastic soccer-~
programs are mushrooming throughout this
country, the network coverage shatters the
insular attitude of American sports
coverage and pays tribute to the event that
this year will be viewed by an estimated 1.5
billion people around the world.

“The worldwide significance of this event
is unequalled in terms of a single sports
event. People like to think of the Olympics
as an event, but we consi-r it a multi-sport
event,’’ Iger said.

ABC executives will be watching the
World Cup ratings carefully to gauge its
coverage of the 1986 event, which is
scheduled to be held in Colombia

“It's not being done for experimental
reasons, but if it is a success, that will en-
courage us, although I don't see an
American network putting the semifinals on
live on game day because they are held on a
weekday. But this will determine whether
we will use more highlights,'' Iger said

The only American television coverage of
the entire 54-match tournament has been
provided by the Spanish language network
(SIN), on VHF

SEATTLE (AP) — Mountain goats wandéring on the
snow-capped peaks of the Olympic Penimsula face
chemical or surgical sterilization to curb theif population
in what a researcher says may become a pecessity for
worldwide wildlife management.

The animals, introduced to northwest Washi in
1925, have been protected from hunters since area
became Olympic National Park in 1938, The park's 700
goats now compete with deer, elk, marmots ahd other
native wildlife for forage, severely damaging plant
growth in some areas, said Don Jackson, assistant park
superintendent.

Dr. Jim Fdster, a veterinarian and curator of research
at Seattle's Woodland Park Zoo, said a dozen goats will be
caught for an experimental program later this month,
Some of the goats will undergo tubal ligation — also used
in humans — and others will be treated with implants or
hormone injections to make them temporarily sterile,

Such fertility control measures would be especially
beneficial in areas like Africa, where wildlife is plentiful
but human needs for development and agriculture may
take precedence, Foster said.

“Unfortunately, that ig the way it has become," he said.
“The smaller our Earth’'becomes as a result of population
expansion and resource needs, the more we are going to
have to be involved in management of wildlife species.”

The most promising procedure for the goats is an im-
plant, where synthetic progesterone is implanted in
silicone under the skin of a female and absorbed over four
years to prevent the animal from conceiving, Foster said.
The simplest is a hormone injection, but it Jasts only six
months, hesaid.

‘The implant procedure is used in zoos to control
pregnancy in some animals. Foster said mountain goats
normally begin reproducing after age 3 and live to about
12, so the implants would render the goats infertile for
about half their reproductive lives, while a tubal ligation
wwld leave them completely sterile

“1 think we're going to gain a lot of information
regarding potential for wildlife controls,” said Foster,
who will be assisted by Dr. Stephen Seager, reproductive

siologist with the Natlonnl lr-mule of Henlth in

hesda, Md.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The CIA has set up a
“‘screening arrangement’
aimed at preventing CIA
director William J. Casey
from taking official actions
for personal gain, but the
new system still allows
Casey to buy and sell stock at
his discretion

The new system was
established in May, after
Casey reported selling more
than $600,000 in oil stock in
1981, a year when oil stock
prices fell amid a worldwide
glut. Also in 1981, the CIA
reversed itself and predicted
the Soviet Union would not
be importing oil in the 1980s

Government ethics chief J

Jackson Walter called the
new plan a ‘‘good and
thorough system’ for

policing possible conflicts of
interest. But some senators
and a Carter administration
ethics adviser contend it
offers little new protection
against the CIA director's
misusing information in his
stock dealings

The CIA director is one of a
handful of top officials with
broad access to US. in
telligence information, in-
cluding secret government
estimates of world oil sup-
plies. Casey is the only
senior Reagan official with
such access who neither set
up a blind trust nor divested
some of holdings before
taking office

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Valerie Curtin pounds a
typewriter as a secretary on the new ABC series “9to5,"”
and at home she's also at the typewriter as a successful
movie screenwriter.

Miss Curtin stars in the series as Judy Bernly, recently
divorced and a beginner office worker befuddled by her
unaccustomed surroundings in a big conglomerate.

Seated in the grandstands, watchful eyes behind wide-rimmed glasses,
he can offer a comment on almost anything, pausing occasionally to
squirt a stream of tobacco juice on the .

He doesn’t miss many rodeos — which is ironic, because an accident at
a rodeo 22 years ago drastically changed his life.

Kenneth Williams was a clown then, performing at the 1960 Howard
County Junior Rodeo.

It was early in the Aug. 13 performance, during the bareback bronc
riding, and Williams was just clowning around.

The bronc had already pitched his ride, and Williams decided he would
rope the horse for laughs — something he had done many times before.

““I'd rope him,”” Williams says, *“and when he got to the end of the rope,
I'd pull back on it and turn a flip.”

This time, something went wrong.

The horse, instead of continuing to run toward the chutes, slowed and
turned his head just as Williams gave the rope a jerk to begin his flip.

“It didn’t work,”" he says. ‘I landed on the back of my head and broke
my neck.”’

“I was in the stands,” says Jean Williams, the fallen clown’s wife. “I
never realized that he was hurt that bad — for a little while no one did.”’

Williams says he was knocked out when he hit the ground, but ap-
parently he retained some consciousness.

“The guy that was clowning with you went over and you asked him,
‘Are my legs still up in the air?’,” Jean says to her husband.

neck hurts a little.” ”

‘‘When they took him out of the ambulance into the hospital, his legs fell
off the stretcher. I realized then he didn’t know it,” Jean says.

The ride to Hall-Bennett Hospital is just a hazy recollection to Williams,
filled with snatches of color from the lights and with the wail of the siren

“I knew something was wrong, because I couldn’t move,”” he says
“But it’s such a shock that you don’t know what'’s wrong.”’

WILLIAMS SPENT one night in the hospital here, then was transferred
to a Lubbock hospital.

“I came to in Lubbock when they were drilling holes in my head to put
the tongs in and straighten out my neck — I remember a nurse’s shoes,”’
he says.

That was the beginning of a seven-week stay in the Lubbock hospital,
which was followed by a transfer to the Veteran’s Administration hospital
in Big Spring, wheré he spent a month. Williams was transferred from
the VA facility to Houston, where he spent 370 days in a rehabilitation pro-
gram. s

‘“The first year was the hardest,” Williams says, and his wife agrees

“I even told her to get away, leave me alone, just go," he says. “‘You're
down so much, you feel like everything’s against you. You go through 18
to 24 months of trying to adjust, and you don’t know if you want to live or
die. You’ve got to make your mind up whether you want to live or die."

Williams decided he would live.

“You can’t quit,” he says, ‘‘unless you're a quitter. I've always been
kind of a fighter, and I felt it wasn’t no use to go the other way
