Why Car Insurance
Costs So Much

Do you ever wonder why your
car insurance costs so much -
and s llkely to cost more in the
future? If so, an article by Ri-
chard Dunlop in the Natlonal
Bafety Council’s magazine Traf-
tic Safety, will give you the an-
SWer.

First of all, Mr. Dunlop points
out, it isn't because the car In-
surance companles are reveling
in big profits. They have ac-
tually been paying out $116.70
for every $100 taken in through
premiums, and since World War
1I they have gone $5600 million
into the red.

This is partly accounted for
by inflated prices, and by car
designs which make repairs ex-
tremely expensive - but only
partly. Chiselers of assorted
kinds are involved In the prof-
itable business of turing car ac-
cidents Into jackpots. Thelr
Tdds of actlvity range from
garages which pad bllls to am-
bulance-chasing lawyers.

But this doesn't end the sto
As Mr. Dunlop puts it: “Jurles
glve away insurance money
with an almost incredible dis-
regard for the facts of a case.”
He cltes n Texas woman who
clalmed that merely witnessing

this | &0 accident caused her to suf-

fer a miscarriage. Two obstet-
riclans sald this was poppycock
=- but the jury awarded her
$90,000. New York State Sup-
eme Court Justice McDonald
has sald: “Eighty percent of
jury awards are excessive and
ten percent so grossly excessive
they must be set aside by the
court.”

One solution to this problem
is to reduce accidents. It can
be done., Mr. Dunlop gives Butte
Mon%ana, as an example. Its
passenger car Iinsurance rate
actually dropped from $117 In
1936 to $35 at! present, while
the rates in most other places
were soaring. Butte did it by
breaking up the rackets, and by
putting into effect a tough
traffic safety program that
worked. What Bu
any ty

cltizens demand it and back up
the authorities.
