Social Security For 
Farm Workers

An Important date for farm 
opertators to remember Is Jan­
uary 31, 1959. On or before th a t 
time, employers of farm help 
must report the amount of cash 
wages paid farm workers dur­
ing 1958 to the District Director 
of the Department of Internal 
Revenue. This statement applies 
to all farmers who employ farm 
workers whose work meets the 
definition of Agricultural La­
bor as defined by the social 
security law. To determine If 
your farm worker Is covered by 
the social security law there arc 
three (3) tests which can be ap­
plied.

Test No. 1 Includes all agricul­
tural workers who are paid $150 
or more In cash wages during 
1958. In determining If the $150 a  
year test Is met, all cash wages 
must be Included regardless of 
whether paid on a time, piece­
work, or other basis.

Test No. 2 Includes those 
workers who perform agricul­
tural labor for one employer on 
20 or more days during the 
year for an amount computed 
on a time basis. The time basis 
may be by the hour, day, week, 
ets. (In determining this test Is 
met, count only the days on 
which the employee worked for 
cash pay, computed on a  time 
basis. However, If the 20-day- 
ycar test Is met, all cash wages 
paid during the year, whether 
on a time, piecework, or other 
basis, are subject to social se­
curity tax).

The third test concerns do­
mestic service In the private

home of an employer, if the ser­
vice Is performed on a farm 
operated for profit, the domestic 
employee Is considered an agri­
cultural worker and must meet 
either test No. 1, or test No. 2.

If your agricultural worker 
meets any one of the three tests, 
your yearly report showing the 
worker’s name, social security 
account number, and amount of 
cash paid during 1058 must be 
submitted by January 31, 1959. 
to the District Director of in­
ternal Revenue. The report 
should be made on Treasury De­
partm ent Form 943 and can be 
obtained upon application from 
the Internal Revenue Service. 
This form requires tha t the so­
cial security tax of 4 1-2 percent 
of all wages paid for 1958 up to a 
total of $4200 In the year for an 
Individual employee accompany 
the report (2 1-4 percent should 
have been deducted from the 
employee’s wages and 2 1-4 per­
cent Is to be paid by the em­
ployer.) The employer must pay 
the total tax of 4 1-2 percent 
regardless of whether or not the 
2 1-4 percent Is deducted from 
the employee’s wages. To facili­
tate accurate reporting, the 
employers should keep recordj 
showing the employee’s name, 
social security number, number 
of days worked, cash paid, and 
the amount deducted os tax 
from the worker’s wages.

Your failure to report an em­
ployee timely and properly may 
Jeopardize his rights to benefits 
(monthly benefits a t retire­
ment age 65 for men, 62 for wo­
men, benefits to him and his 
dependents If he Is totally dis­
abled a t age 50) and payments 
to his survivors If he should die.

For the vxst majority of Tex­
ans, odds have probably increas­
ed since January 1, that the bird 
they select will not have been 
inspected for wholcsomencss.

Tills state of affairs developed 
when the federal government, 
effective on the first day of this 
year, made It mandatory that 
all poultry products shipped 
across a state line must first be 
checked for wholesomeness by a 
federal Inspector.

What this means Is obvious: 
Texas poultry products which 
are not of sufficient quality to 
pass federal inspection and sub­
sequent out-of-state marketing 
are going to M marketed a t 
home.

Texas has no mandatory state­
wide Inspection law for poultry. 
Rather, It has legal provisions 
whereby a poultry plant can 
voluntarily—and that’s the key 
work — arrange for Inspection 
services and thereby win the right 
to attach an official legend of 
approval on wholesome birds.

You're lucky If you harwm to 
live In Houston, Pecos, Wichita 
Falls, Midland, or Brenham. Of 
iM-Tvmm- u u m -oiiIx I h e w f l t r  
presently are known to have 
local ordinances prohibiting the 
sale ot uninspected poultry pro­
ducts.

Similar ordinances are pend­
ing In Tyler, Lubbock, Amarillo, 
Odessa, Waco, and Big Spring. 
Every other city In the State 
faces the possibility of becoming 
a  dumping ground for unfit 
poultry.
