Brown shooting case closed

A Fnona man was acting in
scif-defense when he shot and
Killed 73-year-old Max Allen of
Grady last summer, according to
District Attorney Andrea Reeb

Reeh announced Friday that a
Curry County grand jury had re-
cently cleared David Brown, 59,
of any wrongdomg after listen-
ng to about three hours of test-
mony. Brown s a grain farmer
who leased land from Allen. He
told Curry County Shenfl™s depu-
tics he and his son were working
a milo field across from Allen’s
home last June when he was con-
fronted by Allen, who was angry

Brown told deputics and the
Clovis News Joumal that Allen
began chasing his tractor and
throwing rocks. Brown said he
and his son lefl and later discov-
ered keys to one of the vehicles
lefl in the ficld were missing

Two days later, deputies accom-
panied Brown to Allen’s house
and helped retneve the keys

Brown had called the shenfT’s of-
hice and saad Allen was mside the
house and probably armed

Sometime afler deputies left
and while Brown and his son
were sprayving to kill weeds in
the field, Brown said, Allen con-
fronted them agam. Undershentl
Wesley Waller smd 1t appeared
Allen was wresthing for control
of Brown's nfle when Allen suf-
fered a single and fatal gunshot
wound

Brown, a volunteer firefighter,
sard he tned to perform CPR on
Allen after summoning shenfl’s
deputies. Allen died at the scene

“The grand yjury’s function 1s to
decide whether probable cause
exists for a cnime,” Reeb said in
a press release. “Due to the cr-
cumstances of this case, | felt the
citizens of this county needed to
hear all the evidence and decide
whether this matter should go for-
ward on murder charges

The grand jury decided the kill-
mg was in sclf-defense and this
matter will now be closed.”

(I thought 1t was called
Freedom Tower.) The building
at the World Trade Center site
has been measured at 1,776
feet tall and designated as the
tallest building 1n America.
