My youngest brother picked
up on the spelling thing but
just didn’t put in the right let-
ters.

So TYC
became the term for ‘behind’ in
our house.

My brother and I still joke
about his first adventure in
spelling.

[ can remember going to see

movie my grandmother asked
me what we were going to see.
I knew ‘hell’ was a bad word
and had a hard time telling her.
I finally blurted out “The HM-
MMfighters”. After a bout of
laughter I was told that it was
okay to say the word because
it was part of the movie title.
It didn’t matter to me. I knew I

couldn’t say H-E-double hock-
ey sticks.

If two adults were talking in
a normal voice and suddenly
went to whispering that meant
something bad was happening
to someone.

..... [ remember. my grandmather,
talking about her. sister-in-law’

and saying that she was not do-
ing very well because of (whis-
per) CANCER.

I can’t help but think that if as
a society, if we would go back to
the old ways our kids wouldn’t
have to grow up so fast.

[ learned to spell early be-
cause I am nosy. I wanted to
know what they were saying.

But not all subjects are ap-
propriate for children. Neither
are some of the words used in
mixed company.

When my sons were little we
tried to shelter them from the
awful words and situations out
there. But we knew that when
they left the house we couldn’t
control what others said around
them or to them.

The day my sons came in
from playing in the backyard
and asked me what the f-word
was I nearly lost my teeth. They
had heard the word from one of
the neighbor kids and didn’t un-
derstand what it meant.

As a parent we have two roads
to go down when approached

with this situation. We can brush
it off and tell the children to i1g-
nore such language or we have a
‘talk’ about the definition of said
word.

[ had the ‘talk’. The boys

were not very old but they un-
derstood that it was a word that

didn’t need to be repeated. They
also leamed the meaning of the
word. I am not sure they totally
understood the definition but
they didn’t repeat the word.

I was once told that a child
would repeat a ‘bad’ word at the
most inopportune time. They
do!

The boys are older now and
all grown up. They use some of
those words but know when not
to use them.

We live in a world where 1t 1s
okay to insert a dirty word into
everyday conversation.

John Boehner uttered one on
the news the other day and I was
struck by how it just didn’t seem
fit to play on the news.

Don’t get me wrong, I have
uttered some of the words in my
life. It usually happens when
[ am upset or mad. It doesn’t
make it right.

What I am trying to say is that
maybe we need to watch what
we say around our children
and others.

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Dangerous Deceptions
Regarding Theft

[fyou are like me, you probably don’t think theft is a huge problem,
or at least you don’t think it is a huge problem until someone steals
from you. For example, when someone stole my tailgate off a pickup
I'used to drive, I realized that theft is a problem.

Statistically, theft is a massive problem costing businesses and
individuals millions of dollars each year in our country. For example,
one of the local convenience store managers estimated they lose
$700-$800 per month due to theft. A local police officer estimated
that half of their calls deal with theft in some form or fashion, and
the Bureau of Justice statistics says 7% of people in the US were
victims of identity theft in 2012.

God condemns theft in the eighth commandment because theft
reveals a heart uncommitted to His provision, His design for private
property, and a false conception of stewardship.

In fact, Satan is called a thief in John 10:10, coming to “‘steal and
kill and destroy.”

The deception of theft in any form is that you can have an abun-
dance of things by taking what is not rightfully yours. Accepting
such a deception can lead to prison, hurting others, and an eternity
without Christ.

The truth of God is that when you follow Him through a relation-
ship with Jesus Christ, you will have what you need and you are to
be a steward of it, because in receiving Christ you have far more
than you deserve.

L.ove Your Heart

By Melanie Gallman Braun

So we hear time after time,
exercise 18 good for your heart.
Your heart is about the size
of your fist, and beats about
100,000 times a day. It pumps
2,000 gallons of blood through
60,000 miles of blood vessels
in your body. Those are some
incredible numbers for a pump
that size! What is the training
eftect—the good—of exercise
for your heart?

Endurance training (aka car-
di0) increases the size of your
heart. This increase may occur
from an increase in the size of
the heart cavities (the atria and
the ventricles) as well as from
an increase in the size of the
walls of the heart. The result is
greater cardiac output with each
heartbeat. The larger cavities al-
low for more blood to be pumped
with each heartbeat. The thicker
walls (muscles) of the heart al-
low for increased contractility
meaning a greater emptying of
the ventricles each time the heart
beats. Bottom line is your heart is

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more efficient and doesn’t have
to pump (beat) as much. You
are lessening the “miles” on the
odometer—your heart doesn’t
have to work as hard because
it 1s stronger. The average heart
beats 70 times per minute. So for
example, if you lower your heart
rate to 60 bpm, that’s a savings
of 13,000 beats a day.

Increased capillanization is an-
other benefit of exercise. You can
“grow’” new capillaries. As your
muscle fibers increase in size
from exercise, new capillaries
form to increase the capabilities
of getting oxygen and nutrients
to those larger muscle fibers
and to carry away the metabolic
wastes. Increased capillarization
also occurs 1n the heart. Why is
that important? It can reduce the
possibility of cardiac disease
and heart attacks. And, in the
event of a heart attack, there are
more capillaries to get blood to
the heart muscle lessening the
damage. Show your heart some
love... Exercise!
