Neugebauer hails passage of
troop funding, drought relief

much to
Passing this legislation has been a
long process, but I am pleased that Congress
has found a way to get much needed relief to

Congressman Randy Neugebauer hailed the
House passage of important legislation that will
fund the War on Terror and provide drought
relief for Amenica’s farmers.

“It is unfortunate that it took 108 days for
some 1n Congress to end the political statements
and finally decide to back a responsible bill that
funds our troops and establishes benchmarks
for success,” said Neugebauver. “With this legis-
lation, the troops will now have the resources
they need to continue to fight and make progress
in the War on Terror. This funding gives our
new strategy in Iraq a chance to work.”

An amendment to the bill also passed the
House on Thursday that addresses the devas-
tating drought that has wiped out crop produc-
tion across the country over the past two years

“Our nation's agriculture producers work hard
each year to provide Americans with an afford-
able and abundant supply of food and fiber,”
said Neugebauer. “In some years, however, ad-

verse weather conditions prove too

overcome

the farmers who have suffered from this
drought.”

Under this legislation, H.R. 2206, producers
would be able to choose to be compensated for
either 2005 or 2006 crop losses (but not both) as
long as they purchased crop insurance for that
year. Eligible farmers must have suffered a 35
percent loss to apply for assistance, and the
payment would be 42 percent of the price. Fi-
nally, the combination of income from crop re-
ceipts, crop insurance, and disaster assistance
could not exceed 95 percent of what the value of
the crop would have been without a loss. Assis-
tance 1s also provided for livestock producers

The Senate 1s expected to vote on the com-
bined legislation Friday, which will clear the way

for President Bush to sign the bill into law

Secure borders and immigration reform without amnesty

By Senators Kay Bailey Hutchison and John Cornyn

As your U.S. Senators, we have been heavily
involved in the Congressional debate on immi-
gration reform for several years. We have taken
a leadership role on this issue because we repre-
sent a state that uniquely benefits from the
contributions of legal immigrants, but 1s also
uniquely vulnerable to the dangers of illegal
immigration. Throughout this process, our prin-
ciples have been clear and consistent: We must
secure our borders, and we cannot encourage
illegal behavior through amnesty.

On May 17th, the Bush administration, along
with a small group of Senators. announced a
compromise immigration bill that would take a
necessary first step in improving border security.
We did not join in the announcement. While our
efforts had a positive influence, we were not
convinced the announced proposal guarantees

The bill promises some long-term positive
changes, including significant border secunty
measures, an end to chain and a
switch to green card distnbution based on ment.

Island, Republic of Kiribati, a
small island located about 1000
miles south of Hawaii. The
local population of about 1900
people still live very much as
they have for generations. There
1S no running water and almost
no electricity. Other than cruise
ship passengers, few visitors
come to the island and the lo-
cals are eager to interact and
share their culture and way of
life.

A few times a year there are
supply ships from Australia that
come with rice and other staples
not available on the island. The
locals stock up when those
ships come to port, but they
are mostly self-sufficient and
have developed their own busi-
nesses and agriculture on the
island. We toured the island in
a small truck with bench seat-
ing in the back. It was a very
rough ride since they have only
little trails for roads. We saw
the grass huts where the native
people live and we saw the
schools and two churches that
some missionaries had estab-
lished. We were entertained at
the tender pier by groups of
performers (musicians, dancers,
storytellers).

While on the island we could
shop at an open air bazaar where
the locals had their homemade
goods for sale. Some of us
mailed ourselves a postcard with
rare stamps and postmark and
we also had our passports
stamped at this unique destina-
tion. Soon after the noon
barbeque, a storm blew in and
we had to leave the island. It

was a rough ride back to the
ship with rain and sand pelting
us all the way. Fanning Island
*was an interesting place to visit
but I think all of us would have
preferred to spend more time on
the Hawaiian Islands.

Days 7 and 8 were spent cruis-
ing back to Kauai. While cruis-
ing we could enjoy the ice
cream bar, go for a swim or
relax in the hot tub. We could
also choose to check out a book
at the library, or visit the fitness
center and walking track. And
we could also play cards which
was a favorite pastime for our
group.

Day 9: Our port of call was
Kauai. While.on Kauai we took
a tour to Waimea Canyon also
know as the Grand Canyon of
Hawaii.

Later that evening we enjoyed
a festive Lu'au, As the sun set
we watched the unearthing of
the Imu, the underground oven
where the pig is cooked. The
lu'au feast followed with a buf-
fet of Hawaiian delicacies and
desserts. Then we watched as
islanders presented songs and
dances that told a story of the
isles of Hawaii and its South
Pacific Cousins. The Ilu’au
ended with the spellbinding Sa-
moan fire knife dance.

Day 11: Our port of call was
Kona. Kona is known for its
coffee plantations and you
could visit quaint fishing vil-
lages or Parker Ranch, Hawaii's
biggest cattle ranch. While on
Kona, some of our group took
a nature cruise, where they got
to see dolphins and other ma-
rine life that live in these wa-
ters.
