per Fully irrigated comn yields have been in the 28 to 33
ton per acre range. Generally it appears the early planted corn
may out yield the later planted corn.

Stalk rot has been observed in several fields and it appears
to be worse in white corn. There are no remedial treatments
but if can figure out the disease, resistant or tolerant
hybrids can be selected to plant next year.

Cotton bollworm infestations have been sporadic. Some
fields have exceeded economic threshold while others have
only minimal infestations.

Spider mites continue to infest much of the area sorghum.
Populations range from 30% to 90% of leaves with mites
present. Parasitic wasps and predators are holding most green-
bug infestations in check.
