A history of Daylight Saving Time

BY ROGER HALDENBY, Plains Cotton Growers

The day that most of us in the United States
get that extra hour sleep as the clocks “fall
back™ from Daylight Saving Time to Standard
Time comes up next weekend.

Since 1986, the day that the U.S. changed its

Back in the days before clocks, we measured
tuime by sundials which meant that noon, wher-
ever you was when the sun was at its
highest in the sky. Even after clocks were
invented we stll set them by measuring the
position of the sun where we were.
to location on the face of the earth,
true local time.

Then came railways.

For railways to run to a schedule you have
to have the clocks at all the stations synchro-
nized to a standard time. On September 22, 1847
authonities in England recommended the adop-
tion of Greenwich Mean Time by all railway
stations 1n the United Kingdom. Similarly, stan-
dard ttime 1n time zones was instituted in the
U.S. and Canada by the railroads on November
18, 1883.

Daylight Saving Time came to us during
World War I in an effort to conserve fuel
needed to produce electric power. Other coun-
tries implemented this as early as 1916, but it
was not formally adopted in the U.S. until 1918.
After the war ended the DST law was repealed
as a federal measure and became a local option.

During World War I, Franklin
Roosevelt instituted year-round Daylight Sav-
ing Time. This was called War Time"” and ran
until September 30, 1945. From 1945 to 1966
there was, again, no federal law regarding DST.
States and localities were free to choose whether
or not to' observe Daylight Saving Time and
could choose when it began and ended. This

state or town began or ended DST, transporta-
tion companies had to publish new schedules.
By 1966,

step in and end the confusion, and to establish
one pattern across the country with the Uni-
form Time Act of 1966. That was tunkered with
in 1972, 1986 and again in 2005.

This latest change through the Energy Policy
Act of 2005 extended DST in the U.S. begin-
ning this year. Going from 2007 forward, DST in
the U.S. begins at 2:00 on the second
Sunday of March and ends at 2:00 a.m. on the
first Sunday of November. However, should the

change

prove unpopular or if energy savings
are not significant then Congress retained the
right to revert 1986 law, where DST
began the first Sunday of Aprl and ended at
2:00 a.m. on the last Sunday of October.

Around 70 countries around the world use
DST in at least a portion of the country, but
Japan, India, and China are the only major
industrialized countries that do not observe
some form of daylight saving. For the most
part, equatorial and tropical countries generally
don’t observe Daylight Saving Time. Because
the daylight hours are similar during every
season, there’s no advantage to moving clocks
forward dunng the summer.

~ before the Spanish conquest of Meso-America. Celebrations
and rituals of death and afterlife existed in the pre-Hispanic
cultures of the Olmec, Toltec, Aztec, and Maya. The Aztec
calendar dedicated two months to this celebration, the ninth
month for infants and the tenth for adults.

When the Spaniards arrived and began enforcing Chris-
tianity, they discouraged these celebrations for they be-
lieved them to be pagan rituals. The Spaniards were not
successful in changing the native’s beliefs and canceling
the celebrations, so they moved the date to coincide with
the Christian holidays of All Saints Day and All Souls Day.
Thus, October 31-November 2 are the dates which are
currently celebrated. This holiday is a national holiday in
Mexico and is observed in many parts of the United States.

We flew to Phoenix where we
joined the rest of the travelers
and spent the first night in
Scottsdale, Arizona. The next mom-
ing we were off on our joumey.
We had lunch in the artsy, pretty
town of Sedona, which is nestled
between red sandstone hills and
buttes. (We leamed the difference
in “mesas and buttes”, words that
we've heard of all of our lives,
but probably couldn't tell you
what they meant.) We were sur-
prised at the change in the land-
scape as we drove north, from
desert sand hills to beautiful red
rock formations.

We enjoyed the Glen Canyon
River and Dam and Lake Powell
where we spent the night The
next moming, we went on a break-
fast cruise. The weather was great
for this outing and we really en-
joyed the meal and fresh air.

As we traveled along we no-
ticed that at every stop there
were vendors selling “turquoise”
jewelry. Being leery, (from expen-
ence), we asked our guide about
where we could find authentic
turquoise and he advised us that
in Cameron, Anzona, we would
find the real stuff! We had fun
shopping there (and everywhere
else we stopped)!

We finally amved at the beauti-
ful North Rim of the Grand Can-
yon. What an amazing site! Our
guide, Art, took us on a short
walk on the Bright Angel Trail.
The scenery was breathtaking
with the different hues of the
hillsides and cliffs. We saw the
sunset and the sunnise on this
wonder, called Grand Canyon. We
stayed in cabins at the North Rim
and experienced first hand the
rustic mountain lodging there. The
Grand Canyon is surely our fa-
vorite National Park!

The next park was a total sur-
prise to most of us. Brice Canyon

IS truly a wonder with the
hoodoos, red cliffs and the natu-
ral .amphitheatre.

We were cau-
tioned not to go to the bottom as
it is a long way back up to the
top.

