CASA volunteers needed

| News outlets throughout our area arc full right now of stories 
! about the legislative session that started this week. Many of those 
! stories are about unmet needs and how best to fund programs to 
■meet those needs. The amount of money being debated is 
1 staggering, but the number 1 can’t get out of my head is 47,000.
! That’s the number of children who passed through the Texas 
foster care system last year in search of a safe, permanent home.

1 am a Court Appointed Special Advocate, or better known as a 
CASA. This is a way of saying I am a volunteer, appointed by a 
judge, to represent the best interest of a child in CPS custody. 
That means I talk to everyone involved in the child’s life -  
teachers, Overapists, foster parents, relatives, caseworkers, attor­
neys -  then give the judge my recommendation on how to best 

• help that child through the system to a safe, permanent home. I 
ihave personally been involved in a case since 2004. The children 
Jin this case have been through numerous case workers. I have 
■ been the only consistent person on the case. The information I 
■have learned through the years has been valuable in communicat- 
: ing what is best

The steady presence of a committed volunteer advocate dedi­
cated to a child can be the difference between a life bouncing from 
foster home to foster home and the permanence of a loving home. 
Thai’s why I’m hopeful lawmakers will find a way to give CASA 
programs additional funds to maintain the level of service they’ve 
achieved over 20,000 children represented last year -  and to 
recruit and train enough volunteers to serve another 4,000 children. 
If they don’t, many of our State’s most vulnerable citizens 
will go without that one adult devoted to their best interest 
and their future.

Fatal wreck near Hereford
The DPS Public Information Office in Amarillo identified 

Mariano Teratol Jimenez of Mexico as the driver who was 
killed in a traffic accident January 9 about 5.1 miles west of 
Hereford on U.S. 60.

Jiminez was driving a 1994 Saturn passenger car eastbound 
in the westbound lanes of U.S. 60. The vehicle collided head- 
on with a 1993 Cadillac traveling westbound and driven by 
Daniel Sosa of Hereford. The Cadillac slid into a 1991 Chevrolet 
pickup also wes'tbound driven by Jose Quezada of Hereford. 
Jimenez was pronounced dead at the scene at 8:10 a.m.

Sosa was transported by ambulance to Northwest Texas 
Hospital with a broken leg. Quezada was uninjured. DPS 
Troopers said all subjects were wearing their seatbelts.

More marijuana seized on 1-40
January 7 at 9:35 am. near Gnx>m troopers working patrol on I- 

40 in Carson County stopped a Chrysler passenger car for failing 
to indicate a lane change. During the stop tnxipers observed signs 
of criminal activity from die driver and die passenger.

Hie driver was Bianka S. Sanchez of Albuquenque who was 
traveling to Chicago. Consent to search die vehicle was denied so 
a DPS K-9 conducted a free air sniff of the vehicle and alerted to a 
controlled substance.

The tnxipers subsequently searched die vehicle and located 128 
pounds of marijuana, valued at $52,% 1, located in a vacuum sealed 
bag in die trank. Sanchez and passenger Moses Ackbar of 
Albuquerque were txxiked into die Carson County jail for posses­
sion of marijuana (Editor's note: transporting large athotmis of 
illegal controlled substances long distances in one’s vehicle is a 
risk and not recommended.)

First 2009 sales tax sent
Comptroller Susan Combs announced that the state collected 

$1.86 billion in sales tax revenue in December, up 2 percent 
compared to December 2007.

“State sales tax collections have grown 3.9 percent for the first 
four months of state fiscal year 2009,” Combs said. “Growth in 
overall collections has slowed compared to recent years, while 
remittances from key sectors such as construction and retail trade 
have declined.”

December state sales tax collections and January allocations to 
local governments represent sales that occurred in November.

Parmer County’s January 2009 payment totaled $34,416.65 bro­
ken down as Bovina $5,754.35; Farwell $6,292.85; and Friona 
$22,369.45. In January 2008 the tax payment total was $32535.87.

Comparing tax receipts from the same period last year, payments 
were up 5.78%, broken down as Bovina -0.02%; Farwell 9.45%; 
and Friona 6.36%.

For the year, Parmer County cities have received a total of 
$34,416.65 as compared to $32535.87 for the same period last year, 
a 5.78% change.

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Annual water level measurements begin
Beginning in early Janu­

ary, High Plains Under­
ground Water Conservation 
District No. 1 personnel will 
make annual depth-to-water 
level measurements to de­
te rm in e  the e ffec t o f 
pumpage during 2008 on 
ground water levels in the 
Ogallala aquifer within the 
district’s 15-county service 
area.

Water level measurements 
are made in a network of 
more than 1,200 privately- 
owned wells. These water 
level observation wells are 
spaced throughout the dis­
trict at a density of about 
one well per nine square 
miles.

“It is important for the 
public to be aware that our 
staff will be visiting observa­
tion well sites from early 
January until completion of 
this work effort,” said High 
Plains Water District Man­
ager Jim Conkwright.

The depth-to-water level 
measurement is made by low­
ering a steel tape to a pre­
determined depth in the well. 
The first few feet of the tape 
lowered into each well is 
coated with carpenters’ chalk, 
which turns a darker shade 
of blue when it comes into 
contact with water.

The distance from land sur­
face to the static water level 
is determined by subtracting 
the amount of tape with the 
darker blue chalk from the 
total feet of tape extended 
into the well.

After the measurement is 
made, a blue vinyl sticker 
with the observation well 
number, the depth-to-water 
level measurement, and the 
date of the measurement is 
affixed to the well equipment 
or other appropriate surface 
near the well site.

Water District personnel 
measure the same wells in 
the observation well network 
each year, as long as the 
individual wells are accessible

and continue to provide sat­
isfactory data. The current 
depth-to-water level measure­
ment in individual wells is 
compared to that of the pre­
vious year to determine the 
annual change in water lev­
els in the Ogallala aquifer 
within the district.

Maps showing (he loca­
tion and well number of the 
observation wells in each 
county or portion of a county 
served by the water district 
are published each year in 
the district’s newsletter, The 
Cross Section. The water 
level issue contains tables 
listing observation wells in 
each county within the dis­

trict and the average and an­
nual change in water levels 
for one-year, five-year, and 
10-year intervals.

If you have purchased a home since 
you signed up for the Homestead Ex­
emption you need to reapply for the 
exemption.

Agricultural use exemptions are 
available for all who have purchased 
agricultural property.
