Project FRONTIER study under way in Parmer County

Project FRONTIER (Fac­
ing Rural O bstac les to 
healthcare Now Through 
Intervention, E ducation & 
Research) began in early 
2006 under the direction 
of Dr. Sid O’Bryant, direc­
tor of Research for the F. 
Marie Hall Institute for Ru­
ral and Community Health 
and Assistant Professor in 
the Department of N eurol­
ogy at the Texas Tech 
University Health Sciences 
Center.

I'he p u rp o se  o f the  
study is to exam ine the 
issues o f cogn itive  d e ­
cline, A lzheim er’s disease 
and other dem entia syn­
dromes in a rural aging 
p o p u la tio n . N early  100 
residents in Parmer County 
participate in this co llabo­
rative study thus far.

“The Project FRONTIER 
study is unique,” says Dr. 
O ’Bryant, “because very 
little  inform ation is avail­
able on the health care 
needs of the rural aging 
p o p u la tio n . O v e r the  
course of this study, we 
expect to be able to add 
to that know ledge.”

Phase two of the study, 
now under way, is the re ­
sult of the collaborative 
efforts of the F. Marie Hall 
In stitu te  for Rural and 
C om m unity  H ealth , the 
Garrison Institu te on A g­
ing, the D epartm ent of 
N e u ro lo g y , the  S o u th  
Plains Alcohol and A ddic­
tio n  R e se a rc h  C e n te r  
(SPAARC), the Laura W.

Manager
B u sh  In s t i tu te  fo r 
W o m en ’s H e a lth , the 
School of N ursing and the 
D e p a rtm e n t o f F a m ily  
Medicine.

“ Dr. O ’B ryant’s study is 
a model for rural health 
research. He will help to 
a ttract the expertise  of 
other investigators in ru ­
ral health stud ies,” says 
Dr. Steven Berk, dean for 
the Texas Tech U niversity 
Health Sciences C en ter’s 
School of M edicine. “Dr. 
O ’Bryant’s ties to the G ar­
r iso n  I n s t i tu te ,  the 
SPAARC group and the 
Laura W. Bush Institute 
for W omen’s Health will 
provide an exciting syn­
ergy for research co llabo­
ration .”

In this study, which pro­
vides a detailed exam ina­
tion of risk factors affect­
ing c a rd io v a sc u la r  and 
cognitive health of the ru ­
ral a g in g  p o p u la t io n , 
study participants will re ­
ceive a free medical exam, 
in -d ep th  assessm en t of 
cardiovascular risk factors, 
and de ta iled  testing  of 
memory and thinking.

For Project FRONTIER, 
Dr. O ’Bryant hopes to add 
300 or so participants from 
Parmer County per year for 
the next two years and he 
plans to expand the study 
to in c lu d e  p a r tic ip a n ts  
from  o ther W est Texas 
counties. “ In the next sev­
eral years, it is our hope 
to have m ore than 20 
counties participating in

this study and to follow 
these participants for more 
than 10 years. The devel­
o p m en t o f th is  b ro ad  
study poises Texas Tech

U niversity Health Sciences 
C enter to have one of the 
most extensive rural aging 
studies in the country.”

Dr. O ’Bryant also cu r­

rently has a part-tim e po­
sition available for a res i­
dent of Parm er County to 
become part of the Project 
FRONTIER team.

people talk about. And it is 
in a mess. Obamacare they 
call it.

The 
doctors and hospitals and 
clinics’ costs have not gone 
down but their Medicare rev­
enue has. Wow!

Cowboy Steak Tacos

1 lb. Beef breakfast steaks (thinly sliced eye of round) 
1/4 tsp salt
1 cup strong coffee
2 tbsp ketchup
2 tsp chili powder
2 tsp vegetable oil
1 small red onion thinly sliced
1 red or green sweet pepper thinly sliced
12 6-inch tortillas (flour, com, or whole wheat)
3/4 cup prepared com relish 
Fresh cilantro leaves (optional)

1. Thinly slice the steaks (as for stir fry). Sprinkle steaks 
with salt; set aside. For sauce, in small bowl whisk 
together coffee, ketchup, and chili powder.

2. In 12-inch skillet heat oil over medium-high heat; add 
beef. Cook and stir 2-3 minutes or until brown on all 
sides. Add sauce, onion, and sweet pepper. Cook 6-8 
minutes or until vegetables are tender and sauce is thick­
ened.

3. Meanwhile wrap tortillas in paper towels. Warm in 
microwave on 100% power for 30 seconds. Spoon steak 
and vegetable mixture on tortillas. Top with com relish 
and sprinkle cilantro.

Congress has put a Band- 
Aid on the problem. How­
ever the patch job hasn’t 
fixed the real problem, which 
is the faulty funding formula 
that Medicare uses to calcu­
late Medicare payments to 
the doctors.

There is good news 
though for Friona Rural 
Health Clinic patients. Clinic 
business m anager Susie 
Spring says that because the 
clinic is designated as a Ru­
ral Health Clinic, doctors are 
paid a Medicare ‘encounter 
rate’. Regardless of the seri­
ous nature of your doctor 
visit, Friona doctors are paid 
the same Medicare encoun­
ter rate each time you have a 
face-to-face visit with them 
at the clinic.

