D.T. King, 77, of Friona, 

was the driver of a semi- 
involved in a head-on co l­
lis io n  21 m iles sou th  of 
P erry to n  on H ighw ay 70 
last W ednesday June 30.

A c c o rd in g  to DPS r e ­
ports and the Perryton H er­
ald  n ew sp a p e r, a s o u th ­

bound tanker truck veered 
out of its lane when it first 
entered the curve at the 21 - 
m ile  co rn er. It slam m ed  
into the left front section 
o f the n o rth b o u n d  ca ttle  
truck driven by Mr. King. 
The two trucks were said to 
have co llided  at highw ay

sp eed s s c a tte r in g  d eb ris  
over hundreds of yards of 
the roadway.

According to the Perryton 
H erald  repo rt the cab o f 
K ing’s truck “exploded apart 
at impact, the diesel engine 
ripped completely out by the 
fo rce  o f the c o l l is io n .”

King’s truck was in its lane 
at impact and when the truck 
came to rest afterwards.

According to DPS Trooper 
Rick Martinez, the skid marks 
were about 50-feet long so the 
driver had very little time to 
respond.

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HHS estab lishes PCIP 
for Texas.

In case you are not into 
governm ent speak, the De­
partm ent of Health and 
Human Services (HHS) has 
established a new Pre-Ex­
isting Condition Insurance 
Plan (PCIP) for folks un­
able to obtain health in ­
surance due to a pre-ex­
isting health condition.

To qualify for PCIP you 
have to have been unin­
su red  fo r at lea s t six 
months, have been unable 
to get health coverage be­
cause of a health condi­
tion, and be a U.S. citizen 
or residing in the United 
states legally.

States were given the 
op tion  o f adm in istering  
the plan them selves or let­
ting the governm ent do it. 
Texas elected to let the 
US governm ent operate  
the program. There is no 
matching fund requirement. 
The US governm ent will 
cover the entire cost of 
the  PCIP. T w en ty -o n e  
states elected to let the 
governm ent operate  the 
plan w hile  tw en ty -n in e  
states will operate their 
own program.

T he g o v e rn m e n t se t 
aside $5 billion to run the

PCIP until 2014 when all 
insurance com panies are 
banned from discriminating 
due to pre-existing condi­
tions. Of course $5 billion 
w ill not be enough to 
cover this type of insur­
ance for the next three 
years.

In sim ple  te rm s, the 
governm ent will provide 
pre-existing condition in­
surance for the next three 
years, until 2014 when the 
A ffordable Care Act kicks 
in. In 2014 insurers are 
banned from discriminating 
and individuals and small 
businesses will have ac­
cess to more affordable 
private insurance through 
Exchanges. The HHS press 
re le a se  a lso  say s, “ In 
2014, members of C on­
gress will also purchase 
th e ir in su rance  th rough  
Exchanges.”

I believe that about as 
much as I believe anything 
the governm ent says. In 
the three years between 
now and 2014 it is pos­
s ib le  C o n g re ss  c o u ld  
tweak the Affordable Care 
Act to their advantage.

The HHS says PCIP will 
offer com prehensive cov­
e rag e  at a re a so n a b le  
price. It is fashioned after

the ch ild ren ’s insurance 
CHIP program. The PCIP 
will cover primary and spe­
cialty care, hospital care, 
and p resc rip tio n  drugs. 
E ligibility  is not based on 
income and the PCIP does 
not charge a higher pre­
mium because of a m edi­
cal condition.

Here is what the official 
HHS position says: "Par­
ticipants will pay a pre­
mium that is not more 
than the standard indi­
vidual health insurance 
premium in their state fo r  
insurance that covers ma­
jo r  medical and prescrip­
tion drug expenses with 
some cost-sharing. ”

W h eth e r the  av e rag e  
Texan in need of pre-exist­
ing cond ition  insurance 
can afford the premiums 
at any price rem ains to be 
seen. A Fox News report 
M onday  e s tim a te d  the 
PCIP could cost many fami­
lies around $900 per month 
in premium paym ents. On 
the other hand, that may 
be a bargain. If a family 
member has a condition 
that costs several hundred 
thousand dollars, maybe 
even a million, a year, $900 
per month is a good deal, 
but only if you have the

$900.
Enrollm ent for Texans is 

now open effective July 1. 
Apply by July 15 to begin 
coverage by August 1. In­
form ation on how to ap­
ply for PCIP is available 
at w w w .H ea lth C are .g o v  
where Texans will be linked 
directly to the federal ap­
plication page.

I browsed the website. 
A pplication looks simple 
enough. About 7 pages. 
Here is an im portant re ­
quirem ent: you have to 
subm it a letter from an in­
surance company that de­
nied coverage due to a 
pre-existing condition (see 
qualifications in paragraph 
2 above).

You also have to submit 
proof of citizenship  or le­
gal im m igrant status. The 
application is subm itted to 
an office in New Orleans 
and they will let you know 
if you are accepted and 
how much your monthly 
premiums will be.

I hope this is a helpful 
so lu tion  for those who 
suffer severe physical and 
economical pain from seri­
ous illness. I hope it is. 
W e’ll see.

Pipeline Group dinner 
program in Muleshoe

The Pipeline G roup's annual “Public Education - Con­
tractor Awareness Program” will be held at 6:30 p.m. on 
Tuesday, August 10, 2010, at the Bailey County Exhibi­
tion Center, 2206 W. American Boulevard, in M uleshoe, 
Texas. The program will be sponsored by a group of com ­
panies with a common goal of preventing accidents and 
damages to underground pipelines and utilities.

A free dinner will be catered by Homestyle Cooking 
and Catering for all persons involved in excavation re­
lated activities in Bailey, Castro, Lamb, and Parmer coun­
ties. Following the dinner, a b rief safety program will be 
presented which stresses the im portance of accident pre­
vention by identifying pipeline and utility rights of way, 
use of one-call system s, and the im portance of working 
with pipeline and utility com panies to safely excavate in 
the vicinity of underground facilities.

The Texas law requiring notification to a one-call sys­
tem before excavating will be discussed. Sponsors will 
provide promotional m aterials, including notification in­
form ation for their com panies, safety related brochures 
and other safety rem inders.

Each year many lives are injured or lost, plus m illions 
of dollars in repairs and lost products are incurred due to 
“third party” incidents - someone digging into a pipeline. 
Thousands of com m unications, some life-threatening, 
may be disrupted when expensive fiber-optic cables are 
damaged or severed. These types of excavation can be 
financially  devastating to the responsib le party. This 
safety program is an attem pt to help those who do exca­
vation work, to avoid such situations.
