Friona Star May 10, 1935

“The Baptist congregation has purchased a part of the
J.L. Landrum building on Euclid Avenue and moved it to
the lot adjoining their church property. The building is be-
ing converted into a cottage to be used by the pastor as a

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parsonage. The carpentry work is being supervised by Rev.
E. Ray Lansdown, assisted by members of the congregation.”

Hugh writes:

When I was in third grade in the Old Red School Building
[ observed workmen with hand saws on the roof of the above
described warehouse where they were sawing the building
into two halves. The first section was moved to the Baptist
Church property above described.

The second section was moved to the vacant lots on Euclid
Avenue that belonged to E.S. Truitt. Mr. Truitt’s property was
between the homestead of Floyd W. and Ethel Reeve and
Sixth Street. This building became the home of Mr. Truitt
and remains at that location at this writing in 2011. Further,
Mr. J.L. Landrum’s name is recorded on the cornerstone of
the junior high school building on Euclid Avenue.
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This is the cornerstone on the junior high build-
ing with the name of J.L. Landrum and others.
It was originally placed on what was referred
to as the Old Red School Building that burned
in the 50s. The cornerstone was then placed on
the current junior high school building, which
served as the high school until 1967 when the
current high school was completed.

New Homestead Exemption
Application Rules

The Parmer County Appraisal
District wants to remind all residents
who seek to apply for a homestead
exemption in Texas needs to comply
with a new application process that
went into effect Sept. 1, 2011.

In order to receive a homestead
exemption for property tax purposes,
applicants must now provide a copy
of their Texas driver's license or
Texas state-issued identification card
and a copy of their vehicle registra-
tion receipt with their application for
a homestead exemption.

Also, the addresses shown on
each of the documents must be the
same as the address for which the
homestead exemption is sought.

Those who do not own a vehicle
will be required to submit a notarized
affidavit certifying that fact and pro-
vide a copy of a current bill received
from a utility company. The address
on the utility bill must be the same as
the address on the application for a
homestead exemption.

The state legislature has closed
loopholes in disclosure that allowed
some citizens to obtain homestead
exemptions on more than one prop-
erty. The Legislature has also author-
ized central appraisal districts to gain
access to the database of the Texas
Dept. of Public Safety so that differ-
ences in addresses reported for dri-
ver's license and property tax rea-
sons can be audited electronically.

for any one of the several ways prop-
erty owners can qualify for a residen-
tial property homestead. These
include the following:

General residential exemption;
over-65 exemption; disability exemp-
tion; 100 percent disabled veterans
exemption; extension of exemption
for a surviving spouse; and exemp-
tion for manufactured (mobile) home.

Each of the programs cited above
have more requirements for qualifi-
cation. However, the common stan-
dard is that all such applicants must
provide the additional documenta-
tion as noted before regarding dri-
ver's license, Texas issued ID card,
motor vehicle registration and utility
billing receipt.

For those seeking homestead
exemption status on a manufactured
home, the applicant must also pro-
vide documentation as noted below:

Statement of ownership and loca-
tion issued by the Texas Dept. of
Housing and Community Affairs.

A copy of the purchase contract or
payment receipt that the applicant is
the purchaser of the manufactured
home, OR a sworn affidavit that:

The applicant is owner of the man-
ufactured home.

The seller of the manufactured
home did not provide the applicant
with a purchase contract, and

The applicant could not locate the
seller after making a good faith
effort.
