The delegation’s members 

cover a wide range of engineering 
fields such as electrical, chemical 
and quality control, said senior 
dfrector for the group, Duan Yi, 
through an interpreter.

Along with Diun is Vice Chief 
Engineer Wu Bao Sheng, applica­
tion engineer Zhong Li Min, 
mechanical engineer Liu Man 
Zhong, chemical engineer Zhou 
Cheng Xiang, electrical engineer 
Huang Yu Yan and interpreter 
Wu Jin.

When the Chinese facility goes 
on line, this group will serve in 
managerial i^ ls , said Lysaght.

City redistricting
still a possibility

City of Big Spring officials are 
working to settle the “ friendly” 
redistricting suit filed by the 
Leagu e  o f La tin  A m erican  
Citizens.

In closed session, the Big Spring 
city council discussed the suit with 
attorney Rick Strain of the firm of 
Cotton, B ledsoe, T igh e  and 
Dawson, Midland, but no action 
was taken following the meeting.

“ We discussed some defenses we 
have if we want to use them,”  said 
Mayor Max Green. “ I don’t have 
any problem with going to six 
single-member districts, but I 
don’t see anything wrong with the 
system we have now (three at- 
large candidates and three single­
member district candidates).

The council instructed us to work 
with LULAC and make a friendly 
settlement, but right now, we don’t 
know exactly what kind of plan 
we’ll look at. All we know is we 
definitely need to redistrict,”  said 
City Secretary Tom Ferguson.

No decision has yet been made 
whether or not to redistrict accor­
ding to LULAC suggestions or to 
fight the suit, according to Green

“ We contracted with Map 
Resources Inc of Austin on Mon­
day (of last week) for $3,000 to look

at population balances in city 
districts. It is the same firm retain­
ed by the county (for similar 
redistricting). As a result some 
work is being done cheaper,”  he 
said.

“ We are reviewing the current 
situation there in Big Spring and 
are evaluating that information,”  
said Map Resources Inc. President

The firm is spending more 
energy on the county redistricting 
at present, since time is short 
before all documents relating to 
county redistricting must be sub­
mitted to the U S. Department of 
Justice, said Hair

The Big Spring Area Chamber of 
Commerce Governmental Affairs 
Committee will meet today at noon 
to discuss plans to organize com­
munity support for the Big Spring 
State Hospital.

DALLAS (A P ) — NCNB Corp. 

treated some Texas borrowers 
poorly when it expanded to the 
state three years ago, business 
owners told a Federal Reserve 
panel.

But a bank officer countered that 
the loan portfolio of NCNB’s Texas 
subsidiary has grown faster than 
any large bank in the state.

The bank’s community lending 
practices are being scrutinized this 
week by the Federal Reserve 
Bank, which has been asked to ap­
prove a merger of NCNB and 
another Southeast banking firm, 
C&S-Sovran Corp.

During a daylong hearing Tues­
day, critics charged NCNB would 
carry a shoddy lending perfor­
mance to other states.

“ Not only will it occur in those 
states, Texas will pay more for it,”  
said Roger Dennis, an Abilene

businessman who said Texans' 
deposits in NCNB have propped up 
the company in the Southeast.

Since coming to Texas in 1988, 
NCNB has fought off charges it 
uses Texas deposits in such a man­
ner.

Much of the criticism has stem­
med from NCNB’s handling of pro­
blem loans from the portfolio of the 
bank it took over. First Republic- 
Bank Corp.

NCNB was given the ability to 
choose what loans to restructure or 
foreclose in a deal through which 
the Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corp. paid most of the cost of such 
work.

The company in August quit the 
contract to work out the remaining 
$2.7 billion iii bad assets from the 
First Republic portfolio in order to 
win a better terms to do the job.

Texas rep says he bounced checks
WASHINGTON (AP ) -  A sixth 

Texas congressman has revealed 
he bounced checks on his House 
bank account, after earlier declin­
ing to discuss his finances.

Rep. Mike Andrews, D-Houston, 
wrote several checks at a time 
when there was not a sufficient 
balance in his account, press 
secretary John Schrachter said 
Tuesday.

“ He’s sorry this entire matter 
has transpired and realizes this has 
been an embarrassing situation for 
everyone involved,” Schrachter 
said.

But, Schrachter added, “ He has

never knowingly or intentionally 
written a check with insufficient 
funds in his account.”

While debate raged last week 
over which House members had 
bounced checks at the members- 
only bank, Andrews declined to say 
whether he had written any rubber 
checks.

