Besides these two business build-
ings now being erected, Mr. T. D.
Ballard is erecting a residence near
the Congregational Church which
will also be completed in the near
future. This house when completed
will be occupied by Mr. and Mrs.
Ed White.

T. M. Hartman of Post City, Texas
who has purchased a number of lots
and blocks in the McMillan-Fergus
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addition of Friona was in town
Wednesday and Thursday.

Mr. Hartman, whose property lies
on the east side of Main Street, pro-
poses to have the streets in that part
of the addition opened and graded
and will erect some residence build-
ings there in the near future. He
informed the writer that J.C. Winn
of Amarillo owns a large number
of lots in that part of town and will
build on some of his property and
that these houses will be for rent.

This will be welcome news to
our people for Friona has long been
suffering from a dearth of residence
buildings and there is no doubt that
those buildings will be occupied as
soon as completed. Mr. Hartman
also intends to organize a loan asso-
ciation for the purpose of assisting
others to build homes in the town.

Benji Henderson, AgriLife Extension Agent in Parmer
County, said the workshop is designed as a pre-season update
for area farmers. “Its still a ways off from spring planting but
now 1s a good time to study the many varieties of cotton now
available and the economics associated with them,” Hender-
son said. “We’ve brought together a group of agency experts
and company representatives who are well versed with our re-
gion. They’ll be here to provide the information necessary to
help our producers make those all-important decisions for the
coming crop year.”

Three Texas Department of Agriculture continuing educa-
tion units will be available for those with a private applica-
tors license. Individual registration is $10 at the door. The fee
includes lunch.
