Highland
Park managed 22 points
in the fourth quarter but
never came close as Coach
Woods ran the first team 1n
and out of the game.
Senior post Ryan De-

and had 9 blocks. Both De-

Wit and Monroe delighted
the home crowd with
several dunks during the
contest. Freshman reserve
guard Cole Stowers had
I1 points including three
3s. Freshman reserve post
Kadyn Hicks had 9 points
and 4 blocked shots.

Cattle nutrition course offered in Amarillo
