T he health  reform  law 

will be tricky for taxpayers.
A ccording to a four-page 

report 1 found on the Fox 
News Business (FBN) web­
site, the Internal Revenue 
Service (IRS) is planning 
to add 4,500 IRS workers 
and spend $303.5 m illion 
on a system to enforce the 
new health care law.

U nder O b a m a ’s rea lly  
good health care program, 
the federal government will 
make everyone have “ade­
quate” health care coverage. 
The government will deter­
mine what is adequate for 
you. Businesses o f all sizes 
will be required to provide 
“affordable” coverage. (Un­
less, o f  course, you know a 
high powered politician like 
Nancy Pelosi who will grant 
you a waiver.)

T h is is the ‘ind iv idual 
m andate’ that was recently’ 
heard before the Supreme 
Court. Hopefully the Court 
will rule it unconstitutional.

I f  n o t, p rep a re  to  pay 
m andate  p en a lties . “T he 
IRS will need to determ ine 
a ta x p a y e r’s com pliance  
with the individual mandate 
and assess a penalty if  cov­

erage is inadequate.” If the 
IRS finds you have fallen 
short o f  the law, it would 
hit you with a penalty tied 
to your household income, 
w hich m ay be that o f  an 
individual or several family 
members.

You following this so far? 
There is a lot more that will 
be required. I ’ll not bore 
you with this disaster in the 
making that will affect your 
personal life. Soon enough 
you will see for yourself.

The FBN report says that 
many taxpayers will simply 
lie about their health cover­
age on their tax return. This 
will mean a huge policing 
job  for the IRS to catch you. 
T hus the 4 ,500  new  IRS 
workers they will be hiring.

A bit o f  positive news. 
The health reform law ex­
em p ts  sm all b u s in e sse s  
w ith  few er than  50 em ­
ployees from the ‘shared 
r e s p o n s ib i l i ty  r e q u i r e ­
m ent.” Beginning in 2014 
the governm ent will slap 
businesses with a $3,000 
p er em p lo y ee  p en a lty  i f  
the governm ent finds they 
provide workers “unafford­
able” health insurance.

Listen to this one final 
rule: “The governm ent will 
assess the $3,000 penalty 
if  any worker has to take a 
tax credit or has to enroll 
in state health exchanges 
because his or her boss pays 
less that 60%  o f  the full 
value o f  the coverage, or 
the premium the em ployee 
pays is m ore than 9.5%  o f 
household incom e.”

1 will have to read that 
paragraph about 10 m ore 
tim es to even begin to un­
d e rs tan d  w hat it m eans. 
Suffice it to say your life 
as a private citizen and/or 
a small business owner will 
get a lot m ore com plicated 
under Obamacare.

Your tax return will have 
new places for you to fill 
in concerning your health 
care or lack o f  it. Then the 
IRS will go to work figur­
ing out if  your insurance is 
adequate, by their defini­
tion. It m ight be adequate 
for you, but not for them, 
so a penalty  m ight be in 
your future.

H ere are ju s t  a few o f  
the item s you will have to 
tell the IRS under O bam ­
acare:

• Insurance plan infor­
m ation includ ing  w ho is 
covered and the dates o f  
coverage.

• T h e  c o s ts  o f  y o u r  
fam ily ’s health insurance 
plans.

• W hether you had an 
o ffe r o f  em p lo y er sp o n ­
sored health insurance.

• W hether you received 
a prem ium  tax credit.

If  you d o n ’t have ade­
quate coverage, as defined 
by the federal governm ent, 
you will have to pay a fine 
as part o f  your tax return.

I ’m done now  because 
I th ink  you are abou t to 
fall asleep. T here is a lot 
m ore. Suffice it to say, the 
O bam acare health  reform  
that is supposed  to help  
m any m illions o f  you have 
health  insurance will be a 
boondoggle at best.

B elieve it or not there  
a re  m i l l io n s  o f  ( u n in ­
fo rm ed ) A m erican s  th a t 
th ink Mr. O bam a is look­
ing out for them  and all 
o f  a sudden they will be 
able to run to the doctor 
anytim e for alm ost free.

The seminar is held for elected Justices o f the Peace so they 
can fulfill their Continuing Judicial Education requirements 
as set forth in Article 27.005 of the Texas Government Code. 
The seminar addressed topics such as judicial ethics, tenants’ 
remedies, criminal procedure, civil procedure, social media, 
evictions, legal analysis, enforcement in juvenile cases, de­
fault judgments, pretrial motions, commercial motor vehicle 
offenses, inquests, Rule 12, technology fund, contract law, 
administrative hearings, evidence, traffic law, credit cards, 
personal injury and property damage, magistration and bond 
conditions, and traffic safety.

Crenwelge.

He encourages persons to 
use the new site for several 
reasons. “There are several 
benefits in using the site: (1) 
Persons may review infor­
mation about their property/ 
properties as it is shown in 
the HPWD database; (2) it 
allows access to maps o f the 
property/properties with the 
latest NAIP imagery; (3) it

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EQIP approval; and (4) it 
will ultimately replace paper 
forms to be completed and 
forwarded to the district’s 
Lubbock office,” Crenwel­
ge said. In addition, a later 
module will allow persons 
to review the status o f their 
banked water.

Assistance is available to 
guide persons through the 
new water meter reporting 
method. “A video tutorial on 
the new site offers instruction 
on how to complete the me­
ter reporting process. Plus,

Other modules will be
