June 17, 1938
Parmer County to

fight grasshoppers

From the front page of the June 17, 1938 Friona Star:

According to Jason O. Gordon, Parmer county farm agent, who
was in Friona Monday, a carload of poison from the government
was received hereon Wednesday of last week and has been stored in
the warehouse of the Friona Wheat Growers, Inc. for use in combat-
ing the grasshopper menace in Parmer County.

Mr. Gordon was accompanied by Mr. Easton, grasshopper expert
from the State Department of Agriculture who was assisting him in
getting into operation the machinery for fighting grasshoppers in
this county.

Mr. Gordon stated that they would have the complete set-up ready
for service by the middle of this week, and all farmers or others who
wished to join in the fight against the grasshopper pest, could secure
the poison for the purpose of applying at the Wheat Growers ware-
house, where representatives of the county would wait upon them.

There is no charge made for the poison, as it is furnished by the
government, but the bait or filler for the poison, together with the
bags in which it 1s contained and the mixing, is furnished by the
county, and a charge of thirty-five cents (.35¢) per bag will be placed
upon the furnished material, just enough to reimburse the county for
the expense of preparing it.

Judges J.M.W. Alexander of Precinct No. 1 and O.M. Jennings, of
Precinct No. 4 were 1n Friona on Tuesday preparing two machines
for spreading the poison over the fields, these machines to be sup-
plied by the county, one for the Lazbuddy precinct and the other for
the Friona community., and the use of these spreaders will be free to
all who wish to avail themselves of their service.

The machines may be drawn behind a car or truck and will do the
work of spreading the poison more evenly and much more rapidly
than it can be done by hand.

File your application for the poison and the use of the machines
with the attendants of the Friona Wheat Growers warehouse here
at Friona and do not forget the small charge of 35¢ per hundred
pounds, which goes to pay for the bag and the labor of mixing the

No matter which side
you take, this government
mandated program will be-
come a total administrative
disaster. It simply has too
many moving parts. When
you put the federal and
state government, insur-
ance companies, hospitals,
doctors, and nurses in the
same pot and stir, the out-
come will not be palatable.

[t 1s amazing to me how
different factions can have
such different views and
opinions about the same
issue. Look at the exam-
ples in our letters to the
editor this week. And those
are only a fraction of the
press releases we received
expressing analysis and
opinion.

Our esteemed elected

leaders cannot agree on
whether we will be subject
to a tax or a penalty. The
Democrats say it is a pen-
alty although their lawyers
argued before the Supreme
Court that 1t is a tax. Chief
Justice Roberts called it a
tax. Nancy Pelosi says it
1s a penalty for not hav-
ing health insurance. We
shouldn’t really care.

Health and Human Servic-
es Secretary Kathleen Sebe-
lius has quickly announced
a ton of money available to
help states implement the
health care law. She said in
a press release, “When the
law 1s fully implemented in
2014, the affordable insur-
ance exchanges will provide
people and small businesses
with one-stop shops to find,
compare, and purchase af-
fordable, high quality health
insurance.” I have no evi-
dence at this point to argue
to the contrary. Maybe it
will work to the benefit of
everyone. [ remain my usual
skeptical self.

She says this new funding

opportunity will give states
the resources they need to
establish affordable insur-
ance exchanges and ensure
Americans are no longer
on their own when shop-
ping for insurance. So we
are going to go shopping
with the State of Texas after
they have cobbled together
something called an insur-
ance exchange? Maybe not.
Texas has yet to reveal its
intentions about insurance
exchanges and accepting
more federal money to ex-
pand Medicaid.

Here 1s the heavy-handed
part. If a state does not
Organize an insurance ex-
change, they will get a “fed-
erally facilitated exchange’.

There are so many ways
to lose money in this deal
it defies logic. If you were
asked to invest in a busi-
ness deal like this one, most
prudent souls would have a
good laugh.

There are millions of
Americans that cannot af-
ford health insurance pre-
miums. There is no extra

money in the family budget
to pay for health insurance
so they risk getting sick and
avoid going to the doctor
for routine visits.

If, all of a sudden, those
millions have some form of
health insurance, the num-
ber of visits to doctors will
Increase, overloading the
medical facilities.

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From the June 17, 1938 Friona Star. Uncle John and some others
were apparently concerned about traffic control on Main St. In those
vears, downtown was a busy place. Folks came in from the country
to shop on Saturday. There was head-in parking on Main St. And
harvest trucks seemed to be a concern. Here is Uncle John in June,
1938. He was 70-years-old at the time.

