Taking measures to enhance habitat
for pheasants and other wildlife could
be an avenue to a better Environmental
Benefit Index (EBI) score for acreage
proposed for enrollment in the Conser-
vation Reserve Program (CRP). Boost-
ing the EBI score would help chances
of getting new contracts accepted or
re-enrolling land that has an expiring
contract in the Conservation Reserve
Program.

Toward that end, Pheasants Forever,
in cooperation with the Natural Re-
sources Conservation Service, will
host a CRP EBI workshop at the Her-
eford Community Center in Hereford
on May 17, from 9:30 a.m. to 2 p.m.
A similar session will be held in Perry-
ton on May 15, and will be conducted
by Curtis Greene with the NRCS in
Pampa.

Includ-
ed in this category are wildflowers that
can be mixed with native grasses.

“Native grass mixes on the landscape
help the score and hopefully eliminate
introduced grasses. Producers can also
get points for wildlife food plots, and
converting introduced grass stands to
native species. Pollinators are a nation-
al initiative to benefit wildlife and the
health of landscapes,” he said.

“We’re looking at a broad spectrum
of things to enhance wildlife habitat,”
Menge emphasized.

Let's get out the microscope
and examine a muscle cell and
an adipocyte (fat) cell. What do
we see? Skeletal muscle cells
are long, thin, threadlike cells
and are arranged in bundles.
Adipocytes store fat in droplets
and enlarge as they accumulate
fat. When adipocytes become
s0 abundant that they crowd out
other cell types, they form adi-
pose (fat) tissue. Adult muscle
cells cannot grow in number,
only in size and strength. Like-
wise, a person 1S born with a
certain number of fat cells.
The good and the bad about
both muscle and fat cells 1s that
they both can grow and shrink.
Best case i1s that our muscles
grow, and our fat cells shrink.
Worst case 15 that if muscles are
shrinking, fat cells are probably
growing.

You cannot “spot” reduce fat.
So, for example, if flat abs are a
goal for you, doing 100 crunches
every day 1s not going to get nd
of the fat in front of the ab mus-
cles. Now, that doesn’t mean
you shouldn’t do crunches. You

are getting a great benefit, Your
ab muscles will become stronger
and lay flat, and that's always
awesome. Plus you ARE burn-
ing fat as you workout, but your
body is taking fat from wherever
it 1s most efficient for it to use it.
There'’s a fitness industry prov-
erb that says, “Flat abs start in
the kitchen.” Muscle has a daily
metabolic rate of about three
times that of fat. Increasing lean
body mass (muscle) and physi-
cal activity will improve your
metabolism which helps to com-
bat that kitchen thing,

Don’t look at the scale! As
you increase your lean body
mass, the number on the scale
may go up. Yeah, that bothers
me, too. However, you can pack
more muscle into a space than
you can fat. Muscle is denser
and lays flat. Case in point, over
the last year, I have gained ten
pounds, BUT I can still wear
the same clothes size. As you
track your progress, you want to
use inches lost, not necessarily
pounds lost.

Aging causes muscle loss.

* the market or appraised value of your property

* the unequal appraisal of your property

« the inclusion of your property on the appraisal roll

* any exemptions that may apply to you |

* the qualification for an agricultural or timber appraisal

* (he taxable status of your property

* the local governments which should be taxing your property

* the ownership of property

* the change of use of land receiving special appraisal

» any action taken by the chiel appraiser, appraisal district or ap-
praisal review board that applics to and adversely affects you.

Informal Review
(Insert description of appraisal district’s informal review process,
if any, then give name and telephone number of person taxpayer
should contact.)

If you wish to have an informal review of your property with
our staff, please come to our office in Bovina, M-F, 8:30am to
5pm except holidays.

Review by the Appraisal Review Board

If you can’t resolve your problem informally with the county ap-
praisal district (CAD) staff, you may have your case heard by the
appraisal review board (ARB).

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that reviews problems
with appraisals or other concerns listed above. It has the power to
order the CAD to make the necessary changes 1o solve problems.
If you file a written request for an ARB hearing (called a notice of
protest) before the deadline, the ARB will set your case for a hear-
ing. You'll receive written notice of the time, date and place of the
hearing. If necessary, you may request a hearing in the evening or
on a Saturday or Sunday, Prior to your heaning, you may ask to
review the evidence the CAD plans to introduce at the hearing to
establish any matter at tssue. The Jaw provides that before a hear-
ing on a protest or immediately afier the hearing begins, you or
your agent and the CAD shall each provide the other with a copy
of any writtcn material intended to be offered or submitted to the
ARB at the hearing. To the greatest extent practicable, the hearing
will be informal. You or a designated agent may appear in person to
present evidence or you may send notanized evidence for the ARB
to review at your hearing. The CAD representative will present
evidence about your case. You may cross-examine the CAD rep-
rescatative. The ARB will make its decision based on the evidence
presented. In most cases, the CAD has the burden of establishing

the property's value by a preponderance of the evidence presented.

