Friona author Teddy Jones in unusual collaboration

(Friona author Teddy Jones
will be meeting interested read-
ers and signing books at the
Clovis Hastings store at 1925
North Prince on Saturday,
April 2, 2005 from 4 to 6 p.m.

Although they worked to-
gether on many occasions over
a period of twenty years, Friona
writer Teddy Jones, and Edwina
McConnell, R.N., Ph.D., became
coauthors of a new book in an

unusual collaboration. The re-
sult of their effort is A Stone
r_Evi Ji : Traveli
ife of Eli
biographical novel.

Jones, a Nurse Practitioner
and a long-time member of
Texas Tech’s nursing faculty ex-
plained, “Edwina and I were
each working on separate
projects. She had collected re-
search information on Elinor
Gregg (1886-1970), the first Su-
pervisor of Nurses for the In-
dian Service, for more than 25
years. In the later 1990s she
concentrated intensely on that
research for about a year be-
fore beginning a new manu-
script. She began a biography
that she hoped would bring
Gregg, the nursing pioneer, to a
wide audience.

“I"d begun work on a novel
and was continuing to write my
monthly column in The Farmer
Stockman. As friends and col-
leagues, we often read and cri-
tiqued one another’s work.
When Edwina was diagnosed

,a

with cancer in 2001, she re-
minded me that I'd promised to
finish her book if anything
should prevent her from doing
so. After her death during a
second course of chemotherapy
in 2002, her will specified that I
should receive the Gregg re-
search material and the partial
manuscript. It was then that a
different sort of collaboration
began. I set aside my other
project and considered how to
work with the core that Edwina
had developed and her research
data to develop a finished prod-
uct.”

The resulting book, set in
1966 in Santa Fe and Albuquer-
que, combines a fictional rela-
tionship between Elinor Gregg
in her later years and two
young nursing students from
the University of New Mexico
with the biographical material.
The young students are en-
countering problems typical of
the time and of their ages—
worries about family responsi-
bilities, their personal and pro-

fessional futures, women’s
roles, and the, Viet Nam War.
The core of the biography re-
mains in Miss Gregg's reminis-
cences told to the young
women throughout the book.
The ten chapters that were al-
most complete at McConnell’s
death are included, essentially
intact.

“After spending several
months immersed in the re-
search data, guided by the
knowledge that Edwina wanted
Elinor Gregg presented fo both
a nursing and a non-nursing
audience, I chose to make the
story a biographical novel,”
Jones said. “Elinor Gregg was a
remarkable nursing pioneer.
Throughout her 83 years, she
influenced many people in much
the same way as she affects
the two young women‘in A
Stone For Every Journey. That
influence, that way of being, is
what Edwina wanted to con-
vey. I believe it’s here. And
many readers will recognize
something of themselves in the

projects they have completed
and continue to work on.

At the FCCLA state meet,
Friona FCCLA will have an ex-
hibit feataring their many suc-
cessful programs. Other school
officials and students will be
able to see first hand and ask
questions about implementing
a Service Learning program at
their schools. Extra copies of
the enclosed FCCLA insert tab
were printed and will be handed
out to interested parties at the
state and national meets. The
tab will also be used as evi-
dence of Friona's success and
to apply for future grant money
for FISD.

The Friona Star is proud to
be a small part of the Service
Learning program through serv-
ing on the adult leadership team
board and providing publicity
for the projects. Mrs. Allen and
her students and many volun-
teers put together the copy for

New law: buy a kid a Bud
and lose your license

The alcohol posse is af-
ter your driver’s license.

House Bill 1357 being
introduced by Rep. Kino
Flores, D-Mission, amends
the Texas Alcohol Bever-
age Code to suspend the
driver’s license of an adult
that is caught knowingly
providing alcohol to minors.

Right now providing al-
cohol to minors is a Class
A misdemeanor that carries
a penalty of fines and/or
jail time. H.B. 1357 adds a
new section to the law that
suspends the convicted
adult’s driver’s license for
180 days or requires a 180
day waiting period after the
person applies for renewal
or issuance of a driver’s
license. If there was a pre-
vious offense the suspen-
sion is for one year.

