Americans were injured. This, coming on the heels of other re-ports of sniping, is responsible |
for the belief that the expeditionary command is confronted witha serious problem. ,

A report received here from Carranza which says that a Villa colonel captured near Cui-
sihuirachic promised to lead a party to a grave in which Villa was said to have been buried last
Friday is generally discredited by military authorities here.

Newspapers published in Chihuahua reached here todaycontaining reporis of the attack
upon ‘the command of Major Frank Tompkins at Parral. According to these, Americans were |
camped in the Palaza de San Juan, when, despite the efforts of the Carranza officials, the Mexican |
populace attacked them with firearms, whereupon the cavalrymen fought back. The affair was |
described as being a repulse of the Americans, since they retired finally to Lamos.

The newspaper pointed out that despite the unfortunate occurrence there was no friction |
bhetweén the American commander and the Carranza authorities in Parral, both of whom were |
working to establish permanent relations.

OUR DUTY TO MTXICO.

The affair at Parral, whatever the
circumstances to it, came at a moment
to give the utmost possible emphasis
to General Carranza's proposal that
we withdraw our troops from Mexico.
What General Carranza means in mak-
ing that proposal is that the popular
cpposition to the presence of our
troops is growing so fast as to put him
in danger of losing control of the
forces that yileld allegiance to him.
The affair at Parral seems to illustrate
his argument and prove its correct-
ness. Hence the question presented is
W hether we shall withdraw the forces
already in the country or provide
against the contingency of their hav-
ing to fight not merely the followers
of Villa but those of General Car-
ranza as well. The whole of our regu-
lar army is not sufficient to cope with
the opposition that, in that case, would
coofront us, and that would still be
true even {f we should add the whole
oi the National Guard. Army officers
have declared that we should need
500,000 troops to make successful war
in Mexico. That is less true now thau
It was at the time the estimate was
made. It Is altogether possible thauv
we should encounter much less opposi-
tion from the half-starved people than
bas been supposed. Nevertheless after
making allowance for all these possi-
bilities, it seems fairly evident that
the alternative of withdrawing our
troops from Mexico is not merely the
keeping of them in Mexico, but the
quick raising of an army of 300,000 or
100,000 men, This is one of the prac-
tical considerations of the matter of
which those in authority are perhaps
more conscious than are those who
are not.

However, this will not be the de.
termining  consideration with the |
President. He seems to have made up
his mind against muklnf war on the
Mexican people—made It up against
the possibility of having it changed by
any contingency which the imagina
tion can conceive. He seems to be
willing to stand or fall on that de-
cision—to stand or fall in the vulgar
political sense, and in the sense of his
tory's verdict as to the wisdom and
rlghc-ounm-m\ of his decision. It is
tantamount to the declaration that if
the country wishes, for any reason, to
£0 to war with the Mexican ‘people, it
must first provide itself with a new
President. His objections to that
course are political, political in the
sense that he feels the liberty of the
Mexicans to be at stake, This decis-
fon would evoke the cry of cowardice
against the President, a consequence
he has foreseen, we may be sure.

the view that we should take the Mex-
fcans in ward,; even if it should become
necessary (o use the coercive meas-
ure of war to accomplish it. The case
of Cuba, of Porto Rico, of the Philip«
pines, and of late, of Haliti, may be
cited in support of the opinion that to
put the Mexicans under temporary
subjection Is the surest way of confer-
ring freedom on them, The wisdom
of such a decision is at least debatable
But that it would take courage of
rather heroic degree to make such a
decision is, it seems t0 us obvious.—

OUR DUTY. TO MTXICO.

The affair at Parral, whatever the
circumstances to it, came at a moment
to give the utmost possible emphasis
to General Carranza’s proposal that
we withdraw our troops from Mexico.
What General Carranza means in mak-
ing that proposal is that the popular
cpposition to the presence of our
troops is growing so fast as to put him
in danger of losing control of the
forces that yleld alleglance to him.
The affair at Parral seems to illustrate
his argument and prove its correct-
ncss. Hence the question presented is
whether we shall withdraw the forces
already In the country or provide
against the contingency of their hav-
Ing to fight not merely the followers
of Villa but those of General Car-
ranza as well. The whole of our regu-
lar army is not sufficient to cope with
the opposition that, in that case, would
confront us, and that “wWould still be
true even if we should add the whole
ol the National Guard. Army officers
have declared that we should need
500,000 troops to make successful war
in Mexico. That is less true now thay
it was at the time the estimate was
made. It is altogether possiblé thaus
we should encounter much less opposi-
tion from the halfstarved people than
bas been supposed. Nevertheless after
making allowance for all these powesi-
bilities, it seems fairly evident that
the alternative of withdrawing our
troops from Mexico is not merely the
keeping of them in Mexico, but the
quick raising of an army of 300,000 or
100,000 men, This is one of the prac-
tical considerations of the matter of
which those in authority are perhaps
more conscious than are those who
are not.

However, this will not be the de.
termining consideration with the
President. He seems to have made up
his mind against muklnf war on the
Mexican people—made it up agalnst
the possibility of having it changed by
any contingency which the imagina-
tion can conceive. He seems to be
villing to stand or fall on that de.
cision—to stand or fall in the vulgar
political sense, and in the sense of his
tory's verdict as to the wisdom and
righteousness of his decision. It is
tantamount to the declaration that if
the country wishes, for any reason, to
g0 to war with the Mexican people, it
must first provide itself with a new
President. His objections to that
course are political, political in the
sense that he feels the liberty of the
Mexicans to be at stake, This decis-
fon would evoke the cry of cowardice
against the President, a consequence
he has foreseen, we may be sure. And
yet may it not be that it would require
more moral courage to make that de-
cision than to speak the word of war”
Men might questiop the wisdom of
such a decision, men might even ques-
tion whether, in larger view, it would
be a benevolent decision for the Mexi.
cans. " There is much to be said for
the view that we should take the Mex-
icans in ward, even If it should become
necessary to use the coercive meas-
ure of war to accomplish it. The ease
of Cuba,.of Porto Rico, of the Philip-
pines, and of late, of Hailtl, may be
cited in support of the opinion that te
put the Mexicans under temporary
subjection is the surest way of Confer-
ring freedom on them, The wisdom
of such a decision is at least debatable
But that it would take courage of
rather heroic degree to make such a
decision is, it seems to us obvious.—
Dallas News.
