FIXED-TIME (STOP AND GO
HIGHWAY TRAFFIC SIGALS

What do you know about
highway traffic signals? If your
knowledge ts limited to the
fact that you go when the signal
shows green and stop when it
shows red you can make the
problem of traffic control an
easier one for your public offi-
cials by knowing more about
traffic simgals.

You can help bring about uni-
formity of traffic signals by
learning to identify the stand-
ard traffic signal and then en-
couraging your officials to use
only standard types when they
install new signals or replace
existing mon-standard signals.
Wouldn't it be much easier for
you to understand the indica-
tioms given by traific signals if
they were all of the same design

in every town and state? In
fact, standardization of traffic
control signals is considered so
desirable and important that
the Fiftieth Texas
specified that all highway traf-
fic signals
ter 1947 shall conform to Na-
tional standards. :
The sketch will help you iden-
tify the most common type of
a standard fixed-time (stop and
go) signal for suspesnion over
htecenter of the highway. To
be standard each face must
have at least three lenses, with
red at the top, yellow below the
red, and green below the yellow.
Additional lesnes, showing ar-
rows and walk-wait, may be
added at complicated intersec-
tions to provide for special
movements of traffic.

Uniortunately
too many traffic signals have
been installed on the basic. of
opinion rather than facts, and
vpon the mistaken idea «that
they are a cure-all for all tmf
fic problems.

The result has bee.n a .turd»
rance to traffic rather than a
help. How many times have

been forced t ostop at some in-
significant cross street and wait
for 'a sgima lto change o green
when: there was not a car or
pedestrian in sight ? Did - this
unnecessary delay improve your
disposition and your respect for
traffic signals? Amnother com-~
mon fallacy is that a single
stop and go signal can control
speed, and this belief has Te-
sulted in a number ofunjustified
signals. The sginal may slow
down the speed demon or even
stop him while the signal is red
but while the signal is showing
green, it only offers 2 challegne
for this speed demon to faster
to get by it before it does turn
red.
