There
was probably @ great deal less
debate on this measure than has
been the case on most defense
appropriation matters involving
less than one per cent of the six
billion-dollar ®ill. It -certainly
proves that this Congress is not
going to be penny-wise ‘and
pound foolish in so far as pre-
paredness is concerned, but is
going to cut non-defense expen-
ditures tp the bone. During the
debate in the defense appro-
priations bill it was brought out
forcibly that this country is not
brepared at the present time to
wage a full scale war against
a major power and that in order
to remedy this situation, the
defense program is a matter
that cannot wait. It was also
salg that there might be some
consolation. in the fact that no
other major power is at present
prepared to wage a full scale
war against;us ;the logic being
that if Russia' was so prepared,
she would have already com-

the reports. His counsel consis-
ted of Vito Marcantonio, a for-
mer member of (Ciongress from
New York, and also one of the
lawyers who represented the
eleven communists who were
tried and convicted before Judge
Medina.
