After receiving enthusiastic 
endorsement by the Texas 
House of representatives, the 
Sowell bill, which proposes a 
levy of a one cent gathering tax 
per 1000 cubic feet of natural 
gas, has been cooled o ff toy the 
Senate. At last reports, the bill 
was in the hands of a Senate 
Committee.

Meanwhile the Senators are 
casting around for a substitute 
tax bill, trying out a one cent 
per gallon increase in the state 
gasoline tax and hinting around 
at the necessity for a state sales 
tax or state income tax.

We would wager that the lob­
byists have been working over­
time since the Sewell bill reached 
the Senate. It would force out- 
of-state companies to pay some­
thing more within reason into 
the state coffers. Naturally, oct 
ccinponies which pipe the gas 
north and east want to prevent 

aise in ihe cost of their pro­
duct.

What if it does raise natural 
gas prices! Two-thirds of the 
raise will be paid by out-of- 
state consumers, who can stand 
it, when comparing their fuel 
costs with that of coal. We never 
could understand how a pipe 
line eompony could transport 
natural gas across Texas, deliver 
it to consumers in Detroit and 
Chicago cheaper than we in  
Perryton hive to pay tor it.

The Sewell bill has been en­
dorsed toy most citizens, and 
strongly supported toy the fund 
groups. The Senate is going 
against the wishes of ihe people 
4ti pigeon-holing this bill and if 
something doesn’t develop, the 
people of Texas are going to toe 
fed a  tax bill that will be much 
more unpleasant to digest.
