Tests indicate that 2-4-D; when
properly applied, may kill 80 to
90 per cent of bindweed plants,
but a single application does not
lgive complete control. For best
‘results, 2-4-D should be appliec
in the spring when plants are
actively growing. Or in the fali
{months following moisture whick:
causes the plants to resume:
growth. According to the agent
‘there are several non selective
weed Killer or soil sterilents that
are very effective in the fall
months, which can be used now
to help in the control of bind-
weed.

Included in these are sodiunz
chlorate, borascue, concentratec
borascue, atlacide, polybor chlor-
ate, or polybor.

With legumes, lack of proper in-
oculation is one of the frequent
causes of loss of early stands.
Since there are on the market to-
day suitable commercial cultures
for practically all cultivated Ile-
gumes, this cause can always be
eliminated by proper inoculation
at time of sowing.

Acid soils may not prevent ger-
mination of legume seeds, but they
do often prevent plant develop-
ment. In strongly acid soils, seed-
lings soon show the lack of lime
by stow growth and sickly appear-
ance. Many plants die in a few
weeks’ time, and oiners. during
tirst winter. Many a clover or al-
faifa failure which 18  attributed
to poor séed, dry weather, or other
anfavorable condition, is really be-
cause of insufficlent lime,

Legume deeds will germinate
well in a poor soil, but by weak
growth and lack of vigor the seed-
lings soon show the effect of star-
vation, which makes them sus-

ed at its last session regarding punch boards?

In keeping with its general
anti-crime policy, the last sess-
ion of the legislature passed an
act defining punch boards and
establishing penalties for the
possession and use of the same.

Punch boardswere described
as any board, card or device
which consists of covered holes,
each filled with a rolled or fold-
ed slip containing -a concealed
nhumber, name, a ysmbol of any
kind whatsoever and which,:
when punched out or removed,!
indicates whether the player re-
ceives, as a result of the applica-|
tion of an element of chance,,
nothing’or a prize of money or,
other thing; also included in the '
description was ‘“any board, card
or device by whatsoever name or
description known, which permits
the player to select in any man-
ner a number or numbers, name
