2302 bales across its scales as 
probably some 75% of the cot 
ton has been gathered1, Williams 
noted.

The latest Santa Fe Railway 
crop report indicates that this 
section of the Panhandle is in 
much more favorable condition 
than most parts of Texas. The 
cold weather, accompanied by 
heavy frost, in; early November 
caused serious damage to the 
tender vegetable crops of the 
Valley and Gulf Coast regions 
The over-all state cotton pro­
duction was lower than earlier 
estimates, but still 46 per cent 
larger than the 1950 crop of 
2,946,000 bales, with the pan­
handle section yet to be report­
ed.

The law and You Courthouse

m DO YOU KNOW whether in giving a General 
Warranty Deed you should mention previous re­
strictions and reservations made prior to the time you
acquired a deed to real estate?

Under -a General Warranty 
Deed, the person selling the 
property guarantees to the buy­
er that he, the buyer, is receiv­
ing full, complete, fee simple 
title to the property. If there 
are defects in the title, then the 
purchaser may look to the seller,

: upon his warranty that the title 
is good, to make the title good, 
or to compensate (the buyer for 
damages he has suffered by 
reason of the title not- being 

/.good.
Therefore, ilf a person does not 

have the complete title, or there 
are any conditions, restrictions, 
or reservations which are 
against the land, the person 
selling the land should see that 
there is some mention, either 
generally or specifically of these 
conditions, restrictions or re­
servations, so that he will not be 
guaranteeing to the buyer that 
the land is free and clear of all 
liens and incumbrances, indeb­
tednesses, restrictions and reser­
vations.

Failure to make mention of 
the outstanding indebtednesses, 
restrictions, conditions, reserva­
tions, and a giving of a General 
Warranty Deed as if the land 
were free and clear of all of these 
things could render seller liable 
to buyer for damages suffered 
by buyer if at a later date some­
one holding some interest in

these conditions or reservations 
might bring suit upon the buyer 
who was not aware of the same 
because of having accepted a 
General Warranty Deed as a 
guarantee that everything was 
clear. The present owner being 
sued for the breach of the condi­
tions or reservations, would then 
in turn fall back upon and bring 
a claim against the person Who 
gave him the General Warranty 
Deed.

All of this confusion and re­
sulting expense, would be avoid­
ed1 if the purchaser would insist 
upon having his abstract 
brought to date, and examined 
by an attorney of his choice, and 
seller would 'would be careful 
that if there iare any of these 
conditions, restrictions or reser­
vations in the title to hiirq,, that 
mention of them should be made 
in the deed which he giyes to 
the buyer.

EDITOR’S NOTE: This is

the second of a (series of four 
special articles, (prepared Iby 
Veterans Administration, ex­
plaining the rights of newly- 
discharged veterans to Govern­
ment life insurance.

INSURANCE
A special type of Government 

life insurance 'is available to 
veterans of the U. S. Armed 
Forces Who were disabled: in 
active military service 'anywhere 
in the world since June 27. 1950, 
the start of the Korean Cam­
paign.

These veterans must meet 
two requirements (under Sec­
tion 620 of the National Service 
Life Insurance Act).

1. They must have been re­
leased or separated from active 
service on or after April 25, 
1951, under other than (Dis­
honorable conditions; and,

2. They must ibe found' iby 
Veterans Administration to toe 
suffering from a service-con­
nected disability or disabilities 
for which VA compensation 
would be payable, if 10 percent 
or more in degree. Further, they 
must not be suffering from a 
nonservice-eonnected disability 
or disabilities that make them 
un-in surahle.

These veterans must apply 
for the special NSLI to Veterans 
Administration within one year 
ifrom the date that VA finds 
their disability or disabilities to 
be service-connected. Applica­
tions, with medical examina­
tions and the required premium, 
should toe mailed to Veterans 
Administration, Washington 25, 
D. C.

If the necessary requirements 
are met, totally disabled veter­
ans may apply for a waiver of 
premium at the time they file 
application for the insurance. 
However, all such applicants 
should include the required 
premium with their applications 
and -continue to pay this 
premium on time until they are 
notified toy VA that waiver has 
been granted. Premiums paid 
under waiver will toe refunded.

This special insurance for the 
disabled is a form of National 
Service Life Insurance, and 
several types of policies are 
available—term, ordinary life, 
20-pay life, 30-pay life, -and en­
dowments. For the totally dis­
abled, no endowment plans may 
toe issued; however, all others 
may toe issued.

The amount of any policy may 
range from $1,000 to $10,000, 
less any other Government life 
insurance in force at the time of 
application.

These policies, in general, are 
the same' as regular N-SLI polic­
ies, except that the premium 
rates are on a different basis 
and the policies do not earn 
dividends. There are other 
differences, but most of the 
conditions are the same.

Although eligible disabled
veterans must apply for this 
special insurance within one 
year from the date that VA finds 
their -disabilities to be service- 
connected, they may maitoe
application immediately after
separation or release from active
-service and thus set the mach­
inery motion for a ruling on 
the service-connec tion of their 
(disability or disabilities.

Another group o-f -persons may 
Ibe -eligible for this special NSLI 
for the disabled. This group 
includes: (1) persons provis­
ionally accepted on or after June 
27, 1950, for military service who 
suffer a disability While enro-ute 
under orders to a -place for final 
acceptance or for entry upon 
active duty, and (2) draftees 
who, on or after June 27, 1950, 
suffer a disability while enroute 
under orders from their draft 
(boards to a designated induction 
station.

These two groups must apply 
for the special insurance within 
one year from the date they 
suffered their disability or dis­
abilities.

For further information, veter­
ans should contact their near­
est VA office immediately after 
separation or release from active 
service.

Precautions Given 
On Cold Infection

“At this time of the year| 
health officers and practicing 
physicians always expect an’
increase in the common cold.”
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer, reminds residents of 
Texas. “Although good personal 
hygiene-adequate sleep, suitable 
clothing, moderate exercise and; 
good nutrition - may help the 
individual to develop resistance 
to infections, colds frequently, 
develop in spite of all normal 
precautions. The seasonal rise 
in cold's and other respiratory 
diseases during the fall and win-( 
ter months certainly suggests 
that the shift to cooler weather 
is partly responsible for their 
prevalence.

“The Unhappy victim of a cold 
should make every effort to pre 
vent sipreading the infection to 
others. He can help by covering 
coughs and sneezes with a dis 
posable paper hankercihief, by 
staying out of crowds and avoid­
ing close contact with others - 
especially invalids, young child­
ren and old people. Evidence 
indicates that coldls are readily 
transmitted from person to per­
son.

“For his own sake the patient 
should resit as much as possible 
in order to help his body to fight 
the cold. If there is any fever 
it is avdisable to go to bed and 
stay there. There is some ques­
tions as to the effectivness of 
the large quantities of water 
and fruit juices yen-erally rec­
ommended in the past, but they 
■can do no harm and may help 
to some extent.
