A second arrest has been 
made as a result of an investi- 
gation into the murder of 20- 
year-old Roland David 
Dickinson, who was found 
dead last month near the com­
munity of Coahoma.

Kirk Douglas Flanary, 35, 
was taken into custody in San 
Angelo this week and charged 
with first-degree murder for 
his alleged role in Dickinson’s 
death.

Flanary’s arrest came 
approximately two weeks 
after John Michael Hays, 50,

was arrested at his home on 
Midway Road and charged 
with murder. According to 
investigators. Hays confessed 
to the murder, saying 
Dickinson had been hateful 
and disrespectful to his fami­
ly.

"Following the arrest of 
Hays, new information and 
corroborating evidence indi­
cated at least two other sub­
jects were involved in 
Dickinson’s death,’’ said 
Howard County Sheriff Dale 
Walker. “Probable cause was

Flu expected to run 
course through area
Vaccinations encouraged

Brace yourselves.
That’s the message from 

state and local health officials 
as the Lone Star State heads 
into its peak flu season, and 
with several cases already 
being reported in school age 
children, it’s simply a matter 
of time.

" I ’ve seen several cases of 
the flu virus in school age 
children, so it’s just a matter 
of time before it spreads,’’ said 
Dr. Cynthia Rutl^ge, a physi­
cian with Family Medical 
Center, "The most prominent 
symptoms we’re seeing are 
high fevers — 101 to 102 
degrees — and body aches. 
We’re also seeing some cough­
ing, but it’s not nearly as 
prevalent as the other two 
symptoms.’’

And although West Texas is 
already halfway through the 
flu season — traditionally 
October through March, with

tlie peak coming in January 
and February — Rutledge said 
it’s not too lafe to get a flu 
shot.

“ It’s not too late. A lot of peo­
ple think it’s just too far into 
the season at thiai»oint, but a 
flu shot right now can have a 
major impact,’’ said Rutledge. 
“ It doesn’t guarantee you 
won’t get the flu, but if you do 
it can help cut down on the 
duration and severity of the 
symptoms.

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Possible m urder-suicide investigated
Glasscock County couple found dead at home; autopsies ordered

'  GARDEN CITY — A Garden City man 
and his wife are dead as the result of an 
apparent murder-suicide that occurred 
here Thursday.

Brian Christopher Cook, 37, and his 
wife, Dana Erin Cook, 36, died 
Thursday in their residence just north­
west of Garden City, said a spokesman 
with the Glasscock County Sheriffs 
Office.

The sheriffs office received a call to 
respond to the residence at around noon 
Thursday after the bodies were appar­
ently discovered by Brian Cook’s moth­
er. '

Details were not immediately avail­
able, but sources confirmed that the 
incident is being investigated as a pos­
sible murder-suicide.

The couple was declared dead at the 
scene at 12:15 p.m. Thursday by Justice 
pf the Peace Marilee Jost, who ordered 
the bodies transported to Lubbock for

autopsy.
Brian Cook was an employee for 

Western Gas, while Dana Cook was a 
schoolteacher. The couple had two chil­
dren — a 15-year-old son and a 13-year- 
old daughter — who are currently stay­
ing with relatives, reports state.

help. Antibiotics, which 
treat bacterial infections, 
are no good, but these 
antivirals are helping to 
cut the duration and 
severity of the symptoms. 
However, it must be 
administered within 48 
hours, so if you think you 
have the flu, talk to your 
doctor.”

According to informa­
tion released by the Texas 
Department of State 
Health Services, flu is a 
viral respiratory Illness. 
The illness is spread 
when an Infected person 
coiighs, aneeees or talks, 
releasing the contagious * 
virus into the air.

People with flu general­
ly can transmit the virus 
to others from one day 
before getting sick to up 
to seven days after show­
ing symptoms of the flu.

“Getting a shot is the 
one best way to prevent 
flu, which can cause seri­
ous, sometimes deadly 
complications,” said Dr. 
David Lakey. DSHS 
Ck>mmissioner. “The flu 
shot together with simple 
precautions such as 
washing your hands fre­
quently, covering your 
mouth when you cough 
and sneeze and staying 
home when sick are good 
ways for people to protect 
themselves and their fam­
ilies from infection.”

