Sheriff: Cost of housing inmates out 
of county eclipses $75,000 for January

“Those who believed It would be 
cheaper to close the existing coun­
ty jail and Just house inmates in 
other counties may want to recon­
sider their statements.”

Those were the words of Howard 
County Sheriff Dale Walker, as he 
informed the commissioner’s court 
the cost attributed to the closure of 
the jail facility topped $75,000 — for

the month of January alone.
Walker told commissioners 

Monday morning that during 
January his office traveled more 
than 11,300 miles to transport pris­
oners to other county jail facilities, 
putting a 565-gallon dent in the gov­
ernment agency’s fbel bill for 2007.

“We spent 259 hours on the road, 
transporting prisoners in 
January,” Walker told the court. 
“Those are just the hours that our

office was on the road. That’s not 
manhours, and it doesn’t take Into 
consideration most trips are made 
with two employees in the vehicle.

“In January we paid $7,300 to 
Glasscock County. $57,000 to 
Dickens County, |Q,318 to Bailey 
County, $950 to Lamb County and 
$840 to Winkler County. That’s 
more than $68,000 for inmate hous-

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Officials: Fire may have been caused by heater, faulty wiring
RICHMOND (AP) — Space heaters, overloaded elec­

trical circuits and a hazardous web of extentlon cords 
may have caused is fire that killed four people, officials 
said Monday, but the blaze erased any definitive proof 
of the source. ’

“There’s no way we’re going to be able to determine 
that, due to the severity of the structiure itself,” said 
Fort Bend County Fire Marshal’s Office senior inves­
tigator Robert Baker at a news conference.

The wood-h*ame house in rural Fresno, southwest of 
Houston, was enveloped by flames early Sunday.

'Three children, who were at the house visiting their 
grandfather, died while they shared a small cot in the 
house’s living room, where the fire originated. They 
were siblings Kayla Davis. 4; Kaylynne Davis, 3; and 
Cedric Davis Jr., who was two months shy of turning 
2.

A 26-year-old relative, Elisha Davis, who lived near­

by, also died while trying to rescue the children. He 
did not die. while holding one of the children in his 
arms, contrary to earlier reports. Baker said. Elisha 
Davis was found in a back corner of the houses near a 
door that was nailed shut.

County officials described witness accounts of how 
Davis ran into the house twice, the second time while 
flames poured out the front door.

“He made an effort to save them all,” said sheriffs

El Paso gets BRAC grant
WASHINGTON (AP) — The Pentagon has awarded 

nearly $1 million to the city of El Paso to help prepare 
for the arrival of thousands of new troops at Fort Bliss.

The grant for $936,500 was announced Monday by 
Democratic Rep. Silvestre Reyes, House Intelligence 
Committee chairman.

'The money will help pay for housing, utilities, edu­
cation, public safety, health and social services, Reyes 
of El Paso said in a news release.

'The award ftrom the Defense Department’s Office of 
Economic Adjustment comes as Congress is fighting a 
Thursday deadline to pass a spending bill to keep the 
federal government operating.

'The bill has been under debate amid Republican 
complaints that the legislation doesn’t include enough 
money for Base Closing and Realignment work this 
year. The bill provides $2.5 billion for that work, but 
some Republicans want more.

Sen. Kay Bailey Hutchison, R-Texas, is pushing an 
amendment for another $3.1 billion to be added to the 
spending bill for BRAC.

But Democratic leaders say Republicans failed to 
fund BRAC when they adjourned Congress last year 
without passing most of the appropriations bills.

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to know if they are ever 
possibilities before we 
sink a bunch of time and 
money into them.”

Barr said the court has 
directed Heffelflnger to 
also look at some existing 
buildings he feels could 
be renovated to house 
inmates.

F iling periods are under way fpr anyone 
contemplating whether they would like to 
serve as a public school trustee, council 
member or mayor. There is still plenty of 

time to th ink  it over. The final date for filing 
throughout the Crossroads area in the May 12 
elections is still about a month away —Monday, 
March 12. ^

There are plenty of positions up for election, 
including seats on area school boards, the Big 
Spring, Forsan and Coahoma city councils and 
the Coahoma mayor’s seat.

Our purpose here, however, is not to encourage 
involvement simply for the sake of having con­
tested races.

No, as we have noted in this space many times, 
the decision to seek one of these positions is one 
that should only be made after a lot of thought.

