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Local woman anguishes over cousin kidnapped in Iraq

Worrying about the safety of 
family members living in 
Baghdad, Iraq, since war 
gripped the country is nothing 
new for "the Rev. Namiqa 
Shipman, whose father was born 
and raised in the Middle-Eastern 
city.

However, worry turned to real­
ity more than a week ago, as 
Shipman learned her 48-year-old

cousin, Waleed Mekki Al- 
Shukri, had been kidnapped and 
was being held for ransom.

“Our family in Baghdad con­
tacted my father, who is a natu­
ralized citizen of the U.S.,” said 
Shipman. “When he told me 
about the kidnapping I was com­
pletely shocked. We’re not sure 
who is responsible. Our family 
is Sunni, so we’re not sure if it’s 
Shiite militia or just street 
thugs. We can’t imagine where 
these kidnappers would think

our family could come up with 
that kind of money.”

Though Shipman, who is the 
Big Spring district superinten­
dent for the United Methodist 
Church, and Al-Shukri have 
never met face to face, the local 
woman said they have developed 
a very special relationship over 
the years.

“We’re the same age, and 
when we were children our par-

The Big Spring City Council

The council voted 6-1, with 
Councilman Greg Blddlson ^ e lo n e  
dissenter, In favor of issuing the 
bonds, which have been designated 
for several projects including street 
repairs, construction of a sports com­
plex and a new animal shelter annex, 
and repairs to the Northside Elevated 
Reservoir.

Knox says she won’t seek re-election

After more than nine years on 

the Big Spring City Council, 
Joann Knox said Tuesday night 
she will be calling it quits in 
May,

Knox announced she will not 
seek re-election in May, when 
her seat on the council — along 
with the mayoral seat — will be 
up.

“This decision has been sever­
al months in the making,” Knox 
told the council. “It’s not a deci­
sion that came to me easily. In

light of recent actions of citizen 
groups I became tom about mak­
ing a final decision, but in the 
end, my choice Is still based on 
personal evaluation and not neg­
ative evaluations of my actions 
as a member of the city coun- 
cU."

Knox, along with Mayor Russ 
McEwen and fellow council 
members Stephanie Horton, Jo 
Ann Staulcup and Gloria 
McDonald, was a target of a 
recent recall petition effort.

The petition, which charged 
that the council “circumvented 
the will of the majority of elec­

tors” In passing a law banning 
smoking in public places in 
November, failed to collect 
enough signatures to recall any 
of the council position, but did 
succeed In forcing a recall elec­
tion for McEwen.

Knox said firmly that the 
recall effort had no bearing on 
her decision not to run for re- 
election.

“Nine years of service has 
made me proud to be a citizen of 
Big Spring,” said Knox. “ I look 
forwanl to serving my commu­
nity as needed in the ftiture.”

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Forsan ISD trustees approve calendar for 2007-2008

FORMAN -  In approv­

ing a new school calen­
dar, Forsan Independent 
School District trustees 
made the best of a tight 
situation.

Faced with the task of 
fitting about 180 days of 
state-mandated classroom 
instruction into a time 
frame shorter than nor­
mal, trustees approved a 
calendar for the 2007-2008 
school year during their 
regular monthly meeting 
Monday.

The new school year 
will begin Aug. 27 and

end May 29, 2008. In 
between, there will be 
fewer holidays for stu­
dents and staff than FISD 
officials have normally 
allocated.

The reason for the 
tighter schedule is recent 
school reforms enacted by 
the Texas Legislature. 
Among those reforms was 
a mandate that the local 
school year start no earli­
er than the fourth 
Monday in August and 
end by early June.

Forsan trustees acqui­
esced to those mandates 
in devising the new 
schedule, but that doesn’t 
mean they were happy

with the situation. '
“We would still like the 

state return (the calendar) 
to local control,” said 
Randy Johnson, superin­
tendent of Forsan schools. 
“But that’s not the case, 
so we made the best of 
things.”

Next year’s school cal­
endar will feature unbal­
anced semesters. Trustees 
voted to end the first 
semester at the Christmas 
break, which begins Dec. 
24. That means, however, 
that the first semester 
will be only 81 days, as 
compared to 96 days for 
the second semester.

going to be doing things 
that our citizens have 
said they want to see 
done,” said McEwen. 
“We’re going to take care 
of four very important 
projects and be able to 
move down the road and 
make some progress for 
our community.”

