Deadline approaches
to reserve spot on

this bill, all we’re doing
is making them come in
and have a vision test at
79. And that will be good
for six years.”

The bill was placed on
the Senate’s uncontested
calendar, which means
the full Senate will vote
on it without a debate
unless a senator objects.

Also Wednesday, the
House Law Enforcement
Committee passed a simi-
lar companion bill. The
House version sets a
required vision test for
drivers renewing their
licenses at age 90.

If both bills pass, a com-
promise would be forged
between the House and
Senate versions.

The proposal has faced
little opposition, but
AARP-Texas spokesman
Rafael Ayuso cautioned
against rules that dis-
criminate against older
people. The group did not
testify against the bill.

“Research shows that
younger drivers have
much higher accident

rates than older drivers,
and to some extent, these
efforts (to pass legisla-
tion) can be seen as using
older people as an easy
target,” Ayuso said.

Ayuso also questioned
Carona’'s proposal that a
DPS officer could require
a driving test for an 85-
year-old based on the offi-
cer’'s observations.

“This is particularly a
concern given the impor-
tance of driving to the
independence of many
older Texans,” he said.

The House and Senate
bills have been dubbed
“Katie’s Law” for 17-year-
old Katherine “Katie”
Bolka. The Dallas teenag-
er died last spring, five
days after her car was
struck by a 90-year-old
driver who was speeding
and ran a stoplight that
had been red for almost
30 seconds.

“My daughter’s death
touched the entire com-
munity,” said her mother,
Johna Bolka, during testi-
mony in favor of the new
rules. “It was about rec-
ognizing that this could
have happened to any-
one.”

Rehabilitated green sea
turtles returned to Gulf

HARLINGEN (AP) — About 90 green sea turtles that
nearly died from a sudden cold snap last month have
been rehabilitated and returned to the waters near

South Padre Island.

Scores of volunteers carried the comatose turtles
from the beaches and surf during the dramatic rescue.
Temperatures in the Laguna Madre bay had dropped
30 degrees in 48 hours during a January weekend, and
at least 130 turtles stunned from the cold were rescued
the following week. Seven were found dead.

Jeff George, curator at Sea Turtle Inc., said 42 were
released Tuesday and 46 were released Wednesday.

Perry’s staff discussed vaccine
on day Merck donated to campaign

AUSTIN (AP) — Gov.
Rick Perry’s chief of staff
met with key aides about
the human  papillo-
mavirus vaccine the same

day its manufacturer
donated money to his
campaign, documents

obtained by The
Associated Press show.

Chief of staff Deirdre
Delisi’'s calendar shows
she met with the gover-
nor's budget director and
three members of his
office for an “HPV
Vaccine for Children
Briefing” on Oct. 16.

That day, New Jersey-
based Merck & Co.’s polit-
ical action committee
donated $5,000 to Perry
and $5,000 total to eight
state lawmakers.

The calendar and other
documents obtained by
the AP show Perry's
office began meeting with
Merck lobbyists about the
vaccine as early as mid-
August, months before
social conservatives —
who are now those most
outraged by the order —
helped re-elect him in
November.

Perry spokesman
Robert Black said
Wednesday afternoon that
the timing of the meeting
and the donation was a
coincidence. He said
Delisi had asked budget
director Mike Morrissey
to update her on the cost
of providing the newly
FDA-approved HPV vac-
cine free to young women
on Medicaid.

“There was no discus-
sion of any kind of man-
dates,” Black said.

On Wednesday night,
Black issued the follow-
ing statement: “The
Associated Press has
tried to create a conspira-
cy where none exists, and
they have offered not one
shred of evidence to their
baseless accusations that

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the governor's office has
done anything wrong.”

The order the governor
issued earlier this month
directed the Texas Health
and Human Services to
adopt rules requiring the
shots for girls entering
sixth grade as of
September 2008. The vac-
cine protects girls and
women against the HPV
strains that cause most
cases of cervical cancer.

