Modern methods and
new drugs make it possible to
save many who are badly burn-
ed. With burns, an-ounce of pre-
vention is worth a ton of cure.
It is especially important to see
that children cannot reach heat-
ed grates, hot flat irons, and ket-
tles full of hot fluids.

Aiiswer to Question No. 2:

It is important that the public
health service in every commun-
ity check food handlers in res-
taurants, groceries, and butcher
shops, for they can transmit dis-
eases such as the common cold
readily, and possibly more ser-
ious diseases. Besides requiring

f. >d handlers to have periodic
physical check-ups, some com-
munities provide courses where
workers are taught sanitation
to protect both themselves and
customers, as well as care of
food to prevent spoilage.

Answer to Question No. 3:

Children still can contract
diphtheria, but the disease is
largely controlled. In 1921 there
were 206,939 cases of diphtheria
in the United States as compared
with 5,931 cases in 1950, lowest
figure of any year on record.
This gratifying reduct;on has
been achieved by ‘“shots,” better
quarantines and greater vigil-
ance of doctors, parents, school
nurses, and teachers. For a sore
throat, especially in children,
consult a doctor. It may be
diphtheria.

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Commemts ..

Up {o this date there have
been over 3,000 bills introduced
in the House of Representatives
and approximately 875 in the
Senate during this session of
Congress. However, so far, very
few bills hvave come to the floor
of either the House or the Sen-
ate for consideration. The com-
mittees have been ornganized,
asd hearings on legislative pro-
posals which have been given
priority are now well under way.
Following is @ frief account of
the hearings which are being
held by some of the committees:

WAYS AND MFANS: This is
the House committee which has
jurisdiction of the tax bills.This
committee has scheduled a
meeting for Feb. 16 for the pur-
pose of voting on H. R. 1, in-
troduced bd Congressman Reed
of New [York, who is Chairman
of the Committee. His bill would
reduce inicome taxes g maximum
of 5 1-2 per cent this year and
11 per centannually thereafter.
It is very probable that the
Committee will approve H. R. 1,
However, when the kill is ap-
proveh by the Ways and Means
Comymnittee it will mext have to

be cleared by the Rules Com- |

mittee, and the Chairman of
the latter committee, Congress-
man Allen of Illinois, is repont-
er as having stated that his
commititee will hold up any tax
reduction legislation until at
least May 1st. Under the House
rules, the Rules Committee, by
a majority vote, can delay or
kill a bill by refusing to clear
it for floor debate. ¢

HOUSE JUDICIARY COM-
MITTEE: This committee is
scheduled to commence hear-
ings on Feb. 17th on the Tide-
lands question. Among those
who will ppear at these hear-

ings are the Attorney General,
the Secretary of Imterior and
the Secretary of the Navy, who
will represent the Department
of Defense. As you kmow, the
post of Secretary of the Navy
Is held by the Honorable R. B.
Anderson of Vernon, Texas.

THE SENATE BANKING and
CURREN.Y COMMITTEE is to
begin hearings on Feb. 24th on
the question of extending eco-
nomic controls. Senator Cape-
hart of Indiana, chgirman of
the committee, has introduced
a bill, S, 753, to authorize stand
by controls on wages, pricerent
production and credit. His bill
would authorize the controls to
be put into effect if an emer-
gency should cause ‘serious eco-
nomic dislocations threatening
the national security and wel-
fare.” So-far, the House Bank-
ing and Cwrency Commitbee
has not scheduled any hearings
on the extension of controls.

THE HOUSE COMMITTEE"
ON EDUCATION AND LABOR
has been hearing Members of
the House who have introduced
bills in: this session proposing
amendments and revisions of
the TaftHantley Act. So far,
the committee has heami Con-
gressman Lucas of Texas, Byrd
of West Virginia, and Keating
of New York. On Feb. 1Tth this
committee plans to continue
hearings on amendmenis to the
Taft - Hartley Act during the
first week in March. This com-
mittee has requested tnose in-
nivinuals and groups wno de-
sre to propose amendments to
the act to send theio proposals
to the rommittee by Feb. 20tk
in order that study may be giv-
en 'to such proposals before the
hearings begn.

