THE PORK BARREL BILL
The House moved with rapid 

speed last week on the appropria 
tions bill for civil function of toe 
Department of The Army. This 
is the appropriation bill that has 
been commonly referred to for a 
number of years as toe “pork 
barrel” bill. This name finds its 
source in the fact that moneys 
appropriated for many of the 
items in this bill are expenditures 
providing benefits to localities 
and states that are not repaid to 
the federal government by the re­
spective states or by the particular 
project constructed. The greatest 
expenditures in the bill are for 
rivers and harbors. The entire 
appropriation recommended f o r  
1954 by the committee was $415,- 
991,00. Of this amount $398,884,- 
000 was earmarked for rivers and 
harbors and flood control The 
House added one item of $400.000 
for work on the New York Harbor, 
This was the only addition tc 
the committee’s recommendations. 
The Truman budget had recom­
mended for rivers and harbors and 
flood control $661,524,100. The 
Eisenhower budget was $479,490,- 
100. The House allowed only 
$399,284,100. The biggest cut came 
in general construction. The Tru­
man budget asked for $491,000,

Most hog breeders are franti­

cally trying to re-stock since a 
short time ago it was announced 
that the hog population was small­
er than the numbers of cattle on 
the nation’s farms. The ideal re­
lationship is generally conceded to 
be 28 percent more hogs than 
cattle in the country.

Sows and pigs were steady, sows 
mostly $20 to $22 and feeder pigs 
from $21 down.

Cattle buyers were highly selec­
tive. The fed beeves were scarce 
and good and choice drylot fed 
cattle ruled strong. Grassers were 
weak to lower. Cows ruled steady 
to 50 cents lower. Bulls held 
steady.

Good and choice fat calves were 
steady but the common, plain and

medium inbetween sorts sold weak 
to lower. High quality stockers 
were steady, but others draggy 
and plain stockers sold mainly for 
low grade killers. Demand for 
stocker cows was very narrow.

Good and choice fed steers and 
yearlings $18-22.50, I. S . Scott, 
Castro County, had a load weigh­
ing 758-lbs. at $22.50. B. T. Wood­
ard, Hunt County, had a load of 
cross-bred Brahmans at $21 that 
averaged 810 lbs. Common, plain 
and medium steers and yearlings 
$10.00-16.00, some rannies.

Fat cows mostly $9.00-12.00, just 
a few higher. Scaling V. Ranch 
Clay County, had 17 cows at 1,047 
lbs. at $13.75, and 20 cows at 1108 
lbs. at $12.50. Odds reached $14. 
Canners and cutters $6.00-9.00. 
Bulls $8.00-14.00, Larkin Renick, 
Llano County, had two top bulls 
at 1,530 lbs. at $14.

Good and choice fat calves drew 
$17 to $20, with common and 
medium butchers at $10.00-15.00.

Social Security 
For Farm Labor 
Is Explained

Am I required to pay the social 
security tax on the wages earned 
by my hired man while he works 
on my farm? This is the question 
many farm owners are now ask­
ing, since the harvest season is im­
mediately before them and extra 
hands will be required.

The Social Security Administra­
tion advises all farmers that the 
program of old-age and survivors 
insurance now includes under Its 
coverage some farm employees 
However, it is pointed out that 
other persons whose work is of a 
harvest hands, cotton pickers, and 
seasonal nature do not come under 
coverage, and should not be report­
ed on a social security tax return.

To qualify as a regular farm 
worker under the Social Security 
Act, the agriculutral employee 
must first work for employer for 
a full three month calendar quart­
er, However, the social security tax 
should not he paid on wages earn­
ed during this qualifying quarter.

The hired hand will, *f he con­
tinues working for the same em­
ployer, be covered under the social 
security law during the second 
three months of his employment 
if he works during 00 days or more 
of the period and is paid at least 
$50 in cash wages.

The chief executive also thought 
favorably of these proposed con­
stitutional amendments, to be vot­
ed on by the people in November 
next year:

fare expenditures from $35 million 
to $42 million; and permitting wo­
men to serve on juries.

sued to build toll roads; allowing 
state and local government work­
ers to go under the federal social 
security plan; and authorizing 
counties under 10.000 population 
to keep separate tax assessor-col­
lectors by local option.

Some of these issues are con­
troversial—you’ll be hearing more 
about them as election time ap­
proaches.

Set aside $30,000 to prosecute 
the Rio Grande water fuss with 
New Mexco.

Give state and local govern­
ment workers 15 days annual 
military leave for National Guard 
or reserve training without loss 
of vacation time or salary. Mem­
bers of Legislature are excepted.

VETERAN S ADMINISTRATION 
CUTS

Tne people oi tins country axe 
evidencing great concern over tne 
possible reuucuon ox nuspxtai ana 
xnedxcal services to veterans. Tney 
are exactly correct in tneir rignte- 
ous indignation about some at- | 
tempts to ueny hospitalization anti 
medical services to these veteran 
who met their responsibilities with 
such great courage. The subject 
is too involved to undertake an ex­
tended discussion in this newslet­
ter, but I can tell you that it is 
my opinion that this Congress 
bill will meet its responsibilities in 
seeing that these veterans are not 
subjected to a denial of these 
services. I sincerely appreciate 
the many letters that I have re­
ceived on the subject, and assure 
all of you that you have an. out­
standing group in Congress on 
your side.

a m e n d m e n t  t o  t h e  
A G R IC U L TU R A L ACT OF 194»

I am introducing a bill amend­
ing the Agricultural Act of 1949 
to permit the Commodity Corpora­
tion to sell stored corn at a price 
determined by the Secretary of 
Agriculture with tne approval of 
me buaaQ ox Directors of the 
Commodity Corporation, plus reas­
onable carrying charges. The 
purpose oi this amendment is to 
cattle people. Under the present 
lcl <v, ch saie ox stored commodities 
is limited to a price of not less 
than 6 per cent above the current 
support price of the particular 
commodity. There is an excep­
tion that provides for the sale of 
commodities that have substanti­
ally deteroii&ted in quality. It 
is well known that stored com  
does deteriorate- It occures to me 

if much of this stored com  
could be sold for use by cattlemen 
before it deteriorates, at a price 
in keeping with the going price 
of livestock, it would not only 
help to protect the cattlemen, but 
would substantially avoid a greater 
loss in the commodity after it has 
deteriorated. My amendment places 
the price fixing in the discretion 
of the Secretary with the approval 
of the Commodity Credit Corpora­
tion so that when the price of 
cattle drops far below comparable 
price of feedstuff that is protected 
by support prices, there will be j 
a means by which the Secretary j 
of Agriculture can stabilize and 
protect the cattlemen. Otherwise, | 
we can expect bankruptcy of many ' 
small cattle people and a result­
ing decrease in our cattle papula-' J 
tion. These tragic results would 
not only affect our section of the 
country, but would be highly detri­
mental to the economy o f the ne- 
tire nation.
