THE AIRLINE SERVICE FOR
THE PANHANDLE

The Civil Aeroautics Board
has under consideration a num-
ber of applications to extend
local air service to smaller com-
munities all over Texas., This
is known as the Texas Local
Service Case because all of the
applications were consolidated
into one case and the matter is
being considered by the Board
for the purpose of determining

which of theése proposed seg-
ments shoid be granted and
which should be denied. The

portion that is of greatest inter-
est to the Panhandle is the pro-
Fort Worth, to Wichita Falls, to
Vernon, to iChildress, to Amar-
illo, to Borger and to Pampa.
These hearings are deeply in-
volved and consume g tremend-
ous. amount of time for exami-
nation and hearings. The Exam-
iners’ Report consisted of . 74
pages of typewritten matter and
a number of exhibits. Most of
the townms can show a definite
need for air service but ie i3 ex-
tremely difficult to show the
justification for the extension of
these lines because of the high
cost of operating air Service,
The Civil Aeronautice Boamd
has a tremendous responsibility

in determining these mstters
because - the taxpayers are pri-

* mmarily “involved. All of the air-

lines are supported to a varying
degree by air mail subsidies.
This simply means - that al-
though you can send an air
mail letter for 6 cents the cost
to the government is much
more than that. Original justifi
cation for extending these sub-
sidies was the theory that it
was to the interest of the nat-
ion as a whole because of the
benefits derived by the people
from better postal service, com-
venience in transportaticn, ben-
efits to the business economy of
the several localities served,
contribution to the national de-
fense, etc. You can easily see
that the Board has a difficult
task in weighing the many in-
gredients involved and striking
a balance upon which they must
base their decision. The major
airlines vigorously contest these
local service applications and
this was very appareni in the
Texas Local Service (2se con
cerning #he Dallas to Pamba
route. Braniff Airways, one of |
the big airlines of the country,
has contested -this route and ir |
doing so has, in my opinion, un-
duly reflected upon the cities
of Borger and Pampas. The tru-
th is that Braniff Airways ob-
tains much of its business from
these two towns and the sur-
rounding community, It is dif-
ficult to understand their an-
tagonistic attitude toward the
extension of service to Borger
and Pampa, If it were not for
Borger and Pampa, Braniff
would have had a hard time
criginally justifying their route
from Dallas to Denver. The Con-
tinental Airlines also took a
swing at the proposed routs
from Dallas to Pampa, simply
because they are trying to get
a route dfrom Wichita Falls to

LAWN CARE: The question
comes up time and time again,
“How can I get grass to grow
under my trees?” There are two
things to do, both of which
are dependent upon the other.
First a species of grass which
is tolerant to shade should be
seeded and secondly the trees
themselves must be fed so that
they won’t compete with the
lawn. Compete is pardly de-
sciptive since the tree generally
saps all the fertility, leaving
nothing for the lawn. Thus the
vgrédsses die, Although tree cul-
ture is a science in itself the
benefits of feeding trees is well
established and the lawn owner
can carry out this operation him
self for the benefit of the tree
and the lawn undereath. The fac-
tors affecting tree growth are
the same as for the grass, Strong
Roots and Luxuriant Foliage.

There are several questions
which will pop up here. What to
use, how much, when and how
it should be applied? These are
definitely not trade secrets, but
iimited space keeps me from
disscussing them- all here. I am
having a special auger made for
this {purpose and should have it
ready .0 go by the ti*.e you read
this. Will leave you with this
thought. A tree having a ten in,
diameter and standing approx-
imately 20 feet high will have a
root zone occupying the equiv-
alent af half an acre of topsoil.
No wonder we have trouble get-
ting grass under trees.

CHEAP FEED: Have heard a
lot of comments about the cattle
market - in fact about all the
comments that have cuss words
stem from the price sag in cat-
tle. Visited with a farmer last

week that had guite a few cattle
and from his verbal tirade have
atou de«ded th.t it isn’t the
price of the cattle that is hurt-
ing as bad as the price of feed
to keep them alive and in a sal-
able condition. He figured it
this way: He had 5000 bales of
alfalfa hay he put up for him-
self; All the feed his cattle were
getting w2s this hay and some
Red Top Cane butts. At a dollar
a bale the hay represented $5,
000if sold. this amount of bay
fed to his cattle would 1ast him
just long enougli to increase the
value of his cattle $500 at the
most. Looks like there is a sag
there of  $4500.00. After the
smoke clears and the record i®
brought up to date the pastures
will still show profit. WHY? Be-
cause grass is still the cheap-
est, high protein feed that can
be put before livestock. How then
do I answer vhe guestion, “Wont
the slump .n cattle prices putl
you out of the pasture grass bus-
iness”? HARDLY! I anticipate
more and more acreage every
vear as this crom proves itself
tc be one of the more impor-
tant in a progressive, diversified
agriculture.

The school had made slow
but steady improvement for sev
