Touring America on a “sea shell
safari” is a delightful way to “dig
up” vacation fun.

Any shell collector worth his sea-
weed knows that shells differ not
only from Atlantic to Pacifie, but
along the same

coast. Collec-
tors. find the
most speci-

mens at low
tide and full
moon or after
a sterm.

The secret
of col-lectmg
shells is to find
those with two
matching :
sides, whether separated or joined.
THe best method is to dredge in
shallow water with a sieve and
“pan” for shells. You can aiso comb
the beach picking up loose speci-
mens. As soon as you collect a
specimen, make an on-the-spot
jdentification as to its class and
other pertinent data. A book on
shells, illustrated with colored
plates, is an invaluable aid in classi-
fication,

Next, clean your shells promptly
to avoid decomposition of animal
parts. Start by boiling them to re-
move fleshy parts. “Boil smooth,
highly polished ones only two min-
utes, ot%ers as long as 20 minutes.
Remove remaining fleshy parts by
delicate pulling and twisting. Fi-
nally, do surface cleaning with a
stiff brush or a weak solu*mn of
muriatic acid. -
