Unemployment
rate rises for
Howard County

The unemployment rate in Howard
County jumped in January, following a
statewide trend believed to be associated
with the end of the holiday season.

Virginia Belew, area manager for the
Workforce Network for Big
Spring, said the spike in
unemployment is something
seen on an annual basis, as
employers who provided holi-
day employment begin trim-
ming their staffs back to their
normal numbers.

“The latest data received
from the Texas Workforce
Commission indicates that
the unemployment rate for Howard
County increased 0.8 percent from
December to January,” said Belew.
“This followed the normal seasonal
trend, as employers ended the Christmas
holiday employment period.”

Belew said the sudden trend is effect-
ing statewide unemployment numbers as
well, and although the increase comes as
no surprise, its comparison to peércent-
ages posted last year are encouraging.

“The unemployment rate in the
Permian Basin Workforce Development
area followed the same trend, increasing
from 4.8 percent in December to 5.6 per-
cent in January,” she  explained.

Preliminary TAKS tests show 89 percent passing

Although not quite an “A,” thes
Big Spring Independent School
District is well on its way.

Preliminary results from the
first administration of the third
grade Texas Assessment of
Knowledge and Skills (TAKS)
reading test show that 89 percent
of the 300 or so Big Spring third
graders who took it passed.

The passing rate percentage is
on par with the school district’s
overall passing rate from last

year, which includes both the
first and second administrations,
said BSISD Superintendent
Michael Downes.

“The passing standards were
increased from last year, yet we
still had about the same number
of students pass as last year,”
Downes said.

The Texas Education Agency
released the results of the March
19 test to the school districts
Monday.

Third graders must pass the
test in order to advance to the

next grade. The second adminis-
tration for those who did not

meet the test’'s minimum
requirements will be held in
April.

“With these results, we know of
about 30 students we need to
work with in small groups and
one-on-one to prepare them for
the second test administration,”
Downes said.

Final passing results, which
will be officially released in
August, will take into considera-
tion several other factors, includ-

ing results from the second test
administration in April.

Texas school districts are
accountable for the test scores of
students who were enrolled in
their district on the last Friday
in October 2003.

Test scores of students who
moved into BSISD following this
date will be counted in the pre-

Jiminary results, but not in the

final figures.
Those scores will be counted in

Spanish elections: Fear vs. Leadership

e outcome of the Spanish
elections this week teaches
us a valuable lesson:
Democracies require lead-

ership in times of crisis. Much
has been made of the voters’ deci-
sion to oust the ruling Popular

Party because of its
support of the U.S.-led
war in Iraq. But until
terrorists slaughtered
innocent commuters
on their way to work
in Madrid last week,
the Popular Party
was widely expected
to win a majority of
seats in the Spanish
parliament. Then the
terrorists struck, and
the Spanish popula-
tion reacted in fear

and anger. But it was the failure
of Spain’s leaders to lead in this
moment of national crisis that
directed that fear and anger
toward themselves and the United
States rather than at the murders.
Outgoing Prime Minister Jose
Maria Aznar has been a loyal ally
to the United States, but his reac-
tion to the attacks in Madrid left

much to be desired. From the first
moments after the attack,

Aznar’s

government seemed anxious to
blame anyone but the likeliest of
suspects, Islamist terrorists. No
doubt Spanish authorities had to
consider the possibility that the

attacks came from the Basque ter-

rorist movement ETA, which has

been responsible for more than 800

killings in the last 30 years. But

the methods were uncharacteristic

of ETA and similar to Al Qaeda’s
modus operandi. Within hours of
the attacks, evidence indicated

Islamists were to blame. Still the
government stubbornly kept point-
ing the finger at ETA, even while
arresting Moroccan and Indian
Moslem suspects. »

The elections might have turned
out very differently if the govern-
ment had shown leadership
instead of fear for its own sur-
vival. What if Aznar had
addressed the Spanish people and
made a direct case against Al
Qaeda and its wannabe imitators
cropping up in North Africa and
elsewhere in the Moslem world?
What if he had told his people
what the Islamists themselves say
is their motive in targeting Spain
— namely that they consider
Spain part of Islam’s empire and
have not forgotten the ignominy of

1492, of being driven from their
kingdom in southern Spain over
which they had ruled for more
than 700 years? What if Aznar had
reminded Spaniards that long
before the United States overthrew
Saddam Hussein, Al Qaeda opera-
tives — including Mohammed Atta
— were plotting in Spain. Atta vis-
ited Spain to meet with his com-
rades-in-arms in 2001, just two
months before he flew a plane into
the World Trade Center.

