Resultmg from a 4-car ‘“smash-
up” in downtown Friona, Monday
evening, Ernest Jackson Ward of
Friona was charged in County
Court early Tuesday with DWI
(driving while intoxicated); his
plea of guilty netted a fine of $150
and costs plus ten days in the
county jail.

According to investigating high-
way patrolmen, the -collision oc-
curred soon after 8:00 p. m. Mon-
day, the northbound ’51 Ford pick-
up driven by Ward first hitting a
’55 Chevrolet in the street in front
of Johnson’s Grocery. = The Chev-
rolet, struck on the right front
fender by the pick-up attempting
to pass on the wrong side, was
damaged only about $100. From
that point, the Ward pick-up ca-
reened some 60 feet, striking the
parked ’55 Ford sedan in which Mr.
and Mrs. Claude Blackburn were
sitting. Impact damaged the Black-
burn vehicle some $1500 worth,
threw both ocupants out the door
onto the pavement, and thrust the
car against a pick-up parked along-
side, damaging it also. The pick-
up, belonging to Sam Jones, was
pushed over the curb. Some 120
feet further north, in front of the
Bi-Wize Drug, the Ward pick-up
finally came to a halt. Ward was
immediately taken to the county
jail in Farwell by Deputy Jim
Roberts and State Patrolman Clar-
ence Blair.

A Dbill regarding surface water
rights was passed by the Texas
Senate last week. The bill was
along the lines approved by Texas
Farm Bureau members, with one
exception: That was the inclusion
of an additional three-cent ad va-
lorem tax, state-wide, to finance
development of the program. Legis-
lative Chairman Ralph Miiler
wrote, and urged others to write
letters opposing this portion of the
bill last Friday. The attitude of
Farm Bureau members, and coun-
ty officials, too, is that ad valorem
taxes should be left open for coun-
ty and district assessment when
local needs warrant them. State
assessments of this nature limit
the ability, in many cases, of coun-
ties to raise necessary funds for
local projects. Disposition of the
bill is not yet known.

We have just read pamphlet
called, “It’s Your Money.’ ’ It con-
tains results of studies made by
the Department of Economics Agri-
cultural and Mechanical College of
Texas, relative to public roads fi-
ancing. Their answer to the great
problem of how truck lines should
be required to pay for their use of
such roads is the “weight-distance
tax.” This is a system successfully
employed in several other states,
according to the booklet. Texas is
far behind in this field of road
maintenance financing. ... We
agree that this proposed system
the present fuel and registration
tax system employed in Texas.
R. G. LeTourneau, however, has
presented a much simpler and more
workable idea, in our opinion. His
system would require nothing more
than an acurate tire pressure gauge
to check road load limits. It would
require a maximum tire pressure
of, say 30 pounds. Then, any weight
load could be hauled without pen-
alty so long as enough, or large
enough tires were used to prevent
damage to the roads. It would be

hard to improve on this idea, so far
as we can see. It may be too sim-
ple for legislative approval, how-

Grazing Alfalfas Hold
Promise for Old Ranges .

Today, we are interested in
returning alfalfa to its first use
—grazing. For the past hundred
years, alfalta has been synony-
mous with hay—in faet, alfalfa
as a hay crop has had much to

do with the rapid settling of}§

the West.

But something has happened
to these ranges. There I8 scarce-
ly a western State that supports
as many units of livestock per
acre as it did 50 years ago,
this in spite of irrigation, ferti-
lization, new varieties, ete. Some
of the reasons are: (1) replace-
ment of original cover by other
plamts of little or no forage
value, (2) replacement of per-
enmials by anmnuals, (3) erosion
and (4) reduction of organic
matter.

Commercial nitrogen, fall ap-
plied, often means the differ-
ence between success and fail-
ure in grass seeding on range
land. It can increase the yield
of our native grasses amazingly.
A fair stand of grazing alfalfas
could supply this needed nitro-
gen.

Professor E. R. Jackman,
Oregon State College, suggests
that grazing alfalfas may be
the key to the problem of main-
taining grass stands, keeping

¢ cut unwanted species, stoppirg
erosion and .restoring humus.
The Oregon State College is now
conducting trials to determine
* the adaptation of alfalfa in solv-
ing the problem.

Nomad and Rhizoma are the
.only strictly grazing types of
aifalfa being used of which seed
is available. Sevelra and Ladak
are included because they have
a small percentage of grazing
types. Ladak has up to 15 per
cent in some lots of seed. Ran-
ger is in the trials simply be-
cause it is now the standard
variety.