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Economical management offers life to playas

Of the more than 25,000 playa
wetlands in the plains, at least 70
percent have been altered from
their natural state through plow-
ing or sedimentation, said officials
at the Playa Lakes Symposium
held in Amarillo on October 23-24.

The overall message of the
symposium was this represents a
substantial loss of valuable re-
sources to landowners, because if
properly managed, a playa lake
can enhance property value, as
well as benefit wildlife.

Dr. Loren Smith, zoology de-
partment head at Oklahoma State
University, said a comparison of
cropland and rangeland playas will
show most cropland playas have
lost a majority of their depth due
to sedimentation, where grassland
playas have minimal sediment fill.

Sediment deposition is caused
by water erosion, not wind, Smith
said. Restoration will require fo-
cusing on the watershed and
keeping topsoil in place. The first
step should be to establish a
buffer strip around the playa. “If
we don’t do anything in the next

20 years, most playas will cease
to be productive,” Smith said.

Gene Miller, Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department biologist from
Canyon, agreed, saying the great-
est benefits for native wildlife,
wetland health and water conser-
vation can be achieved by the
establishment of large native prai-
rie buffers. To encourage this wa-
tershed management, he said it
will take programs that are attrac-
tive to landowners and allow vol-
untary participation.

Each landowner has to find a
place somewhere on the line be-
tween managing only for wildlife,
and only for farming and ranch-
ing that works for them, said Ken
Cearley, Extension wildlife special-
ist in Canyon.

“We're constantly faced with
making a living off that land, and
most of the time playas are just in
the background,” Cearley said.
“It’s our choice to give a playa a
priority or not. Farming and ranch-
ing are both first in mind when
we talk about agriculture, but wild-
life are also a part of the mix and
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should be an integral part of pro-
duction on the land.”” Sound stew-
ardship of the land is the bottom
line, as well as what is economi-
cally feasible, he said.

Landowners should consider
how much value a well-maintained
playa might add to their land be-
cause of the wildlife it attracts for
food and cover, Cearley said.
Most advertisements for land in
newspapers now mention deer,
turkey and quail for hunting or
observation purposes.

Some playas are prettier than
others, and may offer more retum,
he said, suggesting landowners
start by taking inventory of the
land, pinpointing the positive as-
pects. Getting an aerial photo-
graph of the location through
Texas Natural Resource Informa-
tion Service, GoogleEarth.com or
other locations with user-friendly
global positioning satellite tech-
nology can help, Cearley said.

Know how much personal in-
volvement it will take, especially
when getting into hunting and
other recreational type uses that
may require leases and visitors to
the area, he advised. “Set your
goals and prionties,” Cearley said.
“Then figure out a way for the
land to reach its full potential.”

To reach maximum potential, a
buffer of native grasses at least
two to three times the area of the
playa basin needs to be estab-
lished, he said. Fencing may be
necessary to control grazing. Dif-
ferent grazing pressures result in

while intense grazing would at-
tract animals looking for short-
grass cover, such as praine dogs,
burrowing owls and shorebirds.
Some playas must continue to
be used for livestock Water,
Cearley said. In those cases, it
might be necessary to fence por-
tions of the playa and understand
that the grazed portion will be
under more pressure. Fencing may
not be needed when the playa is
among row crops, he said. But
management is still an-issue, in-

cluding leaving stubble in place

as long as possible, allowing the
waste grain to be used as feed
for pheasants and other birds.

Several govemment programs
are available to assist landowners
with playa preservation, including
CP23A, the Wetlands Reserve Pro-
gram and the Wildlife Habitat In-
centives Program, said DeDe
Jones, Texas Agncultural Exten-
sion risk management specialist.

Jones provided an outline of
the three programs:

- CP23A is a special incentive
Conservation Reserve Program for
restoring playas on land with a
dryland cropping history of at
least four years. The money must
be used to establish a buffer that
is at least 50-feet wide and up to
four times the wetlands’ acreage.
Cost-sharing of up to 90 percent
i1s available, but none for fencing.
Contracts are for 10-15 years and
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- Wetlands Reserve Program
has three options, but basically
provides incentives to stop. culti-
vation of" areas that once were
playas. . Cropping history is not
required. It provides a 10-year res-
toration cost-share agreement with
the Natural Resources Conserva-
tion Service paying 75 percent of
eligible expenses, including fenc-
ing, earth moving and grass plant-
ing.

- Wildlife Habitat Incentives Pro-

gram involves a 50 percent to 75
percent restoration cost-share
agreement: with the contract run-
ning between five to 15 years.

Grazing is allowed.

Jones said estimated net In-
come from the CP23A is often
more than the retums from dry-
land wheat and sorghum in the
High Plains, so it may appeal to
producers in this region. The at-
tractiveness of the Wetlands Re-
serve Program depends on the
ability to generate enough wildlife
revenues to offset restoration
costs and crop and pasture In-
come losses, she said.

The Wildlife Habitat program
can be more economical at lower
restoration cost levels and/or
longer contract lengths, Jones said.
“Every playa has to be handled
on a case-by-case basis to see
which option works best,” she
said.