While Medicare seems safe 
at our local clinic, Ms. Spring 
says the problem  often 
comes when doctors refer lo­
cal patients to specialists in 
Amarillo or elsewhere. “More 
and more specialists are no 
longer accepting Medicare 
patients,” she said.

When I asked whether 
Medicare pays the clinic in a 
timely manner, Ms. Spring 
said that Medicare in general 
pays faster than insurance 
company claims. “We have a 
constant struggle collecting

from insurance companies," 
she said.

Congress has made insur­
ance companies the bad guys 
throughout the healthcare de­
bate. It is a reputation that 
could be rightly deserved. 
Stories abound of folks who 
thought they had good cov­
erage only to be denied 
when illness or accident arise.

Insurance premiums con­
tinue to go up and up. 
Frankly I do not see how 
small businesses continue to 
afford health benefits. Indeed 
many businesses have been 
forced to reduce benefits and 
increase deductibles and co­
pays to control costs.

Hospitals are not without 
fault. Who has not heard sto­
ries of $10 aspirins and all 
sorts of itemized high costs 
for the simplest of hospital 
stays? There are those who 
make a living auditing hospi­
tal bills and battling insur­
ance companies on behalf of 
patients.

On Monday March 1 the 
government reduced Medi­
care payments to physicians 
by 21 percent. If it has been 
on Fox News I missed it. 
The repercussions are yet to 
come.

New law affects driver 
licen se  ap p lican ts

Starting March 1, 2010, driver license applicants between the 
ages of 18 and 24 must complete an approved driver education 
course and a driving skills test to become a licensed driver in 
Texas. Applicants must submit a certificate proving that they 
successfully completed a driver education course approved by 
the Texas Education Agency.

Senate Bill 1317, passed by the 81st Texas Legislature in 
2009, created this requirement and authorized the development 
of a six-hour adult driver education course to meet the needs 
of this group of drivers.

Applicants who present proof of successful completion of 
the approved course will not be required to submit to the 
written highway signs and traffic laws test required under 
section 521.161 of the Texas Transportation Code, but must 
still pass the driving skills examination.

A driving safety course or drug and alcohol driving aware­
ness program are not acceptable as driver education courses 
for this requirement. A list of approved courses can be found 
here: http://ritter.tea.state.tx.us/drive/activede.html.

This change in the law does not affect applicants ages 15 to 
17, who are still required to complete a driver education course 
to be licensed.

W hen life stinks

Does your life stink? If it doesn’t today, you could probably 
look back at a time that it has, or there may be a time ahead where 
things won’t be very wonderful. In 1 Samuel 1:1-18, you meet 
Hannah, a lady whose life stank. She was in a precarious situation, 
because it seems that most of her problems are out of her control, 
which only compounds the problem of how much her life stank.

The first problem that was out of her control was that she is 
barren, or unable to have children. In her day this was devastating 
to her, and her husband, Elkanah. Next, her husband’s other wife, 
is a ‘fertile Mertile’ able to have children, and she often reminds 
Hannah of her fruitfulness, and Hannah’s barrenness. Can you 
imagine Hannah living day in and day out in this situation, both of 
which factors are out of her control? What was she to do? What 
are you to do when life seems out of your control and the 
situation seems to become bleaker daily?

You can choose to be a victim of your situation and do 
nothing but feel sorry for yourself, fuss, cuss and make a 
mess, or in the midst of your despair and trouble, you can lean 
and trust in the One who is in Control, God Almighty. Hannah 
does just that.

This passage soon Finds her worshipping God at Shiloh with 
her family, presenting annual sacrifices, as well as pouring her 
heart out to God because “She was deeply distressed 
and...wept bitterly”, (1:10). Hannah was confronted with the 
realization that circumstances and problems were beyond her 
control, therefore she leaned on the One who is in complete 
control. “Blessed is that man who makes the Lord his trust...” 
Psalm 40:4.

Private pesticide applicator training and testing
There will be a Texas private pesticide 

applicator training and testing program March 
12, 2010 at the Bailey County Extension 
office in Muleshoe. The office is located at 
118 West Ave. C in Muleshoe (just west of 
1M Bank).

The training will begin at 8 a.m. and test­
ing should conclude by 1:30 p.m. Texas 
AgriLife Extension Service will provide the 
training and Texas Department of Agricul­
ture t will administer the test. Attendees are 
encouraged to bring a calculator for use 
during testing.

A private pesticide applicator license is 
required if someone uses or supervises the 
use of restricted-use or state-limited-use pes­
ticides or regulated herbicides to produce an 
agricultural crop on personally owned prop­
erty, rented property, property owned by his

or her employer, property under his or her 
general control, or the property of another 
person if applied without compensation, other 
than the trading of personal services between 
producers of agricultural commodities. No li­
cense is required to apply general-use pesti­
cides to produce agricultural commodities.

Individuals who want a Texas private ap­
plicator license must attend a private appli­
cator training program offered by Texas 
AgriLife Extension Service, pass the Texas 
Department of Agriculture private applicator 
exam, and purchase a license. The private 
applicator license fee is $60. Private applica­
tor licenses expire five years after the date 
issued and then must be renewed.