“ While the congressman con­
tinues to believe personal finances 
and checking accounts are per­
sonal, it’s clear this whole matter 
threatens to drag on and distract 
the public, the media and the Con­
gress from the more pressing 
issues fa c in g  the n a tion ,”

Schrachter said Tuesday.
The controversy was sparked by 

a General Accounting Office report 
that House members wrote 8,331 
checks on insufficient funds at the 
bank from July 1989 to June 1990. 
The members did not incur finan­
cial penalties for the overdrafts, 
amounting to interest-free loans.

Texas congressmen who admit­
ted last week they had written 
overdrafts were Reps. Bill Sar- 
pa liu s, D -A m a r illo ; A lb e r t 
Bustamante, D-San Antonio; Greg 
Laughlin, D-West Columbia; 
Charles Stenholm, D-Stamford and 
Lamar Smith, R-I^n Antonio.

Plaintiff’s parents want new lawyer
DALLAS (A P ) — Parents for the 

lead plaintiff in the 17-year-old bat­
tle over state care of the mentally 
retarded want a federal judge to 
r e p la c e  th e ir  a t to rn e y ,  a 
newspaper reported.

John and Ruth Lelsz of Galveston 
asked U S. District Judge Barefoot 
Sanders in a letter released Tues­
day to replace David Ferleger of 
Philadelphia, The Dallas Morning 
News reported in Wednesday 
editions.

The couple wrote in their letter 
that they are displeased with the 
tentative settlement, calling it a 
“ horrible”  proposal.

“ I respectfully wish to inform 
you that our attorney in the Lelsz 
vs. Kavanaugh suit no longer 
speaks for or represents us in this 
case,”  they wrote.

“ Our objections to the manner he 
has handled this case, the horrible 
proposed settlement which gives 
away the mentally retarded’s 
rights and protections and the con­
sistent indifference are some of the

reasons for this statement to the 
court.”

Ferleger, who represents the 
Lelsz and about 2,000 of the state’s 
7,000 state school residents, could 
not be reached for comment 
Tuesday.

But the state Department of 
Mental Health-Mental Retarda­
tion’s attorney, Paul Coggins says 
the named plaintiffs don’t rule the 
case’s outcome.

“ In a class-action lawsuit, the

named plaintiffs don’t control the 
class,”  Coggins said. “ The court 
has to concern itself with the feel­
ings of the class as a whole.”

MHMR, Ferleger and the non­
profit group Advocacy Inc. have all 
agreed to the proposed settlement.

Geren ra llies  unions to save fig h te r
WASHINGTON (A P ) -  Only a 

few days remain for supporters of 
the F-16 fighter jet to save the em­
battled program, which provides 
work for tens of thousands of peo­
ple in Texas and other states.

A Texas congressman has rallied 
a coalition of union leaders. 
General Dynamics officials and 
House members who support the 
program to lobby key senators.

Both the Bush administration 
and House are staunch supporters 
of the F-16, which accounted for 44 
percent of the sorties flown during 
the Persian Gulf War.

But support for the F-16, built by 
General Dynamics in Fort Worth, 
is weak in the Senate, where Arm­
ed Services Committee Chairman 
Sam Nunn favors the rival F-117

stealth fighter.
House and Senate conferees are 

meeting this week to hash out their 
differences. A conference report 
should be completed next Tuesday, 
Rep. Pete Geren said.

Geren, D-Fort Worth, Tuesday 
urged the Senate to salvage the 
F-16 program. Its loss could cost 
Texas 22,000 jobs. Ohio stands to 
lose 17,000 jobs, Connecticut 11,900, 
Massachusetts 7,000 and Kentucky 
7,400, according to figures provided 
by Geren’s office.

Nationwide, 141,400 jobs could be 
lost if the program is axed, Geren 
said.

The Pentagon requested 144 
F-16S over the next three years, 
with the House approving $1.07 
billion for 48 aircraft in 1992. The

Senate terminated funding for the 
F-16 in ’92 and transferred the $1.07 
billion to start up a production line 
to produce 24 F-117s.

Geren blamed “ misinformation”  
for the Senate’s attempt to kill the 
F-16.

“ I do think the facts are not well 
known out there. I do think there 
are people out there who still think 
the Air Force wants F-117s,”  he 
said.

“ The Air Force has made it very 
clear that to swap the F-16 for the 
F-117 would be like trading apples 
for oranges,”  Geren said. “ The 
F-117’s night interdiction mission is 
very specialized, while the F-16 is 
the most versatile jet aircraft in 
the world and is su it^  for a variety 
of missions.”

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  Selec­

tion of Palestinian delegates ac­
ceptable to all sides looms as the 
biggest problem as Secretary of 
State James A. Baker III makes a 
new effort to set up a Middle East 
peace conference.

Baker will leave Saturday n i^ t  
on his eighth trip to the region 
since the end of the war with Iraq 
in Fetnuary and make stops in 
Egypt, Israel, JtNtlan and Syria, 
State Dq^rtment spokeswoman 
M argaret D. Tutw iler said  
Tuesday.