Our city fathers are talking a little about taking some steps toward
regulating traffic in town, and especially on Main Street, lest there
may be some direful occurrence some day as a result of too much
careless driving and parking.

They do not wish to be considered 1mpert1nent or bossy about this
matter, but some of the old sayings have it that “A stitch in time saves
nine”’ and “An ounce of prevention is worth a pound of cure,” so they

- have about decided to begin to take some precaution and enforce a
few safety regulations before anyone is seriously injured, for if some-
one gets killed or seriously injured it will be like “locking the stable
after the horse is stolen” to begin enforcing traffic ordinances then.

Before many weeks, if nothing happens to the wheat crop, our
streets will be filled with heavy laden trucks coming in with threshed
wheat for the elevators, and they will always be in a hurry to get
unloaded and back for another load, and if our streets are full of
double-parked cars and other trucks, there will be much more
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danger of colhsmn than lf orderly parking and careful driving are
maintained.

Our city fathers do not wish to be contentious about this matter,
but they do feel that they should have the sincere support of our
business people in trying to prevent loss and damage to both life and
property by taking precautions to prevent unnecessary accidents, and
it just occurs to me that these same business people should be more
interested in this saving of life and property than in the possible
loss of a few dimes in trade, because some selfish, or acreless, or
contentious persort insists on blocking traffic by wrong or careless
parking and driving.

Some people will “cuss” you, gentle folks, for allowing such or-
dinances to be enforced and may threaten to go to some other town
to trade. But they will be first to “cuss” you and ““cuss” you hard, if
they or their car or truck are hurt. And anyway, if they do go to some
other town, they will have to obey traffic regulations, for I suspect
Friona is about the only town in the country that allows people to
drive and park in just any manner they please to, and this condition
here is allowable simply because our officials do not wish to appear
bossy or snooty about the matter, so let us all give them a helping
hand in their honest efforts to prevent accidents and the consequent
loss of life and property.

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Fleming’s Ag Lifetime
Leadership trip to India

[’ve returned from my Texas Agriculture Lifetime Leadership
(TALL) trip to the country of India. It was quite an experience.
We visited 7 of the 28 states in the country of India and saw vast
swaths of diverse agriculture.

The laws vary from state to state in India, but land holdings are
limited by law to approximately 50 acres per family. This creates
problems with future generations as the family farm is continu-
ally split and re-split to future generations. Today the average
farm size in India i1s 2 acres. Even though the average farm size
is extremely small compared to the United States, almost 70%
of the Indian population 1s employed in agriculture compared to
less than 3% in the U.S.

They were harvesting wheat during our trip. It was amazing to
see them cut wheat by hand, arrange and tie the stalks into shocks,
carry the shocks by hand to the threshing machine, and then collect
the grain into sacks. Since India has the second largest population
behind China, there is plenty of cheap labor for harvest, but very
limited mechanization of harvest.

We toured a grain elevator where the wait time to unload grain
was currently 2 days, with over 100 trucks waiting in line. All of
the trucks were filled with sacks of grain that would be unloaded
and emptied by hand. There is no private market for wheat in India;
all the wheat that i1s produced is purchased by the Indian govern-
ment and is destined for feeding the poor. While India currently
can produce enough food to feed its population, it’s estimated
that within the next decade the population growth will surpass its
ability to produce enough food. Thus India will become a major
export market for American Agriculture in the future.

While visiting the northern part of India which contains the
Himalaya mountain range, I saw small farms that were terraced
upon the hillsides and mountain ranges which grow vegetables
and potatoes. Potatoes are the second major crop in India fol-
lowing wheat. I also visited western India, which is part of the
cotton growing region of India. India accounts for around 30%
of the world’s cotton and is home to the largest textile industry
in the world.

The Indian people were extremely nice and accommodating. The
western influence is obvious as all the modern shopping malls are
full of American style shops with designer labels, and fast food
outlets such as McDonalds and KFC. Chicken is the number one
protein consumed in India because pork is considered ‘dirty’ and
beef cattle are sacred under the Hindu religion. Beef cattle do
roam freely throughout India and it was not uncommon to see
them wandering in and out of traffic.

There were several things that were overwhelming during our
trip. These include the amount of poverty, the sheer volume of
people, and the amount of trash and filth throughout the coun-
try. There is no EPA or OSHA equivalent agencies as we drove
by belching industrial smoke stacks and toured facilities using
equipment that would be much too dangerous to operate in the
United States.