Usual Deadline
On or before May 31 (or 30 days after a notice of appraised value
was mailed to you, whichever is later).

Late protests arc allowed if you miss the usual deadline for good
cause. Good cause is some reason beyond your control, like a
medical emergeacy. The ARB decides whether you have good
cause,

Late protests are due the day before the ARB approves records
for the year. Contact your appraisal district for more information.

Special Deadlines

For change of use (the appraisal district informed you that you are
losing agricultural appraisal because you changed the use of yoor
land), the deadline s not later than the 30th day after the notice of
the determination was mailed to you.

Property Tax Protest and Appeal Procedures

Deadline for Filing Protests with the ARB*

* The deadline is postponed 1o the next business day if it falls on a weekend or holiday.

In certain protests where the owner has submitted an independent
appraisal before the heanng, the chiel appraiser has the burden of
proving the property’s value by clear and convincing evidence.

Note: You shouldn't try to contact ARB members outside of the
hearing. The law requires ARB members 1o sign an affidavit saying
that they haven't talked about your case before the ARB hears it.

Review by the District Court or an Arbitrator or SOAH

After it decides your case, the ARB must send you a copy of ils
order by certified mail. If you're not satisfied with the decision,
you have the right to appeal. If you choose to go to court, you
must start the process by filing a petition within 60 days of the
date you receive the ARB's order. In certain cases, as an alterna-
tive to filing an appeal in district court, you may file, not later
than the 45th day after you receive notice of the ARB order, a
request for binding arbitration with the county appraisal district.
In certain cases onginating in certain counties, as an altemative
to filing an appeal in district court, you may appeal 1o the State
Office of Administrative Hearings (SOAH). An appeal to SOAH
is initiated by, not later than the 30th day after you receive notice
of the ARB’s order, filing with the chief appraiser of the county
appraisal district a notice of appeal. Appeals to District Court,
Binding Arbitration, or SOAH all require payment of centain fees

or deposits.

You must pay either the amount of taxes due on the portion of
the taxable value not in dispute or the amount of taxes due on the

property under the order from which the appeal is taken.

Local students complete cattle certification program

Texas Cattle Feeders Associa-
tion, in collaboration with West
Texas A&M University and
Texas A&M AgriLife Extension,
developed the Feedyard Techni-
cian Certification Program in
2012 and had three area high
school students complete the
Cattle Handling & Care Certifi-
cation Program yesterday.

Andres Silva and Eddy Delga-
dillo, both of Friona, and Lane
Miller of Dalhart began the
certification process by building
on their agricultural classes with
additional curriculum developed
from TCFA’s Beef Quality As-
surance program. To complete
the certification process, stu-
dents trained at the WTAMU
Research Feedlot with Extension
Beef Cattle Specialist Dr. Ted
McCollum, Dr. Mike Brown,
Faculty Supervisor of WTAMU
Research Feedlot and Associate
Professor of Ruminant Nutrition,

and Robert Devin of Texas A&M
AgriLife Extension. Trainings
included cattle handling prin-
ciples, and processing cattle,
with an emphasis on Beef Qual-
ity Assurance (BQA) principles.

The students were then tested
over their skills through demon-
stration and with a written exam.
They were also interviewed by
instructors using hypothetical
situations and questions on top-
ics covered in the training. At the
conclusion of the day’s events,
the students were presented with
a certificate of completion and
jacket from TCFA.

Completion of this certifica-
tion program enables students
to be better prepared to obtain
employment within a feedyard
with a basic understanding of the
knowledge and skills necessary
to be an asset to the operation.

Students in the program are
identified by their Agricultural

- a———

Science Teacher, feedyard man-
agers or have expressed interest
to be accepted into the program.
They should be enrolled in at
least one high school agricultural
class each semester, participate
in extra-curricular activities
such as FFA, have a supervised
agricultural experience project,
and they are required to either
job shadow or have an internship
within the industry before receiv-
ing a High School Diploma.

Individuals who work in the
fed beef industry have one of the
most important jobs in the world

a feedyard setting, especially in
the TCFA-area of Texas, Okla-
homa and New Mexico where
30 percent of the nation’s beef1s
produced, is crucial in the future
success of the industry.