In other words if you
buy a bunch of beer for a
bunch of kids and they get
caught and rat you out you
ain’t gonna be drivin® for a
while, at least with a li-
cense. It is one more noble
effort to keep alcohol out
of the mouths of babes.

There is an organization
in Austin named Partners
for Zero Tolerance for Un-
derage Access made up of
law enforcement associa-
tions, educational forums,
package store associations,
and the Texas Alcoholic
Beverage Commission

Agents Association. A
spokesman said, “We be-
lieve protecting our chil-
dren from the dangers as-
sociated with underage
drinking is the responsibility
of us all.”

These folks say their
studies show the threat of
losing your driver’s license
is an effective deterrent,
even more effective than
the threat of jail time. Rep.
Flores said, “Current penal-
ties are not a sufficient
deterrent or so many kids
wouldn’t be getting alcohol
from adults. Hopefully this
additional penalty will make
a difference.”

On the federal scene, a
senator from Ohio with the
appropriate name of Mike
DeWine, introduced a Sen-
ate Bill titled the Sober
Truth on Preventing (STOP)
Underage Drinking Act au-
thorizing a coordinated at-
tempt to reduce alcohol con-
sumption by minors. The
effort of the bill would in-
clude cooperation among
federal agencies, increased
prevention activities in
states and communities, a
public service media cam-
paign, and more research.

Just what the problem
needs. More research.
DeWine said, “We haven’t
done enough to acknowl-
edge how widespread the
problem is and to let par-

ents know that they are a
part of the problem and
can be a part of the solu-
tion.”

I’'m going out on a limb
here and offering a free
opinion that most parents
already know they are both
a part of the problem and
the solution. Further I will
venture this prediction: no
legislation, state or federal,
will ever prevent underage
drinking.

Senator DeWine wants
$2 million appropriated “for
a committee to coordinate
efforts among federal agen-
cies to prevent underage
drinking and to report to
Congress annually.” That is
$2 million of your tax money
to allow federal agencies to
talk among themselves then
talk to Congress. He
doesn’t say who is going to
be talking to the teenagers
that are actually doing the
drinking.

He did add in $10 mil-
lion to fund new programs
in states and communities
and colleges and $6 million
for increased research. In-
formation on this DeWine
proposal was found on the
Baptist Press News
website. The Southern Bap-
tist Ethics & Religious Lib-
erty Commission has en-
dorsed DeWine’s legislation.

Education and reinforce-
ment of the dangers of un-

derage drinking needs to
start from the bottom up,
not the top down. Federal
and state laws won’t make
much of a difference. Ob-
viously the prevention has
to start at home with the
parents, grandparents, aunts,
and uncles. Throw in the
schools and churches and
local law enforcement that
attempt to set examples and
educate local kids about
how they can screw up the
rest of their lives in just
one drunk.

We are all familiar with
stories of tragedy caused
by teen drinking, showing
off, driving, wrecking, being
permanently disabled or kill-
ing people. With proms and
graduation just ahead now
is a good time to talk about
drinking. Kids are not lis-
tening to Austin or Wash-
ington, D.C. They are lis-
tening to their peers and
their parents.

And even then some-
times the message doesn’t
get through. A wise judge
once said to me as she
sent me on my way, “Noth-
ing good has ever happened
because of alcohol.”

We don’t need more re-
search, more money, or
more laws. The best we
can do is show a lot more
responsibility and then keep
our fingers crossed.
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Trans-Texas Corridor: conflict of interest

You would think that the
Texas Farm Bureau would never
abandon Rick Pen’y..lhe former
Agriculture Commissioner and
a rancher to boot, but they
have split over his baby, the
Trans-Texas Corridor. This split
has done more than expose him
to political peril. It has also
exposed the corruption in his
administration and given rise to
a New Mainstream of real Tex-
ans — not politicians and paid
lobbyists — just regular folks
fighting for their rights.

If you have a car or a ranch
in Texas, you probably already
don’t like the Trans-Texas Cor-
ridor, Rick Perry’s roads debacle.
Rick Perry’s toll-road plan be-
trays a fundamental lack of ac-
countability to the basic rules
of fair play. Texans don’t want
to give up their farms and
ranches because of some Aus-
tin insider boondoggle. Texans
don’t want to pay tolls to drive
on roads they built with their
taxes.