According to Sandy 
Samuels, immunizations 
nurse for the local DSHS 
ofllce, most susceptible to 
the influenza bug are the 
elderly and small chil­
dren, making’ it para­
mount they receive their 
vaccinations as soon as 
possible.

“The flu can turn into 
so many other things 
when it comes to small 
children or the elderly,” 
said Samuels. “One of ̂ e  
most common results is 
pneumonia. Children six 
months old to eight years 
old and seniors 65 years 
old and up need to have 
their flu shots. If they
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haven’t already gotten it, 
make sure they get it as 
soon as possible.”

Symptoms include a 
sudden, often high, fever; 
headache; extreme tired­
ness; dry cough; sore 
throat; runny or stuffy 
nose; and muscle aches. 
Flu complications can 
include bacterial pneumo­
nia, ear and sinus infec­
tions, dehydration and 
worsening of chronic con­
ditions such as conges­
tive heart failure, asthma 
or diabetes.

The Big Spring TDSHS 
office — located at 501 N. 
B irdwell in the College 
Park Shopping Onter — 
is offering flu shots from 
1 p.m. until 4 p.m. 
Monday ‘  ̂ through
Wednesday,,and 8:M a.m. 
until 11:30 p.m. and 1 p.m. 
until 4 p.m. Thursdays 
and Fridays.

Flu shots are $10 unless 
the patient has Medicare 
or Medicaid. For more 
information on TDSHS

developed for the 
issuance of two arrest 
warrants.

“Howard County inves­
tigators, with assistance 
from the Tom Green 
County Sheriff’s Office 
and the San Angelo Police 
Department, located and 
arrested Flanary at 509 E. 
29th Street in San Angelo. 
He was taken into cus­
tody without incident and 
booked into the Tom 
Green County Jail, 
charged with first-degree 
murder.”

Dickinson’s body was 
recovered Jan. 11 from a 
ravine six miles north of 
Coahoma on Highway 
820. He had lived in the 
Big Spring area for less 
than six months, accord­
ing to Walker, having 
moved to the area to work 
in the oilfield, where he 
was most '-- recently 
employed by S&S Well 
Service.

Dickinson’s body was 
unidentified for more 
than a week before family 
members positively iden­
tified his remains. 
Walker estimates the 
body had been at the loca­
tion near Coahoma for 
approximately three to 
four days.

Walker said a warrant 
has also been issued for 
Christopher David 
Lovett, 33, but no arrest 
has been made.

“Lovett has not yet been 
apprehended,” said 
Walker. “The HCSO 
would appreciate any 
information concerning 
Lovett’s whereabouts. He 
is believed to be living in 
the west Odessa area.”

Preliminary autopsy 
results showed the cause 
of Dickinson’s death to be 
blunt trauma to the head. 
The body, which was 
found wearing only a pair 
of underwear and a white 

i,iTrablrt, showed signs of a 
bHitB$ assaa)t, According 
to’Walker.

Walker said the investi­

gation into Dickinson’s 
death is still moving at a 
rapid pace.

“This exhaustive inves­
tigation has revealed that 
the parties involved in 
this murder are all mem­
bers of the Texas prison 
affiliated gang known as 
the Aryan Circle,” said 
Walker. “ Investigators 
are continuing to follow 
up on this rapidly devel­
oping case.”

A  t r i b u t e  f r o m  M o l ly  I v i n s ’ e d i t o r

oodbye, Molly I.

Molly Ivins is gone, and her 
words will never grace these pages 
again — for this, we will mourn. 
But Molly wasn’t the type of 
woman who would want us to 
grieve. More likely, she’d say 
something like, “Hang in there, 
^eep fightin’ for freedom, raise 
more hell, and don’t forget to 
laugh, too.”

If there was one thing Molly” 
wanted us to understand, it’s that 
the world of politics is absurd. 
Since we can’t cry, we might as 
well laugh. And in case we ever 
forgot, Molly would remind us, 
several times a week, in her own 
unique style.

Shortly after becoming editor of 
Molly Ivins’ syndicated column, I 
learned one of my most important 
jobs was to tell her newspaper 
clients that, yes, Molly meant to 
write it that way. We called her 
linguistic peculiarities “Molly- 
isms.” Administration officials 
were “Bushies,” government was 
in fact spelled “guvment,” busi­
ness was “bidness.” And if some­
one was “madder than a peach 
orchard boar,” well, he was quite 
mad indeed.