The men and women who serve on these boards 
help shape the future of our schools and our com­
munities. Their decisions affect each one of us in 
some way, whether it is the amount of taxes we 
pay, the services we receive or the quality of edu­
cation that our children and grandchildren get in 
the classroom.

They don’t teach, coach or put in water lines or 
fill potholes, but their decisions determine how 
funds should be allocated to accomplish those 
tasks.

We’ve also mentioned before — and won’t hesi­
tate to add again — that these individuals serve 
as role models for our communities and schools, 
representing us not only on the boards they 
serve, but m any times on a broader scale, such as 
regional service centers and councils of govern­
ments.

And finally, before deciding to seek office, a 
potential representative of the school district or 
city m ust decide to work for the good of the 
entire community. They must be willing to study 
all sides of an issue and not rush to judgment.

Because of these responsibilities, the decision 
to seek office as a school board trustee, coun- 
cilperson or mayor is one that should be made 
carefully.

Though other commentators 
have also addressed this, I am sur­
prised it hasn’t drawn more atten­
tion, and, frankly, more outrage. It 
is beyond belief that one of the 
two major parties in the United 
States would embrace a person 
who has openly rooted for terror­
ists and condemned Jews and 
America.

To the untrained ear or the 
Democrat apologist, Al-Husainy’s 
prayer might have sounded inclu­
sive and innocuous.

Husainy’s prayer included these 
words, “We thank you, God, to 
send us your messages through 
our father Abraham and Moses 
and Jesus and Mohammed. 
Through you, God, we unite. So 
guide us to the right path. The 
path of the people you bless, not 
the path of the people you doom. 
Help us, God, to liberate and fill 
this earth with justice and peace 
and love and equality. And help us 
to stop the war and violence, and

oppression and occupation.
Amen.”

Democratic commentator 
Geraldine Ferraro and Fox News’ 
Alan Colmes seemed determined 
to characterize these words as 
completely inoffensive and the 
type that might have been deliv­
ered at any Catholic Church on 
Sunday morning.

But according to some with a bit 
more background in these matters, 
like author Robert Spencer, the 
words were hardly inclusive or 
tolerant. As Spencer, and Cal 
Thomas have noted, Al-Husainy 
was surely expressing the Muslim 
belief that Abraham, Moses, Jesus 
and Mohammed were all Muslim 
prophets “and that the followers of 
Moses and Jesus corrupted their 
teachings to create Judaism and 
Christianity.”

I am certainly not offended by a 
Muslim imam promoting the 
exclusive truth claims of the reli­
gion he practices. I would expect 
him to believe in the superiority 
of the creeds of his religion. 
Contrary to the commonly accept­
ed nostrums of political correct­
ness, almost all religions — and 
several non-religious worldviews 
— have exclusive truth claims.

But I do believe it is noteworthy 
that many secular liberal 
Democrats selectively decry the 
Christians’ exclusive truth claims 
as intolerant and exclusive, while 
giving the proponents of other 
religions and worldviews a pass. 
And they wonder why they have 
difficulty attracting “values vot­
ers.”

How about the political implica­
tions of the imam’s prayer?
Ferraro copped the intellectually 
indefensible position that the 
imam could have been referring to 
any war or any oppression. “He 
may have been talking about 
Darfur. He might about talking 
about [unintelligible]. He might 
have been talking about what’s 
going on in Afghanistan. 0  Talk 
about oppression? He may have

been talking about China and 
Korea.”

Since many Democrats have 
referred to Americans as “occu­
piers” in Iraq or the Israelis as 
occupiers of Palestine, perhaps 
they were not uncomfortable with 
the imam’s words. But one thing 
is for sure: The former Democratic 
vice presidential nominee 
Geraldine Ferraro knows that in 
referring to “the war” the imam 
was not talking about Darfur. In 
referring to “oppression and occu­
pation” he was either talking 
about America, Israel or both.

The upshot of this is that 
Democrats were joined in prayer 
with a Muslim spiritual leader 
who at the very least sympathizes 
with the terrorist group 
“Hezbollah,” who was characteriz­
ing the United States or its ally, 
Israel, or both, as an oppressor 
and occupier, and who, evidently, 
was’afTirming the Muslims’ exclu­
sive truth claims. Was the imam 
not — right in front of the 
Democrats’ noses — rooting for 
our enemies?