Voters approved $9.2 
million for street and 
roadway improvements 
in November, including 
much of Main and Scurry 
streets and parts of Nolan 
and Johnson near the 
downtown area. Also 
included in the scope of 
the project is landscaped 
islands on Main Street 
from Second to 10th 
streets.

Voters also gave the go- 
ahead for slightly more 
than $5 million to finance 
improvements and addi­
tions to city parks, includ­
ing recreational and 
sports facilities. Within 
the scope of the project is 
upgrades and expansion 
of the Roy Anderson 
Sports Complex, includ­
ing, r^oyat ions to exist­
ing fields and the addition

of football, soccer and 
baseball fieldslt-

The council also 
approved certificates of 
obligation totaling more 
than $1 million — which 
did not go before the vot­
ers in November — to 
build ap annex for the 
current municipal animal 
shelter on Midway Road 
and repairs and paint the 
Northside Elevated 
Reservoir.

And while the city was 
able to secure attractive 
interest rates for the cer­
tificates of obligation at 
4.39 percent and general 
bonds at 4.37 percent, 
Biddison said the burden 
it will place on taxpayers 
is simply too much.

“On the report we 
received from Standard 
and Poors, I just don’t see 
how we can continue to 
raise taxes the way we’re 
going,” said Biddison. “ I 
know the people voted for 
the projects, and it was a 
tough decision. But I just 
felt like the majority of 
the voters weren’t well 
informed about this and 
the amount of increase it 
will have on the tax rate. 
I just couldn’t, in all good 
conscience, vote for it.
‘ ” Thfe tax rate Is goth^'to

go up another 30 cepts 
just to pay for these 
bonds. We’ve always com­
pared our tax rates to 
other communities, and 
San Angelo was the high­
est last year and their tax 
rate was in the mid 80- 
cent range. And I felt that 
was high. Now we’re 
going to be at $1.01 on our 
tax rate. Sure, we need 
streets, but I think there’s 
another way to do it 
besides sending the city 
and the taxpayers into 
that much debt.”

C o u n c i l w o m a n  
Stephanie Horton also 
voiced concerns for the 
spike in the tax rate, but 
said she felt obligated to 
vote in favor of the bonds 
due to the results of the 
bond election.

“This is a lot of burden 
to put on our taxpayers,” 
Horton told the council. “ 1 
told you from the begin­
ning I was against it 
because of the burden. 
But once you put it to an 
election and it passes, 
who am I to go against the 
citizens? I can’t go against 
it because it passed, but 
in my heart I feel like this 
is a lot of burden. That’s a 
lot of money.”

ents made us write to one 
another,” Shipman said 
with a laugh. “Over time, 
through our letters, we 
became very close. He 
even sent me a necklace 
years ago, and I’m wear­
ing it until he comes 
home.”

Shipman said condi­
tions in Baghdad are get­
ting worse by ‘he day.

“ It wasn’t like this 
before the war,” said 
Shipman. “You didn’t 
worry about kidnappings 
and things like this years 
ago. However, as the 
country continues to 
devolve into chaos, it just 
keeps getting worse.”

As hard as it is for 
Shipman and her family 
to wait for Al-Shukri to be 
returned home, the local 
woman said communica­
tions between Iraq and 
the United States is offer­
ing its own brand of 
uncertainty.

“Since the kidnapping, 
we haven’t been able to 
get through to our family 
in Baghdad,” said 
Shipman. “That was 
almost two weeks ago. I 
have a cousin there who 
has a cell phone, but we 
haven’t been able to 
establish contact.”

“Obviously, that is a 
very large increase in the 
tax rate, and it’s some­
thing that is going to be 
difficult for some citi­
zens,” said McEwen. “But 
we all have to keep in 
mind ad valorem taxes 
are based on the value of 
the house, so the people 
living in more expensive 
houses are going to pay a 
proportionately greater 
percentage of these bonds, 
as will the businesses.

Forced to gamble with hostages

len I first met her in 
ft New York five years 

ago, Ingrid Betancourt 
was campaigning to 

be president of Colombia, 
f She had been a strong critic of 

the leftist guerrillas who had 
caused so much bloodshed in her 
war-torn homeland, and she knew 
her life would be in danger upon 
returning there. But that was a 
risk she was willing to take.