The mandate inflamed
conservatives, who say it
contradicts Texas' absti-
nence-only sexual educa-
tion policies and intrudes,
too far into families’
lives. They also say the
shots are too new and too
costly to force on young
girls.

On Wednesday, the
House public health com-
mittee voted 6-t0-3 in
favor of a bill that would
override Perry’'s mandate
by barring state officials
from requiring the vac-
cine for school atten-
dance.

Perry has repeatedly
said the vaccine's lifesav-
ing potential far out-
weighs opponents’ con-
cerns.

You'll need financial information such
as W-2 forms for 2006, bank statements, business
and investment mortgage information, farm
records.

Parents are encouraged to attend, both to help
provide financial information and to learn about
the program.

Remembering U.S. in lwo Jima

int Eastwood is “grow-
ing” as a movie director.
And we know what that
means — he is going to
the politically correct left, And
that has led him to some strange
conclusions, which

The onetime arche-
typal tough guy —
his “Dirty Harry” cop
character took wrath-
ful justice into his
own hands decades

he has been showered
with Academy Awards ever since.

His “growth” was notable in
1992, when “Unforgiven,” his
nihilistic deconstruction of the
western, won a bunch of Oscars,
including best picture and best
director. In 2003, his “Mystic
River” gave audiences a curiously
sympathetic portrait of a child-
murderer, gaining Oscars for lib-
eral lions Sean Penn and Tim
Robbins. And, in 2004, Eastwood’s
tribute to euthanasia, “Million
Dollar Baby,” swept the top
awards offered by the Motion
Picture Academy.

So it’s not surprising that
Eastwood now has his own revi-
sionist take on a famous World
War II battle in “Letters From Iwo
Jima,” told from the Japanese
point of view. Last year, he
released an English-language
movie about Iwo Jima, “Flags of
Our Fathers,” but it’s the

Japanese-language “Letters” that
has grabbed Hollywood's attention.
“Letters” has been nominated for
four Academy Awards, including
best picture, best director and best
screenplay. By contrast, “Flags”
has been shunted aside, nominat-
ed for only two minor awards,
sound editing and sound mixing.

For his part, Eastwood has been
eager to document the “evolution”
of his thinking. As he told Agence-
France Presse earlier this month,
“I grew up in the war pictures in
the 1940s where everything was
propagandized. In all the movies,
we were the good guys and every-
body else were bad guys.” So
Eastwood is now determined to
counteract such “propaganda” by
creating propaganda of a different
kind.

Reporting on the rapturous
reception given to “Letters” at the
Berlin Film Festival, The
Financial Times was clear-eyed
enough to call the film “gaga with
political correctness,” depicting
the Japanese as “' yvable, misun-
derstood victims of history.” But,
in addition to improving the
image of imperial Japan,
Eastwood had another mission for
“Letters.” As he told the same
French press agency, “Every war
has a certain parallel in the futili-
ty of it, and that’s one of the rea-
sons for telling these stories —
they are not pro-war stories.” That
last point is worth pausing over,
because it’s popular in some cir-
cles to emphasize the “futility” of
war. Yet, in fact, wars frequently
resolve vital issues — that is,
international ambition, aggression
and conquest. Japan, for example,
began dreaming of dominating

Asia in the late 19th century.
First, it took over Taiwan and
Korea; then, it defeated Russia.
Starting in 1931, it attempted to
conquer all of China. And in 1941,
of course, came Pearl Harbor. Had
America not defeated Japan, all of
Asia and the Pacific might still be
bowing down to the Rising Sun.

But today, many Americans,
thinking about Afghanistan and
Iraq, are prone to see war as
futile. But the better conclusion is
this: Wars fought incompetently
are futile. As The Washington
Post reported last week, after near-
ly four years of fighting in Iraq,
fewer than half of the U.S.
Humvees have the latest “up
armoring.” Indeed, for a war not
to be futile, it must be fought com-
petently — which, in this case,
means being backed up by top-to-
bottom economic and industrial
mobilization. That’s how wars are
won.