HOUSE INTERIOR and IN-
SULAR AFFATRS COMMITTEE
of which I am a member, has
scheduled g meeting for Feb.
17th to consider several public
lands bills which passed the
House during the last Congress
but which were not passed by
the Senate.

THE APPROPRIATIONS COM
MITTEES of both ‘'the House
and the Senate are delaying
hearings on the 1954 fiscal year
appropriations until the new ad-
ministration submits its pre-
posed amendments to the bud-
get which was submitied to Con
gress by the out-going edminis-

Alfalfa Gains on Rivals
as Queen of Forage Crops

No Alfalfa variety has ever progressed in popularily and vol-};
ume of certified seed production as has the new Ranger alfalfa:’ !

Alfalfa, the undisputed “Queen
0. Forage Crops” in the United
S:ates for several decades,
s-rides ahead in both acreage
and production in spite of stiff
comnpetition from new and im-
proved legumes.

Sweetclover, lespedeza, La-
dino clover, birdsfoot trefoil and
others have been stiff competi-
tors for certain uses in the field,
but have not slowed the forward
progress of alfalfa.

In each of the past 20 years
(1932-1951), except in 1945-46,
alfalfa hay production has ex-
ceeded that of timothy and
clover, the previous leading hay
combination. The average pro-
duction of alfalfa hay for the 3
years 1950-52 was over 40 per
cent greater than timothy and
clover. In 1951 for the first time
one state (Wisconsin) had close
to 2,000,000 acres of alfaifa from
which was harvested 5,000,000
tons of hay. California, however,
has the highest average preduc-
tion over a period of years.

In the 3 years 1950-52 there
were 12 states which produced
an average of over 1,000,000 tons
of hay per year. These in order
are, California, Wisconsin, Min-
nesota, Nebraska, Iowa, Idaho,
Illinois, Kansas, Michigan, Colo-
rado, South Dakota, and Mon-
tana, which altogether averaged
29 million tons or 70 per cent of
the total for the United States
and 2,400,000 tons per state.

A number of new or improved
varieties of alfalfa have ap-
peared in recent years and certi-
fied seed of most of them can
be obtained now from seed deal-
ers. These varieties may be
grouped into hardy and non-
hardy varieties and into wilt-re-
sistant and wilt-susceptible vari-
eties. With both factors the dif-
ferences are not always clearly

In prophesying regarding the
future of alfalfa, Dr. L. F. Graber
of Wisconsin said in CROPS &
SOILS: “With large stocks of
foundation seed for rapid in-
creases of new and superior vari-
eties for northern and for south-
ern latitudes and for humid and
arid climates as well, it is diffi-
cult to envision the magnitude of
the impacts that alfalfa will have
on the agriculture of North Amer-
ica in the years ahead.”

Korean Lespedeza on a
Trek North to.

Luxuriant growth of Korean lespedeza on a Missouri ranch;
following heavy wheat crop on same field.

Korean lespedeza and its im-
proved varieties are the earliest
and hardiest of the annual les-
pedezas. Their area of best
adaptation extends farther north
but not as far south as the com-
mon lespedeza. Their place in
the Central: states where they
“compete with a number of our
best legumes for hay and pas-
ture is worthy of careful con-
sideration. What commends the

justs itself more easily to the
Jower levels of fertility, and
withstands ~ adverse drainage
conditions better than alfalfa,
sweetclover, or red clover.

However, the amount
of grazing it furnishes will das
pend upon the productiveness of
the soil, seasonal conditions, pars
ticularly rainfall, and upon pags
ture management, Even though
this legume will grow on poof
soils without seedbed preparas
tion, and is drought-resistant, thé
best results are obtained on good
soils with seed-bed preparation
and with a favorable amount and
distribution of rainfall.

Under conditions very favors
able for the growth of alfalfa,
red clover and Ladino clover in
the central Corn Belt states thé
use of Korean lespedeza will bé
restricted and its culture theré
confined mostly to soils of low
fertility, poorly drained or others’
wise unsuited to the culture of
other legumes and to uses fog
which the other legumes are nof
so well adapted.