One can imagine Tony Blair giv-
ing such a speech. Indeed, he has
done so in the face of strenuous
opposition from his own party
time and again. Unfortunately,
neither Aznar nor his hand-picked
successor, Mariano Rajoy, chose to
try to lead in similar fashion, and
so the people went with the dema-
gogue who was willing to blame
America for Spain’s tragedy.

No doubt John Kerry is delight-
ed at the outcome of the Spanish
elections and hopes he’ll have sim-

ilar success in ousting the govern-
ing party here at home in
November. But he should be wor-
ried. Spanish appeasement puts all
of us at risk. The Islamists will
attack again — perhaps the next
target'will be France, or Italy, or
even the United States.

Throughout the primaries, the

Democratic presidential con-
tenders (with the exception of Sen.
Joe Lieberman and Rep. Dick
Gephardt) behaved irresponsibly,
using the war in Iraq to fan parti-
san hatred. Now that John Kerry
is all but officially the party’s
nominee, he should be very care-
ful in what he says and does. He
should leave no doubt in any
would-be terrorist’s mind that any
attempt to manipulate the U.S.
elections through terrorism would
be met with unified and deadly
response.

Kerry has said almost nothing
about how he would fight the war
on terrorism, except to hint that
he believes acts of terror are
crimes that should be prosecuted
accordingly. If the terrorists
believe that Kerry would be a less
aggressive adversary and that he
would pull back from Iraq and
Afghanistan, they may well try to
repeat their Spanish electoral suc-
cess, using the same tactics. It’s
up to Kerry to set them straight,
and the failure to do so in unam-
biguous terms should weigh heavi-
ly on his conscience.

nation of why President

Had Hagel been notified, he
would have informed the White
House of two political facts of life.

Hagel is a sophisticated
former businessman who under-
stands the global economy and
sees no sin in an American manu-
facturer setting up a plant in
China selling strictly to the
Chinese market and simultaneous-
ly generating sales jobs at home.
But Hagel is also a politician who
understands that “China” is a
buzzword in today's highly politi-
cized Washington. It made no
political sense to name a manufac-
turing czar who owns a factory in
China.

The second fact of life that
would have been imparted by

thought surely the senator had
been notified about Raimondo.
White House Chief of Staff
Andrew Card phoned Hagel with
the same message. But Hagel was
not alone in being kept out of the
loop. Nobody called Senate
Majority Leader Bill Frist,
Majority Whip Mitch McConnell
or Commerce Committee
Chairman John McCain (who
would preside over Senate confir-
mation). Nor was Nebraska’s
Republican Gov.

Donald Evans’ scheduled
announcement, the appointment
was leaked to Sen.

The prospective Democratic presi-
dential nominee then revealed that
Raimondo runs a factory in China.

White House agreement not to
make the nomination, and Bush
aides blamed Nebraska’s
Republican senator, Chuck Hagel.
The incompetence stems from
" White House failure to notify
Hagel or any other Republicans in
advance. That the process of vet-
ting an important nominee fell
apart in the fourth year of the
Bush administration defies credi-
bility. Somewhere in the White
House, too-clever-by-half staffers
made a decision to sneak through
Raimondo’s nomination without
telling Hagel. That failed process
gives Republicans plenty to worry
about on the eve of a long, hard
election campaign.