From the 75 seedings in this
test, it is hoped to learn (1)

Some of those
having trials are now seeding
larger acreages on their own.

Organic Matter Frees

:Phosphate Fixed in Soil

is plowing under sweet clover to add organie matter to the soil

Without phosphorus all life
would cease, much as a flame
dies when there is no air to
support it. This vitally impor-
tant element, so essential for
plant and animal growth and
‘reproduction, is one of the least
abundant elements in most soils.

Seeds, mik, meat, eggs, plant
tissues, bacteria, fungi, animal
cells, and everything else that
.originates from life contain
phosphorus. The ultimate source
©of this phosphorus is the soil.
The production of plentiful crops
of high nutritive value frequent-
ly depends upon the addition of
phosphate fertilizers to the soil.

These additions to the soil,
ihowever, usually have only a
lvery temporary beneficial effect
.because the action of certain
’!soil components changes the
}phosphate inte forms not readi-
Lly available to plants, accord-
iing to Dr. Sieling of Massachu-
{setts in CROPS AND SOILS.
;Some experiments have shown
jthat only 510 per cent of the
;phosphate added to acid soils
jreaches the- crop for which it
jwas intended. This is due to a
. process called phosphate fixation.
! To obtain a high production
.Jevel of high quality crops, tohe
fixed phosphate must be released
in a constant and increased
,amount., Research has estab-
lished that organic matter is an
important substance in prevent-
ing fixation and in releasing fhe
’phosphate slready fixed,

As soils in the humid regiom
become more and more acid
because of cropping and nainral
weathering processes, the iron
and aluminum compounds be-
come chemical traps. These
catch any phosphate that haz-
pens to be wandering about in
the soil solution.

The more acid a soil becomes,
the more traps become sect for
catching and holding the phos-
phate until it is released by
another process.

Practical farmers have long
observed that loss of organic
matter in soils caused phos-
phate deficiency and consequent
crop failure. Others have found
that management practices
whieh traditionally included the
addition of large amounts of
barnyard manure were adequats
for great crop production, evem
though fhe manure was known
to be low in phosphate. Various
organic materials other than
manure may serve as well as
a source of organic matter for
this purpose. :

So life goes on because the
important element, phosphorus,
is available in .the soil—made
available by other life processes
in a self-perpetuating cycle of
interrelated chemical and bio-
logical reactions.@ So another
new, important function for or-
ganic matter is disclosed, to be
added to many other important
actions it kas in maintaining
good soils,

L. B. Barkley, Admin €
tive Officer in Charge of the. Lub-
bock office stated today that the
deadline date of April 15 had fi-
nally caught up with the taxes col-
lected by the Dallas District of In-
ternal Revenue. The Dallas Dis-
trict, covering the 143 North Texas
counties, has deposited $342,855,-
570.20 through March 23. During
the same period in 1954, $353,304,-
953.41 had been deposited. Mr.
Barkley attributed the $10,000,000
deficit to the change in filing dead-
line date from March 15 to April
15. The Dallas District collected
$1,034,276,106.96 during the 1954
fiscal year ending July 1, 1954.

The Dallas District has mailed
269,000 tax refund checks amount-
ing to $20,615,886.94. Revenue of-
ficials estimated that they had re-
ceived 550,000 to 575,000 returns
due a refund. The process of grind-
ing out the refund checks to tax-
payers is rolling in high gear. Dur-
ing the past week over 60,000 re-
fund checks were mailed. They
expected to continue grinding out
the checks at better than 50,000 a
week. Mr. Barkley asked tax-
payers not to become concerned
when they did not receive their
tax refund checks as soon as they
might expect. Many taxpayers
write letters or cal Internal Reve-
nue when some neighbor receives a
refund check on a tax return that
was mailed after his return was
mailed. ' There are dozens of dif-
ferent breakdowns and different
channels through which tax re-
turns are processed. One tax re-
turn may be processed and the
check mailed out in a very short
period of time—even less than a
month. Another return may have
been mailed on January 1 and be-

Early Application
On Cotton Classing

COLLEGE STATION. — Farm-
ers will follow the same procedure
as last year in obtaining cotton
classification and market news
services in 1955 under the Smith-
Doxey ‘Act, the U. S. Department
of Agriculture announces.