He iHDbably will meet with 
Palestinian Arabs in Washington 
later this week and is planning 
another session durii^ the trip.

In effect. Baker is operating 
against a dradline.

In July, even while the parties 
were bickering over the terms for 
negotiations. President Bush and 
Soviet President Mikhail S. Gor­
bachev announced they wpuld 
issue invitations for a peace con­
ference this month.

Baker’s toughest problem is 
trying to steer between Israel’s 
objections to even an offstage role 
for the Palestine Liberation 
Organization and PLO chairman 
Yasser Arafat’s attempt to in­
fluence the selectimi of Palesti­
nians for the negotiations and the 
agenda itself.

’The Bush administration hopes 
that Palestinians acceptable to 
both Israel and the PLO will 
make public statements that they 
will participate as part of a 
delegation with Jordan.

Safe fetal test method discovered
WASHING’TON (A P ) -  A new 

method to detect fetal disorders 
with simple blood samples from 
pregnant women could allow in­
expensive testing for younger 
mothers who are not now tested, 
doctors say.

’The new technique allows doc­
tors to sift fetal blood cells from a 
pregnant woman’s bloodstream 
and analyze them to identify 
genetic di^rders such as Down’s 
syndrome, a form of mental 
retardation.

Researchers said Tuesday at 
the Eighth International Con­
gress of Human (Senetics that

they had successfully diagnosed a 
case of Down’s and two other 
sim ilar chromosomal abnor­
malities using the test.

‘“This is important. ... It opens 
up prenatal diagnosis to the whole 
population, because there is no 
risk to the fetus,” said Dr. Fher- 
man Elias of the Universi.y of 
Tennessee in Memphis.

“What we’re looking for is the 
needle in the haystack,” said Dr. 
Mitchell Golbus of the University 
of California, San Francisco. 
Elias and Golbus are among the 
researchers who have had initial 
success with the new technique.

Judge OKs Exxon settlement

EXXON VALDEZ

ANCHORAGE, Alaska (A P ) -  
A judge closed the book on all 
government litigation over the 

' Exxon Valdez oil spill, accepting 
a billion settlement that costs 
Exxon Corp. $25 million more 
than a previous deal and applies 
more money toward the damaged 
environment.

Under the deal, approved Tues­
day by U.S. District Judge H. 
Russel Holland, the oil giant 
pleaded guilty to four misde­
meanor pollution charges.

’The penalties stemming from 
the nation’s worst oil spill are the 
highest ever assess^ in the 
United States for environmental 
damages.

Five months ago, Holland re­
jected a similar $1 billion settle­
ment, saying it failed to punish 
Exxon enough for the March 1989 
accident. ..— r - ,

Haiti inauguates 
newest president

PORT AU-PRINCE, Haiti (A P ) 
— It was hastily woven with ragged 
edges, but lawmakers did Uieir 
best to drape a cloak of legitimacy 
and ceremony over the inaugura­
tion of provisional president 
Joseph Nerette.

The lawmakers, somber-faced 
and in dark suits, went step by step 
through the legal forms required to 
declare deposed President Jean- 
Bertrand Aristide’s 7-month-old 
government defunct.

Over and over again, the Senate 
president. Dejean Belizaire, asked 
for debate on each of the points 
against Aristide and his absent 
prime minister, Rene Preval. 
Minor technical points were raised 
twice, but the lawmakers dispens­
ed with discussion and the vote was 
unanimous each time.

Tuesday’s proceedings were in­
terrupted by the arrival of Gen. 
Raoul Cedras, the army com­
mander, whom the lawmakers

greeted with applause and gave a 
front-row seat.

Serving as witnesses were scores 
of curious Haitians and foreign 
journalists who lined a narrow 
second-floor balcony that ran 
around three sides of the high- 
ceilinged chamber Not a single 
foreign diplomat was seen.

Done with the impeachment, a 
delegation was dispatched to bring 
Nerette, 67, to the Chamber of 
Deputies for the swearing-in. He 
sat, arms crossed, in a large 
wooden chair with floral cushions 
that seemed to dwarf the Supreme 
Court justice, who is small and 
somewhat fragile-looking.

But Nerette’s voice was strong 
and his delivery energetic as he 
drew cheers and heavy applause 
by denouncing vengeance and the 
“ flaming necklace,’ ’ the lynch- 
mob technique in which a gasoline- 
soaked tire is placed around the 
neck.
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Senior Russian officials resign
MOSCOW (A P ) — Two senior 

government officials in the Rus­
sian Federation have resigned, 
citing the reiuctance of the 
republic’s leaders to suppml 
economic reform, a news agency 
reported today.