In addition to becoming even more aware of how fortunate we
are to be living in the United States, I took away from the trip
the ‘catch 22’ that Indian agriculture faces. It needs to modernize
and embrace technology to increase agriculture output to feed
its population, but modernization will decrease the amount of
labor needed, resulting in higher unemployment and a growing
segment of poor.

This trip completed my two year adventure with the TALL pro-
gram. I’ve been exposed to areas of agriculture throughout Texas,
the United States, and now the world. In total over 455 hours were
invested in the process and I’ve enjoyed sharing with the newspaper
my narratives abdut the adventures over the last two years.

The local Methodist congregation is planning to finish the church
basement that was started about nine years ago. Their Quarterly
Conference, with the largest number present they have had this
year, voted unanimously Tuesday night to authorize the finishing of
the church basement just south of the present building. The confer-
ence then elected the following membership on the building com-
mittee: J.L. Shafer, B.T. Galloway, O.C. Jones, Mrs. J.E. Stover,
and Mrs. Howard Ford.

Four men outside of the membership of the congregation have
already offered to donate one hundred dollars apiece on the proj-
ect, and of course many of the members are ready to make other
subscriptions as soon as the committee 1s organized and begins its
work. Some of these have already indicated very liberal amounts
that they expect to pay.

The Woman’s Missionary Society discussed the matter Tuesday
afternoon and voted unanimously in favor of the building, pledging
their hearty support. They decided to give all of the proceeds of
their pie supper and political rally July 21 to the building fund and
to make other plans for raising money on it.

The local Methodist church has a membership of 220. It spends an
average of $200.00 per month for religious work at home and abroad.
This alone would rank it as one of the leading institutions of Friona. It
was organized in 1914 and built the present building in 1924.

1 I Timothy 2:1-7
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Wednesday, July 4th, is the
236th anniversary of the birth
of America! Our “Founding
Fathers” were possessed by a
firm belief that God was the
overpowering influence in what
they were doing.

One of the saddest incidents
in all of the Bible 1s described in
Judges Chapter 2. On the death
of Joshua, who led the people
of Israel in their successful
conquest of the promised land,
and all that meant to the children
of Israel, Judges 2:10 says, “All
that generation had gathered to
their fathers, another generation
arose after them who did not
know the Lord nor the work
which He had done for Israel”.

Well, we need to read the
next few verses to get the whole
story. Judge 2:11-14, “Then the
children of Israel did evil in the
sight of the Lord, and served
the Baals; and they forsook the
Lord God of their fathers, who
had brought them out of the land
of Egypt, and they followed
after other gods from among the
gods of all the people who were
around them, and they bowed
down to them; and they pro-
voked the Lord to anger. They

He had delivered them safely
into the “land that flowed with
milk and honey™. It was through
them that He was to bring the
Savior into the world.

Therefore, He had given them
the law to preserve them as His
chosen people for that very
purpose. He had said to them,
in Deuteronomy 6:5-9, “You
shall love the Lord your God
with all your heart, with all your
soul, and with all your strength.
And these words which I com-
mand you today shall be in your
heart. You shall teach them
diligently to your children, and
talk of them when you sit in
your house, and when you walk
by the way, and when you lie
down, and when you rise up.
You shall bind them as a sign
on your hand, and they shall be
as frontlets between your eyes.
You shall write them on the door
posts of your house and on your
gates.”

Apparently they had not done
that. I mean, they had not lived
by the statutes that God had
given them; they had not taught
God’s word to their children.
Therefore, “there arose another
generation who did not know
God, and practiced evil and
even broke the first command-
ment: *“You shall have no other
god before Me.”

[t is a matter of historic record
that preceding and contributing
to the collapse of every fallen
nation, there was the failure
of its religion, or that nation’s
religion. Today it seems there 1s

of them said yes, and half of

them said no. The pollster says,
“We have dumbed down what it
means to be a part of the church
so much that it means almost
nothing to the people who al-
ready say they are a part of the
church.” According to this poll,
we would have to say without
apology that American style
Christianity has been dumbed
down to the point of failure.

Well, as we have just seen,
America was boldly and un-
ashamedly founded by believ-
ers in God on the moral prin-
ciples taught in the Old and the
New Testaments of the Bible.
The unbelievable sacrifice our
founding fathers came to these
shores with the intent of prayer-
fully carving out a nation whose
citizens would enjoy the free
exercise of their faith. And God
did bless America so that 1t be-
came so. But it 1s happening to
us as it did to Israel in the long
ago. We have now opted to be
a Godless country.