Created by a 2003 bill that
the legislature passed with little

debate, the Trans-Texas Corri-
dor is rife with insider dealing,
cronyism and conflicts of inter-
est. It is yet another-example of
why I've become fond of say-
ing that it looks like Rick Perry
is taking ethics lessons from
Tom DeLay.

Insider dealing? A former
state legislator named Dan
Shelley helped a European
transportation company get
meetings with the Texas De-
partment of Transportation to
“discuss™ Rick Perry’s toll roads
plan. Rick Perry hired Dan
Shelley to run his legislative
affairs, and three months later,
the state gave Shelley’s Euro-
pean pals a $7.2-billion contract
to run the project.

Cronyism? Some of Rick
Perry’s appointees to regional
mobility authorities own land
that will increase in value if the
toll roads are built.

Conflicts of interest? Less
than a week before it got a
$1.5-billion contract to
build the first leg of the Trans-
Texas Corridor, a California cor-

state

poration gave Rick Perry’s cam-
paign $30,000. In all, highway
contracts have poured more
than half a million dollars into
Rick Perry’s bank account since
he became Governor in 2001.

The good that has come
from this mess is a sincere,
honest-to-goodness grassroots
organization that has grown
across rural Texas and through-
out the suburbs. Regular folks
with no political ambitions or
agendas have organized them-
selves and are spending their
own time and money to fight
for their rights. Students of his-
tory will note that we didn’t
always call groups
“‘grassroots organizations”. We
used to call them patriots, or
Americans, and before that we
called them rebels.

One such group of “rebels”
is Corridor Watch.org headed
by David and Linda Stall out in
Fayetteville, Texas. This week I
got an email from them asking
me — and thousands of other
interested Texans — to call their
state legislators to support HB

these

3363, a bill to, in their words,
“demand that the state slow
down the rush for toll roads
and allow voters, taxpayers, and
citizens the opportunity to un-
derstand and evaluate the un-
avoidable impact that the
Trans-Texas Corridor and toll
roads will have on Texas.”

The protest from the good
people at CorridorWatch.org
and other such organizations is
helping renew my faith in de-
mocracy. In Texas, where our
state constitution recognizes
the “great and essential prin-
ciples of liberty”, these patriots
are fighting for the idea that
government is supposed to se-
cure our rights, not remove
them. If they want me to call
my state lawmakers to support
HB 3363, I'm happy to do my
part in this revolution.

Indecency act protects children from
inappropriate material

America’s parents have a hard enough job protecting their

children without having to worry about the messages on televi-
sion and radio. Even parents who closely monitor their children’s
music and television have been caught unaware by those who
try to generate higher ratings — and are willing to violate stan-
dards on nudity, language or violence in the process.

There is no substitute for parental oversight in these situa-
tions. But government can sometimes assist, so my colleague
Senator John Rockefeller of West Virginia, and I recently intro-
duced the bipartisan Indecent and Gratuitous Violence Broadcast-
ing Control Act of 2005.

Our bill seeks to curb indecency and violence on television or
the radio. Our goal is to encourage production of more family
programs. A measure previously adopted was the V-Chip, which
recognizes content ratings encoded in U.S. broadcasts. The
ratings help parents determine the level of violence and/or sex in
a particular program. The parent can then use the chip to block
all programs which receive a specific rating as determined by the
industry.

Since 2000, all newly-manufactured televisions with screens
over 13 inches in size contain the chip. Our legislation requires
the Federal Communications Commission to review use of the V-
Chip to see if this technology has been effective in protecting
our children.

If the V-Chip and other methods are not protecting children
from excessive violence and sex, our legislation directs the FCC
to create a rule requiring broadcasters to do more to protect
children including, if necessary, changing programming times.

Our bill also requires broadcasters to double the amount —
from three to six hours a week — of children’s programming. It
additionally mandates new and improved program labeling. If
passed, before any program is aired, a full-screen warning of the
specific content will appear for 30 seconds and reappear every 30
minutes after for programs in excess of 30 minutes.