Of course, havipg grown up in 
Texas, all of this made sense to 
me. But to newspaper editors in 
Seattle, Chicago, Detroit and 
beyond — Yankee land, as Molly, 
would say — her folksy language 
could be a mystery. “That’s just 
Molly being Molly,” I would 
explain and leave it at that.

But there was more to Molly 
Ivins than insightful political com­
mentary packaged in an aw- 
shucks Southern charm. In the 
coming days, much will be made 
of Molly’s contributions to the lib­
eral cause, how important she was 
as an authentic female voice on

opinion pages across the country, 
her passionate and eloquent 
defense of the poorest and the 
weakest among us against the cor­
ruption of the most powerful, and 
the joy she took in celebrating the 
uniqueness of American culture — 
and all of this is true. But more 
than that, Molly Ivins was a 
woman who loved and cared 
deeply for tjae world around her. 
And her warm and generous spirit 
was apparent in all her words and 
deeds.

Molly’s work was truly her pas­
sion. She would regularly turn 
down lucrative speaking engage­
ments to give rally-the-troops 
speeches at liberalism’s loneliest 
outposts. And when she did rub 
elbows with the highfalutin’ well- 
to-do, the encounter would invari­
able end up as comedic grist in ■ 
future columns.

For a woman who made a profes­
sion of offering her opinion to oth­
ers, Molly was remarkably hum­
ble. She was known for hosting 
unforgettable parties at her Austin 
home, which would feature rol­
licking political discussions, and 
impromptu poetry recitals and 
satirical songs. At one such event, 
I noticed her dining table was lit­
tered with various awards and dis­
tinguished speaker plaques, put to 
use as trivets for steaming plates 
of tamales, chili and fajita meat. 
When I called this to her atten­
tion, Molly matter-of-factly replied, 
“Well, what else am I going to do 
with ’em?”

Perhaps the most astounding 
aspect of Molly’s life is the love

she engendered ffom her legions 
of fans. If Molly missed a column 
for any reason, her newspapers 
would hear about it the next day. 
As word of Molly’s illness spread, 
the letters, cards, e-mails and gifts 
poured in.

Even as Molly fought her la.st 
battle with cancer, she continued 
to make public appearances. When 
she was too weak to write, she dic­
tated her final two columns. 
Although her body was failing, 
she still had so much to say. Last 
fall, before an audience at the 
University of Texas, her voice 
began as barely a whisper. But as 
she went on, she drew strength 
from the standing-room-only 
crowd until, at the end of the 
hour, she was forcefully imploring 
the students to get involved and 
make a difference. As Molly once 
wrote, “Politics is not a picture on 
a wall or a television sitcom that 
you can decide you don’t much 
care for.”

For me, Molly’s greatest words 
of wisdom came with three chil­
dren’s books she gave my son 
when he was born. In her inim­
itable way, she captured the spirit 
of each in one-sentence inscrip­
tions. In “Alice in Wonderland,” 
she offered, “Here’s to six impossi­
ble things before breakfast.” For 
“The Wind in the Willows,” it 
was, “May you have Toad’s zest 
for life.” And in “The Little 
Prince,” she wrote, “May your 
heart always see clearly.”

Like the Little Prince, Molly 
Ivins has left us for a journey of 
her own. But while she was here, 
her heart never failed to see clear 
and true — and (jpr that, we can 
all be grateful.

Molly Ivins began writing her 
syndicated column fo r  Creators 
Synidcate in 1992. Anthony Zurcher 
is a Creators Syndicate editor 
based in Austin, and he was 
M olly ’s editor and friend fo r  many 
years.

Worker safety not on agenda
o labor organizations 

have sued the Bush admin­
istration for falling to pro­
tect nearly 20 million 

workers from job injuries. In 1999 
the U.S. Department of Labor’s 
Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration (OSHA) proposed a 
rule requiring employers to pay 
for protective clothing, face 
shields and other equipment used 
by workers. But before the propos­
al became a standard Mr. Bush 
was elected to office. —
Since then, the 
Department of Labor 
has neglected to enact 
the standard and has 
consistently failed to 
ensure the safety of 
America’s working 
men and women.