Were Democrats not bothered 
upon realizing they had given this 
imam a platform to seek guidance 
from Allah to follow “the path of 
the people you bless, not the path 
of the people you doom?” Any 
guesses as to which groups are 
blessed and which are doomed 
under this formulation?

Is this the type of spiritual mes­
sage with which Democrats want 
to identify?

Can you imagine what kind of 
hell there would be to pay if a 
Christian pastor were invited to a 
Republican meeting and delivered 
a similarly pointed spiritual and 
political prayer?

Edwards gets blogged down

S.ome of John Edwards’
' helpers have been busy,

I busy, busy insulting about 
44 percent of the American 

electorate. The Democratic presi­
dential candidate should have 
fired the two bloggers who trashed 
Christian conservatives in general 
and Catholics i n j a r -  
tlcular, but didn’t.
Democrats have to get 
real tough with these 
people.

The former senator 
from North Carolina 
understandably wants 
a big presence on the 
blogs. They attract 
lots of young people 
who don’t subscribe
to Newsweek but _________
would probably vote 
for Democrats, if they voted. So it 
seems good strategy to throw rau­
cous online parties for this often 
politically disengaged group. The 
wise candidate will come as a 
guest, however, not the host.

Edwards seemed too smart to let 
loose-cannon bloggers muck up his 
campaign. But he hired as his 
Netroots coordinator Melissa

GcEwan, who thought it a good 
ea to tar Christian conservatives 
"Christofascists” on her person­

al blog, Shakespeare’s Sister. 
Another blogger on the payroll, 

Amanda Marcotte, wrote on the 
Pandagon Website that the 
Catholic Church opposed birth 
control “to force women to bear 
more tithing Catholics.”

The Edwards campaign should 
have put McEwan and Marcotte
,on the next bus home. Instead, it

issued on apology on their behalf 
and told them to soldier on. 
Perhaps Edwards feared dissing 
the youthful blogosphere commu­
nity, which prides itself on uncen­
sored discourse. Perhaps he fig­
ured that his ability to deliver a 
populist message in a Southern 
accent would cancel any offense. 
StiU.

And Republicans have their blog­
ging big mouths. John McCain’s 
campaign employs Patrick J. 
Hynes, who insists on declaring 
that the United States is a 
“Christian nation.” After the 
Arizona senator hired him, Hynes 
put a picture of Rep. Henry 
Waxman, D en^rat of California, 
on his Website and asked readers 
to provide nicknames. Several 
responded with anti-Semitic slurs, 
which Hynes dutifiilly let pass.

To run a netroots campaign.is to 
slog into a politically dangerous 
place. Many online communities 
are sealed worlds in which every­
one uses the same expletives and 
shares the same radical thoughts. 
Some blogmasters may think that 
their large number of hits repre­
sents like-minded followers, when 
it’s just tourists gawking at an 
outrageous show.

Like members of any self-con­
tained group, the Website activists 
may start thinking they’re the 
norm. In the past, their crazy talk 
would have stayed in the drunken 
confines of late-night partying.
Now it can be examined by any­
one with an Internet connection.

(There’s also a lot of double- 
agentry going on. Bloggers intend­
ing harm sometimes pose as allies.

They say awful things that sound 
supportive but actually make ene­
mies in the outside world. So- 
called journalists find this stuff 
and quote it as representative of a 
politician’s followers.)

Ned Lamont was very much a 
political moderate, but his mes­
sage couldn’t break free of the 
lefty bloggers who helped launch 
his campaign. Shortly after his 
stimning Connecticut primary vic­
tory over the Democratic incum­
bent, Sen. Joseph Lieberman, 
Lamont ran ads that prominently 
showcased Markos Moulitsas, 
founder of DailyKos.

I asked Lamont whether he 
would put distance between him­
self and the leftist blogs, and he 
responded; “I think they’re a great 
neighborhood to be in. It’s like an 
enormous bulletin board.” He also 
conceded that he was new to the 
blogosphere culture.

Lamont wasn’t even paying 
Moulitsas, yet the Lieberman cam­
paign managed to link him to the 
profane language and radical poli­
tics of DailyKos. That may partly 
account for Lamont’s failure to 
pick up enough independent votes 
to win.

Once a campaign starts stroking 
checks to bloggers, they’re sharing 
a bed. So while the blogs remain 
great hunting grounds for 
Democratic voters, candidates 
must choose their online partners 
with great care.