“I ’m very conscious 
of what I’m doing,’’ 
she told me. “This is 
something over 
which one has to be 
willing to give up 
one’s life for one’s 
country.”

And over the last 
five years, there have 
been times when 
many Colombians 
believed that is pre­
cisely what she had ___________
done. — — — —

Shortly after returning to 
Colombia, Betancourt was abduct­
ed and held hostage by the drug­
trafficking rebels of the 
Revolutionary Armed Forces of 
Colombia, or FARC, Colombia’s 
largest rebel group. And in the 
last five years, during long periods 
when nothing was known about 
her, many assumed she was dead.

That’s until a Colombian govern­
ment official recently told a radio 
station that, according to intelli­
gence reports, Betancourt is still 
alive and in good health. The com­
ments ignited a new national 
debate over whether the govern­
ment should be stepping up efforts 
to rescue thousands of Colombians 
being held captive by Marxist 
rebels.

While the rebels are demanding 
the release of their 500 imprisoned 
comrades in exchange for some 60 
prominent hostages, including 
Betancourt and three kidnapped 
U.S. defense contractors.
Colombian President Alvaro Uribe

has ordered the military to find 
and rescue the hostages, including 
3,000 others being held for ransom. 
Uribe’s own father was killed dur­
ing a botched FARC kidnapping 
attempt about 20'years ago.

An American government offi­
cial recently told reporters that 
the United States would support a 
military effort to rescue the three 
Americans held captive.

“We have a lot of confidence in 
the government and the security 
services here in finding a way to 
free the hostages and we want to 
work together to achieve this,” 
said Thomas Shannon, the U.S. 
assistant secretary of state for 
Western Hemisphere affairs, who 
was in Bogota to discuss 
American support for Colombia’s 
five-decade war against cocaine 
and human trafficking insurgents.

And although the military res­
cue policy seems to be working, 
with two hostages managing to 
escape in separate army-launched 
attacks on the rebels recently, 
many of the hostages’ relatives are 
opposed to the rescue offensive.

They fear their loved ones will 
be killed by the rebels, which has 
happened in the past during 
unsuccessful rescue missions.

“What terrifies me is that the 
government may know where 
Ingrid is and will launch a rescue 
mission,” Betancourt’s mother, 
Yolanda Pulecio, told The 
Associated Press.

But what choice does the govern­
ment have?

Releasing hundreds of ruthless 
killers is out of the question. And 
taking no action to save at least 
some of the hostages seems is also 
unacceptable, especially since 
many of these people are held for 
years in brutal captivity.

“You face death every dav,” a 
recently rescued Colombian army 
captain told reporters. “Someone 
comes into the shack where you 
are and you think they are coming 
for you.”

During nearly four years of cap­
tivity, Capt. Leonardo Nur actual­
ly carved his name and rank into 
the skin of his arms and legs to 
ensure he was identified if he was 
killed and his body was dismem­
bered.

Nur, whose family had assumed 
he was dead, was found tied to a 
tree after an army conflict with 
the National Liberation Army, or 
ELN, Colombia’s second largest 
rebel group.

A Dec. 31 military attack on a 
FARC jungle camp enabled the 
escape of Fernando Araujo, a for­
mer Colombian government minis­
ter who had been held hostage for 
six years, including several 
months bound by a tether to a 
tree. After he slipped away from 
his captors, Araujo hid in the 
wilderness for five days until he 
was found.

More than 23,000 Colombians 
have been kidnapped in the last 
decade and more than 1,200 have 
died in captivity or during 
abai’tive rescue attempts, accord­
ing to Pais Libre, an advocacy 
/^oup formed by Colombian Vice 
President Francisco Santos, who is 
a former kidnapping victim.

Back in 2002, as Betancourt cam­
paigned in New York among many 
Colombians who have fled from 
their homeland fearing rebel kid­
nappings and terrorist mayhem, 
she seemed to be very courageous.

But in retrospect, Betancourt’s 
words now seem too naive and 
idealistic.

“ If we are not afraid of death, 
imprisonment or anything else 
that can block our progress,” she 
told me, “we are finally going to 
achieve our dream, which is to 
have the country we deserve, a 
new Colombia.”