In the meantime, on Feb. 23, we
might pause to reflect on the 62nd
anniversary of the iconic flag-rais-
ing at Mount Suribachi. Nearly
7,000 U.S. Marines died on Iwo
Jima during that month of fight-
ing, and they gave us, through
their sacrifice, an object lesson in
accomplishing a mission. No
amount of retroactive Hollywood
political correctness can ever
detract from what was done there.
By Americans — also known, in
that battle, as the good guys.

Let it be known, the buck stops here

very time you're handed a
' 'dollar bill, that sound you
hear is our government
saying, “You're not smart
enough.” It's also saying, “I can't
believe you're going to touch that
and not wash your hands after-
ward.”

Seriously, think about who gets
tipped in dollar bills and with
what part of their body they
receive those tips. It's not Ben
Bernanke who's rubbing our bills
with glitter and vanilla scent. Not
unless Alan Greenspan dumps
Andrea Mitchell and
does his next bache-
lor party right.

Last week, our gov-
ernment insulted us
yet again by issuing
another new dollar
coin while failing to
muster the courage to
take away our dollar
bills. You will reject JoeL
this dollar coin just STEIN
like you rejected the
Eisenhower debacle
(1971-78), the Susan B. Anthony
disaster (1979-81) and the
Sacagawea fiasco (2000-about three
weeks later). That’s because buy-
ing things with gold-colored coins
makes you feel like you're a dork
at a Renaissance fair.

But it saves us money. A bill
costs 4 cents to make but only
lasts about 18 months; a coin costs
20 cents but lasts more than 30
years. That means -- not factoring
for inflation or compound interest
because I don’t know how -- dollar
bills cost four times as much to
produce. The Government
Accountability Office estimates
that's a savings of $500 million a
year. With that kind of money, we
could start a small war.

Ocher countries’ smallest bills
are way higher than the dollar:
The 5-euro note ($6.60), 1,000 yen
($8.28), Britain’s 5-pound note
($9.75), 10 Swiss francs ($8.18), $5
Canadian ($4.30) and $5 Australian
($3.93). Even Mexico's smallest
bill, at 20 pesos, is worth $1.82.
And for those of you who don't
keep up with the news, Mexicans
are poor.

It's not as if I even like the new
coins. They feature a different
president, in order, at four a year,
much like the state quarters that
have gripped the nation’s socially
awkward 8-year-old boys. The
Treasury loves these quarters,

) because it got $12.50 for printing

50 pieces of metal that were then
placed in a book and never used
as money.

I suppose the dollar coins might
spur some children to learn about
history ("Why are there two
Grover Cleveland coins? He must

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Rice says U.S.,, Europe and Russla agree
to encourage Iran back to bargaining table

BERLIN (AP) — Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice
saild Thursday the United States, European and
Russian diplomats have a common goal to encourage
Iran back to the bargaining table over its disputed
nuclear program.

“We reconfirmed we will use available channels and
the Security Council to try to achieve that goal,” the
top U.S. diplomat said. Rice spoke following a break-
fast meeting with her counterparts from Germany,
Russia and the European Union.

The group reviewed Iran’s compliance with a U.N.
Security Council demand that it stop enriching urani-
um, a key step toward producing either nuclear power
or a nuclear weapon.

The U.N. nuclear watchdog finalized a report that is
to be released Thursday and is expected to formally
confirm the Islamic republic’s refusal to freeze enrich-
ment.

Officials at the International Atomic Energy Agency
said the report would say that Iran has expanded
enrichment efforts instead of freezing them.

Iran calls for talks with U.S. but continues

defying U.N. Security Council on enrichment

VIENNA, Austria (AP) — The United States and
other world powers on Thursday worked on a response
to Tehran’s defiance of a U.N. Security Council ulti-
matum on mothballing its uranium enrichment pro-
gram, while Iranian dissidents presented a list of
alleged front companies they said were set up by the
Islamic republic to evade U.N. sanctions.

With Tehran showing no signs it had met the coun-
cil’s Wednesday deadline on an enrichment freeze, the
U.N. nuclear watchdog finalized a report to be released
later in the day.