Hagel to the White House is that
Tony Raimondo may be a regis-
tered Republican but is not a loyal
Republican. He supported then
Gov. Nelson’s 1996 bid for the
Senate against underdog Hagel.
After providing private jet trans-
portation for the heavily favored
Nelson’s losing campaign,
Raimondo took Nelson on his
Behlen Manufacturing board
(where he still serves as an unpaid
adviser).

Imagine Hagel's astonishment
when an aide gave him an
Associated Press dispatch last
Wednesday disclosing Raimondo’s
selection. Kerry made the actual
first announcement, and it was
not difficult to figure how he
found out. A former Nelson press
aide now works for the Kerry cam-
paign. Naturally, Kerry knew all
about the factory in China, and
Democrats — in their current
mood of economic jingoism —
took the Senate floor to ridicule
Bush'’s choice and effectively kill
the nomination before it was
made.

Appalled, Secretary of Commerce
Evans called Hagel to say he had

administration bills at rates of 96
percent, 98 percent and 98 percent
in Bush'’s first three years). It
made no apparent difference at the
White House that Hagel and
Johanns are co-chairmen of the
president’s re-election campaign in
Nebraska.

Chuck Hagel may vote the right
way but speaks his mind all too
often to please the White House.
Presidential aides, talking not for
quotation, unfairly blamed Hagel
for killing the nomination. One
Republican source close to the
White House said Hagel was not
informed in advance because he
simply cannot be trusted. Those
remarks suggest what’s wrong
with 'George W. Bush'’s operation
hegdmg into a presidential cam-
paign. The Raimondo fiasco points
to failings that will not be correct-
ed if they are not admitted.

A: Some thunderstorm
safety tips could save
your life, says Kelsey
Curtiss of Texas A&M
University. A severe
thunderstorm, she
explains, is one defined
by winds of at least 58
miles per hour, hail at
least three-fourths of an
inch or has produced a
tornado.

“If you're outdoors,
find sturdy shelter,
either in a building or a
car — preferably not a
convertible,” , she
explains.

The National
Weather Service esti-
mates there are about
100,000 thunderstorms a
year in the U.S., but only
about 10 percent of those
are classified as severe.

Safety has its costs

SAFER barriers at Darlington take up valuable track space

urt Busch wheeled his red Ford

Expedition onto the track at Darlington

Raceway and immediately headed for

the new SAFER barriers on the wall in
the middle of tums 1 and 2.

“It’ll have an impact here in the center of the
comer,” Busch said as he cruised within a foot
of the SAFER (Steel and Foam Energy
Reduction) barriers more commonly known as
soft walls.

*“The racing line is right here. It'll take away
a little bit of impact, but you won’t notice it
because you start heading down the racetrack.”

Busch then headed toward the exit of Turn 2
at about 50 miles per hour, well under the track
record qualifying speed of 173.797 mph.

“You’ll scrape the side right on these hash
marks coming off Turn 1,” he said. “Then you'll
slide right back up toward the wall where
they’ve closed it off and we’re back to regular
concrete, so the impact will be minimal on the
exit of the corner of (Turn) 2.”

Busch was the first driver to get a close-up
look at the new walls and the potential new rac-
ing lines that will result with 30 inches gone
from a track that many drivers said already was
too tight.

Ricky Craven, who beat Busch in last year’s
Carolina Dodge Dealers 400 by two-thousandths
of a second, later took a spin around the track
where a driver seldom escapes a brush with the
wall and collects the infamous “Darlington

As Busch sped down the front straightaway
toward the start-finish line, he glanced at the bar-
riers down the front side of pit road and then

- looked ahead toward Turn | again.
“It's going to be d Iittle more congesled on a

drivers begin preparing for Sunday’s 400-mile

race with two practice sessions and qualifying.

Some drivers, such as Mark Martin, already
have expressed concern that there won’t be
enough room to race side by side on this egg-
shaped slice of real estate nicknamed “The
Track Too Tough To Tame.”

“Once they come down and analyze it they
won't have that perspective,” Busch said.
“They’ll see the changes are for the positive and
they’ll be able to compete and race here side by
side.

“We'll know we're missing 30 inches, but
when we come back in the fall we won’t even
know the barriers are here.”