Cotton growers are urged to pre-
pare and submit their applications
as soon as cotton has been planted
and wel lin advance of the ginning
season. Those not filling may fail
to obtai nthe classification of cot-
ton ginned early in the season, as
time is required for groups to make
arrangements for having samples
taken and submitted to the class-
ing office.

Samples submitted under this
program are to be cut from both
sides of the bale by a bonded sam-
pler or by an employee -of a public
warehouse or compress which is-
sues negotiable, warehouse receipts.

Applications must be filed with
a field office of the Cotton Division,
Agricultural Marketng Seirvice, as
soon as possible after all members
have planted their cotton, but not
later than August 1. Applications
must be on file by June 1, how-
ever, in the following counties in
Texas: Dimmit LaSalle, McMul-
len, Live Oak, Karnes, DeWitt,
Jackson, Hatagorda and all coun-
ties lying south of those named.

Cotton classed for members of
improvement groups under the
Smith-Doxey Act for the 1954 crop
will not exceed 10,000,000 bales, or
T4 percent of the total crop.

Instructions and application
blanks may be obtained from coun-
ty agents, state and county ASC
officers or from Agricultural Mar-
keting Service, Cotton Division,
Room 506 U. S. Terminal Annex
Building, Dallas 22, Texas.

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Home Lawn Hints

COLLEGE STATION. — Home
lawns receive an added “punch” if
treated in the spring with a com-
plete fertilizer.

Use a fertilizer of a 2-1-1 or 1-1-1
ratio-at rates to supply two pounds
of actual nitrogen for each 1,000
square feet of lawn area, advises
E. M. Trew, extension pacture spe-
cialist. That’s the amount of nitro-
gen in 20 pounds of 10-20-10 or 40
pounds of 5-10-5.

Another pound of nitrogen ap-
plied at 30 to 40 day intervals will
keep lawns green throughout the
summer, says Trew. Supply water
as needed.

Water only when the yard shows
1 definite need. Soak the soil to a
iepth of at least six inches when
the grass takes on a sheen or wilt.
Light frequent sprinklings pro-
duce shawwol roots and encourage
weeds. Shallow roots also are un-
able to utilize available moisture
and plant food.

“Fore!” yelled Glen Glibb as he
sized up the fairway in front of
him. “Better wait,” cautioned an-
other member of his foursome.
‘“Those. people aren’t out of range
yet.”

“Well, they're too slow,” growled
Glen. “I'll just chack one over
their heads—that’ll speed ’em up a
little.”

There was a resounding crack
as Glen drove, and the golf ball
shot out low and hard along the
right side ofthe fairway. As the
players watched, admiring the fine
shot, the ball began to curve to
the left, hooking toward the two
men and two women in the fair-
way. “Fore,” Glen yelled fran-
tically, and one of the women
moved desperately to one side,
ducking her head. The ball struck
her on the arm.

Warning Necessary

In all of his conduct which might
result in harm to another player,
or to a caddy, the golfer must
exercise reasonable and ordinary
care, according to the circum-
stances. It is well known that
driven balls do not always travel
in the straight course intended,
but the player must reasonably
foresee the likelihood of injury to
others from his driven ball, and
use the care necessary to prevent

. such injury.

One duty of a golfer is to give
timely warning of an intended
drive if the other player is not
aware of such intention, but in

& some cases a mere warning is not

enough. The golfer is not neces-
sarily an insurer of the safety of

i} others with reference to the bels

he drives, nor is he guilt yof negli-
gence merely because the ball de-
flects from its intended course, but
he must have in mind the possibil-
ities of dangers to others.
Ordinary Care Needed

In the case above, Glen was at
fault, The players were obviously
in a danger zone, and the mere
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shouted warning was not sufficient
to protect them, especially since
their backs were to Glen, and they
were proceeding ahead of him, in a
place where, under the rules of the
game, they had a right to be.

On the golf course, remember,
use just ordinary reasonable care
to see that other players are pro-
tected. Be sure they know when
you are going to drive, if they are
in a danger zone, and don’t deliber-
ately drive into the people ahead of
you.

Planned Crop Program
Helps Cope with Drouth

Alfalfa is adapted to most of the United States and will produce

well both in extended dry spells,

Since heat and drought, espe-
riaily jn the. southeastern and
southcentral  States, have been

lassified as’ national emergen-
cies, it behooves the farmer to
plan his crops and rotations
ahead in such a way as to care
for droughts, as best he can,
when they come.