The resignations deepened a 
political crisis engulfing the 
government of Russian President 
Boris N. Yeltsin, which has been 
paralyzed in recent days by 
sq u a llin g  and disagreements 
among seniw officiais.

Because of bitter infighting, 
especially over a proposed 
economic treaty linking the 12

Soviet republics, Y e lts in ’s 
government has lost the political 
momentum it enjoyed after stan­
ding up to the hani-liners in the 
military and Communist Party to 
foil the Aug. 18-21 coup against 
Soviet President Mikhail S. 
Gorbachev.

The disarray has intensified 
since Yeltsin went on vacation 
late last month to the Black Sea.

Yevgeny Saburov, the minister 
of the economy, and Igor 
Gavrilov, the minister of ecology, 
both told government leaders 
Tuesday they were resigning, the 
Interfax news agency reported.

Iraq i troops shell Kurdish towns
NICOSIA, Cyprus (A P ) — The 

Iraqi army shelled Kurdish towns 
today despite a cease-fire agree­
ment between rebels and the 
Baghdad government, the in­
surgents said. The violence has 
killed scores of people in five 
days.

The figh tin g  cam e a fte r  
autonomy talks tetween the guer­
rillas and the government of 
P res id en t Saddam Hussein 
foundered.

Tens of thousands of Kurds 
have fled the latest clashes, and 
while U.S.-led allies stationed in 
Turkey expressed concern, they 
refrained from intervening.

Saddam’s army attacked Kifri, 
Kalar and Maydan, Kurdish 
towns about 100 miles northeast

of Baghdad, the rebel Patriotic 
Union of Kurdistan led by 
Massoud Barzani said in a state­
ment released in London.

The group had no further infor­
mation on the latest fighting, but 
said it immediately informed 
United Nations observers in Iraq 
of the attacks and sought their 
support to end the fighting.

Saddam moved against the 
rebels as Kurdish leaders were 
planning to establish a rival pro­
visional government in their 
mountain stronghold, in their 
latest attempt to overthrow the 
Iraqi president.

TIk  Iraqi military fought the 
Kurdish rebels to a standstill last 
spring after they rose up against 
Saddam following the Persian 
Gulf War

Schools can’t
do everything

The latest statistics on what children learn in school in­
dicates that the decline of the 1970s has been reversed but 
that most students are still a long way from proficiency in 
basic academic subjects.

They seem to read about as well and to know more or 
less about as much math and science as their parents did 
at the same age 20 years ago. Drug use is down, gradua­
tion rates are inching up, the gap between white and 
minority students is closing, albeit slowly, but Americans 
still lag well behind other developed nations in school 
achievement.

Education Secretary Lamar Alexander, commenting on 
those statistics, says, correctly, “That’s not nearly good 
enough for the 1990s.”

What Alexander does not say — much less provide 
statistics for — is that the schools are getting those 
results with children who come to school with many more 
problems than they did in 1970.

On average, they are far poorer; many more come to 
school speaking little or no English; and many more have 
only one parent at home — or none. In 1970, 14.9 percent 
ot all children under 18 were living below the poverty 
line; by 1988, the last year for which data are available, 
the figure was 19.2 percent. That’s an increase of nearly 
30 percent.

In the same period, the number of children living with 
only one parent more than doubled ( to m we than 10 
million); the percentage who speak something other than 
English at home has grown enormously.

None of those figures ought to be an excuse for failure, 
or for lack of effort. But given the change in population, 
it’s surprising that schools have done as well, particularly 
during a decade when most other social services — from 
health care to recreation — have been cut, a fact that 
Alexander can’t acknowledge since it’s his administration 
and its predecessors that have done much of the cutting.

It’s nonetheless unconscionable that members of the ad­
ministration do little more than play Greek chorus when 
the figures are announced. The president has proclaimed 
absurdly ambitious education goals for the year 2000 — 
that all students achieve competence in core subjects, 
that Americans be “fifst in the world” in math and 
science — but does almost nothing to realize them.

Until the federal government makes real efforts to im­
prove the lives of children, it’s not likely that Alexander 
and his successors will be able to announce many trium­
phs. Given the enormous problems that children bring to 
school, and the inadequate social support they get, it 
sometimes seems a miracle that the numbers are as 
good.

Supreme Court: Makers of history
WASHINGTON -  It is always 

the same, and the ritual sameness 
adds to the aura that imbues the 
Supreme Court. Exactly at the 
s t i^ e  of 10 o’clock the great red 
curtains part. The justices 
magically appear, as punctually 
as soldiers marching out of a 
Swiss town clock. Everyone rises. 
“God save the United States and 
this Honorable Court!” And term 
begins.