The legislation increases fines for broadcasters that allow
obscene content as defined by the FCC at $500,000 an utterance,
up to $3 million in a 24-hour period. It requires program produc-
ers to give local broadcasters a reasonable opportunity to review.
all recorded or scripted programming in advance so they can
reject it if they feel it is excessively violent or sexual.

If our entertainment industry is not willing to voluntarily
protect our children it is the responsibility of Congress to step in.
Television programmers do not have a constitutional right to
flood the airwaves with excessive violence and sex.

It is true that the most important control for a parent is the on-
off button. It is becoming increasingly difficult, however, for
parents to know what is being broadcast and when it is on the
air. This legislation will better help parents exercise their discre-
tion over the material viewed by their children.

This is always a difficult issue. As an American, I will do all I
can to protect freedom of speech but, as a mother of two small

children, I want to ensure freedom of speech is not abused to

target children with inappropriate material. This legislation strikes
a balance.

Don't get hit with a penalty!
“Render” your taxable

property by April 15th.

A“renditio.. is areport to the appraisal district that lists all the
taxable operty you owned or controlled on January 1st of
this ye,

Who must file a rendition?

You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal
property that is used to produce income—such as the
inventory and equipment used by a business. If you ren-
der late, don't render or file an incomplete or false rendi-
tion, a 10% to 50% penalty may be imposed.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:

= You give your opinion of your property’s value. The
appraisal district must notify you in writing of any value
change and explain how you can protest that value to the
appraisal review board.

= You record your correct mailing address so your tax bills will
go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to the wrong
address, the law still holds you responsible for paying your
taxes on time or paying extra charges for late payments.

= You can also file a “report of decreased value” to notify
the appraisal district of significant depreciation of the
value of your property in 2004. The district will look at
your property before assigning a value in 2005.

What’s the deadline?

The last day for filing 2005 renditions is April 15. You can
get an automatic extension to May 15 if you ask for it
in writing on or before the April 15 deadline. The chief
appraiser may grant an additional 15 days after May 15
for an owner who shows good cause in writing.

Where do you file?

File renditions with your local appraisal district at:

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Marketing strategies critical for cotton

Uncertainty beyond the nor-
mal planting questions makes
management strategies for cot-
ton farmers more important this
year,

The World Trade Organiza-
tion has challenged key provi-
sions of the farm program as
not being in compliance with
the agency’s guidelines for in-
ternational trade. Currently, two

out of three bales of U.S. cot-
ton are exported and are sub-
ject to these guidelines.

President Bush has proposed
cuts in the budget deficit and
reductions to the U.S. farm pro-
grams safety net.

“Each could knock several
cents off the price of cotton,”
said Dr. Carl Anderson, a re-
cently retired Regents Fellow,

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professor, and Texas Coopera-
tive Extension cotton marketing
economist in College Station.
Anderson advises producers to
get a marketing plan in place
now.

“We’re using all of the policy
and supply/demand uncertain-
ties to substantiate and point
out that future crop producers
need to use marketing strate-
gies to enhance their income,
because we see the farm pro-
gram payments being more lim-
ited than they are today,”
Anderson said.

Anderson spoke here at' a
one-day Advanced Topic Series
course on ‘“Developing This
Year’s Marketing Plan-Cotton,”
sponsored by the Extension.
“What we talk about is maximiz-
ing income under the farm pro-
gram,” he said. “We emphasize
the importance of understand-
ing the markets, keeping up with
them and knowing when there
are opportunities to pick up
some extra income.”

Dr. Steve Amosson, Exten-
sion economist in Amarillo, said
that’s particularly important in
the northern Panhandle, where
cotton has started growing in
acreage, but the producers are
at square one on the learning
curve. “We’re starting to get a
lot of requests for basic out-
look and marketing information
on cotton,” Amosson said.
“Most of these producers are
new, and until you understand
cotton, it’s difficult to develop
a marketing plan.”

Time is growing short for
making those plans. Like most
crops, the best prices for cot-
ton are before planting or soon
after, Amosson said. That means
decisions need to be made in
the next 45 days or so.