'The personal protec­
tive equipment (PPE) 
rule would require 
employers to pay for 
safety items that pro- 
tect workers from job hazards. 
Many workers in the nation’s 
most dangerous industries, includ­
ing meatpacking, poultry and con­
struction, who have high rates of 
injury, are forced by their employ­
ers to pay for their own safety 
gear b ^ u se  of the failure of 
OSHA to implement the PPE rule. 
According to OSHA’s own figures, 
400,0(X) workers have been iidured 
and 50 have died owing to the lack 
of the PPE rule.

Under the Clinton administra­
tion. OSHA maintained that 
employers are in a better position 
than workers to select and pay for 
the equipment best suited to pro­
tect them from iixJury. Poultry 
workers wear specialized wire 
mesh gloves to protect their hands 
and arms from cuts. Construction 

orkers wear hard hats and shoes

nunmade of sturdy materials to pro­

tect them from falling objects. 
Consequently, in 1994, OSHA 
maintained that the PPE rule was* 
intended to require employers to 
provide and pay for personal pro­
tective equipment that enabled 
workers to perform their job safe­
ly.

In fact, James W. Stanley, the 
Deputy Assistant Secretary of 
Labor under President Clinton, 
asserted in 1994 that “failure of 
the employers to pay for PPE that 
is not personal and not used away 
from the job is a violation and 
shall be cited.” But in April 2001, 
only four months into the Bush 
administration, OSHA discontin­
ued listing a target date for for­
malizing the PPE rule into a stan­
dard. And it listed the rule on its 
regulatory agenda as simply 
“undetermined.” OSHA later 
announced that the rule would be 
Implemented by March 2005, but 
that never happened.

'That’s why the AFL-CIO and 
United Food and Commercial 
Workers sued the Department of 
Labor earlier this month. The law­
suit asks the federal courts to 
compel the Secretary of Labor to 
make the PPE rule an OSHA stan­
dard. It’s a sad turn of events 
when a government agency creat­
ed to protect the healdi and wel­
fare of the nation’s workers must 
be forced to do so. But the Bush 
administration has done little to 
help America’s working men and 
women since taking office.

In its first term the 
Administration withdrew dozens 
of safety and health rules from 
OSHA's regulatory agenda. 'These 
rules dealt with indoor air quality, 
safety and health education pro­
grams, and dangerous industrial 
equipment. And in six years 
OSHA has only issued one mRjor 
safety standard. In 2006, after

being sued by a group of steel­
workers, OSHA Issued a standard 
regarding the potentially deadly 
chemical hexavalent chromium. 
But the standard was so weak that 
even OSHA admitted that it leaves 
workers at a significant risk of 
developing cancer.

Since 2001 OSHA’s budget has 
been cut by $14.5 million. Job safe­
ty programs have repeatedly been 
slashed. President Bush has con­
sistently cut annual funding for 
safety training and education pro­
grams, and his fiscal year 2007 
budget completely eliminated this 
funding. Not surprisingly, work­
place fatalities and injuries have 
been on the rise. In 2004, the last 
year for which figures are avail­
able, there were 5,703 workplace 
deaths due to injuries. This was 
the first increase in the national 
workplace fatality rate in a 
decade.

Given the previous position by 
OSHA to require employers to pay 
for personal protective equipment, 
there’s no justifiable reason that 
the Bush administration should 
not have formalized this rule by 
now. OSHA was created by 
Congress to protect the health and 
safety of America’s working men 
and women. It’s unfortunate that 
workers now have to rely on liti­
gation to ensure their basic safety. 
The federal courts should move 
quickly to hear this lawsuit and 
force the government to protect 
the nation’s workforce.

Climate scientists say global warming is 
‘unequivocal,’ and its cause is man-made
^PARIS (AP) — International scientists and officials 

hailed a report Friday saying that global warming is 
"very likely” caused by man, and that hotter tempera­
tures and rises in sea level “would continue for cen­
turies” no matter how much humans control their pol­
lution.

The head of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate 
Change, Rajendra Pachauri, called it a “very impres­
sive document that goes several steps beyond previous 
research.”

A top U.S. government scientist, Susan Solomon, 
said “ there can be no question that the increase in 
greenhouse gases are dominated by human activities.”

The 21-page summary of the panel’s findings released 
Friday represents the most authoritative science on 
global warming. The panel comprises hundreds of sci­
entists and representatives of 113 governments.