When we
entered the ..................
state hospital grounds, it 
was easy to see the 
attraction for birds of 
prey. To the north and 
west were open fields 
with mesquite and grass­
es. Rabbits, mice and 
rats could easily hide in 
the dense growth. Their 
sojourns on to the cam­
pus were a dual blessing. 
Owls would feast at 
night, and by day. hawks 
could easily capture any 
rodents wandering the 
grounds.

Meeting us at the 
entrance to the shop, the 
man added to his story 
of the bird.

"Didn’t realize it. but 
that hawk was greasy. 
My coat’s a mess.”

As he led us into the 
building, we could see 
the bird perched on top 
of some equipment. It 
seemed quite at ease in 
watching the men work.

Since we knew the bird 
could not fly, its capture 
was a matter of timing. 
Weakened firom its 
inability to hunt, the 
raptor i^owed me to 
approach it. As I eased 
my hand within a few 
inches of its legs, the 
bird remained calm. 
Quickly, with my index 
finger going between its 
legs, thumb and middle 
finger tightening around 
them on the outside, I 
had the bird in my 
grasp.

“Well, what is it?”

asked the man. To us, it 
would always be called a 
marsh hawk. However, 
after decades of being 
called such, the specie 
was referred to as a 
northern harrier. 
Hunting in marshes and 
wetlands, these birds of 
prey used prairies and 
open grasslands during 
migration, and as a win­
ter home, to supply their 
diet of rodents, snakes, 
insects and small birds. 
Harrier, which means 
hunter, was certainly an 
appropriate name.

As I held the raptor, 
the men could see the 
white rump band where 
the body ends and tail 
begins. Even in flight, 
this is an identifying 
mark. Characteristics of 
the slender bird are its 
long tail, legs and wings. 
With its ability to hover 
for minutes and glide 
while hunting, it is the 
"ultimate mouse trap.”

With the harrier glanc­
ing at everyone with its 
yellow eyes, I was asked, 
“Why does it kinda look 
like an owl?” As I point­
ed to the facial feathers'  
that form an owl-like 
disc near the eyes, I 
explained that also like 
an owl is its ability to 
hear. Large ear openings

Extending each wing, I 
readily felt the “grease” 
the man had described. 
“By the way, this is not 
grease on the bird. It’s 
oil,” was my next com­
ment. Then came a 
familiar question, “Is it 
male or female?” “She is 
brown on top, while a 
male would be a pale or 
slate gray,” I answered. 
“You have rescued quite 
a lady.”

Once home, I called the 
game warden and asked 
him to search a one to 
two mile radius of the 
hospital. Since the bird 
could not fly, it would 
have had to walk to 
where it was found.
Later that day, the phone 
rang. “Eight tenths of a 
mile away there’s an 
uncovered pit. From 
your description of how 
light colored the oil is, 
that coincides with the 
blow-out the crew had.”

Dust and grit had read­
ily stuck to the oil as the 
bird traveled through 
acres of grasses. The 
wildlife center in 
Lubbock was notified, 
and greeted our charge 
with several baths. The 
volunteers were especial­

ly careful because their 
initial examination of 
the bird’s wings found a 
hairline fracture.

With time, the north­
ern harrier’s bone would 
knit and strengthen. The 
future held a return to 
the open fields of West 
Texas. It would once 
again fly back and forth 
across ranch land and 
barren cotton fields as if 
tracing a grid in its 
mind. To compensate the 
harrier for its captivity, 
and the indignity of 
cleaning its feathers, 
another volunteer placed 
two rats in its presence. 
They were readily * 
accepted. ^

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Teenage gunman kills 5, self, in Utah shopping mall

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) 
— A historic mall’s wind­
ing hallways became a 
shooting gallery for an 18- 
year-old gunman in a 
trench coat who fired a 
shotgun randomly at cus­
tomers, killing five and 
wounding four before 
being killed by police, 
authorities and witnesses 
said.

The scooter, whose 
name was not released, 
also was armed with a 
handgun and had several 
rounds of ammunition. 
Salt Lake City police 
Detective Robin Snyder 
said early Tuesday. No 
motive has yet been deter­
mined, she said.

For hours after Monday 
evening’s rampage at the 
Trolley Square shopping 
mall, police searched 
stores for scared, shocked 
shoppers and employees 
who were hunkered down 
awaiting a safe escort.

Marie Smith, 23, a Bath 
& Body Works manager, 
saw the gunman through 
the store window. She 
watched as he raised his 
gun and fired at a young 
woman approaching him 
from behind.