More than 42 million 
Colombians are still waiting for 
that dream to be realized.

West lakes the king o f dianModi 
with the ace but is helpless. What­
ever he returns, you win and play the 
ace and another trump. West winds 
up scoring three tricks —  a spade, a 
heart and a diamond —  but never 
gets his heart rulT, and you wind up 
scoring a game

When she was very 
young. Smith’s family 
moved to Mexia. Her 
father then left the fami­
ly; he and Virgie were 
divorced Nov. 4,1969. 
Smith was raised by her 
mother and maternal 
aunt. Elaine. Virgie 
worked as a law enforce­
ment officer for 28 years.

While growing up, 
Vickie told others she 
wanted to be the next 
Marilyn Monroe. While 
working as a waitress at 
Jim’s Krispy Fried 
Chicken in Mexia, she 
met Billy Wayne Smith, 
who was the cook at the 
restaurant. They were 
married April 4,1985.
She was then age 17 and 
he

Wayne Smith. She and 
Billy separated in 1987 
and she moved back to 
Houston with 1-year-old 
Daniel. 'They were offi­
cially divorced Feb. 3, 
1993, in Houston.

Initially, she found 
employment at Wal-Mart 
and later as a waitress at 
Red Lobster, but couldn’t 
make enough money to 
support herself and 
Daniel. She then became 
an exotic dancer.

In 1991, Smith began

taking modeling and 
voice lessons. In October 
of that year, she saw an 
ad in the newspaper to 
audition for Playboy 
magazine. She then went 
on to careers in modeling 
and acting.

Up to this point, Vickie 
was just like millions of 
other beautiful women in 
Texas, casting her gaze 
toward the stars of 
Hollywood and dreaming 
of the good life. She 
could have been your lit­
tle sister, or the girl 
behind the counter of 
your favorite restaurant.

Anna Nicole’s foray 
into the world of Playboy 
took off like a rocket to 
the moon, with her tak­
ing the cover in 1992 and 
being named Playmate of 
the year in 1993. Not 
exactly a father’s dream, 
but the little girl that had 
dreamed of being the 
next Marilyn Monroe 
was well on her way.

Unfortunately, it’s 
unlikely the blond bomb­
shell will be remembered 
for this part of her life. 
Most likely, the dark and 
frightening years of 
excess and court battles 
will be what defines her 
in the American eye.

Her highly publicized 
marriage to oil business 
executive and billionaire 
J. Howard Marshall who 
was 63 years her senior, 
resulted in tumultuous 
speculation that she mar­
ried the man merely for 
his money, which she 
denied.

Following his death, 
she began a lengthy and 
ongoing legal battle over 
a share of his estate. 
Smith claimed J. Howard 
orally promised her half 
of his estate if she mar­
ried him.

Court in February 2006 
on a technical question 
of jurisdiction.

After months of wait­
ing, Smith and her step­
son Pierce learned of the 
Supreme Court’s decision 
on May 1, 2006. The jus­
tices unanimously decld 
ed in favor of Smith. 
Justice Ruth Bader 
Ginsburg wrote the 
majority opinion, stating 
that Smith should get a 
chance to pursue her 
claims in federal court.

This decision didn’t 
give Smith a portion of 
her husband’s estate; it 
merely affirmed her right 
to pursue a share of it in 
federal court. Pierce died 
at age 67 in June, 2006. 
His widow took over rep-

2001, Houston judge Mike 
Wood affirmed the jury 
findings in the probate 
case by ruling that Smith 
was entitled to nothing 
and ordered Smith to pay 
over $1 million in fees'* 
and expenses to Pierce’s 
legal team.

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Officials deny radical 
Shiite cleric fled Iraq

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) -  
Supporters of Muqtada al- 
Sadr said Wednesday that 
the radical Shiite cleric 
was still in Iraq, denying 
a report that he fled to 
Iran ahead of a security 
crackdown targeting his 
militia.

An Iraqi government 
official said al-Sadr was 
in the Shiite holy city of 
Najaf Tuesday night, 
when he received dele­
gates from several gov­
ernment departments. 
The official, who is famil­
iar with one of those 
meetings, spoke on condi­
tion of anonymity 
because he has no author­
ity to disclose informa­
tion on his department’s 
activities.