Officials at the International Atomic Energy Agency
said the report by Mohamed ElBaradei, head of the
Vienna-based agency, would say that Iran has expand-
ed enrichment efforts instead of freezing them, a con-
clusion that could trigger tougher U.N. sanctions
against Tehran.

Once released, the report will be sent to the agency’s
35-nation board and to the U.N. Security Council,
which — in setting the deadline — had said that any
enrichment related activities past Wednesday could
lead to sanctions in addition to those imposed last
month.

Jobless claims fall
sharply last week

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The number of laid-off
workers filing for unem-
ployment benefits
dropped sharply last
week after having been
driven higher the previ-
ous week by storm-relat-
ed layoffs.

The Labor Department
reported that applications
for jobless benefits totaled
332,000 last week, down
by 27,000 from the previ-
ous week.

The prior week jobless
claims had jumped by
46,000, the biggest one-
week surge since
September 2005 in the
aftermath of Hurricane
Katrina. Part of that big
increase occurred
because of winter storms
which boosted layoffs in
such industries as con-
struction.

The four-week moving
average for claims edged
up from 326,700 to 328,000,
the highest level for this
average since early
December.

The nation’s unemploy-
ment edged up to 4.6 per-
cent in January, the high-
est level in four months,
and economists believe
that rate will rise further
perhaps as high as 5 per-
cent in coming months as
a slowing economy
increases layoffs. Already
the slump in housing and
weakness in auto manu-
facturing are triggering
layoffs in those indus-
tries.

Nevertheless, a season-
ally adjusted civilian job-
less rate of 4 percent to 5
percent is low by histori-
cal standards.

The hope of the Federal
Reserve is that a two-year
campaign to raise interest
rates will work to slow
the economy enough to
keep inflation under con-
trol.

While overall inflation

has eased as energy
prices have retreated
from last year's highs, the
government reported
Wednesday that core
inflation, which excludes
volatile energy and food,
jumped by 0.3 percent-in
January, a bigger-than-
expected increase that
was driven by a huge
jump in medical costs.

If these inflation pres-
sures persist, analysts
said the Fed will be
forced to resume raising
interest rates.

The Increase of 46,000
claims for the week end-
ing Feb. 10 reflected the
fact that 29 states and ter-
ritories saw claims
increase while 24 saw a
decrease in claims.

Indonesian passenger ferry

fire kills at least 15, injures dozens

JAKARTA, Indonesia (AP) — A fire broke out on an
Indonesian ferry carrying 300 passengers Thursday,
killing at least 15 people and sending scores of passen-
gers jumping into the sea, officials said.

Scores of survivors were plucked from the water and
the ship’s charred hull, but more than a dozen
remained unaccounted for following the country’s sec-
ond major maritime disaster in as many months.

The fire started in a truck on the Levina 1's car deck,
hours after the 2,000-ton vessel left the capital, Jakarta,
for the northwestern island of Bangka, said port offi-
cial Sato Bisri.

Aerial footage showed a raging fire and heavy black
smoke pouring from the 27-year-old ferry. The cause
was not immediately known.

“It was terrifying,” said Yas Rijal, 33, who was with
his wife and son on the upper deck when the fire broke
out. “Suddenly flames bust from the lower deck. The
crew ordered us to put on yellow life vests and we
jumped.”

Second case of rape allegations

leveled against Iraqi forces this week

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — Four Iraqi soldiers have
been accused of raping a 50-year-old Sunni woman and
the attempted rape of her two daughters in the second
allegation of sexual assault leveled against Iraqi forces
this week, an official said Thursday.

Brig. Gen. Nijm Abdullah said the attack allegedly
occurred about 10 days ago in the northern city of Tal
Afar during a search for weapons and insurgents.

A lieutenant and three enlisted men denied the
charge but later confessed after they were confronted
by the woman, a Turkoman. Abdullah said a fifth sol-
dier suspected something was wrong, burst into the
house and forced the others at gunpoint to stop the
assault.

“They have been referred to the judicial authorities
so they can receive their just punishment,” said
Abdullah, who effectively serves as mayor of the city.