Busch then proceeded down the backstretch.
He pointed toward the concrete wall that has
taken a pounding over the past 50 years.

“It’s been hit so many times that it isn’t

tighter going into the comer,” he said. *“What
we’ve done is take some of the track away, and
there wasn’t a lot to start with.

“It’s going to be an issue in the middle of the
corner and maybe a little on the exits. Otherwise,
it’s not a lot different. They’ve done a great job
of transitioning, especially into the corners.”

That’s not to suggest the track won’t be
tougher than ever. Both agreed the new walls
will add a new meaning to the “Darlington
stripe.”

“The potential is there for a lot more
Darlington stripes,” Craven said.

That doesn’t make those who haven’t seen
the walls less apprehensive.

Elliott Sadler said he plans to come a day
early to see the walls even if he can’t get on the
track with a car.

“I already wear out a nght side every time |
go to Darlington,” he said. “Ain’t no telling how
bad I'll mess it up this time.

“That’s a track that you’ve got to have good
rhythm at. You kind of know when you leave pit
road where you want to run at, how much throt-
tle you want to use. Now that they’ve taken half
the track away we don’t really know what we're

Eamhardt Jr. won just about everything
there was to win at Daytona, we were
writing about how he and his team
looked poised to win this year's Nextel
Cup title. After Las

thing happens, we’re required
to weave what everybody’s
just seen into the grand tapes-
try of everything that has ever
happened. Immediacy has a
tendency to warp perspective.

Look back just eight days
ago at what most of us who
cover NASCAR were saying
about Dale Eamhardt Jr. and
his race team.

The No. 8 Chevrolet had
been junk at Las Vegas
Motor Speedway. Eamhardt Jr. was in
and out of the garage all day in the
UAW DaimlerChrysler 400. He fin-
ished so far behind, he could have run
until midnight and not caught up to race
winner Matt Kenseth. ;

Just two races earlier, after

Vegas, though, we
couldn’t come up with
enough ways to say
how bad they were and
how clearly they lacked
what it took to be
champions.

So, after finishing
first in Sunday's
Golden Corral 500 at
Atlarita Motor
Speedway, now what?

2004, Eamhardt Jr. has already won the
biggest race of the Nextel Cup circuit
and also has won at a non-restrictor

" plate track. He didn’t win a non-plate

race until November of 2003. He also
got a top-five finish at Rockingham,
historically one of his worst tracks, giv-

ing him three top-five finishes in four
races and putting him third in the early
points standings.

It's too early to declare that
Eamhardt Jr. and his team have
answered all of their questions. But
Sunday’s victory certainly showed that,
at least this time around, Eamhardt Jr.
and his team passed their biggest test so
far this year.

Instead of panicking, the team went
to work. It washed the Las Vegas mem-
ory out of its collective hair by testing
at Kentucky Motor Speedway and
Bristol Motor Speedway. Before going
to Darlington on Friday they’ll travel to
Texas for more testing.

Earnhardt Jr. said he wasn’t “too
bent out of shape™ over the Las Vegas
debacle anyway. All it did, he said, was
make him remember something his
father, seven-time Cup champion Dale
Eamhardt, told him one time.

“1 was a rookie... and | was in
Rockingham,” Eamhardt Jr. said. “We

took a provisional to start the race. |
was really down in the dumps. My
daddy and I sat down in his bus and he
looked at me and he said, ‘You'll have
days like this and tomorrow you might
win the race. Don’t ever let it get you
down because the next day can be the
greatest day you’ll ever have.'”

Eamhardt Jr.’s turnaround between
Las Vegas and Atlania ought to teach
us not to jerk our knees out of socket
reacting to everything that happens. But
it won't.

Las Vegas was the first real test of
the new aero package and new tires,
and as soon as the race ended some of
us were declaring the experiment had
failed.

Good teams have bad days, and rule
changes take a little time for people to
get used to them and figure out how to
deal wi''s them.

We ust need to calm down and take
abreath The sky's not falling.