Obviously his cropping system
should not be entirely geared to
drought emergencies, for periods
of heavy rainfall also need to be
ccnsidered. He can,
learn lessons from recent
droughts and try to plant a large
paercentage of his acreage to
those crops and plan his rotations
{o meet the various conditions
th~t may arise.

"om much weather history it
arpears likely that the farmers
of cex yin States will face vary-
ing periods of moisture shortages
every year. Research and obser-

vations have made it possible to
offer certain suggestions that if;

followed should be helpful in les-
scning the effects of prolonged
dry-weather conditions.
Sudangrass has been a most de-
pendable grazing crop in severe
summer droughts. Lespedeza se-
ricea where adapted has given
fair grazing continuously from
June until October. Small grain—
wheat, oats and especially grain

or periods of ample moisture.

corn under dry conditions. Such
results emphasize the importance
of having crops in addition to
corn to help provide for grain
needs if corn yields suffer. Deep-
rooted crops — alfalfa and lespe-
deza sericea where adapted —
have been of great value in sup-
plying feed for livestock during
dry spells. Crimson clover-rye-
grass planted at the right time
on well-prepared land is a good
combination for winter-grazing.

Dallisgrass and Bermudagrass
have been found to be two of the
best grasses for use in perma-
nent pastures. They have sur-
vived on fertile soils during pe-
riods of very serious droughts.
Clovers that. normally serve as
perennials have been destroyed
by prolonged dry periods, but
stands were quickly re-estab-
lished from matural reseeding.
Johnsongrass also is relied upon
heavily for emergency grazing
and hay production.

Stocking of pastures at the an-
ticipated low production of graz-
ing and then harvesting the sur-
plus growth in peak periods as
hay for use in such emergencies
as drought are suggested.

Seasonal temporary grazing
can be provided under most con-
ditions. Time of planting is ex-
tremely important for success

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Seeing is believing for these farmers, who might have been
skeptical about the value of Ladino clover pasture for hogs.

Ladino clover ranks high as
a hog pasture, according to
Litton & Lewis of Virginia.
Tests showed Ladino was su-
perior to lespedeza, crimson
clover or ryegrass pasture when
grazed with pigs from early
April until late August.

The first year the Ladino was
seeded in February and grazing
started in April. The pigs were
farrowed in the spring and as
soon as they were weaned were
started on the tests. Pigs were
full-fed grain on each of these
pastures in self-feeders, and
comparable lots were hand-fed
grain in limited amounts on each
of these types of pastures. Addi-
ttonal check groups dry-lot fed
were also fed.

Pigs stayed on the pasture un-
til they reached market weights,
or until corn was ready for

nogging down in the fall. The

Largest gains of all were made
y the full-fed dry-lot pigs, 1.08

pounds per day. But it took

844 pounds of feed to make 100

Pounds of gain in the dry Ilot.
This was 73 pounds more than
the Ladino lots required. The
pigs on Ladino, where protein
supplement was used, made .78
of a pound per day.

In the full-fed Ladino lots, 271
pounds of grain with no protein
supplement at all made -100
pounds of pork. This was the
most economical lot in the whole
test. It took 306 pounds of grain

‘where protein supplement was

added to achieve the same re-

sult. It is certainly quite evi-
dent that the Ladino furnished
sufficient protein for the grow-
ing-fattening pigs so that no ad-
ditional protein supplement in
the ration seemed to be needed.

The greatest value from La-
dino pasture came in terms of
grain replacement when the
amount of feed the pigs got was
limited. A total of 1880 pounds
of feed were saved by an acre
of Ladino pasture om the limited
feeding schedule. Where pigs
were full-fed, 1687 pounds of
feed were saved by an acre of
Ladino. With the usual prices
of feeds, this means that an
acre of Ladino can be worth
around $100 in the hog produc-

| ing program every year.

A few neoticeable things in the
grazing of the pigs were that
they were always anxious to
graze the Ladino and did so
with relish, showing that it was
palatable. The fact that an acre
of Ladino can mean so¢ much
to swine farms is an important
factor in economical pork pro-
duction.

It is the first grazing crop in-
troduced into the hog section of
Virginia that would justify tak-
ing an acre out of cultivation to
grow. The Ladino should be
seeded as a pure stand of La-
dino rather than with grass
mixtures because the pigs do
not relish the grasses as much
as the Ladino and consequently
will not keep them grazed
properly. e e S