Even for old-timers in the press 
gallery, there is always a tii^ling 
of excitement and of awe. Such is 
the importance of law in our lives 
that the nine justices rank as nine 
of the 12 most powerful people in 
our public life.

Again this year, as in 1990, only 
eight justices emerge. Last year 
we were waiting on David 
Souter’s confirmation. This year 
we wait for the Senate to confirm 
Clarence Thomas. He will miss a 
dozen cases, but no harm done. 
Only two of this week’s 12 cases 
have much public interest. The 
other 10, in the polite word, are 
dogs.

The working press sits stage 
right (to the left as one faces the 
bench), peering at the actors 
through an iron grill. The justices 
are a diverse lot. Chief Justice 
William Rehnquist just marked 
his 67th birthday last week. He 
suffers from a small handicap:
He doesn’t look like a chief

justice. It has beeihsaid that he 
looks like Ichabod Crane. Rehn- 
quist’s immediate predecessors — 
Burger, Warren, Vinson, Stone, 
Hughes and Taft — all had the 
Rushmore look, as if they had 
been sent from Central Casting. 
Appearances are deceptive. Rehn­
quist is tough, a stickler for pro­
tocol, a man who believes rules 
were invented to be obeyed.

On his right is the court’s senior 
member in point of service, Byron 
White, 74, a swing man who 
generally votes with the conser­
vative bloc. White still has the 
athletic bearing of his young 
manhood as a football star in Col­
orado. To Rehnquist’s left is the 
court’s oldest justice, Harry 
Blackmun. He will be 83 next 
month, and he looks it. As the 
court’s only remaining true-blue 
liberal, he is in for an unhappy 
term.

John Paul Stevens, 71, is an odd 
duck. He flies his own plane; he 
plays bridge with life masters; off 
the court he is said to be an

amiable fellow. On the bench he 
functions as canon of the 
cathedral: He is not out to save 
souls; his job is to see that the 
furnace wOTks. Stevens dissented 
44 times last term, often in the 
tone of a mothn* superior correc­
ting her nuns.

&ndra Day O’Connor, 61, im­
proves with age, as beautiful and 
intelligent women always do. She 
has the white-glove look of a head­
mistress at a posh school for girls, 
but the white glove conceals a 
steel hand. Questioning an ill- 
prepared counsel, O’Connor can 
be persistently stubborn. She does 
her homework before oral 
argiunent.

Number sue is AnUmin “Nino” 
Scalia, 55, voluble, quick-witted, a 
master of the razor sharp riposte. 
He is the only one on the court 
who looks as if he is having a 
really good time. The others often 
sit there as politely impassive as 
potted palms, but Scalia is an in­
tellectual body that is constantly 
in motion.

Anthony Kennedy turned 55 in 
July. This will be his fourth year 
on the high court. He has the 
general aspects of a p<q>ular dean 
of students. Kennedy is beginning 
to get a fair share of the impor­
tant cases — he had three of them 
last term — and he no longer 
hesitates to go his own way.

David Souter, 52, the high

court’s workaholic, so far has to 
be accounted a disappointment. It 
is not his fault that he resembles 
the Dormouse at the Mad Hatter’s 
party, but his eight opinions for 
the court last term struck no in­
tellectual sparks. There is 
speculation in the press room th ^  
Souter is suffering no more thaira
rookie’s jitters, that he will soon 

frrecover from the feeling of being 
overwhelmed. Souter’s trouble 
may be that he tries too hard. It 
can happen.

About those two significant 
cases this wedc: One of them, 
argued on Monday, involves 
desegregation in DeKalb County, 
Ga. It could be the b^inning of 
the end of intense federal supervi­
sion of public schools. The other 
has to do with congressionally 
mandated warnings on cigarette 
packages: Do thero wam*ngs suf­
fice to bar civil suits for 
damages?

By term’s end in June, the high 
court will have beard 140 cases 
more or less. Most of the opinions, 
to tell truth, will be ho-hum and so 
what, but 20 of them will 
significantly shape the Constitu­
tion. That’s why, watching term 
begin, we feel the tingle of goose 
bumps on the arm. History is be­
ing made.

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E xpert: Youth and fat can lead to age and illness
WASHINGTON (A P ) -  Being 

young and otherwise healthy 
d o e s n ’ t m ean  th a t  b e in g  
overweight won’t catch up to you 
later in life.

Ohesify — having too great a 
percentage of your body as fat — 
can lead to heart disuse, high 
blood pressure, and diabetes, 
especially after people enter 
midlife.

“ If a 20-year-old is 30 percent fat, 
that is a bit scary, because he could 
be 40 percent by the time he’s 40,’’ 
said Michael L. Pollock, director of 
the Center for Exercise Science at

inthe University of Florida 
Gainesville.