Anderson said last year
some producers reaped the ben-
efits of advanced planning. They
were able to set a price floor at
60 cents on the-December 2004

~futures-Jast-March. Those fu-

tures dropped to 44 cents by
August, but those who had

locked in the floor price of 60
cents, using a put option, had
price insurance.

In 2003, the situation was
the opposite. The price was low.
Anderson said when the price
gets around 40 cents, produc-
ers should buy calls to “hedge”
the counter-cyclical payment.
“We no longer just hedge
against lower prices. We hedge
against lower government pay-
ments, because the price goes
up and the payment goes
down,” he said.

With December futures typi-
cally ranging from 39 cents a
pound to 70 cents a pound,
buying price insurance makes
sense, Anderson said. It pro-
vides an opportunity for income
in addition to the farm program
payment.

This year, prices are in the
middle — in the 50 to 60-cent
range — for December futures,
but they could easily drop into
the 40-cent range, Anderson
said. Producers should work on
putting on some price floors at
52 cents or higher, which could
very possibly yield 6 to 10 cents
net gain, given the expected
price at harvest, he said.

“It’s standard procedure
when you buy a nice new car,
you take out insurance and
hope, you’ll never need it. It’s
quite comfortable to have it,”
he said. “With cotton, you
spend 2 cents and get back
about 8 cents net. Anyone who
can get 5 cents out of this
market, will have been success-
ful.”

While many producers use a
pool to market their cotton, the
economists said the producers
of the future are aware of the
opportunity to use the futures
market, and are learning when
to implement the pricing strate-
gies. “The key is not to wait
until you see the top of the
market, because it’s already
gone by the time you see it,”
Anderson said.. “We just want
to find a favorable pricing op-
portunity.”

The West Texas A&M Uni-
versity Golf Mini-Tour will-+ravel

to six different locations, begin- -

ning on May 10, 2005, at the
Perryton Municipal Golf Course
and winds up May 26 at Cana-
dian Golf Course. A total of six
tournaments will be staged dur-
ing the month, including May
16 at the Rawls Course at Lub-
bock — one of the most exciting
courses in all of West Texas.

“The purpose of the tourna-
ments is to join West Texas
A&M athletic boosters or any-
one interested in Buff athletics
with coaches and staff members
and have a great day of golf
and fun,” said Ed Harris,
WTAMU Director of Athletics.

Well, leaming that 40,000 children starve
to death every day doesn’t scem like
muchofagift; but, that is how itall began.

It started a search to find ways the
students could help. Soon, they found
Heifer, Intemational, a 50 year old charity
that gives animals to families so they can
have food and extra income.

They decided to have multicultural
fairs to raise money for Heifer. After
inviting otherclasses to help, they studied
countries all over the world, made
exhibits, and showed them to the high
school, grade school and primary
students. Everyone shared their pennies,
nickels, and dimes, even though one little
girl said, I would like to give more, but
pennies are pretty hard to find at my
house.”

Enough money was made to donate
one heifer, two goats, and three flocks of
geese through Heifer, International that
first year. Somewhere, 6 families had a
better life because Friona students cared.

The animal provides the family with
nourishment, such as milk and they can sell the extra products
toimprove their housing, buy medicine or send their children
to school. The famil ¢s 10 share their animal’s oftSpring
with others - along with their knowledge, resources, and skills.
This is called passing on the gift.

Students in the Friona School System decided last year
/ wanted to pass on their gifts. While visiting the web site,
er.org students found the giving program “Fill An Ark.”
An Ark consists of 2 each of 30 different animals. Students
immediately went to work. Mrs. Young’s class raised a steer
that was later sold with the money going to Heifer,
International. Mrs. Carmichael’s art classes designed jewelry
and cards.

FCCLA and Family and Consumer Science classes

invited students all over the'school district to become a part of

the effort by submitting a recipe for a cookbook.
The White House, Govemor Rick Perry and several other
legislators also contributed recipes.

Kindergartenand first grade classes designed the dividers,
Tag and history students wrote about countries Heifer serves,
Spanish classes translated recipes, English classes edited
recipes, computer classes helped type, and Family and
Consurher Science classes wrote sections on nutrition, cooking
tips, safety and sanitation, fast food or fat food, and children
inthekitchen. Students helped type, edit, proof. run off, compile
and bind.