The scientists said the changes are “very likely” 
caused by human activity, a phrase that translates to 
a more than 90 percent certainty that global warming 
is caused by man’s burning of fossil fuels. That was 
the strongest conclusion to date, making it nearly 
impossible to say natural forces are to blame.

10 killed in bloody violence 
in Gaza Strip after 3-day cease-fire

GAZA CITY, Gaza Strip (AP) — Hamas fighters blew 
up a pro-Fatah radio station in Gaza, ambulances were 
caught in the crossfire and gunmen exchanged heavy 
fire in deserted streets as a new wave of factional fight­
ing raged Friday throughout the chaotic coastal terri­
tory.

The resurgent violence, which has killed 10 people 
since Thursday, destroyed a brief truce between Fatah 
and Hamas and forced thousands of Gazans to huddle 
in their homes to escape the crossfire.

In a symbol that the two sides had returned to open 
warfare, their respective radio stations stopped play­
ing songs of national unity and broadcast songs about 
armed struggle and fighting the enemy.

More than 100 Palestinians have been killed in inter­
nal violence since Hamas won parliamentary elections 
last year and formed a C ibinet. In the wake of the elec­
tion, President Mahmoud Abbas of Fatah took control 
of the security forces and Hamas established its own 
militia. The two forces have fought repeatedly in the 
streets, despite a series of brief truces.

Egyptian mediators blamed Hamas for violating the 
latest cease fire deal by ambushing an official convoy.

Mideast peacemakers to meet
for a strategy session amid new vioi^jnce

WASHINGTON (AP) — World powers have largely 
abandoned hope that Hamas radicals will drop anti- 
Israel positions that have riven the Palestinian leader­
ship and led to a cutoff of direct international aid. Now 
diplomats are looking for a new approach.

A year after Hamas’ surprise victory in Palestinian 
parliamentary elections put renewed peace efforts 
with Israel in doubt, the United States was to host 
other would-be peacemakers for a strategy session 
Friday.

The gathering of diplomats from the U.S., United 
Nations, European Union and Russia follows months 
of mounting street violence between Hamas and the 
rival Fatah Party. The political factions each control 
part of the Palestinian government, and each com­
mand militias or security forces like those that battled 
in the streets of the Gaza Strip on Thursday, killing 
six.

A goal of Friday’s meeting at the State Department is 
to demonstrate tangible support for the secular 
Palestinian President Mahmoud Abbas through 
increased money, training and other aid for his Fatah 
security forces.

The Bush administration has asked Congress for an 
additional $86 million for Abbas’ forces, although the 
money would not go to buy weapons. European diplo­
mats said their governments are considering a sepa­
rate effort to train and equip Fatah, the party Abbas 
heads.

U.N. envoy unveils Kosovo proposal, 
outlining supervised statehood

BELGRADE, Serbia (AP) — A U.N. envoy on Friday 
unveiled a plan for the bitterly contested province of 
Kosovo, its first tentative step toward eventual state­
hood.

The proposal handed to Serbian President Boris 
Tadic by U.N. envoy Martti Ahtisaari in a 45-minute 
meeting details terms for what would amount to inter­
nationally supervised statehood, but does not mention 
the word “ independence,” according to highlights 
obtained by The Associated Press.

Parts of the plan shown to the AP call for a multi­
ethnic Kosovo “governing itself democratically and 
with full respect for the rule of law.” They also rec­
ommend that the province adopt its own constitution 
and be empowered “to negotiate and conclude interna­
tional agreements, including the right to seek mem­
bership in international organizations.”

The plan drafted by Ahtisaari, which later was to be 
presented to Kosovo’s ethnic Albanian leadership, laid 
out terms for “a future Kosovo that is viable, sustain-’ 
able and stable.”

The blueprint, which.still needs approval from the 
U.N. Security Council, iV likely to be flatly rejected by 
Serbian officials'Xvho staunchly oppose the indepen­
dence of Kosovo, the nation’s historic heartland.

Casey says Baghdad could be 
secured with smaller troop buildup

WASHINGTON (AP) — The outgoing top U.S. gener­
al in Iraq diplomatically aired his differences with 
the commander in chief on Thursday, telling law­
makers that President Bush has ordered thousands 
more troops into Iraq than needed to tamp down vio­
lence in Baghdad.