“His expression stayed 
totally calm. He didn’t 
seem upset, or like he was 
on a rampage,’’ said 
Smith, who crawled to 
safety in an employee 
restroom to hide with oth- 
rs. She said the gunman 
ooked like “an average 

Joe.’’
Killed were two 28-year-

old women, a 52-year-old 
man, a 24-year-old man 
and a 15-year-old girl, 
Snyder said. Four people 
were hospitalized — a 
man and a woman in crit­
ical condition and two 
men in serious condition, 
Snyder said.

shots. The couple and 
three others hid in a stor­
age room for about 40 
minutes, isolated but still 
able to hear the violence.

Then there 
was a barrage of gunfire,” 
said Lund, 44. “It was 
hard to believe.”

They say officers treat­
ed everyone like suspects 

ordering those hiding 
in storerooms, bathrooms 
or under stairwells, to lie 
on the floor •with their 
hands on their heads 
until police were sure no 
one posed a threat.

On the way out, Lund 
said, he saw a woman’s 
body face-down at the 
entrance to Pottery Bam

Kids and a man’s body on 
the floor in the mall’s 
east-west corridor. “There 
were a lot of blown-out 
store windows and shot­
gun shell casings all over 
the floor,” Lund said. “It 
was quite surreal.”

'The victims were found 
throughout the 239,000- 
square-foot shopping 
mall.

Outside, streets were

blocked as police 
swarmed the four-block 
scene. Dozens of people 
lingered on the sidewalk, 
many wrapped in blan­
kets, as they talked about 
what they had seen 
inside.

The two-story mall, 
southeast of downtown, is 
a refurbished trolley barn 
built in 1908, with a series 
of winding hallways.

AUSTIN — Defense and Kevin

Durant scored 21 points and Texas 
turned in its best defensive effort of 
the season Monday night for an 83-54 
win over No. 18 Oklahoma State.

“We’re going to be dangerous,” 
Durant said. “We just have to keep it 
up.”

The Longhorns, whose four fresh­
man starters looked bewildered at 
times in two straight losses and a 
tough win over Iowa State, finally put 
it all together for their second victory 
over a ranked opponent.

All five starters scored in double 
figures as the Longhorns shot 68 per­
cent in the second half. Defensively, 
they held the Cowboys to 37 percent 
shooting and forced 16 turnovers that 
led to 22 points.

“Coach (Rick Barnes) told us to 
attack them,” said Longhorns guard 
D.J. Augustin, who scored 19 points 
after scoring 31 against Iowa State. 
"They can’t run with us.”
. A.J. Abrams broke out of a shooting 
slump to score n  for the Longhorns 
(18-7, 8-3 Big 12) Who will Dnish no 
worse than .500 in conference play.

For Oklahoma ^ate  (19-6, 5-5), the 
loss was the third in four games and 
kept the Ck>wboys winless on the road 
in the Big 12. Mario Boggan scored 16 
to lead the Cowboys.

In the teams’ hrst matchup last 
month, the Cowboys won a 105-103 
thriller in triple overtime. 'They bare­
ly scored half as many points

Monday night and never held the 
lead.

Durant and Boggan, who each 
scored 37 points in the first meeting, 
found it much tougher going in the 
rematch. (Covered by the Cowboy’s 
Marcus Dove, who fouled out of the 
first game, Durant didn’t score in the 
first 11 minutes and had just five 
points at halftime.

'Then he and Abrams hit 3-pointers 
in a 10-3 Texas run that opened up a 
31-24 Longhorns lead at halftime.

“We’ve never counted on Kevin to 
score every point,” Barnes said. “We 
are a balanced team.”

Still, Durant is the league’s leading 
scorer and the Longhorns opened up 
a big lead when he started hitting 
shots.

’‘My teammates did a great job pick­
ing me up,” Durant said. “It was a 
team effort.”

Abrams hit two more 3-pointers and 
Durant started a fast break with a 
steal, then finished a 3-point play as 
the Longhorns opened up a 53-39 lead 
with just under 12 minutes to play.

Durant made up for early shooting 
struggles in other ways, using his 
long, skinny arms to snare 12 
rebounds and poke the ball away 
from Oklahoma State guards.

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OU failed to monitor employment of athletes, NCAA says

-  The 
NCAA alleges Oklahoma 
failed to adequately moni­
tor the employment of 
several athletes, includ­
ing some football players 
who worked during the 
academic year.