The denials came after a 
senior U.S. official said 
Tuesday that al-Sadr left 
his Baghdad stronghold 
some weeks ago and is 
believed to be in Tehran, 
where he has family.

The official, who also 
spoke on condition of 
anonymity to discuss U.S. 
monitoring activities, 
said fractures in al-Sadr's 
political and militia oper­
ations may be part of the 
reason for his departure. 
The move is not believed 
to be permanent, the offi­
cial said.

GOP works to stall 
Iraq resolution

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
House Republicans are 
pulling out all the stops to 
win over GOP colleagues 
who may be wavering on 
whether to publicly 
rebuke President Bush’s 
decision to send more 
troops into Iraq.

In daylong debate 
Tuesday, Republicans 
used emotional pleas Brom 
former prisoners of war, 
political tftlklng points on 
religious extremism and 
even Arab ambassadors to 
rail against a Democratic 
attempt to put Congress 
on record against the 
troop buildup.

“ If we let Democrats 
force us into a debate on 
the surge or the current 
situation in Iraq, we 
lose,” Reps. Peter 
Hoekstra, R-Mlch., and 
John Shadegg, R-Ariz., 
said in a letter to their 
GOP colleagues.

“Rather, the debate 
must be about the global 
threat of the radical 
Islamist movement,” they 
wrote.

The long-awaited floor 
debate on Iraq is the first 
since Democrats took con­
trol of Congress in the 
November midterm elec­
tions. It also comes as the 
war approaches the four- 
year mark with more 
than 3,100 U.S. troops 
dead.

Crashed helicopter 
was shot down

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) -  
A Sea Knight helicopter 
that crashed last week 
northwest of Baghdad was 
shot down, the U.S. mili­
tary said Wednesday, 
reversing earlier state­
ments that it appeared to 
have been due to mechan­
ical failure.

The Marine CH-46 troop

transport went down 
northwest of Baghdad on 
Feb. 7, killing all seven 
people on board, and an 
al-Qaida-linked Sunni 
group claimed responsi­
bility and aired a video.

Military officials initial­
ly said they believed the 
crash was due to mechan­
ical failure, but the mili­
tary announced
Wednesday that an inves­
tigation showed the crash 
was “the result of anti-air­
craft munitions.”

“ Initial evidence indi­
cated that the CH-46 Sea 
Knight helicopter went 
down as a result of 
mechanical failure. After 
further investigation
using all available means, 
the cause of the incident 
has been confirmed to be 
hostile fire,” said Maj. 
Jeff Pool, a spokesman for 
the Multi National Force 
-  West.

The statement said the 
pilots of an AH-lW Super 
Cobra helicopter escort­
ing the Sea Knight did not 
witness the actual attack, 
but they saw the fire, 
descent and subsequent 
crash. The initial signs 
resembled fires that have 
occurred aboard CH-46s 
experiencing mechanical 
difficulties in the past.

Stalled Inter-Korean 
talks set to resume

SEOUL, South Korea 
(AP) — The two Koreas 
set up a meeting for 
Thursday to discuss 
resuming high-level talks, 
the first sign of tensions 
relaxing on the divided 
peninsula after North 
Korea signed a break­
through nuclear disarma­
ment agreement.

Besides committing 
North Korea to halting its 
nuclear programs in 
exchange for oil, the 
accord calls for efforts to 
normalize relations with 
regional powers and 
establish a permanent 
peace between the two 
Koreas, which technically 
remain at war.

“What is very Important 
about this agreement,” 
South Korean President

Roh Moo-hyun said, “ is 
that it not only resolves 
the North Korea nuclear 
issue itself, but in a flir- 
ther step, it includes a 
clause for discussions, 
negotiations on establish­
ing a permanent peace 
regime on the Korean 
Peninsula.”

The United States inter­
vened on the South’s 
behalf when the North 
invaded in June 1950. The 
two sides fought to a 
standstill and the conflict 
ended with the signing of 
an armistice in July 1953. 
U.S. forces have remained 
in the South ever since.