Regardless of the truth, a second allegation within a
single week is likely to undermine further the reputa-

Cheney on rare visit to Australia

SYDNEY, Australia (AP) — Vice President Dick
Cheney arrives in Australia on Thursday to thank one
of Washington's staunchest supporters of.the increas-
ingly unpopular Iraq war — an ally that has become a
rarity by offering more, not fewer, troops for Iraq and
Afghanistan.

Iraq and other security issues are expected to domi-
nate Cheney’s three-day visit and talks with Prime
Minister John Howard, who is under increasing polit-
ical pressure to set an exit strategy for Australia’s
1,400 troops in and around Iraq.

The focus intensified Wednesday when the British
government and other allies announced plans to start
withdrawing forces from Iraq, leaving Howard to
explain why he is not doing the same.

Opinion polls show the Iraq conflict is deeply unpop-
ular among Australians, and anti-war demonstrations
are planned outside venues in Sydney where Cheney
is to speak or hold meetings.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The rival presidential cam-
paigns of Hillary Rodham Clinton and Barack Obama
traded accusations of nasty politics Wednesday over
Hollywood donor David Geffen, who once backed Bill
Clinton but now supports his wife’s top rival.

The Clinton campaign demanded that Obama
denounce comments made by the DreamWorks movie
studio founder, who told New York Times columnist
Maureen Dowd in Wednesday’s editions that while
“everybody in politics lies,” the former president and
his wife “do it with such ease, it’s troubling.”

The Clinton camp also called on Obama to give back
Geffen's $2,300 contribution.

Campaigning in Iowa, Obama refused.

Volvo C30 ads invite buyers to choose

Mary Anne Housey
viewed something this
month that made her not
want to buy the Volvo
C30, which is to go on sale
in the United States this
summer.

Her source? Volvo’s
own commercials, includ-
ing one called
“Tomatoes,” in which the
C30 is pulled off the stage
“Showtime at the Apollo”-
style after a seemingly
angry audience throws
tomatoes at the hatch-
back.

“1 got the impression
that you don’'t want to
take a look at this car
because people don't like
it,” said Housey, a
Roseville, Mich., resident
who drives a Buick
LaCrosse.

Ford Motor Co.'s Volvo
plans to launch its
Product of Freewill cam-
paign in the United States
during the second or
third quarter of this year,
after it began running in
Europe last year. The
campaign, which will pre-
cede the launch of the
2008 Volvo C30 in the
United States, features
several ads that ask peo-
ple to consider whether
they like the vehicle,
rather than just telling
them why they should.

For instance, one ad,
called “Love it/Hate it,”
flashes back and forth
between a cuddly white
rabbit sitting in the grass
next to the C30 under
sunny skies, and a dark,
thundery day with a
dirty, rat-like creature
perched near the car.

Another spot, called
“Hiss it/Kiss it” pans
slowly from animated
dark shadows of people
firing axes, frogs and
arrows at the C30 to a
crowd on the other side of
the car hurling hearts,
butterflies and X's and
O’'s. The ads can be
viewed at www.volvo-
cars.com/freewill.

John Maloney, a vice
president at Volvo Cars of
America, the marketing
arm of Ford's Volvo
brand in the United
States and Canada, said
the ads are indicative of
consumers’ reactions to
the vehicle.

“The campaign is very
tongue-and-cheek, love it

State National

or hate it, because the car
is not a middle-ground
car,” he said. “We want
people to make a frank
assessment of the car. It's
not for everyone, and
we're not going 'n tell you
how to feel about this
car.”

Volvo's campaign illus
trates how eager advertis-

ers are to stand out as

consumers grow increas-
ingly savvy and weary of
traditional advertising.
Volvo, which is targeting
25- to 34-year-olds with
the campaign, is hoping
the ads will attract con-
sumers who want a car
that stands out in a
crowded parking lot, even
if not everyone is crazy
about it.

But taking the approach
of “we’ll show you our
flaws and let you decide
what you think about our
product” can be risky,
said Hugh Cannon, a
Wayne State University
advertising professor.