A healthy college-age man 
should be nd more than 15 percent 
fat, and a college-age woman 
should be no more than 25 percent. 
Pollock said. Being 10-12 percent or 
more above this should be a  red 
nag to get off the fat track, he said.

“The health risk is really strong 
for those people.’’ Pollock said. 
“He may not notice at 20, but in his 
30s and 40s, it’s going to catch up 
quick.”

“My guess is that it increases the 
risk twofold or more,” said

epidemiologist Steven N. Blair of 
the Institute for Aerobics Research 
in Dallas.

Nailing this down to individual 
cases is not so easy, however.

“ It depends on the level of 
ov«!wreight and a lot of other fac­
tors,” Blair said. Factors to watch 
for are the ones that indicate 
you’ve begun to get sick — for in­
stance, elevated blood pressure.

Another factor is the location of 
your fat. Researchers have found 
that people who carry their weight 
on their bellies have a higher risk 
of heart disease than do people who

carry their weight around their 
hips.

Some people have the bad luck to 
have inherited a bigger chance to 
be bigger. However, a genetic 
tendency toward obesity is not so 
bad by itself. Pollock said.

“Obesity is only one risk factor 
and, if that’s the only one, you can 
do pretty well,” he said.

TTiis, however, is not necessarily 
a way out of losing weight. “You 
find some people who live pretty 
long lives but, on average, they 
don’t,” Pollock said.

Men more likely to 
spread AIDS virus

CHICAGO (A P ) — Heterosex­
ual men infected with the virus 
that causes AIDS are at least 17.5 
times more likely to give life in­
fection to women during sex than 
the other way around, according 
to a study that supports previous 
findings.

Investigators in the study 
published Wednesday tested 72 
male partners of infected women 
and 307 female partners of in­
fected men to determine the rates 
of HIV transmission between 
heterosexual couples.

The researchers said they 
found that just one man had 
become infected by a woman, and 
even that case was inconclusive 
since both partners said they had 
had many unprotected sex en­
counters with other partners 
before their relationship.

Sixty-one, or 20 percent, of the 
women had been infected by men, 
according to the study. The study 
expands on a preliminary report 
last year suggesting men were 14 
times more likely to give the 
virus to women than vice versa 

“This really shows the relative 
risk,” said lead researcher Dr. 
Nancy S. Padian of the University 
of California, San Francisco. “ It 
doesn’t say anything about the ex­
act magnitude of the risk.”

The imbalance in transmission 
rates appears to result from a 
combination of factors, including

physical differences between 
men and women, Padian said.

An editorial accompanying the 
study in W ednesday’s Journal of 
the Am erican  Medical Associa­
tion said the findings emphasize 
how slow the United States has 
been to acknowledge the. rise in 
heterosexual AIDS

Scientists believe the proper 
tion of heterosexually transmit 
ted AIDS cases w ill double in the 
next decade, from  about 7 percent 
now, said authors o f the editorial, 
Drs James Allen and Valarie 
Setlow o f the National A ID S P ro ­
gram  O ffice at the Department of 
Health and Human Services.

M ary Guinan, special assistant 
in the o ffice of the deputy d irector 
o f H IV  at the federal ('en ters for 
D isease Control, said the study 
bolsters previous findings that 
“ Women are more susceptible in 
a heterosexual relationship than 
m en.”

A total o f ia3.6% U S. cases of 
AIDS in adults and adolescents 
had been recorded by the C IK  as 
of July 31, including 10,279 cases 
a t t r ib u te d  to  h e te r o s e x u a l 
transm iss ion , 4,070 o f them 
among men and 6,209 among 
women.

In the United States and 
Europe, AIDS has so far been 
la rg e ly  confined  to mal e  
homosexuals, hemophiliacs and 
intravenous drug abuser^.

other risk factors can do a lot to 
control his disease risk simply by 
exercising, said Dr. John W. Far- 
quahar, director of the Stanford 
Center for Research in Disease 
Prevention at Stanford University 
in California.

Regardless of your level of obesi­
ty, the people who are inactive 
have higher death rates, said Blair.

You can improve your chances 
even more by managing your exer­
cise and diet well enough to trim 
down. Experts know of no formula 
that will predict your exact risk- 
reduction benefit, but they say ex­

ercise is crucial to keeping weight 
off. For one thing, no one can stay 
on a diet forever.

“Starving peo|rie, which is the 
American way, is for the birch,” 
Farquahar said.

And it doesn’t take much exer­
cise to make a big change in risk 
reduction, Blair said.

“My guess is the energy expen­
diture of a brisk walk for an hour a 
day,” he said! “It doesn’t have to 
be all at once. What I encourage 
people to do is look fw  oppor­
tunities to expend energy.”