Students chose the name “‘Friona Schools Feed Hungry
Children” because they would be feeding children around the
world by what we feed our children. The week of Mother’s
Day the cookbooks went on sale. On August 1% Friona Schools
sent a check to Heifer International for the first Ark.

The cookbooks sell for $15 contain. It has 902 recipes
along with assortment of chapter and dividers designed by
students.

Our Service Learning Project began as a mission to target the Hispanic culture. The
student’s vision was to help orphans. Afier much research we found an organization called,
“Children of Promise”. From there the students found the closest orphanage within this
organization. The reason in finding the closest location was so that the students could actually
make the trip and be more real. We found an orphanage called, “La Vid™ in Juarez. I made
contact and found that La Vid had forty-six children and five adults.

The students were excited that we had found a place. From there they brainstormed ideas on
how to serve every child with a backpack full of school supplies. From this point on this idea
snowballed. How are we to raise the money to buy all these supplies? They figured that
there was no way they could supply this many backpacks to this many children.

Then they decided that maybe if other teachers and their classrooms, from Kindergarten
through 12" grade, could adopt a child then we could do this for every orphan. Theirr on
might be possible then. After finding thirty-eight teachers and classes willing to adopt a
child, we new it was possible. All teachers were responsible for supplying a backpack and
school supplies for their adopted orphan. These teachers integrated this project into their
own unique lessons in the classroom.

Students in Spanish classes had school wide soccer game, juniors vs. seniors, to help
raise money for this project. They also sold Mexican hot chocolate and donuts. The kids
enjoyed this cultural game. This money went to help buy the students wrote letters to cach
child and sent photos. Mrs. Allen’s classes even made 63 quillows, one for each child.

Many students wanted to go to Juarez; but, students went who could help with translating
or who had provided leadership in the other activities. The students ate with the orphans,
went to their school with them, played, painted finger nails, and even taught them to make
Jjewelry with paper beads.

Armando and Laura Barron, “parents” inspired everyone with their testimonies and dedication
to “LaVid” or “The Life.” They told of their past and why they lived to help the children
learn to depend on God rather than material things. There were a lot of tears when it was time
to leave. My students kept asking if they could bring them home with them.

The students impressed everyone with their calm and confidence as they “talked” the group
and all of the backpacks through customs with no searches. Mr. Austin is becoming famous
for driving the rather “quaint” orphanage bus through the streets and neighborhoods of Juarez.
This was an awesome experience for teachers, students and the orphans.

Shots for Tots

“Shots for Tots™ is a service learning project of the Friona High School 2004
English I1I and English Il AP classes. Seventy-five students, three school staff
members; and five community partners created bilingual educational materials,
including PowerPoint presentations and children’s books, geared toward children
and adults in the Friona community. Students and partners spent 7,315 hours
reading books, searching the internet, and asking questions so they could
complete the project.

The project came about as a result of students reading 7he Crucible and
viewing area news reports of cases of whooping cough in the Texas Panhandle.
One of the explanations for the cause of the girls’ unresponsiveness and hysteria
in the play is that they had contracted a childhood ilIness that is now preventable
through immunizations. Students felt that the whole witchcraft hysteria could
have been prevented had immunizations been available in 1692, because the
girls would not have succumbed to a preventable illness and no one would have
been accused of bewitching the girls through witchcraft. Students felt that
immunizations are an important preventative device for illnesses, as well as
bigger social evils, as illustrated through 7he Crucible. Since the preventable
childhood diseases are still around, students felt thatit was important to encourage
voluntary immunizations to prevent outbreaks of these diseases.

The comments from students involved in the project were overwhelmingly
positive. Students reported feeling like they were really making a difference.

One student, Andrea Geries, reported that the project “gave me more of a
chance to be myself and be creative.”

Another student, Jesus Montanez, reported that he really liked the children’s
book project because it gave him the opportuntty to use his artistic talent.

Oliver Loya reported, * It made me feel like I am making a difference the
community and I also had fun with the
project.” -