Gen. George Casey quickly added he understood how 
his recently confirmed successor, Lt. Gen, David 
Petraeus, could want the full complement of 21,500 
additional troops that Bush has ordered to Iraq. Casey 
said they could “either reinforce success, maintain 
momentum or put more forces in a place where the 
plans are not working.”

The latest National Intelligence Estimate on Iraq, 
delivered to the White House on Thursday, described 
an increasingly perilous situation in which the U.S. 
has little control and further deterioration is possible. 
The Washington Post reported. A two-page summary 
of the report was scheduled to be released publicly on 
Friday.

The 90-page classified report comes to no conclusion 
over the question of whether civil war has engulfed 
Iraq, unidentified sources familiar with the document 
told the Post. It says that al-Qaida activities remain a 
problem but cites Iraqi-on-Iraqi violence as the prima­
ry source of conflict and the most immediate threat to 
U.S. goals, the Post reported in its Friday editions.

While optimistic at times about improvement in 
Iraq, the report casts uncertainty over whether Iraqi 
leaders will be effective in fighting sectarian interests 
and extremists, establish effective national institu­
tions and stop corruption, the Post said.

Minimum wage bill heads Into negotiations 
as Republicans insist on tax breaks

WASHINGTON (AP) — Republicans are warning 
Democrats not to tamper with Senate-passed minimum 
wage legislation, saying the bill’s mix of $8.3 billion in 
tax breaks and a $2.10 an hour wage hike offers the 
right economic and political balance.

The Senate, in a 94-3 vote Thursday, passed an 
increase in the minimum wage from $5.15 to $7.25 an 
hour over two years. The bill also would extend small 
business tax cuts, close off some corporate tax loop­
holes and rein in executive compensation.

Labor leaders and many Democrats, however, would 
like to strip the tax provisions from the bill and only 
send the minimum wage Increase to President Bush 

•for his signature. A House version, passed last month, 
contains no tax measures.

“ I strongly encourage the House to support this com­
bined minimum wage increase and small business tax 
relief,” Bush said in a statement following the Senate 
vote.

Democrats and Republicans already were blaming 
each other for any obstacles to reconciling the House 
and Senate bills.

Maytag recalls 2.3 million Maytag and Jenn-Air 
dishwashers because of faulty wiring

NEWTON, Iowa (AP) — Maytag is voluntarily recall­
ing 2.3 million Maytag and Jenn-Air brand dishwash­
ers because of faulty wiring, the company and the U.S. 
Consumer Product Safety Commission said in a state­
ment released Thursday.

The,recalled appliances are blamed for causing 135 
fires and four injuries.

Affected dishwashers were sold at department and 
appliances stores between July 1997 and June 2(M1 and 
sold at prices between $370 and $800, The dishwashers 
were manufactured in the United States.

The machines should immediately be disconnected 
from electrical power by shutting off a circuit breaker 
or disconnecting a fuse, the CPSC said.

► Texas briefs
Perry outlines 
reform plan

AUSTIN (AP) -  Gov. 
Rick Perry outlined one 
of the most sweeping 
higher education reform 
proposals in the nation on 
Thursday, calling for cash 
incentives for universi­
ties to push students to 
graduation and mandato­
ry exit exams to track 
how much students are 
learning.

The plan would increase 
higher education funding 
by $1.7 billion, including 
a huge expansion of the B- 
On-Time loan program, 
which forgives loans for 
students who graduate 
college in four years with 
a B average.

University administra­
tors and national higher 
education experts herald­
ed the plan as a visionary 
answer to many of the 
financial problems col­
leges face. But critics, 
including several key 
Democratic lawmakers, 
said the proposal relies 
too heavily on loans 
instead of grants and 
could hurt students who 
have to work their way 
through school.

Universities would get a 
cash reward for each stu­
dent who graduates, with 
bonuses available for stu­
dents who major in sci­
ence- or math-related 
fields or come from a dis­
advantaged background. 
Community and technical 
colleges' would get

rewards for awarding cer­
tificates and associate 
degrees or sending stu­
dents on to four-year uni­
versities.

Perry estimated the 
average reward would be 
about $2,200 per universi­
ty graduate and about 
$1,200 per community col­
lege graduate or transfer.

To ensure universities 
were holding graduates to 
high standards, students 
would have to take a pro­
fessional licensing test in 
their field, an end-of- 
course exam related to 
their major or a general 
test like the GRE.