The NCAA’s findings 
came in an investigation 
after Oklahoma self- 
repevtfd violations and 
dismisOTdstarting quar­
terback R l^ t Bomar and 
offensive lineman J.D. 
Quinn in August for tak­
ing excess pay from a 
Norman car dealership 
where they worked.

Oklahoma disclosed 
Monday that it had 
received its notice of alle­
gations from the NCAA 
and is scheduled to 
appear before the NCAA’s 
Committee on Infractions 
on April 14 in 
Indianapolis.

The NCAA asked athlet­
ic director Joe 
Castiglione and football 
coach Bob Stoops to 
attend the meeting, along 
with compliance officials, 
general counsel Joseph

Harroz and director of 
football operations Merv 
Johnson.

Oklahoma also appeared 
before the committee last 
April following an inves­
tigation into hundreds of 
improper recruiting 
phone calls by former 
basketball coach Kelvin 
Sampson’s staff.

“We are eager to move 
forward toward the con­
clusion of this matter,’’ 
Castiglione said in a 
statement.

In its notice, the NCAA 
claims Oklahoma didn’t 
follow its own guidelines 
when it “did not collect 
gross earning statements 
for the 12 football student- 
athletes who notified the 
institution of their 
employment at Big Red

during the 2005 summer 
vacation period ... and as 
a result the institution 
did not detect the viola­
tions’’ it self-reported.

Oklahoma claims it did 
not detect the football 
players’ employment 
because the players did 
not complete required 
forms. The university 
also claims it was transi­
tioning duties at a time 
when the NCAA alleges 
that Oklahoma failed to 
collect some of its moni­
toring forms in a timely 
manner.

The NCAA points out 
that the failure to monitor 
occurred “despite receiv­
ing information that at 
least one student-athlete 
worked at Big Red during 
the academic year.’’

Families today come in all shapes and sizes. Many kids live 

with both parents. Many other kids live with either just Mom or 
just Dad. Some kids might go back and forth between their par­
ents’ houses. Others might live with a grandparent or another 
relative, or they might be a part of a foster family. Keep reading 
to get all the facts about foster parents and foster families.

WHO ARE FOSTER PARENTS?
The word “foster” means to help someone (or something) 

grow and develop. It also means to take care o f  som eone’s 
needs. Foster parents are people who provide a safe place for 
kids to  be c a r ^  for by taking them into their homes.

Not just any adult can be a  foster parent, though. It takes 
someone very special to do this job. A foster parent needs 
many qualities like patience, firmness and a lot of love. Foster 
parents are also given special training to help them understand 
and work with the kids who com e to live with them.

WHY DO KIDS UVEW ITH FOSTER FAMILIES?
Som etim es a  family has so many problems that it’s nut 

wise o r safe for the children to stay with their parents. When 
this happens, people who work for the state government have 
to  step in to  look out for the kids. These people might decide 
that the children need to be in foster cate for a while, until it’s 
O K  to  go back to  their parents.

M ost often, a parent’s problems are caused by drugs or 
alcohol. O ther times, a parent may be very sick, in jail or have 
some other trouble. ITie parents may need so much help with 
their own problems that they aren’t able to focus on what the 
kids need, like good food to  eat, clean clothes to wear and 
supplies for school. Sadly, kids may be abused or neglected as 
a result o f  the pressures the parents are under.

The idea behind foster care is kind o f like a time-out for 
parents and kids. W hile the parents are getting help for their 
problems, the kids are living with people who can properly 
care for them. The goal is to get die family back together 
again, but only if  the children will be safe and taken cure o f

HOW DO KIDS FEEL IN FOSTER CARE?
Even when children have been abused or neglected, it can 

be hard for them to leave their parents. Family ties are very 
stroi. ’! And to  make things ipore difficulL if a kid has sisters 
cixl biothers, they may have to be split up. Not many foster 
families are able to take in a whole group o f kids at one time.

So right away, going to live with a new family can be diffi­
c u lt The foster parents have to act like Mom and Dad but they 
aren’t the kid’s actual parents. There may be other children in 
the family, but they’re not the kid’s actual brothers utkI sisters. 
And many times, kids live in more than one foster home. That

means they may have another family to adjust to later on.
Living with a foster family may mean going to a  new school. 

This can be toUgh for anyone, but if a kid in foster care is deal­
ing with a new home life too, it’s even harder. New classmates, 
teachers, rules —  so many things can be different all at once!