North Korea abruptly 
pulled out of Cabinet-level 
talks with South Korea in 
July after South Korea 
condemned the North for 
test-firing seven missiles, 
including one theoretical­
ly capable of hitting the 
U.S. West Coast. The 
chances of the talks 
resuming looked even 
more remote after North 
Korea proved its claim to 
possess nuclear weapons 
with an underground test 
in October.

Crowds mark 
assassination date

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) 
— Tens of thousands of 
Lebanese packed into a 
city square Wednesday to 
mark the second anniver­
sary of former Prime 
Minister Rafik Hariri’s 
assassination as the gov­
ernment deployed hun­
dreds of troops a day after 
bus bombings killed three 
people.

Troops in fUU combat 
gear and armored cars 
deployed in and around 
Martyrs’ Square, where 
the country’s two main 
rival groups were present; 
government supporters 
commemorating Hariri’s 
death and opposition sup­
porters continuing their 
daily sit-tn to demkhd the 
government’s resignation.

The soldiers set up a 
razor wire barrier to sep­
arate the two groups, and 
police conducted body 
searches of people arriv­
ing in the square.

Man arrested at Mexican border 
after 3 die In Arkansas shooting

PALESTINE, Ark. (AP) -  The mother 
and grandparents of a woman divorcing 
her husband were shot to death early 
Tuesday, and the husband was later 
arrested trying to cross from Texas to 
Mexico, officials said.

Arkansas state police spokesman Bill 
Sadler said Gordon Randal Gwathney, 
46, was taken into custody at Laredo. He 
said he did not have details.

Gwathney’s wife, Lisa, had moved in 
with her mother and grandparents 
about five miles outside Palestine in 
eastern Arkansas, St. Francis County 
Sheriff Bobby May said. The shootings 
occurred in their home, he said.

The sheriff said Lisa Gwathney, 35, 
heard shots and was able to run for help. 
Sylvia Reeves, 51, J.O. Mitchell, 81, and 
Evelyn Mitchell, 79, were killed. May 
said.

Lisa Gwathney’s brother, Travis 
Reeves, who lives nearby, was wounded 
in a gunfight with Gwathney, Sadler

Wharton officer fatally 
shoots teen during search

WHARTON (AP) — A 17-year-old was 
shot and killed by a Wharton police offi­
cer as members of a drug task force exe­
cuted a search warrant at the teen’s 
home, authorities said.

Daniel Castillo Jr. died Tuesday after­
noon at a Galveston hospital, hours after 
the raid on his home in Wharton, locat­
ed about 50 miles southwest of Houston, 
the Wharton County District Attorney’s 
Office said.

Authorities declined to release details 
of the shooting but said it occurred as 
members of the Wharton County 
District Attorney Narcotics Task Force, 
Wharton Police Department Emergency 
Response Team and the Wharton

Willacy DA piitests charges by 
cuffing himself at jail

RAYMONDVILLE (AP) -  A South 
Texas prosecutor chained himself to a 
card table with toy handcuffs at the 
county jail Tuesday to protest corrup­
tion charges filed against him.

Willacy County District Attorney Juan 
Guerra, 51, said he can’t enter his own 
ofDce because a special prosecutor in 
the case, who is a longtime political 
rival, has taken the keys.

“As long as he has the keys, we don’t 
have access to that office,’’ Guerra told 
the Valley Morning Star for Wednesday 
editions. “The office of the district attor­
ney cannot be closed. I have to be acces­
sible to the people, so here I am.”

Guerra was charged Monday with 
three felony counts of theft by a public 
servant following an investigation by 
speciaTprosecutor Gustavo Garza. The 
charges allege Guerra tried to extort 
$10,000 from a bail bonding company, 
privately resold a car that had been 
seized by forfeiture, and took $800 in 
public funds by seeking reimbursement 
for expenses he didn’t make.

He also was charged with one count of 
interfering with the public duties of a 
peace officer after blocking the door of 
his office Sunday when Raymondville 
police tried to serve a search warrant.

His attorney, former Cameron County 
Judge Gilberto Hinojosa, plans to 
counter the charges filed against 
Guerra.

“We have solid evidence that (Garza) 
has no evidence for any of those 
claims,” Hinojosa said. “This is a trav­
esty of justice."

On Tuesday, he again dared officers to 
arrest him like he did Sunday, saying he 
violated his bond when he traveled to 
Mexico, his birthplace.