People’s Voice of Texas proposes Council
alternative to state and local taxes

Can all local and state taxes and 
fees be eliminated?

That is what an Abilene man who 
heads a year-
o 1 d s t a t e  
o r g a n iz a t io n  
says he would 
l i k e  to  s e e  
voters do.

All taxes, in­
cluding sales 
and property 
taxes, and fees 
s h o u l d  b e  
eliminated in 
favor of a 1 percent “ trade charge” 
on every purchase, including 
wholesale goods and food, says 
Ray Hollis, 66, of People’s Voice of 
Texas.

The trade charge would not be a 
tax because it would be im­
plemented by voters, not politi­
cians, as taxes are, Hollis said. It 
would be fair to charge all buyers 
txjually because government is 
responsible to protect life and 
liberty, which is acquired through 
trade. The charge would easily 
generate more than current taxes, 
according to Hollis.

“ That’s the only fair way to 
finance government,”  said Hollis, 
who was in Big Spring Tuesday 
campaigning on the issue. “ Taxes 
were invented 12,000 years ago by 
the dictators. They taxed their peo­
ple heavy and kept them poor and 
under control. It made them rich.

“ It hasn’t changed,”  Hollis said. 
“ I figure after 12,000 years we can 
make a change.”

Hollis, who works as a bankrupt­
cy liquidator, has planned a rally in

Austin to convince legislators to 
put the issue on a ballot. The rally 
will be held after one million 
citizens have said they will be 
there.

“ We’ve got 615,000 that say 
they’ll go to Austin,”  he said. “ It’ll 
take more than 30 clays to organize 
to go to Austin.”

State Rep. Troy PYaser, R-Big 
Spring, met with Hollis Tuesday 
and said afterwards that he will do 
research to see how such a trade 
charge would affect consumers 
and the economy and how much in 
revenue it would actually generate.

“ Obviously it’d be nice to do 
away with property taxes, but if 
you’re still generating taxes, it’s 
still taxes,”  he said. “ My philosopy 
is not to increase the amount of 
taxes collected. It would be to 
decrease the amount of money 
spent and to decrease the size of 
the bureaucracy in Austin.”

Fraser said he is also concerned 
that the individual consumer could 
actually end up paying more, 
because the charge would more 
than likely be passed on in increas­
ed costs.

“ The concept may be good but I 
would want to know more about the 
impact,”  he said. “ I think there’s 
going to be a lot of people concern­
ed about having a tax on food, 
medicine.”

Hollis said the charge could only 
be passed on until it reaches a max­
imum of 3 percent on any one item 
Also, he said, the amount of 
revenue the state would be allowed 
to have is 110 percent of current 
revenue.

State Sen. John Montford, D 
Lubbock, who is chairman of the 
Senate Finance Committee, has

not talked to Hollis but said that the 
current system of state taxation 
needs to be revamped because the 
heavy reliance on property taxes is 
unfair.

“ I think what we need is a fair 
system,”  Montford said. “ I ’d have 
to study the plan (proposed by 
Hollis). I ’d like to hear what the 
guy has to say.”

According to information from a 
California group called Tax Free 
America, the 1 percent charge in 
1988 would have generated more 
than 2'a times the amount of total 
taxes of about $37 billion collected 
in Texas that year, says a pham- 
phlet Hollis is distributing.

The figures are estimated by 
dividing the total amount of checks 
cashed in the nation by the popula­
tion of each state. Cash purchases 
are not included but checks cashed 
for money, not purchases, are in­
cluded, according to the phamplet. 
Listed sources include the U.S. 
Census, the Federal Deposit In­
surance Corporation and the 
Federal Reserve Board.

State and local sales and proper­
ty taxes, fees and fines came to at 
least $28 billion for the fiscal or 
calendar year ending in 1988, ac­
cording to figures from the the of­
fice of Comptroller John Sharp and 
the State Property Tax Board. Pro­
jected expenditures in the current 
two-year state budget is about $60 
billion.

Of extra revenue expected to be 
collected during a year, Hollis is 
proposing that $10 billion be put in­
to a workmen’s compensation fund 
and $10 billion be used to establish 
an old age assistance fund. The re­
maining revenue could be used for 
a state emergency fund, he said.

Red Sox ax manager
BOSTON (A P ) — Joe Morgan, 

folksy, often whimsical as a 
member of baseball’s old school, is 
out. Butch Hobson, soft-spoken, 
hard-nosed and a no-nonsense 
disciplinarian of a younger genera­
tion, is in.

Just two days after the end of the 
1991 season and hours before the 
start of the AL playoffs, the Boston 
Red Sox shocked the baseball 
world Tuesday, firing Morgan, 61 
next month, as manager and pro- 
m o t in g  H obson , 40, fro m  
Pawtucket of the Triple-A Interna­
tional League to replace him.