Primary bill 
introduced

AUSTIN (AP) -  A state 
lawmaker has filed legis­
lation that would move all 
Texas primary elections 
from March to the first 
Tuesday in February dur­

ing presidential election 
years.

The proposal, filed 
Tuesday by Democratic 
Rep. Roberto R. Alonzo of 
Dallas, proposes moving 
the Texas presidential 
primary to early 
February in 2008.

Texas and its 34 elec­
toral votes would give the 
state a louder voice in 
nominating the presiden­
tial candidates of both 
parties, supporters of the 
measure say.

“For decades, many 
smaller states like Iowa, 
South Carolina, New 
Hampshire, and others 
hav6 had earlier pri­
maries and as a result 
have played a much larg­
er role than Texas in 
selecting our presidential 
nominees,” Alonzo said. 
"Once presidential candi­
dates get the momentum 
from small, early wins, 
the outcome of the whole

process is usually deter­
mined by the time the pri­
maries are held in 
Texas.”

Man given 
life sentence

FORT WORTH (AP) -  
A man who burned his ex­
girlfriend with a blow­
torch, poured drain clean­
er on her wounds and

locked her in a trunk was 
sentenced to life in prison 
'Thursday.

Earlier Thursday jurors 
found Robert “Drew” 
Stephenson guilty of 
aggravated kidnapping, 
aggravated assault and 
retaliation for keeping the 
woman captive for 19 
days and torturing her 
last spring.

'Then in the trial’s sen­

tencing phase, four other 
women took the stand to 
describe how Stephenson, 
44, had abused them.

In addition to the life 
sentence for kidnapping, 
jurors sentenced
Stephenson to maximum 
terms on the other two 
charges: 20 years in 
prison for aggravated 
assault and 10 years for 
retaliation.
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Churches use Super Bowl Sunday to reach new people

MIAMI — Football’s faithful 
will file into house parties, bars 
and, of course ,̂ Dolphin 
Stadium on Super Bowl Sunday 
to observe their holiest of holy 
days. But they’ll also turn out 
in force at churches across the 
country, which are tapping the 
popularity of sports in hopes of 
saving souls.

Organizers of church-spon­
sored Super Bowl gatherings 
see the events as a departure 
from the formality of organized 
religion — the type of events 
that could make someone who 
doesn’t typically attend ser­
vices feel more at home.

“ It’s a way of reaching out 
into our community in a very 
informal, low-key way where 
we show people we’re regular 
Joes like they are without the 
pressure of church,” said 
Pastor Luis Acosta of Pines 
Baptist Church, a Southern

Baptist congregation north of 
Miami in Pembroke Pines.

Pines Baptist has been hold­
ing Super Bowl events for a few 
years and expects about 300 
people, mostly men, at its flag 
football game and watch party 
this year. The church drew 
about 250 people to a block 
party Jan. 13 which featured 
NFL-themed games, former 
Dolphins players signing auto­
graphs and giveaways includ­
ing a plasma television.

Acosta said the church does­
n’t take a heavy-handed 
approach to nonbelievers who 
join in such events. There 
c^on’t be so much as a prayer at 
the Super Bowl Sunday event. 
If a guest enjoys himself, a 
member might invite him to a 
church social group meeting, 
then maybe a Bible study, then 
perhaps an actual service.

“We just follow God’s lead,” 
Acosta said.

Pastor Mike Pierce of the non- 
denominational Poplar Creek

Church ih the Chicago suburb 
of Bartlett, 111., takes a similar 
approach. About 100 people will 
watch the game on the big 
screen in the sanctuary. Wke^ 
other church events — includ­
ing a carnival, a play and a pig 
roast — it’s meant to simply 
create a friendly, fun environ­
ment, but not an overtly reli­
gious one.

“We don’t turn everything 
into a spiritual event,” Pierce 
said. “Good, clean fun is still 
spiritual.”

Many pastors agree, simply 
trying to make their churches 
welcoming environments for 
new guests. Carrollwood 
Baptist Church in Tampa has 
been holding a Super Bowl 
gathering for more than 15 
years and attendees have 
become so comfortable at the 
event that some bring recliners 
from home.