It’s no wonder, then, that kids in foster care have to deal 
with a lot o f  emotions. They can feel happy and secure when 
they’re in a loving foster fanuly, but also s ^  and worried 
about their birth parents. They might feel afraid, wondering 
what will happen next, or angry about the whole situation. All 
this can make for a lot o f stress.

To help kids in foster care adjusL every child is assigned a 
social worker. This person is sometimes also called a casework­
er. His or her job is to make up a plan for each child. The plan 
describes what kind of help the family needs so that they can be 
together again. The social worker checks on how everyone is 
doing, and arranges visits between brothers, sisters and parents.

WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?
The social workers, the courts and other state agencies 

must decide what is best for the child. They look at hotv well 
the parents are doing at solving their own problems, and 
whether it’s safe for the kids to return home. They also pay 
anention to any problems there might be in the foster home. 
Even foster parents aren’t perfect, and that’s why case\voikers 
encourage kids in foster care to tell them if anything is mak­
ing them uncomfortable.

Most kids in foster care do return to their birth famibes 
sooner or later. But there are other things that can happen, too. 
The state might decide that having the kids Uve with relatives 
is the best choice. Sometimes, it’s better to have the kids stay 
in foster care a while longer. This might mean remaining with 
the foster parents or moving to a group home for a longer stay..

Finally, some kids in foster care are adopted. Adoption is 
a  legal process that makes a child a perm anent part o f  a fam ­
ily, just as if he or she were bom  into it. The people who 
adopt a child become the new parents. Kids in foster care 
might be adopted by their foster parents. O ther tim es, a dif­
ferent family or even a single adult will adopt a child. But 
whatever decision is made, som eone will be there to take 
care o f the kids. — KidsHeaUKor̂

Dear Nina; We’re glad to 
hear you’re doing so well. 
We heard from hundreds 
of people expressing sup­
port for you and saying 
they, too, suffer from 
Crohn’s, but are living 
wonderful and productive 
lives, and you can, too.

Dear Annie; I run a 
Sunday school program 
for 22 children. ITiere are 
two young children in our 
care, “Billy,” age 4, and 
"Andy,” age 2. Their 
mother died a year ago, 
while giving birth to their 
baby sister. Their father 
recently remarried.

These children were 
manageable before their 
mother’s death, but now 
they are impossible. Billy 
sits in front and hits the 
teacher’s leg, pulls her 
skirt and kicks her. When 
restrained, he turns his 
attention to the teaching 
board and pulls down pic­
tures. During craft time, 
he crumples his papers on 
the floor and reftises to 
participate. Separated 
from his older brother, 
Andy cooperates and fol­
lows Instructions.
However, he is slowly 
starting to imitate Billy.

While we do not know 
the intimate details (tf the 
home front, how do we 
handle the kids’ behavior 
during the two-hour 
Sunday school and turn It 
around to be constructive 
instead of disruptive to 
the whole class? — 
Teacher’s Aide

Dear Teacher’s Aide:

Our hearts are breaking 
for these two little boys. 
Their mother died, they 
have a baby sister who 
demands a great deal of 
attention, and their father 
has remarried. They feel 
neglected and abandoned 
twice over. Their unruly 
behavior is their way of 
acting out their frustra­
tions and gaining time 
and attention fTom the 
adults in their lives. They 
are crying for help.

First, please talk to the 
father and suggest profes­
sional counseling for the 
boys. The pediatrician 
can recommend someone 
who specializes in young 
children. Then help Andy 
and Billy get more posi­
tive attention by giving 
them a little extra time, 
thinking of special proj­
ects to work on (perhaps 
in art or music), and 
praising their efforts. 
They need to believe they 
are good boys, not pigeon­
holed as troublemakers.

Dear Annie: My
boyfriend and I, along 
with several members of 
his family, ei\joy drinking 
wine with our meals. We 
take great care to choose 
interesting wines to 
serve, and the bottles can 
be quite expensive.

The only problem is that 
some family members do 
not like wine, but will 
nonetheless serve them­
selves a glass so as not to 
feel left out.

You 
can minimize the waste 
by being a more gracious 
host. Don’t put a bottle on 
the table for guests to 
serve themselves. Bring 
out two bottles — the good 
stuff and the house wine 
— and ask each guest 
which they would prefer. 
If they don’t care, it’s 
your choice what to pour.