“The conditions they placed on me are 
ridiculous,” he said

clerk slammed a door and walked off the 
job but denied the clerk uttered the n- 
word and maintained the incident was a 
case of poor customer service absent 
any racid bias.

“Obviously, we’re pleased with the 
verdict,” said HowarcT Rosenblum, a 
lawyer for Walgreens.

“We take allegations such as this very 
seriously,” he said. “Walgreens has said 
all along we don’t tolerate discrimina­
tion of any sort. ... It’s good to see the 
system work.”

A lawyer for the plaintiffs said they 
would appeal the case to the Nevada 
Supreme Court.

“We’re not done,” Ian Silverberg told 
The Associated Press. He said the 
appeal would challenge some rulings 
“that kept out a lot of information that I 
think should have gone to the jury about 
what Walgreens knew” about the clerk 
accused of the misconduct.

Silverberg said in closing arguments 
Tuesday morning that the men deserved 
millions but would accept just $1 as jus­
tice served.

“It was wrong for Walgreens to treat 
these men differently for one reason and 
one reason only — the color of their 
skin,” Silverberg said.

“These men stood up against the 14th 
largest company in the U.S. for four 
years to let Walgreens know they were 
not going to take it,” he told the jury. 
"Please let Walgreens know there is no

more harmful word with such history 
and meaning for an entire group of peo­
ple.”

Charges dismissed for ex-wrestler 
accused of hazing at pool party

FLOWER MOUND (AP) -  The^enton 
County District Attorney’s Office has 
dismissed hazing and assault charges 
against a former Flower Mound High 
School wrestler.

Dustin Everett, 19, was scheduled to 
stand trial Wednesday on three counts 
of hazing and three counts of assault 
stemming from a 2005 pool party held by 
the Dallas-area high school wrestling 
team.

Allegations of organized hazing, vio­
lent beatings and sexually charged 
actions led to the arrest of 18 students 
apd the team’s head coach.

Texas Tech pulls the upset against No. 6 Aggies

CGLLEGE STATIGN -  Texas 
Tech has had problems finishing 
off opponents during its recent 
five-game skid.

After losing in double overtime 
by two to Gklahoma State and 
seeing Nebraska beat them on a 
last-second shot a week ago, the 
Red Raiders knew they couldn’t 
let another game slip away.

They didn’t Tuesday night. 
Jarrlus Jackson hit a Jumper at 
the buzzer to give Texas Tech a 
77-75 win over No. 6 Texas A&M.

“Tonight when we got down, 
we Just said ‘Let’s finish,’” said 
swingman Martin Zeno. 
“Because we were so close to fin­
ishing the last couple of games 
and we couldn’t, so we Just had 
to ftnish this one.”

Acie Law tied the game with a 
3-pointer ft-om the top of the key 
with 6 seconds left before 
Jackson drove the length of the 
court and pulled up for the win­
ning score. The crowd sat in 
stunned silence for a few seconds 
while officials looked at a replay 
of the basket before declaring it 
good.

“He came down and had pres­
ence of mind enough to know 
how much time was left,” Texas 
Tech coach Bob Knight said of 
Jackson. “He made a shot fake 
that cleared his shot and then he 
hit it. He handled that extremely 
well at the end.”

Jackson finished with 31 points 
and helped Knight avoid his 
sixth straight loss, which would 
have matched the worst losing 
streak in his career. 'The only 
time Knight lost six in a row was 
in 1970-71, his last season with 
Army.

“Gnce Acle hit that shot I saw 
that there was 6 seconds left and 
I Just wanted to take It as deep as 
I could,” Jackson said. “When I 
got to the ft-ee throw line, I saw 
that I had a good shot and lucki­
ly it bounced my way.”

Jackson was shocked that 
Texas A&M wasn’t “all in his 
face” at the end.

”I was very surprised because I 
thought they were going to dou­
ble-team me when I got past half­
court,” he said. “But they stayed 
in man-to-man, so I Just thought 
I would take advantage of it.” 

Knight was Impressed With

Jackson’s play at the end and 
glad that he left the game in the 
hands of his star player.

“I think it would have been a 
hell of a mistake if we’d have 
called timeout because we’d have 
never gotten a break like that,” 
Knight said. “I didn’t call tlme-

“ I ’m just glad we 
won.