Faced with the possibility 
another major league team would 
try to hire Hobson, the Red Sox 
brass — including John Harr­
ington, representing principal 
owner Jean Yawkey, and general 
partner Haywood Sullivan — 
booted Morgan upstairs, offering 
him a job as special assistant for 
major league scouting in general 
manager Lou Gorman’s office.

Hobson, a former Alabama 
quarterback under coach Bear 
Bryant who played the first six of 
his eight major league seasons 
with the Red ^ x ,  was summoned 
from offseason duties working with 
young prospects in the Florida In­
structional League and quickly ac­
cepted a two-year contract through 
the 1993 season. Terms were not 
announced.

Morgan, who will be paid $375,000 
next year on a contract extension 
given him on June 1, when the Red 
Sox were battling Toronto for the 
AL East lead, was fired as abruptly 
as he was hired On July 14, 1988, 
the day after the All-Star (Jame, 
John McNamara was fired and 
Morgan was promoted from third 
base coach to become the Red Sox’ 
37th manager since the team 
became a charter member of the 
American League in 1901.

Morgan said he went to Fenway 
Park for a noon meeting with club 
executives, expecting to discuss

the future of his coaches — Bill 
F is ch e r , A l B um bry, D ick 
Beradino, Richie Hebner and John 
Mcl..aren. Instead, he said he was 
told the news that “ I was outa 
there.’ ’

With two division titles, a third- 
place finish and a tie for second in 
3̂ /i years as manager, Morgan said 
he was “ surprised, no question 
about that,”  l^au se  “ I ’ve done a 
helluva job.”

In typical fashion, though, he 
reiterated a statement he made 
when asked about the status of his 
coaches with management last 
weekend:

“ They pay the bills, they do what 
they want, and that’s the way it 
should be.”

Morgan and Hobson exchanged 
compliments, although they did not 
meet 'Tuesday at Fenway Park.

“ 1 like Butch; he’s a good man,” 
Morgan said. “ 1 knew he’d come up 
sooner or later.”

trouble spots handled 
best with quality paint

(^W hcn it comes to painting, every 
house has its trouble spots —  areas where 
you'll see the first signs o f paint failure.

Typical problem areas include win­
dows and window sills, eaves, soffits, 
gutters, downspouts and trim.

However, there is a way to ward off 
trouble in these areas. According to 
experts at the Rohm and Haas Paint 
Quality Institute, with proper surface 
preparation and a top quality acrylic 
latex paint, potential trouble spots can 
be maintained effectively, saving you 
time and money in the long run.

Windows
Windows and window sills bear the 

brunt of weather extremes that challenge 
a paint's durability. Window sills tend to 
harbor water, hold snow and ice, and 
endure intense sunlight, all « f  which can 
cause paint to blister, crack and peel.

To buttress windows against the ele­
ments. it is important to replace any 
caulk or glazing compound that is 
cracked or broken. Sand any exposed 
wood and clean o ff dust particles. Then 
apply a top quality acrylic latex paint.

Eases and sufTils
Mildew formation can be a major 

problem with damp overhangs that 
receive little or no sunlight. To remove 
mildew prior to painting, wash down 
the soffits and overhangs w ith a deter­
gent solution. Then, wipe with a dilut­
ed bleach solution to get rid o f an> 
remaining traces o f mildew Rinse and 
allow to dry.

Priming may also be needed in cer­

tain situations. -For example, areas that 
have been weathered down to bare 
wood should be sanded, brushed clean 
and primed with a top quality lat< x or 
alkyd primer before painting.

Downspouts and gutters
With new galvanized downspouts, 

wash all o f the metal surfaces with a 
soap and water solution and rinse. 
Ordinarily, a primer is not needed. One 
or two coats o f a top quality acrylic 
latex paint will complete the job.

To prepare old galvanized metal, a 
wire brush is excellent for removing rust, 
loose paint or dirt. No pnmer is needed 
on old galvanized metal unless rust is 
evident. Then, use an acrylic latex corro­
sion-resistant primer before painting.

fop quality acrylic latex paints also 
are excellent for aluminum and vinyl 
gutters and downspouts. No primer is 
necessary it the surface is clean and 
sound. When painting copper, use a 
primer suitable for this surface, as, 
green discoloration can occur if a latex 
paint is applied directly.

Ultimately, the keys to handling all 
trouble spots are careful surface prepara­
tion and application ot top quality 
acrylic latex paint. A quality acrylic 
paint will give you better adhesion over 
these types o f surfaces and result in a 
more durable ;uk1 better-lcniking piaint job