“1 like it because it’s very laid 
back,” said Robert Smith, a 32- 
year-old Rockford, 111., resident

who has attended Super Bowl 
parties at Dominion Christian 
Center there. “There’s no pres­
sure.”

Churches also are aware 
many people are unwilling to 
do anything other than watch 
the game on Super Bowl 
Sunday.

“We can offer a good event 
surrounding something the cul­
ture uses or we can just hold 
church and no one’s going to 
come,” said Jim Waters, an 
associate pastor and minister to 
students at First Baptist 
Church in Milton in the Florida 
Panhandle.

Like many other churches 
holding Super Bowl events, the 
Milton congregation will screen 
“Power to Win,” a video featur­
ing Christian NFL stars, during 
halftime.

Some churches are using the 
Super Bowl as an opportunity 
to reach the poor.

A number of Nashville 
churches will host the home­

less, feeding them, washing 
their clothes, letting them 
watch the game on big-screen 
TVs and giving them a bed to 
sleep in on Super Bowl Sunday. 
And at St. Joseph’s Catholic 
Church in Libertyville, 111., 
members will gather donations 
to help fund the parish food 
pantry, another one for the 
larger community, and a school 
under construction for African 
orphans.

William Baker, a retired 
University of Maine professor 
who has written two books 
about sports and religion, says 
the interplay between the two 
dates back to ancient times, 
and that in modern-day 
America, „  evangelical
Christians make the most of the 
relationship. Baker said evan­
gelicals had long rejected sports 
— for the gambling it often 
fueled, for it often being played 
on the Sabbath and for the gen­
eral bacchanalia that it was 
associated with.

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Former Houston Oiler lineman up for Hall of Fame

NASHVILLE, Tenn. -  
Former Houston Oiler 
and Tennessee Titan 
Bruce Matthews had 
played in more NFL 
games than any positional 
player in league history 
when he retired after 19 
seasons. So he should be a 
cinch for election to the 
Pro Football Hall of Fame 
in his first opportunity, 
right?

Not so fast.
Hall of Fame member 

Mike Munchak has been 
teasing his friend and for­
mer teammate over the 
past few months. But he 
knows personally the anx­
iety of waiting out the 
final hours because no 
one knows who the 40 vot­
ers will select.

“Anything could hap­
pen. There’s a lot of great 
players that unfortunate­
ly aren’t in the Hall of 
Fame that are waiting for 
their opportunity.
Obviously, we’re hoping. 
I ’m hoping, he doesn’t 
have to wait much more,’’ 
Munchak said. '

It doesn’t help that so 
many people have 
assumed Matthews will 
be elected Saturday when 
the voters gather in 
Miami to pare down 17 
finalists to a minimum of 
three and a maximum of 
six for the 2007 Hall of 
Fame class.

“When you see certain 
quarterbacks that people 
think are shoe-ins, you 
don’t want to be told 
that,’’ Said Munchak, who 
had Matthews introduce 
him at his 2001 induction.

“That makes you even 
more nervous because so 
many people say, 'Oh 
yeah, no-brainer.’ The 
reality is it’s not the case 
for Bruce. Bruce doesn’t 
look at it like that at all.

He’s always humbled by 
- the whole experience and 
what he’s done through 
his career.”

Matthews always gave 
credit to God and good 
genes from father Clay 
Sr., a defensive lineman 
for San Francisco in the 
1950s, and brother Clay 
Jr., who played 278 games 
in 19 seasons himself.

But the offensive line­
man always loath to talk 
about himself posted stag­
gering numbers.

No positional player 
played more games than 
Matthews’ 296 when he 
retired after the 2001 sea­
son in a career spent with 
the then-Oilers and now 
Titans. Receiver Jerry 
Rice passed him with 303 
games played when he 
retired in 2004.

Matthews was selected 
to 14 Pro Bowls, nine at 
guard and five at center, 
in matching Merlin Olson 
for most in NFL history. 
He also was a first-team 
All-Pro six times and All- 
Pro nine times.

The ninth overall pick 
out of Southern California 
in 1983, he entered the 
NFL at 6-foot-5, 276
pounds and was athletic, 
intelligent and versatile 
enough that he played 
every position on the line.

Campbell, Mike Rozier, 
Gary Brown and Eddie 
George. He played until 
he was 40 and played his 
final seven seasons for 
Titans coach Jeff Fisher, 
a two-year teammate at 
Southern California.
